Recent comment by columnist 
Richard Viguerie refers to vicious 
verbal attack on Secretary of 
Education Bennett for his defense 
of religion as a fundamental 
ingredient of proper education. 
Viguerie refers to such critics as 
people who still burn the accused 
at the stake for heresy. 

The nature of what they regard 
as heresy is amazing. It reminds us 
of typical communist propaganda 
in which the method 81 to accuse 
opponents of crimes committed by 
themselves. We see it everywhere 
in the world where the red 
conquest is underway. Forces of 
freedom are accused of atrocities 
committed by the communists 
themselves. 

That's the way of conducting 
the attack on Secretary Bennett 
and supporters of religion in 
America. For instance, the First 
Amendment, actually a guarantee 
of religious liberty, is rather 
presented as the reason to remove 
religion from government. 

One of the critics calls Bennett a 
"dispenser of God-On-Our-Side 
myths appealing to a distorted 
history and a falsely prettified 
image of how religious we are. 
The abuse continues, "San-
ctimonious public officials who 
lean on religion to make their case 
deserve nothing more than 
suspicion...Bennett is on a long 
list of conservative propagandists 
who declare themselves the doers 
of God's work." 

The remark is more ugly than 
meaningful. It reminds one of that 
well-known practice in argument: 
"If you are unable to refute a 
statement, attack the speaker." 

Another of the critics said that 
if Bennett studies history he will 
learn "that democracy developed 
precisely as a form of ,divorce 
from religion." As to the Judeo-
Christian tradition, he said there is 
no such tradition. 

That's where the critic lost his 
footing and fell flat on his face. 
The fact he should have learned 
from history is that our country 
has a civil religion grounded in the 
teachings of Moses and Jesus, of 
Washington, Jefferson and Lin-
coln. It is a set of ethical principles 
based on religious teachings but 
shared by religious and non-
religious people alike...a tradition 
enabling people of all faiths to live 
in harmony and brotherhood with 
those of other beliefs. 

This circumstance led the 
famous French writer Tocqueville 
to marvel that Americans can live 
in peace with each other even 
though they differ widely in views 
on how to reach their eternal 
destiny, Heaven. 

Bennett says essentially the 
same thing. "American history 
cannot be understood without 
reference to the Judeo-Christian 
tradition." Also that the First 
Amendment was not intended to 
result in the exclusion of that 
tradition from public life. 
"Clearly public schools should 
not attempt to inculcate sectarian 
beliefs or support one religion

Worse than communist China? 
Worse than Poland? Worse even 
than Ethiopia or Cambodia? 
That's what the anti-apartheid ac-
tivists would have us believe about 
South Africa. Recently, on a 
Washington interview program, 
Roger Wilkins of the Free South 
Africa Movement said that "The 
worst and most vicious repression 
on the face of the earth since Nazi 
Germany is going on in South 
Africa." 

That statement is absurd on its 
face. In South Africa, there is a 
free press, highly critical of the 
government. Opponents of apar-
theid travel around the world 
denouncing that system and then 
are allowed to return home. There 
is political violence, but fewer 
people are killed in a year than in a 
typical week in countries like 
Uganda. There is poverty, but less 
than anywhere else on the con-
tinent; there are more automobiles 
owned by South African blacks 
than by the entire population of 
the Soviet Union. South African 
blacks live, on average 10 to 12 
years longer than blacks in Nigeria 
and Tanzania. Black Africans 
migrate to South Africa to escape 
the political and economic op-
pression they suffer in their home 
countries; there is not a single 
country in Africa where the 
average black has more freedom, 
than in South Arica. 

Make no mistake: South 
Africa's regime is not democratic, 
though it comes as close to 
democracy as almost any African 
nation. But to say that it is the 
worst in the world in the last 40 
years - worse than the Islamic 
states where the sexual mutilation 
of women is considered a normal

Second part of the celebration is 
German Day on Sunday, the 13th, 
at the Texas State Fair. It will be 
at the big tent near the Grand 
Avenue entrance-exit, from 11:30 
a.m. until closing time. Principal 
attractions will be German eats 
and drinks, songs, dancing and 
entertainment, presenting some of 
the headliners of the Saturday 
program. There will also be a 
ceremony and salute to Germany, 
5 p.m., at the Hall of State 
terrace. 

How much wheat grain yield do 
we lose to grazing? How much 
additional fertilizer is needed if we 
graze small grains? These are 
questions we can get a dozen an-
swers to as we make the rounds. 

There are some simple facts we 
know and can use in making 
decisions as to grazing/grain 
pasture alternatives. 

First, producers will generally 
need to apply additional nitrogen 
in January or February if grain 
pastures have been grazed heavily. 
As forage is produced by growth 
and removed by grazing, then the 
nitrogen supply is used to various 
degrees in the soil. Under heavy 
grazing, an additional 40 to 60 
pounds of nitrogen may be 
needed. Now, the Soil Testing Lab 
at Texas A & M has the capability 
of testing for nitrogen content in 
the soil that is available to the  

plant. Producers may wish to test 
soil in January or early February 
to determine if additional nitrogen 
is really needed for expected grain 
yields. 

We will get a decrease in grain 
yield but the added pounds of beef 
or milk should more than offset 
the yield decrease. A result 
demonstration conducted on the 
Werner Becker Dairy in 1984 
showed an income of $333.08 per 
acre as measured by milk sales. 
Comparable demonstrations using 
beef stockers in a grain/grazing 
situation grossed as high as 
$272.90 per acre. 

Tests at Bushland on irrigated 
wheat pasture and Overton on 
dryland wheat pasture both show 
some yield reductions. The 
following chart explains both 
situations. 

"Planned Grazing Systems" is 
the subject of a new fact sheet 
published by the USDA Soil Con-
servation Service. 

Ray Svacina, district conser-
vationist for SCS at Gainesville, 
said the publication outlines 
several kinds of graze-rest 
techniques that livestock 
producers are using to improve 
rangeland at little expense. 
"A planned grazing system is a 
method of grazing and resting 
pastures in a planned sequence," 
Svacina said. "Several kinds of 
systems are being used in the state 
and each kind has its own advan-
tages and disadvantages. 

"But what is important is that 
they all work when carried out 
properly and they all improve 
rangeland. The key is to graze and 
rest all pastures in a planned 
sequence, especially during the 
growing season." 

Svacina said some of the more 
common types in use include a 
two-pasture, one-herd system; a 

'short duration system; a high-
intensity, low-frequency system; 
and a cell grazing system. 

Soil Conservation Service per-
sonnel assisting local conservation 
districts can help livestock 
producers work out planned 
grazing systems.
