Tomato And Fruit
Juice Points Are
Reduced By OPA

Dried Soups Removed
From Ration List; Other
Changes Announced

Dried or dehydrated soups came
off the ration list Sunday and ab
the same time most fruit and to-
mato juices got lower point values
and several other changes were
announced for processed fruits
and vegetables.

.Removal of the dry soups from
the ration list was decided so late
that OPA had already distributed
sample charts showing a one-
point per package value for soups
in 4-ounce packages. These will
have to be corrected by the store-
keepers.

Authorities acted from alarm
over reports that wholesale stocks
of dry soups had increased 80 per
cent in March, due to a spurt in
production, and much of the stock
was in danger of spoiling during
warm weather. In the fall the
soups will probably be rationed a-
gain.

The cut in juices affect all pop-
ular juices with the exception of
pineapple juice which went up
from 13 to 17 points on the popu-
lar No. 2 1-2 size can. Other sizes
of pineapple juice remain un-
changed.

Grape juice came down from 4
to 2 points for a pint and from 8
to 3 for a quart. Grapefruit and
other citrus juices were trimmed
in the No. 2 can from 4 to 3 points,
and tomato juice was reduced in
the No. 2 can size from 12 to 6
points and in the 46-ounce size
from 22 to 11 points.

OPA removed from rationing all
vegetables juices and vegetable
combinations except those con-
taining 70 percent or more tomato
juice. This freed carrot, beet,
kraut and similiar juices.

Among canned fruits reduction
was made on certain can sized ber-
ries, cherries, apples, pears, plums
and prunes.

Among vegetables decreases
were ordered on certain sizes of
catsup, canned carrots, leafy
greens, kraut and spinach, but
higher points were assigned vac-
uum packed corn.

The new values are applicable

WorthOf WarBonds

Quota Is Exceeded By
$3,000; Cooke County
Also Goes Over The Top

Muenster's war bond drive went
over the top with a generous mar-
gin to spare. More than $63,000 of
this community’s money was in-
vested in bonds during the 18-day
Second War Loan Drive which
was concluded Saturday. ;

The community overshot its
quota of $60,000 handsomely by
investing $63,653 in the future of
the United States. Likewise, Cooke
county topped its quota by a gen-
erous margin. Figures available
Tuesday gave the county total the
amount of $666,068. The quota
had been set at $560,000.

Official figures for Muenster,
released by J. M. Weinzapfel, lo-
cal chairman, show that the bank
s01d$60,100 worth of bonds during
the drive and that the Postoffice
sold $3,125 worth of bonds and
$428 worth of stamps.

The campaign figure, added to
$49,341.65, sales during the first
three months of this year, gives
Muenster the grand total of
$112,994.00 invested in freedom
securities so far in 1943. This is
considerably more than the total
for 1942 which amounted to
$108,219.50 for that twelve-month
period.

Muenster topped its quota with-
out the least bit of high pressure,
J. M. Weinzapfel stated. It was a
free-will proposition and it was
done cheerfully.

The accomplishment is note-
worthy by reason of the fact that
it followed closely on the heels of
other things that took money. The
Red Cross drive, in which this
community exceeded its quota,
had barely been completed and in-
come tax payments had been
made not long before.

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Those diminutive light-planes, a common sfgiit around any

airport in the country before the war, nearly were ushered
,out of existence by the beginning of hostilities. Many Army
men maintained the little fellows were useless for mili-

tary flying.

But that'’s all pretty well chang-
ed by now, thanks to light-plane
builders who stuck to their guns,
the amazing performance of their
products when put to the test,—;
and a General who faced a 10-
mile hike,

Seizing every chance to dem-
onstrate wliat their planes could
do, light-plane proponents proved,
their case by results: A low-flying
light-plane skimming above the
water at less than 100 m.p.h.,
could spot many a submarine
which would be missed by a big
airplane flying higher, at a much’
greater speed; a small “put-put=-
ter” could rush invaluable ma-
terial a few hundred miles when
the bigger Army ships were not
available; imcombat zones it could
direct ground troops and artillery
fire and it could be used to ferry
officers from one field zone to an-
other, saving important minutes.
All of this was done in tests.

Still the Army was skeptical,
although - admitting there was
“something to light-planes such
as the Stinson L-5 “Flying Jeep”,
and several others.

Then one day General "
riding in a tank on maneuvers,
was suddenly plumped down 10
miles from his base of opera-
tions by a tank that refused to
budge. Telling the crew to re-
main behind, he set out to walk
the 10 miles back, along a blis-
tering, humid Louisiana coun-
tryside.

After a wholly miserable couple
of miles the already weary Gen-
eral heard a buzzing overhead.
Looking up he saw a “Flying
Jeep”, which seemed to pop from
a tree top. It circled low, skimmed
over a brook and settled down
right beside the disconsolate of-
ficer, all in a space of not more
than 50 yards. The grateful Gen-
eral climbed aboard, and in a few
minutes was back at his head-
quarters base.

From that moment on light-
planes were “in”’—but nobod has
yet explained how the air “Jeep
happened along.
