Stenholm bill would 
raise farmers' voices 

KC award goes to Biffle brothers rifi"k  

The resignation of James 
Watt as Secretary of the In-
terior comes under the 
heading of both good and 
bad news. On the bad side 
we have the fact that he was 
a devoted conservative and 
an able administrator of his 
office. As such he was a 
-loyal supporter of the 
Reagan policy as well as a 
conscientous steward of the 
vast resources that were en-
trusted to his care. James 
Watt was good for our 
country and his resignation, 
therefore has to be regarded 
as bad news. 

On the other hand he was 
outspoken and inclined to 
the use of expressions which 
irritated his political foes, 
especially the kind of 
remarks that add a shock ef-
fect to statements that might 
otherwise express the ideas 
adequately. The effect no 
doubt is what he intended. 
And the resulting reaction is 
what might be expected. The 
liberals, both Democrat and 
Republican disregarded the 
essence of his remark and 
directed criticism to him 
personally. 

The statement of a few 
weeks ago is a classic exam-
ple. Equal employment op-
portunity has been en-
couraged in the US for many 
years as a desirable goal in 
all kinds of occupations. 
And Watt was reminding all 
that he abides by the policy. 
The intent of the statement 
is self evident. But unfor-
tunately he did not say he 
had chosen minorities and 
the handicapped for his 
jobs. Rather he added the 
touch that was certain to at-
tract attention. He said "I 
have a black, I have a 
woman, two Jews and a 
cripple. And we have 
talent." 

In fairness, it ought to be 
noticed, first of all, that the 
quote which hit the media 
disregarded the last few 
words: "And we have 
talent," which deserved to 
be included as a sign that he 
was pleased and proud of his 
selection, and also that 
quality rather than just 
complying with the guideline 
was an important con-
sideration in choosing. 

Even without the remark, 
however, the statement was 
one that could have been 
received favorably as well as 
unfavorably. The simple 
content was that minorities 
and handicapped received 
the considerate treatment 
our country encourages. 
And the slang expression 
can be regarded as the more 
emphatic way of saying it. 

But the slang expression 
was also the statement which 
is subject to the unfavorable 
treatment of politicial foes. 
The nation saw how it was 
taken when it became aware 
of how much approval and 
how much disapproval. 

Well, we have seen the 
issue snowballing until 
Watt, despite his value as a 
capable cabinet member, 
had to see that political foes 
were determined to have his 
scalp. Because of that he 
could foresee that he was 
rapidly becoming a liability 
to the conservatives of 
government as well as a 
liability to the next 
Republican campaign. 

The end result is that Watt's 
resignation is good news. He 
has, in effect blocked the 
liberal plot to use him as a 
weapon against the 
president and conservatism. 

Congressman Charles W. 
Stenholm has introduced a 
bill in Washington to let 
farmers and ranchers speak 
their minds on the nation's 
agricultural policy. 

"Secretary of Agriculture 
John Block recently brought 
70 'farm leaders,' some of 
them producers, but most of 
them 	 agribusiness 
executives, to Washington 
for what he called a Farm 
Summit," Stenholm said. 
"He said the purpose was to 
get ideas for the 1985 Farm 
Bill. I think it might be a 
good idea to find out what 
farmers and ranchers think 
about that, too."

Act, requires the USDA to 
survey 	all 	agricultural 
producers on basic policy

Right, left or what?  
Bernie Fette/ Perspectives 

F EW THINGS in this 
mostly confusing 
world are more conf- 

using than the labels which 
individuals use to classify 
their political philosophies. 
The hazier the terms 
"liberal" and "conser-
vative" become, the easier it 
becomes to make enemies in 
conversation. 

The two classifications, 
for the most part these days, 
have almost no concrete 
meaning. Ask two different 
people to define either term, 
and you'll get two different 
definitions every time. That 
can be the source of both 
frustration and anger in an 
environment — dinners, 
parties, etc. — where the 
topic of conversation will 
invariably turn to the world 
of politics. Some day, like it 
or not, those who haven't 
yet, will be confronted and 
forced into a conversaion of 
a policitcal, governmental, 
or otherwise unpleasant 
nature. 

