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Farabee says 
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On its regular Sixty Min-
utes program Sunday night, 
CBS made an obvious effort 
to show that President 
Reagan and the official US 
policy are on the wrong side 
in the Central American 
conflict. In El Salvador it 
favors the rebels who are 
trying to topple the gover-
nment. In Nicaragua it 
favors the Sandanistas, who 
are in control of the gover-
nment and are going all out 
to help the rebels in El 
Salvador. In other words, 
CBS in that hassle, as in 
other parts of the globe, has 
been applying its influence 
in favor of communism. It 
doesn't always come out 
bluntly, saying it supports 
the reds, but invariably the 
side it favors happens to be 
red. 

A particularly objection-
able part of this favoritism is 
making a big issue of the 
support reds are receiving 
from the Catholic church. In 
Sunday's program, for in-
stance, it brought up the in-
cident of the pope during his 
visit to the strife-torn area 
reprimanding priests for 
their support of the com-
munists. The remarks im-
plied that the pope was out 
of line, and the priests were 
supporting human justice. 
At the same time too little is 
said in support of the vast 
majority of Catholics who' 
are on the right side of the 
issue. 

In fairness it should be ad-
mitted that many Catholics 
on the red side have a 
legitimate gripe. They have 
endured many years of 
poverty and injustice under 
the old feudal system in 
which a wealthy and power-
ful few lived in luxury while 
the downtrodden many lived 
in hunger and misery. 
People like that were eager 
to listen to communist 
promises of a better life. 
And they were further in-
fluenced by Catholic leaders 
who conscientiously believe 
that people's faith and hope 
have been betrayed by the 
absence of Christian charity. 
Still another factor in the 
Catholic switch to the left is 
a matter of personal sur-
vival. Keeping the faith is 
risky when an area has gone 
politically and militarily red. 

Actually the principal 
cause of that unfortunate 
situation in Central America 
is the long time attitude of 
people of influence there, as, 
well as their stubborn reluc-
tance to improve. Perhaps 
some of the fault can also be 
charged against the US for 
trying to impose our kind of 
reform on their society. Our 
democratic ways can hardly 
be as effective as a 
moderated feudalism in 
which benevolent leaders 
make an honest effort to 
give the masses a fair deal. 

This isn't just a pipe 
dream. Civilization has 
always been that way. If 
people were not able to take 
care of themselves, they 
needed the right kind of 
leaders to take care of them. 
Futhermore, this very theory 
today is the reason for the 
amazing success of Com-
munism. The Reds are 
taking over in so many parts 
of the world simply because 
Christian people failed to 
live up to their respon-
sibility. They failed to sup-
ply the atmosphere whereby 
benevolent leaders could 
guide the public in peace and 
happiness. Or they failed to 
support a system of wise self 
government. 

President Reagan has this 
idea in mind as he continues

A decision needed 

 

  

s OME SUBJECTS in 
the news will 
probably never to 

away. There will always be 
some topic of controversy to 
serve as argument fuel for 
people here, in Washington, 
and everywhere in between. 

Many of the subjects will 
never be more than 
argument material, and for 
some, a solution is as un-
necessary as it is unlikely. 

But such is not the case 
with capital punishment. 

Here we have a subject 
plagued by indecisiveness 
and inconsistency — just 
the sort of question almost 
tailor-made for a ruling by 
this nation's highest court. 

And the Supreme Court, 
by all indications, is dodging 
the issue altogether. 

The Dallas Morning News 
recently reported these in-
stances, which better 
illustrate the problem. 

Last year, Charlie Brooks 
asked the court for a delay 
of his execution because, he 
said, his sentence had not 
been compared with those of 
similar crimes. The Supreme 
Court didn't see it that way, 
so Brooks was executed last 
December in Huntsville. 

