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Stenholm seeks 
intern applicants 

It was a pleasure last week to 
hear President Reagan reseal his 
wishes as he was getting ready for 
the summit conference with 
Premier Gorbachev. His emphasis 
was not on a possible confron-
tation over preparations for a 
nuclear war, but rather a wish for 
greater harmony than the two 
nations have ever experienced. He 
further hoped that the good will 
would be rewarded by a new high 
in friendly relations among all 
countries. 

The president pleaded for a new 
era of peace expressed by a cheer-
ful and trusting people to people 
attitude rather than a superficial 
policy of getting along in a mutual 
aim of arms superiority. 

Reagan disregarded the predic-
ted negotiating for superiority and 
set his sights on the pleasures of 
civilization. He would like to have 
exchanges bringing persons of 
US and USSR together in a 
sharing of interests. Let them 
travel freely in each other's coun-
tries, and buy freely in each 
other's stores. Let them have ex-
changes of students along with ex-
changes of entertainers and 
athletes. Let them be free to bring 
their trades and crafts to each 
other as well as their cultures. 

All those blessings are presented 
as answers to the President's 
prayer for a healthier and happier 
world. They are infinitely better 
than any of the benefits that can 
be attained by war, and certainly 
greater than just being a survivor 
in a nuclear conflict. 

The world fervently hopes that 
Reagan is on the right course in 
proposing his aim as the summit 
objective. His wish assumes that 
the Soviets, in spite of past objec-
tives, are reasonable people, able 
to appreciate harmony rather than 
antagonism, and especially 
pleased to avoid the horrors of 
nuclear war. 

Related to Reagan's peace talk, 
a group of Americans urged the 
Summit to ban nuclear weapons. 
The idea if fine, but it has a flaw 
in that the weapon's usefulness 
should not be overlooked as a 
deterrent to conventional weapon 
superiority. Arms race is an old 
world problem and has been used 
to dominate other countries. Such 
conventional arms are less likely 
to become a serious threat as long 
as they have to respect the peace 
keeping potential of nuclear 
weapons. 

The situation is somewhat 
similar to the US Star Wars 
program. There has been much 
comment from the Soviets op-
posing our Star Wars program. 
Reds say it is an offensive weapon 
of war. But Reagan says it it stric-
tly a defensive weapon to destroy 
offensive weapons. It is not an an-
ti personnel weapon. In line with 
that view, the President insists on 
keeping Star Wars, to be prepared 
if and when the nuclear weapons 
are launched. 

Considering the potential of 
nuclear and star wars it seems that 
both have their uses and a ban of 
either ought to be limited. As a 
matter of precaution, the supply 
of nuclear ought to be sufficient to 
discourage the old time arms race. 
More would become a threat. 
Likewise, there should be enough 
star wars weapons to successfully 
defend against the nuclear if it 
should become the dominant 
threat to peace. 

There was a time when 
civilization was threatened by 
hordes of marching men. But 
nuclear weapons now stand guard 
for civilization in case of need. 

We Americans are inclined to 
assume that all would be fine if 
we were the nuclear guardians of 
civilization and proper use of the 
weapon could be assured. But if 
nuclear becomes an offensive 
weapon, it is comforting to think 
that US has oar wars. 

The situation seems to Imply 
that US is able to deal from 
strength at the summit. But we are 
more pleased with Reagan's ap-
proach. He has indicated respect

Will we follow foolish advice? 

ti 

Whether or not one nation has a 
right to intervene in the internal 
affairs of another has always been 
a matter of great controversy. As 
far as we know, this issue has 
never been settled, one way or the 
other. 

But, nevertheless, the House of 
Representatives has arbitrarily 
decided that the U.S. Government 
should intervene in the internal 
affairs of another nation, 
specifically, in the internal affairs 
of the Republic of South Africa. 

Even though there is no legal 
justification for such action, short 
of war, if it is to become U.S. 
policy that we do so, then it 
should not be peculiarly selective, 
based on race, but should be based 
on moral principles. 

The ostensible reason given for 
intervening in the internal affairs 
of South Africa has been outrage 
over "apartheid." What is apar-
theid? It means "separate 
developemnt." It was intended 
that in the complex, multi-racial 
society that is South Africa, the 
whites would develop their society 
in their own way, and the blacks  

would have territories in which to 
develop theirs. 

Now, if that is really the issue, 
why are we not objecting to it and 
applying sanctions against it 
universally, all over the world, 
against all nations which practice, 
"apartheid" under different 
names? 

Why are we not applying san-
ctions against India where people 
are relegated to and kept in 
"castes" — where the nation is 
clearly divided along religious 
lines — where the ruling Hindus 
persecute the Sikhs? 

Or why are we not applying 
economic sanctions against the 
Soviet Union — where "apar-
theid" has been the policy of the 
government from the very begin-
ning? Where Georgians are con-
fined to Georgia, where 
Ukrainians are kept in the 
Ukraine; where the Uzbeks have 
been kept in Uzbekistan, and on 
and on. 

Otto Scott, a noted contem-
porary American historian, has 
recently written a most important 
book on the South African  

situation, 	appropriately 	titled: 
The Other End of the Lifeboat. 

