Early indictment follows murder

One of the most shocking 

crimes of recent times came 
to light last week in a news 
report that several teachers 
of a day care center in 
California, including an 
elderly woman who owns 
the place, were arrested 
last week on charges of child 
molestation. The heinous 
crimes became known when 
a number of victims, some 
as young as two years old, 
were found to have sym-
ptoms like bedwetting, 
nightmares, various kinds of 
sexual injury, and learning 
and behavorial problems. 
Investigation led to the fact 
that all attended a certain 
school and had been subjec-
ted to the vilest kinds of 
pornography and sexual 
abuse. As the story unfolded 
it became known that the 
atrocity had been going on 
for years and probably was 
part of a nation wide crime 
ring. 

The parent of one of the 
children appearing on TV 
was at a loss for words to 
express her outrage. She 
declined to be specific in 
suggesting punishment, 
saying only that those 
criminals ought to be 
removed from society. They 
are not fit to mingle with 
decent people and certainly 
are not fit to impose their 
degrading influence on the 
little ones, causing irrepar-
able mental and physical 
damage. 

This leads to the question 
of how these people should 
be removed from society. 
Should they be made the 
guests of society?...impri-
soned for the maximum 
duration of punishment 
while awaiting pardon and a 
return to their same old 
crime. That's how justice 
has operated in recent years. 
Or should this be a per-
manent removal?...assuring 
that the guilty ones will not 
repeat the crime. 

A change In altitude to-
ward capital punishment for 
murder suggests that the 
public is becoming less in-
clined to object to execution 
for other major crimes as 
well. After all, ruining the 
lives of innocent, defenseless 
children is as bad as ending 
the lives of others. Whoever 
doubts that should recall 
the words of the Savior: 
anyone who scandalizes one 
of these children deserves to 
have a millstone around his 
neck and cast into the sea. It 
indicates without doubt that 
God regards the ruination 
of children among the 
greatest crimes. 

The lenient element of 
society would decline to go 
along with that idea, of 
course. It would say that the 
punishment in cruel, more 
severe than the crime, just as 
it is saying with regard to 
recent executions for mur-
der. Really, it is getting 
tiresome to see publicity 
being dealt out to halt 
executions, an obvious pur-
pose being to help criminals 
escape to punishment they 
deserve. And finally, when 
the appeal fails to cheat 
justice they make a big issue 
of the revolting details of 
execution. Again the pur-
pose is to tell the public that 
capital punishment is bar-
barous and has no place in 
civilized society. 

The answer to this is that 
murder is equally barbarous 
and has no place in socity. It 
is forbidden by God, and 
punishment for it is justified 
by the old testament stan-
dard of an eye for eye, 
which the sob sisters try to 
nullify in so many cases by 
claiming that the punish-
ment is more severe then the 
crime. 

Regarding objections to 
severity of punishment, 
reasonable enforcement does 
not require equality of crime 
and punishment. An impor-
tant consideration is 
deterrent, and its purpose is 
served when a criminal 
refrains because the 
punishment is sufficiently 
severe. It's like a stiff fine 
discouraging violation of the

Some 250 members of 
Red River Farm Co-op at 
their annual dinner meeting 
last Thursday at Cooke 
County College were told 
that sales of their 
organization reached an all 
time high last year but 
profits were cut by the rising 
cost of operation. 

The information was 
given in a financial report by 
Charles Whittington, 
manager who expects to see 
improving conditions in the 
coming year. He said total 
sales were $3,687,998 and 
costs were $3,207,291 
leaving a margin of 
$480,707. Adding other in-
come, the gross income was 
reported at $573,746. Prin-
cipal expense items listed 
were $219,223 for payroll 
and benefits, $92,123 for 
depreciation, $48,491 for in-
terest, $34,455 for repairs 
and maintenance, $30,621 
for utilities. 

The evening's headliner 
was Dave Arthur of Far-
mland Industries. He called 
attention to the hard times 
in farming because of export 
and import problems and 
high interest, and suggested 
trading with the co-op for 
the benefit of quality products, 
outstanding service, better 
prices and profit sharing. He 
also urged members to at-
tend meetings and keep in 
touch.