In a minute, a worthwhile 
suggestion for those of us 
who'd prefer not to risk of-
fending someone and 
possibly celebrating our 
ignorance on the subject — 

even if it means passing on 
the chance to be eloquent 
and profound for one 
fleeting moment. But first, a 
review of political 
generalities. 

In a general sense, many 
view conservatives as being 

T ODAY WE will look 
at one of the visits of 
Jesus to the home of 

Martha, Mary and Lazurus; 
whose home in Bethany 
seems to have been one place 
that was always open to 
Jesus. Luke 10:38-40 says, 
"Now as they were traveling 
along, He enetered a certain 
village; and a woman named 
Martha welcomed Him into 
her home. And she had a 
sister called Mary, who 
moreover was listening to 
the Lord's word, seated at 
His feet. But Martha was 
distracted with all her 
preparations; and she came 
up to Him, and said 'Lord, 
do you not care that my 
sister has left me to do all 
the serving alone? Then tell 
her to help me.' " 

1 would now like to ask 
you, "Which one, Martha 
or Mary, do you believe 
loved Jesus the most?" 
Many of you will answer, 
Mary, and give as your 
reason that the fact that she 
seemed to care more about 
spiritual needs that her 
physical needs. Mary was 
devoted to Jesus and eviden-
tly found deep fulfillment in 
hearing Him teach. The 
Gospel records suggest that 
she was a perceptive person 
and that her devotion to 
Jesus was complete. Eviden-
tly she was one of the few 
persons (if not the only one)  

"realistic" while liberals are 
viewed as being more 
"idealistic" — one the 
dreamer, the other the 
realist. 

People 	like 	George 
Washington had dreams, 
but then so did Martin 
.Luther King. So much for 
generalities. 

As far as issues are con-
cerned, conservatives 
generally support lower 
taxes while liberals are of a 
different opinion. 

Conservatives are against a 
high level of government in-
trusion into private life 
while liberals ... wait, 
liberals claim to be for per-
sonal freedom, too. Let's try 
another one. 

Abortion 	— conser- 
vatives are against it and 
liberals are for it. 

Conservatives favor spen-
ding money on a strong 
national defense program, 
while liberals would rather 
spend it on welfare. Isn't 
national defense in the in-
terest of our welfare? Never 
mind. 

Conservatives also (in 
general, once again) oppose 
racial and gender quotas and 
forced busing; they are in 
favor of censorship of "ob-
scene" material in school 
books. (We're trying to 
define "conservative" and 
"liberal" here, to define 
"obscene" would be 
another fiasco entirely.) 
Conservatives also promote 

who really heard some of the 
things He was saying. While 
the disciples were arguing 
about the chief offices in the 
new administration, Mary 
must have perceived that 
His kingdom was not of this 
world. 

Others might say that 
Martha loved Jesus the most 
because she was so concer-
ned about meeting the 
physical needs (hunger) of 
her Lord. Martha probably 
was the hostess and felt 
obligated to provide the very 
best for Jesus and His 
disciples. Martha wanted 
everything to be just right, 
and likely she continued to 
stand up and bustle about 
even after the meal was 
placed on the table. She 
became perplexed when 
Mary did not eagerly share 
the table-serving duties with 
her. 

I believe it would be safe to 
say that neither Martha nor 
Mary loved Jesus more than 
the other, but both were 
using their chosen medium 
of ministry and the talents 
that God had given them to 
serve Him in their own 
special way. Jesus had no 
word of criticism for Martha 
as long as she was involved 
in doing her kind of 
ministry. If the gift of ser-
vice was her chosen medium 
of ministry, she was entitled 
to keep on doing it.  

prayer in public schools. 
For all of these, in 

general, liberals hold a dif-
fering (but almost never 
totally opposite) opinion. 

The truth is, liberals and 
conservatives are almost 
never at completely opposite 
ends of any spectrum. And 
the reason for that is, quite 
simply, that there are very 
few dyed-in-the-wool con-
servatives or liberals left in 
this world. 