When James David Autry 
was looking for a delay last 

month, it was granted by a 
Supreme Court justice who 
said a case in California had 
to be decided first. The 
California case sought to 
answer the same questions 
raised by Charlie Brooks' 
lawyers.

Robert Wayne Williams of 
Louisiana asked for a delay. 
His lawyers claimed the 
same grounds as the 
previous two. But, Williams 
lost, and an execution date 
was set. 

Forget for just a moment 
your bottom-line opinions 
concerning capital punish-
ment — whether you're in 
favor of it, or against it. 
Think about it from a dif-
ferent viewpoint. 

	

The 	inconsistency 
displayed by the Supreme 
Court has done much more 
than just place a lot of 
death row inmates' lives in 
limbo; the lack of an 
established way of dealing 
with serious crime offenders 
has put our system of justice 
in limbo. 

For almost ten years, the 
high court has failed to 
come to a precedent-setting 
decision on this issue. Even 

when a majority did agree, 
opinions were drafted from 
three separate directions. 

Those who serve on the 
nation's highest court have 
been charged with the 
responsibility of making 
decisions on such matters 
— no matter how con-
troversial, and it's difficult 
to understand why they've 
come to no consensus as yet. 
They've been given terms to 
last until their deaths, and 
it's beginning to look more 
and more as though we may 
have to wait that long before 
a decision is reached. 

That kind of situation is 
unfortunate not only 
because of the hundreds of 
death row inmates whose 
lives will remain in limbo, 
but even more because of 
what such indecisiveness 
does to the strength of this 
system of justice. What sen-
se is there in outlawing an 
activity without a plan of 
what to do with the outlaw? 

Which side one may take 
on the question of capital 
punishment for these pur-
poses doesn't matter. The 
only thing which could be 
worse than the wrong an-
swer in this case is no answer 
at all.

Nicaragua is not Grenada 
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Why we praise 

 

  

T HE BIBLE makes it 
clear that Christians 
are to render to God 

proper praise and honor, 
with 	gladness 	and 
thanksgiving 	for 	His 
manifold mercies and good-
ness to mankind. I recently 
read the words to a song per-
taining to praise, and this is 
what they said. 
It's amazing what praising 
can do, 
Hallelujah! Hallelujah! 
It's amazing what praising 
can do, Hallelujah! 
1 don't worry when things go 
wrong, 
Jesus fills my life with song, 
It's amazing what praising 
can do, Halleleyah! 

We might ask ourselves the 
following questions: What 
does praising do anyway? 
What can we expect when 
we praise? Why should we 
praise? Actually, we need no 
other reason to praise than 
that God is pleased by it. 
There are many other an-
swers to the above 
questions, and in this short 
column we can only begin to 
scratch the surface in trying 
to answer them. 

One thing we can be sure 
of though, praise glorifies 
God. God tells us in Psalm 
50:23, "Whoso of fereth 
praise glorified me..." 
When God is glorified His 
true character is revealed 
and His sovereign power is 

manifested. When God is 
glorified his splendor is 
exhibited. In short praise 
releases God to act as God is 
a given situation. 

Many examples are given 
in the Bible which give an-
swers to the above 
questions. One of these is 
found in the 20th Chapter of 
2 Chronicles, when through 
praise God expedited a 
mighty victory over the 
enemy. In this chapter, the 
enemies of Jehoshaphat had 
come to do battle against the 
children of Judah, who 
then, through prayer, called 
to God for deliverance from 
their enemies. In answer to 
their prayers God promised 
them victory on the bat-
tlefield and they would not 
even have to do any of the 
fighting. In 2 Chronicles 
20:22 we read, "And when 
they began singing and 
praising, the Lord set am-
bushes against the enemy 
..." It is not without 
significance that at the very 
moment they started 
praising, God started acting. 