In the struggle for the world the 
Soviet-Communists have brillian-
tly deduced that if they can con-
trol the "energy treasure house" 
of the Middle East and the 
"mineral treasure house" of 
Southern Africa, they can bring 
the free world to its knees. 

The loss of the Middle East to 
the Soviets we might survive. 

But the loss of Southern Africa 
would be catastrophic! And that is 
why we and the South Africans 
are in the same lifeboat. We are 
very unwise in trying to destabilize 
and sink it! 

Television and newspapers urge 
disinvestment in South Africa: 

"They are the linear successors 
of those who swore that the Viet-
namese Communists had no 
aggressive designs on their neigh-
bors, and that Iran would be swell 
if it could just get rid of the Shah. 
Now we're told that the best thing 
we can do for the people of South 
Africa is help destroy their 
economy ..." If we are wise we 
will try to help them, but not help 
destroy their economy, upon 
which we ourselves are so very 
dependent.

AUSTIN—The Texas Public 
Utility Commission has had its 
share of troubles this year, 
catching flack not only for high 
rates in Southeast Texas but 
also for questionable and ex-
cessive expenses by the panel 
and staff. 

Last week the PUC got its 
eye blacked again after legisla-
tors learned one commissioner 
used thousands of dollars in 
computer time, secretarial ser-
vices and taxpayer-paid re-
search to earn a Ph.D from the 
University of Texas. 

The governor and the PUC 
chairman defended Commis-
sioner Dennis Thomas, saying 
his dissertation on developing 
a method to audit utility co-
operatives will benefit rate-
payers. 

But the state senator who 
authored the state employees 
training act said he doubted if 
lawmakers intended to autho-
rize thousands in state funds 
for research on advanced de-
grees. 

Other officials questioned 
the use, too, especially of PUC 
staff. 

State -Time Thesis 
State records show Thomas 

prepared his dissertation using 
$2,800 in state computer time 
and got PUC to pay $400 for 
his tuition and $1,176 for a 
part-time researcher. 

He also had PUC secretaries 
type and copy his 375-page 
thesis. 

Governor Stark White, who 
appointed Thomas to the PL'C 
in 1984, defended him, saying 
there was benefit to the rate-
payers and no abuse of state 
money. 

The governor also sent a let-
ter last week announcing new 
procedures in use of such 
funds, and he said Thomas will 
reimburse the state if no bene-
fit comes from the research. 

Thomas' study outlines a 
method to audit utility co-
operatives every year, instead 
of 10 years.

Some small grain fields in the 
county are showing yellowing and 
poor growth. This can be due to 
several factors. 

First, the extremely wet fall that 
we are experiencing can cause an 
imbalance in the uptake of plant 
nutrients. Small grains that are 
freshly planted, young and tender, 
may even be drowned or develop 
fungal rots. 

Second, 	producers 	should 
always check for insect damage if 
spots appear in the field. Both 
greenbugs and spiders flourish 
when temperatures are in the 60 
degree range. We have not had 
any reports of severe insect pro-
blems in the county this year. 
However, we need to be aware and 
check for them at various times 
during the year. 

And, if you feel you have lost 
your nitrogen fertilizer, the Soil 
Testing Laboratory at Texas A & 

Revised cost and schedule 
estimates for the Comanche Peak 
Nuclear Plant were announced to-
day by the Texas Utilities Electric 
Company. 

The new estimates are included 
in the Company's revised resource 
plan for meeting area electricity 
needs through 1995. The plan is 
based on estimates of growth in 
TUEC's service area over the next 
decade and includes the Com-
pany's plans for meeting growing 
needs for electricity. 

A detailed reanalysis and 
reinspection effort presently is 
underway at Comanche Peak. 

The Company estimates this ef-
fort, and all related plant 
modifications that may be 
necessary, will be complete in time 
to support commercial operation 
of Unit I in mid 1987 and Unit 2 
six months later. 

If this schedule is achieved, it is 
estimated the plant will cost $5.46 
billion. TUEC's share of the plant 
cost will be $2,297 per kilowatt, 
about 20 percent below the in-
dustry average for plants going in-
to service in the same time peroid. 

The previous cost estimate of 
$4.56 billion was announced in 
January, 1985. That estimate 
assumed that Unit I would go into 
operation in early 1986 and Unit 2 
in mid 1987. 

The revised cost and schedule 
estimates are subject to further 
change, emphasized Texas 
Utilities Generating Company 
President Michael D. Spence. 

"There are substanial uncer-
tainties associated with the time 
required to complete the process 
of obtaining an operating 
license," he said. "Many aspects 
of the process are beyond the con-
trol of the Company, and we can-
not predict when it will be 
completed." 

The comprehensive reinspection 
program currently in progress at 
the plant will address all concerns 
that have been raised," Spence 
said. "At the conclusion of that 
program, we will be able to satisfy 
ourselves and the NRC that all 
safety significant concerns have 
been identified and corrected and 
the plant can be operated safely."

• 26 percent with 4 lignite-
fueled generating units currently 
under construction.