Proposition 13 lives 

T HE TAXPAYER revolt that grabbed national 
headlines after the 1978 referendum victory of 
Proposition 13 in California has resurfaced in a most 

unexpected place: Michigan. 
Not that the movement was ever dead. Over the past 

several years a number of states, including liberal 
Massachusetts (Taxachusetts to longtime residents), passed 
similar tax limitation measures. And 32 states have ap-
proved measures calling for the government to convene a 
new constitutional convention to consider a tax 
limitation/balanced budget amendment to the Constitution. 
If just two more states approve similar resolutions, the feds 
have no choice; a constitutional convention it will be. 

Still, the tax-and-spend crowd has complacently ignored 
the anti-tax movement. Until now that is. 

What's been happening in Michigan is this: 
After Gov, James Blanchard and the Democrat-

controlled state legislature passed a 38 percent income tax 
hike, state voters decided they had had enough. Led by a 
young United Auto Workers (UAW) union member, they 
have organized a string of recall campaigns, intended to oust 
the tax-and-spend crowd from the legislature. So far, there 
have been four recall election — two late last year and two at 
the end of January — and in all four cases, the fiscal conser-
vatives have been victorious. Nearly two-dozen other recall 
efforts are reportedly in the works. But just the four vic-
tories already have changed the complexion of Michigan 
politics, giving the anti-tax Republican Party control of the 
Slate Senate. There is even an effort to oust the governor. 

The victories have not been close. In the two most recent 
elections, anti-tax Republican Rudy Nichols defeated

AUST IN—Voters go to the 

polls May S to shape the outcome 
of Congressional, state and local 
elections, and new initiatives are 
already underway to secure a 
record turnout. 

One of the highest priorities of 
my administration is to increase 
voter registration and voter par-
ticipation in Texas hut, since 1960, 
there has been a disturbing 
decline in citizen involvement in 
the electoral process. 

Nearly one half of all eligible 
voters sat out the last nationwide 
presidential election. In 1980, 9.9 
million Texans were eligible to 
vote but only 6.6 million 
registered to vote and slightly 
more than 62 percent of those 
registered cast their ballots. 

Although the number of eligi-
ble texas voters climbed to 1(1.6 
million in 1982, voter registration 
dropped to 6.4 million and less 
than hall went to the polls. When 
a large number of citizens do not 
vote, it becomes impossible for 
government to act in their in , 

 wrests. As more people abstain 
from stating political choices, the 
range of opinion and debate in 
our representative form of govern-
ment narrows. 

To improve voter turnout, I am 
writing the heads of state agencies

Each Texas university campus 
has a designated voter registration 
coordinator, and this important 
push to maximize public partici-
pation in elections has assumed a 
higher profile in Texas high 
schools now that, by statute, all 
high school principals or their 
designees serve as deputy voter

The Secretary of State's Office 
is contacting mass transit systems 
across Texas to ask that buses dis-
play voter registration signs and 
provide rack space for application 
cards written in both English and 
Spanish. Voter registration cards 
are also available in HEB Food 
Stores, Handy Andy Supermar-
kets, Safeway Stores, U-Totems, 
Skaggs, Kruger and Tom Thumb 
Supermarkets. 

State government supports ef-
forts by black and Hispanic 
groups to boost their ranks of 
registered voters. Out of an esti-
mated 2.7 million eligible minori-
ty voters in Texas, one million 
have not registered to vote. 

A recent study, sponsored by 
Harvard University and ABC 
Network News, found that 80 per-
cent of American registered voters 
do exercise that right. But among 
democratic countries, the Untied 
States has one of the largest pools 
of eligible but unregistered voters, 
according to the survey. 

By more aggressive voter regis-
tration efforts, Texas can set the 
pace for the nation in reversing 
the tide of voter apathy and 
restoring confidence in represen-
tative government. 

I T HAS taken quite 
some years for the great 
majority of the Amer- 

ican people to reach the con-
clusion that the Soviet 
Union is the enemy. If the 
United Nations is seen in its 
true light, it, too, will be 
seen as the enemy of free 
people everywhere. For-
tunately, it does not have 
armed forces to enforce its 
policies. 