And for that reason, if 
you're ever confronted and 
questioned on a political 
topic, it's best not to claim 
either label unless you're 
quite ready to defend your-
self. And you will very likely 
have to defend yourself; any 
person who would raise the 
issue of politics in an other-
wise friendly and pleasant 
atmosphere is the same type 
of person who would gladly 
make you look like an idiot 
if given the chance. 

So, what to do? Claim 
you're a moderate. Doing 
that will accomplish one of 
three things: I) those present 
will get the impression you 
really don't care and they'll 
forget the whole silly thing; 
2) they'll get the impression 
you don't know diddly squat 
about politics and you're 
just trying to worm your 
way out of the room or 3) 
they'll run scared because 
nothing's more confusing 
than a moderate, including 
conservatives and liberals. 

However, when Martha 
stepped out of the role of 
servant and attempted to 
direct the actions of Jesus, 
He replied in Luke 10: 41-
42, "Martha, Martha, you 
are worried and bothered 
about so many things; but 
only a few things are 
necessary, really only one, 
for Mary has chosen the 
good part, which shall not 
be taken away from her." 

What a lesson is this verse 
for us. How many times are 
we more worried and 
bothered about what 
somebody else is doing, 
when we should be more 
concerned about how we can 
use the talents God has given 
us to better serve the Lord? 

Christ needs all kinds of 
people and talents in His 
kingdom. Every person has 
a gift that can be used for 
Christ. The tragedy of chur-
ches and of persons is that 
so many are failing to 
follow the example of the 
Bethany sisters in serving 
Jesus. The active ChriStian 
must one day cease from his 
activity, but the con-
tmeplative spiritual believer, 
like Mary, may continue to 
sit at Jesus' feet throughout 
the whole of life, and even to 
death itself. To learn of 
Jesus and live in communion 
with Him is the highest 
privilege of saints.

The moderate in Reagan 

T HE COLD-BLOODED shooting down of a defense- 
less airliner with 269 people aboard was such a shock-
ing event that people were momentarily stunned. 

Now, though, we are all reverting to form, reading into the 
Soviets' action our own vision of reality. 

Right-wingers are fulminating, demanding an all-out 
crusade against the Soviet anti-Christ. Some liberals are 
saying this only proves we must dispense with nuclear 
weapons forthwith. Moderates, like me, say wait a minute, 
let us be temperate about this, but firm. 

The only person to have broken his mold is President 
Reagan, and a welcome development that is. 

The usual pattern for Reagan would have been to go into 
a spasm of righteous indignation and view this outrage as 
the last straw — the moment in a movie when the bad guys 
have hit moral bottom and when the time has come for the 
townspeople to take courage and reach for the rifle on the 
wall. 

From past performance, we might well have expected 
the president to demand from his advisers a list of the 
strongest possible economic and diplomatic sanctions. The 
State Department and some of his White House political 
advisers then would have fought to moderate his instincts 
while National Security Council hawks urged him to be 
forceful. Both sides would leak to the press their version of 
the battle for the president's mind, and the United States 
would look confused, divided, irresolute. 

Nothing of the kind happened this time. White House 
aides say that from the moment he was informed that KAL 
flight 007 was missing and believed downed by the Soviets, 
he was "mad as hell," but determined "not to make this a 
U.S.-Soviet thing, but to keep it as the Soviets versus the 
world." 

Reagan did get recommendations from some National 
security Council subordinates for strong sanctions and he 
got some harshly worded speech drafts from other White 
House aides, but these reportedly were minority opinions 
not in keeping with the tone he himself set for deliberations 
on what to do. 

What came out was a strategy about which there has 
been no high-level disagreement — no fights — between 
National Security Adviser William Clark and the supposed 
softies in the administration, Secretary of State George 
Shultz and White House chief of staff James Baker. 

The Reagan response was a combination of stirring 
rhetoric and temperate policy — a combination that has 
been roundly condemned by right-wingers (and the Soviet 
Union), but which, I think, has produced a bounty of 

political and international benefits for Reagan and the 
United States. 

The president observed that the Soviets had violated an 
elemental international norm — the tradition of aiding 
ships and planes in distress — and had committed a 
massacre and then lied about it. He canceled some cultural 
and transportation talks with the Soviets, demanded they 
apologize and pay restitution for the attack and urged a 
boycott of commercial air traffic with Moscow. He vowed 
to continue nuclear arms talks. 