Another occasion takes 
place in Acts 16 when Paul 
and Silas, imprisoned in the 
Philippian jail, made a 
choke to praise. This despite 
the fact that they had been 
severely beaten and bound 
hand and feet in stocks. 
"But about midnight Paul 

and Silas were praying and 
singing hymns of praise to 
God, and the prisoners were 
listening to them, and sud-
denly there was a great ear-
thquake, so that the foun-
dations of the prison house 
were shaken, and im-
mediately all the doors were 
opened, and everyone's 
chains were ,  unfastened" 
(Acts 16:25-26). Here we see 
that despite the adverse cir-
cumstances that Paul and 
Silas found themselves in, 
they were able to sing praises 
to God. And, once more, we 
see that praise was the oc-
casion of the revealing of the 
deliverance of God. 

When Jonah found him-
self in the belly of a large 
fish, he finally decided that 
he would praise God. As in 
the former cases we have 
just looked at, God went in-
to immediate action. "And 
God spoke to the fish and it 
vomited out Jonah upon the 
dry land" (Jonah2:10). God 
was glorified and a miracle 
deliverance followed im-
mediately. 

Whether things are going 
our way, or whether 
everything seems to be going 
wrong, we would do well to 
remember and practice the 
words of Psalm 150:6, "Let 
everything that hath breath 
praise the Lord. Praise ye 
the Lord "

G RENADA WASan easy place for President Reagan to 
win a military victory against the communists and a 
political victory at home against the Democrats, but 

Nicaragua is another matter. He should oppose the San-
dinistas, all right, but not by direct intervention. 

Nicaragua is a completely different place than Grenada. 
Grenada had a semi-trained army of 2,200 men augmented 
by 800 armed Cuban construction workers. Politically, the 
little island was in a state of chaos, its new leaders having 
just killed its old ones. 

Nicaragua has 30 times the population of Grenada, has 
an army of 25,000 men and up to 500,000 in the part-time 
militia, plus at least 3,000 regular Cuban troops and 
another 2,000 acting in technical advisory roles. There may 
be as many as 200 Soviet military advisers in Nicaragua as 
well. 

The Nicaraguans are belived to have 100 Soviet tanks —
Grenada had none — plus artillery, surface-to-air missiles 
and a small air force of combat helicopters and, possibly, 
MIGs due for arrival. 

Militarily speaking, an invasion of Nicaragua would not 
be a cakewalk — not something 5,000 commandos could 
finish up in a week while suffering only 18 combat deaths. 

Also, Nicaragua has a political history completely dif-
ferent from Grenada's. U.S. Marines were welcomed as 
liberators on Grenada, but Nicaragua was oppressed for 40 
years either directly by U.S. forces or by the Somoza 
regime propped up by this country. 

The Sandinista regime in Nicaragua might lose a free 
election if it ever allowed one, but it's likely that the regime 
could rally enough of its population to make a direct 
American invasion a messy, bloody, prolonged affair. 

Beyond whatever genuine popular distaste there is for 
the United States, the Sandinistas have had four years to 
inculcate anti-Americanism in the population and have 
had the assistance of a Soviet bloc "foreign legion" to set 
up an infrastructure of political control. 

That legion, according to U.S. intelligence sources, has a 
well-defined division of labor. East Germans specialize in 
training regular internal security police, North Koreans 
establish goon squads to use against dissidents, Libyans 
supply arms, Bulgarians train pilots, Vietnamese and 
Palestinians give guerrilla and terrorist training, Cubans 
train the regular army and supervise civilian agencies and 
the Soviets supervise. 

The United States obviously could defeat Nicaragua 
militarily if it chose, but not only would the task be 
militarily difficult, but horribly divisive politically. 

Television cameras could not be banned, as in Grenada. 
The American public does not entirely believe that U.S. 
hands are clean in our relations with the Sandinistas, and 

A FTER TWO centuries of disdain for international 
organizations, the United States has become one of 
the world's great joiners. 