The organization, which was 
conceived and organized, by 
Communist agents, began in 
1945 with 51 members; it 
now has 157. Although 
some are smaller than most 
U.S. counties, with very 
small populations each has 
the same vote in the General 
Assembly as the United 
States does. 

Of these 157 countries, 
only thirty can be considered 
democratic by the broadest 
stretch of the definition. 
All of the others are

totalitarian to the most 
tyrannical degree. 

In an excellent article in 
the October 1983 Reader's 
Digest, Ralph Kinney Ben-
nett informs us that since the 
U.N. was founded, "140 
wars around the globe have 
claimed close to ten million 
lives." 

Not only is the U.N. not 
an agency for peace, it is 
consitituted in such a way as 
to make peace impossible. 
Bennett quite accurately 
characterized the U.N. as: 

"An organization that 
sanctions the violent over-
throw of sovereign govern-
ments;...One of the Soviet 
Union's most important 
espionage posts in the 
West;...A political base, a 
source of funds, and a 
propaganda organ for 
terrorist organizations; 
...The advocate of a new 
'world order' amounting to 
global socialism;...(and) A 
forum for anti-American, 

anti-Western, anti-free en-
terprise activity." 

Clearly, 	the 	United 
Nations is an abomination. 
We should withdraw all 
financial support to it, and 
insure that it leaves 
American shores. 

In the 37th General 
Assembly in 1982, only ten 
countries supported the U.S. 
position even two-thirds of 
the time. Our top supporters 
were Israel, the United 
Kingdom and West Ger-
many, in that order. 
Canada, France, Italy, 
Japan and the Netherlands 
supported us less than 70 
percent of the time. Many of 
the countries which receive 
our generous foreign aid, 
vote against us in the U.N.

members, Soviet Foreign 
Minister Gromyko charged 
us with failure to live up to 
the agreement. In response 
to Gromyko, Mr. Charles 
Lichenstein, our number 
two representative to the 
U.N. said: 

"If 	in 	the judicious 
determination of the mem-
bers of the United Nations, 
they feel they were not 
welcome and treated with 
the hostly consideration that 
is their due, the United I 
States strongly encourages 
member states to seriously 
consider removing them-
selves, and this 
organization, from the soil 
of the United States. We will 
put no impediment in your 
way, and we will be at the 
dockside bidding you a 
farewell as you set off into 
the sunset."

Sewing Tips 
This is EASTER month so

All the groups or positions that I have described in 
previous articles directly or indirectly serve the most impor-
tant group of all: the students. Without students, there would 
be no need for us and our profession. We are here to serve 
these young people and to give them (hopefully) a valuable 
treasure that will help them function in society as mature 
adults. 

Parents must give us their most prized possessions for the 
better part of 12 years. They pay taxes and therefore have a 
vested interest in the final product. We, as the education 
profession, must have their confidence that these will be 12 
fruitful, productive years. The public has every right to have 
certain expectations of the school system. They have a right 
to expect an efficiently run system with competent, caring 
teachers. They have a right to expect maximum learning for 
their tax dollars. 

On the other hand, the school system has the right to ex-
pect students to have a certain amount of training in the area 
of behavior, discipline, personal hygiene, linguistics, etc. It 
is a big enough job to educate children without having to 
assume parental duties. 

Our young people are one of our nation's most important 
resources. The future rests on their shoulders and we must 
not fail to educate them to their utmost potential. That was 
so easy to say! Why is it so hard to do? 
Modern students have to deal with a veritable plethora 
(sounds a little like Howard Cosell, doesn't it?) of outside 
influence, any one of which can possibly hinder them in 
doing well in school. 

For example: (I) Drugs and Alcohol - students, and the 
rest of our nation are fighting a never-ending battle with the 
mind-destroying chemicals that have all but ruined our 
youth. Students feel pressure from their peers that forces 
them to take drugs or drink so that they may "have fun by 
getting high" or to "expand their mind". Unfortunately the 
only thing expanding is the number of young people with 
criminal records and destroyed minds and lives. 