Now the right is condemning Reagan (not for the first 
time, either) for being weak and vowing (also not for the 
first time) not to campaign for him in 1984. 

It is demanding its usual batery of measures against the 
Soviets, including cancellation of the just-concluded grain 
and pipeline deals, a pullout from arms talks, expulsion of 
Soviet diplomats, a boycott of the Madrid conference on 
European security, denial of further bank credits to the 
Eastern block and crash construction of a space-based an-
ti-missile system. 

Many of these items were considered in a National 
Security Council meeting, but were rejected as likely to 
draw attention away from what the Soviets had done and 
onto U.S. "over-reaction," according to Reagan aides. 

What the president and others in the administration did 
was to disclose the evidence, set a moral tone and let the 
civilized world react naturally. The effect on Soviet 
prestige has been withering. 

There is a semi-hidden agenda behind the Reagan ap-
proach. It is to rally Congress to pass his defense budget 
and the MX missile system and the European allies to per-
mit deployment of Pershing 11 and cruise missiles. The 
president deems these to be of long-term importance to 
American defense and to U.S. bargaining power in 
negotiations with the Soviets. 

Reagan's televised appeal for the MX has led liberals to 
react as reflexively — albeit belatedly — as conservatives 
did. Their argument runs that the Soviets' action shows 
what a dangerous place the world is and how urgent it is, 
therefore, not to build destablilizing new weapons. 

For moderates like me, however, the MX and 
Euromissiles are important not as weapons to be actually 
deployed, but as bargaining levers in negotiation — in-
ducements to make the Soviets give up the super-missiles 
and Euromissiles they already have deployed. 

In the Korean massacre affair, Ronald Reagan has acted 
like a canny moderate for a change. Would that he could 
do it more often.

Like most other libraries 
larger and smaller, the 
Muenster Public Library 
isn't all books, shelves and 
'Quiet, Please' signs. Ever 
since its beginning, the 
library has grown steadily 
not only in the number of 
volumes on its shelves, but 
in the number and variety of 
services it makes available, 
as well. 

One such service makes it 
possible to check out a book 
through the local library 
even though the library may 
not have the book. The In-
terlibrary Loan Program in-
volves the sharing of books 
and other materials among 
cooperating libraries.

But during the entire time 
the Muenster Public Library 
was busy adding projectors 
and magazines to its list of 
services, it was also adding 
books - lots of books - as 
the accompanying table 
illustrates.

Ammonium nitrate is 
probably the most used 
form of nitrogen for top-
dressing of small grain and 
grass in our area. Most 
producers calculate the cost 
per pound of nitrogen in 
selecting either ammonium 
nitrate (33.5%N), am-
monium sulfate (21% N) or 
urea (45 97o N) when making 
their selection. There has 
been a trend in certain areas 
of the state relating to the 
decrease in supplies of am-
monium nitrate. For this 
reason producers in Cooke 
County in the next few years 
may be looking at alter-
natives to ammonium 
nitrate. 

The major factor to con-
sider in nitrogen efficiency is 
the amount of nitrogen that 
volatilizes or escapes in the 
form of gas into the at-
mosphere. We will use am-
monium nitrate as a basis to 
evaluate other forms of 
nitrogen. Research has 
shown that ammonium 
nitrate has a low potential

A great deal of research 

has been conducted at Texas 
A&M by Extension and 
Research Soils Specialists 
with the following obser-
vations and results. Am-
monium sulfate is a very ef-
fective nitrogen source with 
acid soils. An advantage of 
ammonium sulfate is that it 
contains approximately 26 ,7ci 
sulfur. Sulfur is one element 
that has been shown to be 
deficient in some sandy, acid 
soils. A disadvantage is that 
significant amounts of 
volatilization can occur on 
alkaline soils and also on 
acid soils that have been 
recently limed. 

Urea has even more 
problems and must be ap-
plied under ideal conditions 
to reduce volatilization. 
Some research has shown as 
much as 50 to 60% gaseous 
losses from urea spread un-
der unfavorable conditions. 
Some conditions causing 
losses from urea include 
high humidity, warm tem-