The U.S. today belongs to scores of international 
organizations, ranging from the United Nations, World 
Bank, International Monetary Fund, and North Atlantic 
Treaty Organization (NATO), to the Inter-American 
Tropical Tuna Commission and the International 
Agreement Regarding the Maintenance of Certain Lights 
in the Red Sea. 

So large and complex is the global web that in 1954 the 
State Department had to create an entire section to deal 
with international organizations. The assistant secretary of 
state for international organizations currently has a staff 
of 170 or more, monitoring relations with nearly 100 inter-
national groups. 

The U.S. also has ties to scores of other international 
bodies — so many, in fact, according to my colleague Bur-
ton Yale Pines, that "no one in the government seems to 
know" just how many. 

There is one in particular, however, that everybody is 
aware of: the United Nations. That's the House of Mirrors 
along New York's East River where much is said about 
nothing and nothing is done about anything. And for the 
peleasure of sitting there and listening to Third-World and 
Iron-Curtain delegates berate the United States, U.S. tax-
payers cough up a cool SI billion each year in tribute. 

As Pines notes in an upcoming book, scheduled for 
publication next spring, the U.N.'s failures and shor-
tcomings are probably its most impressive attribute. 

"The U.N. has failed as a peacekeeper and peacemaker 

the Democratic Party almost certainly would oppose an 
invasion with all its power. 

Is the Reagan administration actually thinking about in-
vasion? I doubt that it is doing more than thinking. The 
professional military understands the probable costs. The 
State Department knows that American allies in Europe 
would be horrified and that relations with much of Latin 
America would sour. The White House political staff must 
know that an invasion would tear the country apart with 
an election coming. 

Post-Grenada invasion talk probably is designed as 
psychological warfare against the Sandinistas, as an ad-
junct to the guerrilla war that the administration is helping 
to finance. 

The United States does not need to apologize for trying 
to harass and destabilize the Sandinistas. Their top leader-
ship consists of Marxist-Leninists who are hostile to 
America and determined to spread revolution throughout 
Central America. 

Even during the Carter administration, which sent aid to 
Nicaragua and tried to reach a political accommodation, 
the Sandinistas cracked down on independent political and 
economic groups, invited in the Cubans and Soviets and 
became a base for communist revolutionaries in El 
Salvador, Honduras and Costa Rica. 

According to intelligence sources, the purpose of U.S. 
aid to anti-Sandinista guerrillas has never actually been to 
overthrow the Nicaraguan government, but to make it stop 
exporting arms to neighboring countries. 

"The contras may want to win," one source said, "but 
they can't. They don't have the manpower and we haven't 
given them the equipment." It appears, though, that the 
anti-Sandinistas have been able to get funds and weapons 
beyond what the CIA is providing, and are attacking oil 
depots and other economic targets in a way that may 
provoke a Nicaraguan attack against Honduras or Costa 
Rica. 

The United States could legitimately use air and 
seapower to help defend against such attacks, possibly 
going to the extent of a naval blockade against Nicaragua. 
But unless Nicaragua were to become a base for Soviet of-
fensive weapons directed at the United States or full scale 
military invasions of neighboring countries, the costs of a 
U.S. invasion of Nicaragua are too high for us to pay. 

There is no reason to tell Nicaragua that. If Nicaragua 
fears the worst, it just might slow down its export of 
revolution. But President Reagan should resolve that just 
because he won one in Grenada, he shouldn't try another 
one further north.

and as a protector of human rights. Its record of caring for 
refugees is suspiciously mixed, ignoring the legions attem-
pting to flee Communist-ruled Vietnam while allowing the 
Palestine Liberation Organization to turn refugee camps 
into armed garrisons. Inefficiency, cronyism, high pay, 
lavish expense accounts and even corruption and illiteracy 
have become the all-too-common characteristics of the 
Secretariat and other U.N. bureaucracies." And, U.N. 
agencies in New York, Geneva and Vienna serve as a 
valuable cover for Soviet, East European, Cuban and 
other espionage services hostile to the West. 