(2) Work - so often kids whose parents do not have a high 
school education see them as successful. They are making a 
decent living and the kids see no reason to complete their 
education. What a shame! They probably do not know how 
their uneducated parents may have struggled in their early 
years. Sure, lots of people have done quite well without an 
education. But for every one of them, there are about 20 
who weren't so lucky. But it is very hard to convince a 
teenager. They might have a part-time job making 
$100/week and have pockets full of money. So what if Mom 
and Dad feed, clothe, and house them? They then think 
"Hey, I don't need an education. Look at all the money I 
can make". Just wait until they try to live on 5100/week in 
the real world. 

I do not believe that school is intended to be a place for 
job training. School should be a place where young people 
learn life skills, not job skills. They need to know how to 
read for understanding, write and compose intelligently, 
reason competently, and get along with their fellow human 
beings. If I were an employer I would prefer that kind of 
person. I could teach them what job skills they might need if 
they can do the above things. A kid who spends four years 
learning how to weld or sew had better find a job welding or 
sewing. They don't have much else to offer.

Bicycle accidents result in 
1,100 fatalities, 50,000 
disabling injuries, and over 
500,000 assorted minor in-
juries annually across the 
nation, according to George 
R. Gustafson, Executive 
Vice President of Texas 
Safety Association. 

Last year in Texas pedalcy 
clist/motor vehicle accidents 
alone resulted in 48 fatalities 
and 2,978 injuries, accor-
ding to Department of 
Public Safety records. 

"Bicycle education for 
both children and adults and 
alertness on the part of all 
Texas motor-vehicle drivers 
can help prevent these 
tragedies," Gustafson said. 

Recent estimates gathered 
by Texas Safety Association 
show that 300 deaths and 
3,000 hospitalizations would 
be prevented yearly if the 
nation's 	105 	million 
bicyclists 	would 	wear 
helmets while riding. 

Gustafson reminds paren-
ts that a child riding along 
on a baby seat attached to 
the bicycle should also be 
equipped with a helmet. 
Texas Safety Association 
suggests that bicycle baby 
seats have a high back to 
help offer support to the 
baby, a seat pad for com-
fort, straps and/or belts to 
secure the child, and a shield 
protecting the child's feet 
from contacting the bicycle 
spokes. 

During National Bike 
Safety Week, April 15-21, 
Texas Safety Association of-
fers cyclists the following 
advice: 

1. Never ride a bicycle 
while listening to a portable 
radio or tape player through 
headphones. 

2. Obey all applicable  

traffic regulations, signs, 
signals, and markings. 

3. Place the required 
reflectors and lights on your 
bicycle to protect yourself at 
night. 

4. Indicate turns and stops 
by using hand signals. 

5. Ride your bike defen-
sively.

Those of you who made 
the herbicide tour on Mon-
day saw the excellent control 
of wild buckwheat on spring 
oats with a new chemical for 
us called BUCTRIL.. 
Results showed a 100% kill 
on all buckwheat that was 
sprayed. Some plants that 
germinated late or were wide 
striped were not affected. 
The reason is the BUCTRIL, 
is a contact herbicide and 
the product must cover the 
plant to kill it. 

Presently BUCTRIL does 
not have a label for grain 
sorghum but according to 
Gary Brooks, sales represen-
tative with Thone-Poulenc, 
Inc., makers of the product, 
the labeling is in process and 
should be available for this 
year's grain sorghum 
season. However, until it is 
labeled, producers should 
not use it on grain sorghum. 
We will keep you informed 
on its labeling progress. 
BUCTRIL, is certainly a 
chemical that shows 
promising possibilities in 

control of hard to kill 
weeds. One other interesting 
observation was the death to 
corn gromwell that the 
chemical showed. 

Sencor, 	and 	Lexoner, 
much the same product, did 
well on cheat grass control 
in wheat on the James Geray 
farm south of Gainesville. 
One thing to watch for is 
alkaline or high calcium 
levels in the soil. With high 
calcium soil levels, we can 
get death to wheat plants 
along with cheat grass. So 
producers need to take soil 
samples to check calcium 
content before applying one 
of these two products. 
Another consideration to 
take into account is the 
wheat varieties these 
products must be used on. 
You must plant TAM 101, 
TAM 105, or Newton.