But even this troubling litany omits what now is the 
gravest danger posed by the United Nations — its role in 
affecting the way in which nations and their citizens view 
critical global issues, Pines says. "Like a House of Mirrors 
at an amusement park, the U.N. distorts reality —
exaggerating some things, diminishing others and ob-
scuring most. Unlike a House of Mirrors, however, the 
U.N.'s distortions, particdlarly in the General Assembly 
and its Secretariat, form a predictable pattern." 

That pattern: if there's something wrong in the world, 
blame the West; blame democracy; blame the free enter-
prise system. Place responsibility for all of the globe's ills 
on the United States and its allies. And if the Soviets step 
out of line on occasion, blame the Untied States anyway 

—because we probably provoked them. 
How much longer the U.S. is going to put up with this 

nonsense is anybody's guess. But the smart money today 
says that the U.N. had better clean up its act, or start 
thinking about packing its bags.

Teeny Weeny Fitness 
program is popular 

A unique series of classes in 
a total physical education 
program has recently been 
completed in Muenster. 

Taught by Sharon Golden 
of Whitesboro, owner of the 
"I Can Do" School of 
Gymnastics, the Teeny 
Weeny Fitness program is 
presented in five classes ac-
cording to age: Bambinos, 6 
months to walking; Tots, 
walking to two years; 
Minikins two year olds; 
Kinderkins three year olds; 
Kindermites four year olds. 

Classes of 40 minute 
sessions were offered in 
Muenster on Wednesdays at 
the Community Center for 
Bambinos, including

When reaching kindergar-
ten, their training is 
primarily in the area of 
gymnastics. 

Mrs. Golden said: "The 
main thrust of the program 
is to make children feel good 
about themselves and help 

them discover what they can 
do with their bodies. 
Positive reinforcement is 
used and time is always 
allowed for exploration." 

She added that "the 
program provides quality 
time between parent and 
child in a safe atmosphere 
that helps children improve 
basic motor skills. Parents 
with children through age 3 
participate in the classes. 
After 3, more attention is 
directed toward the teacher 
and after age 4 children 
direct their attention entirely 
toward the teacher." 

Sharon Golden holds a 
bachelor's degree in physical 
education Southeastern 
College in Durant and is 
working towards a master's 
degree at TWU in Denton in 
physical education.

The unique program is 
rewarding and successful, 
for the child, its parent and 
its teacher. Even to a casual 
observer at a Minikins class 
for two-year-olds, the 
pleasure expressed by these 
children was infectious. 
Easily noticed was their sen-
se of self-accomplishments 
after each session at Teeny-
Weeny Fitness. 

As in most things,

At least once each cal-

endar year, telephone and 
electric utilities must tell 
their residential customers 
that certain information is 
available on request at no 
charge to the customer. 
This notice may take the 
form of a billing insert or 

a printed statement op the 
hill itself. Telephone utili-

ties may include the infor-

mation in the directories 
they are required to sup-

ply their-customers. 
The utilities must make 

available to customers the 
lollowing information: 

• The customer's right 

to inquire about rates and 
services, and the custom-
er's right to inspect or

• The customer's right 

to have a meter leo with-
out charge under PUC 
rules if those rules apply. 

• The time allowed for 
payment of outstanding

• Appropriate grounds 
for termination of service. 

• The steps a utility 
must follow before service 

can he terminated. 
• How the customer 

can resolve billing disputes 
with the utility and how 

billing disputes affect ter-
mination of service. 

• Alternative 	plans 

offered by the utility to 

help customers pay bills, 
such as deferred payment 

plans, level billing pro-

grams and average pay-
ment plans. 

• The steps the cus-
tomer must take to regain 

service after it has been 

disconnected. 
• How the customer 

may register a complaint 

with the PUC. 
• The hours, addresses, 

and telephone numbers of 
utility offices where bills 

may be paid and informa-
tion may be obtained. 

• The customer's right 

to he instructed by the 
utility on how to read his 
or her meter, if applicable.

This past year we used a 
management technique of 
estrus syncronization and 
sire selection to breed first 
calf heifers. The purpose 
was to select beef breeds and 
individuals with low calving 
difficulty and to get all 
heifers calving in a short 
period of time which enables 
producers to better schedule 
their labor. 

Two herds of 90 and 40 
first calf heifers were syn-
cronized on the Thurman 
Ward and Monroe/Dillard 
Ranches. The double injec-
tion - single insemination 
method was used with a 

Consumer use of red and 
processed meats, such as 
luncheon meats, has 
steadied after recent declines 
compared to the use of 
poultry and fish. 

That finding in a recent 
report of the American Meat 
Institute and the National 
Livestock and Meat Board 
spells good news for 
livestock producers and 
others in the meat industry, 
says a meat specialist. 

	

"Basically, 	the 	report 
provides positive infor-
mation for those in the meat 
industry ," says Dr. Dennis 
Stiffler of the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice. "It notes that while 
consumers are still concer-
ned with health consider-
ations — obesity, caloric 
intake, fat and cholesterol 
— when buying food, there 
is less emphasis on price 
than previously thought. 
Major concerns seem to be 
quality and convenience." 

The report was based on 
1,050 telephone interviews 
with grocery shoppers and 
was a follow-up to a similar 
survey conducted in 1981 by 
the same agency of 
Yankels ich, Skelly and 
White, Inc. 

Major 	findings 	were 
these: 
— Reductions in meat con-
sumption noted in 1981 ap-
pear to be leveling off. 
— The market climate ap-
pears to be a more favorable 
one for the meat industry to 
get its message across. 
— Regarding key issues on 
meat consumption, data 
suggest that the health issue 
is ar "mixed bag," that price 
is a factor but mainly among 
heavy users, and that 
lifestyle appears to be the 
key in determining consum-
ption patterns. 

"Today's lifestyle along 
with health concerns appea 
to have a major impact on 
meat consumption," say 
Stiffler, in reference to th  

conception rate of about 50 
percent. Longhorn bulls 
were used as cleanup bulls 
and all heifers that were 
functionally cycling at 
breeding time calved within 
a month. 

Syncronization allows for 
selection of easy calving Al 
bulls. Another plus factor is 
the ease of the program 
enables producers to avoid 
some of traditional resistan-
ce to Al associated with 
daily heat detection, daily 
breeding, and the high labor 
factor involved.

cycling heifer will come into 
estrus sometime within an 
18-24 day period. Assuming 
a 21 -day estrus cycle and 
designating the day of estrus 
as day I, a corpus luteum 
(CL) or yellow body 
develops on the ovary at the 
site of ovulation and 
becomes functional, with 
progesterone being 
produced on about day 5 or 
6. The CL will remain fun-
ctional until about day 16 or 
17 of the cycle. Then, 
progesterone secretion 
rapidly decreases and the 
heifer comes into heat again 
and the cycle starts over.

The 	injection 	of 
prostiglandins results in the 
regression of the CL which 
mimics the natural 
physiological process that 
occurs near the end of each 
estrus cycle. Therefore, for 
prostiglandins to be effec-
tive as an estrus syn-
chronizing agent, the animal 
must have a functional CL. 
Prostiglandins should in no 
way be considered a fertility 
drug. It does not bring 
heifers into heat, but allows 
the normal process of estrus 
to occur under controlled 
conditions. 

Normal cycling heifers 
free from disease and in 
good nutritional status are 
necessary for prostiglandins 
to be effective. It cannot be 
overemphasized that 
prostiglandins will only 
work in heifers exhibiting 
normal estrus cycles in well-
managed herds. 

Many factors need to be 
considered before em-
barking on a program of 
estrus synchronization.
