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Do you know where your children are? 

Abduction attempts reported 
EDITOR'S NOTE: The possibili-
ty, however remote, of someone in 
our city or anyone's city intending 
to do harm to children cannot be 
tolerated. The purpose of this arti-
cle is not to strike fear but to in-
form our readers of a possible 
danger; to present facts concern-
ing child abduction and molesta-
tion; and to provide some basic 
rules for personal safety, which we 
hope you will discuss thoroughly 
with your child.)

Abduction attempts have been 

reported on two Muenster 
children within the past week, ac-
cording to Police Chief Helen 
Tompkins. The children, a boy 
and a girl, are 6-10-years-old, and 
give the same general description  

of the man and the car he is 
driving. 

One reported attempt took 
place at the City Ball Park, the 
other on the front steps of a home 
located on Main Street. One at-
tempt was reportedly made in the 
evening, one in the afternoon. 

Chief Tompkins said that while 
the stories from the children have 
sti iking similarities she is handling 
them as unconfirmed attempts, as 
there are no witnesses to either 
report. 

Nonetheless, Chief Tompkins 
said the matter cannot be taken 
lightly by children or parents. 

School is out, summer is here, 
swim programs are on one side of 
town, ball programs are on the 
other side of (own and there's a 
highway between them. Children  

are vulnerable and accessible to 
would-be abductors. 

Whether the reports are con-
firmed is not the point of this arti-
cle. The point is to remind parents 
and children that there are precau-
tions for safety without living in 
constant fear. 

Officials with the Muenster 
Police Department, Cooke Coun-
ty Sheriff's Department and the 
Arlington Police Department have 
all contributed to the information 
which follows. All say the same 
thing, the first and most impor-
tant percaution for safety is to 
establish an open line of com-
munication between parent and 
child. 

It is vital that children not be 
"affraid" to tell their parents if 
someone, even someone they  

know, tries to abduct or molest 
them. 

It is the responsibility of parents 
to establish and keep open that 
communication channel, par-
ticularly on sensitive matters. 

Of the two million children 
reported missing yearly in this 
country, some 33,000 of those 
found are not found alive. 
Statistics from law enforcement 
officials show that 5,000 children 
are abducted by strangers, 150,000 
are taken illegally by noncustodial 
parents. 

To reduce the risks to a child's 
safety requires knowing what the 
risks are. 

Risks include people — anyone 
who may pose a threat to your 
child's safety; strangers; and

There are times when we are 
shocked and amazed at the stan-
dards of behavior approved by 
people in authority. A couple of 
cases that recently received com-
ment in the Indianapolis Star con-
cern one in which homosexuality 
on a campus was allowed, and 
promotion of Bible meetings at 
another school were denied. 

According to the Star, the one 
incident concerned Texas A&M, 
which turned down a group of 
gays asking for recognition as an 
approved student organization. 
The university had argued that 
recognition could lead to "in-
creased overt homosexual activity 
resulting in physical, 
psychological 	and 	disease 
ramifications...in the student 
body." 

An appellate court declined to 
go along with that view, saying the 
public health argument was not 
enough to overcome the right of 
free expression. All of which can 
be assumed to imply also that the 
group of moral lepers has a right 
to impose its gutter lifestyle on the 
vast decent majority. 

In such cases it seems the rights 
of dissenting people also deserve 
consideration. Their wish is no 
less 	valid 	than 	that 	of 	non- 
smokers who are getting in-
creasing recognition. The moral 
contamination of homosexuality, 
after all, is a lot more serious than 
the physical contamination of 
cigarette smoking. And, in view of 
the health menace of AIDS, it's 
beginning to appear that the gay 
lifestyle threatens public health 
even more than smoking. 

In sharp contrast with this gut-
ter morality issue, there's the in-
cident at North Carolina State 
University where a student was 
threatened with expulsion if he did 
not stop canvassing dorms inviting 
students to a scripture discussion. 
Imagine! He was told that he is 
banned from promoting religion 
but the gay was encouraged to go 
on promoting immorality.

`Free Enterprise Project' 

O NE STATE which has 
taken the challenge of 
economic ignorance 

seriously is Texas. In response to 
concerns of the business com-
munity the Texas Legislature in 
1973 passed a statute requiring 
that: 

All public high schools shall 
give instruction on the essentials 
and benefits of the free enterprise 
system..." The one-semester cour-
se of study was prescribed by the 
State Board of Education. 

In 1975 the Texas Education 
Agency issued its Course Guide, 
"Fundamentals of the Free Enter-
prise System" to put the program 
in operation. 

But Texas has gone beyond 
simply "filling squares" and 
"paying lip-service" to the 
demand for providing economic 
education. In 1982 the Texas 
Education Agency launched a 
"Free Enterprise Statewide Pilot 
Project" to run through 1985 and 
involve civic clubs and the 
business community in this effort 
to motivate and educate students 
with the principles of free enter-
prise. 

This project has had input and 
cooperation from the Rotary, 
Lions, Kiwanis, Exchange Clubs 
and numerous Chambers of 
Commerce; church youth groups, 
guidance centers and the Boy 
Scouts have also been involved.

It has come to my attention that

credulous to believe that we can 
now with sincerity say that the 
original ordinance was a mistake.

Thus, this Pilot Project to 
broaden the scope of free enter-
prise education, though centered 
in the schools, encompasses the 
total community. 

The Free Enterprise Education 
Project has captured the 
imagination and support of the 
various school boards and 
business groups throughout 
Texas. The Region IV Education 
Service Center in Houston, and its 
project officer, Warren D. Adams 
Jr., has "made available to 
business the outstretched hand of 
the education community with an 
invitation to participate in the 
education process."

ting a road paved after the sub-
division is built is very distant, 
particularly in light of the lack of 
city funds. 

In fact, road repairs to existing 
surfaces is not available. Possible 
tax increases are in the making 
just to cover these repairs.

I find it hard to imagine that a 
prospective homebuyer who is in-
vesting, over a period of years 
probably at least $75,000, would 
not want that lifetime investment 
enhnced with a paved street in 
front of his new home — his 
lifelong dream come true. 

Another issue, and very impor-
tant to consider, is the wishes of 
the many lifetime taxpayers of 
Muenster who have strived to 
make this a better Muenster, a bet-
ter place in which to raise our 
families. 

We live here because we want 

profit motive. 
The objective is to provide the 

student with "a basic 
philosophical premise from which 
he or she will be able to make all 
economic and political decisions" 
accordingly. 

These "Free Enterprise Days" 
are sponsored by local civic clubs 
or Chambers in cooperation with 
the local school districts.

The good news for Texas

ans Land Program sold a $175 
million bond package to finance 
veteran loans, including the 
largest pre-sale of land bonds 
in Texas history.

anyone you do not know or trust 
with your child's safety. 

Risks also include places 
especially dangerous to your child 
— deserted playgrounds, car-
nivals, fairs, shopping malls, 
parking lots. 

The child abductor and 
molester takes advantage of the 
innate nature of a child to trust 
everyone. A child meets no 
strangers, therefore, it is the 
parent's responsibility to teach 
and instruct his child about poten-
tial dangers, what to look for, 
what to do. 

POINTS TO DISCUSS 
WITH YOUR CHILD 

— Do not accept a ride from a 
stranger, even if he knows your 
name. 

— Do not walk or allow a 
stranger to walk with you — if a 
stranger does walk up to you to 
touch you, immediately walk 
away and go to the nearest person 
you can find — a policeman, a 
person working in the yard, or to 
the nearest house for help. 

— Do not approach, talk with, 
or accept gifts from a stranger. 

— Do not stop to answer a 
stranger's questions or give direc-
tions — keep on walking. 

— Do not go near the stranger's 
car who is asking directions or try-
ing to get you to stop and talk —
DO NOT GO WITH HIM NO 
MATTER WHAT HE MAY 
SAY. 

— If someone does try to pick 
you up, write down the license 
number of the car (in the dirt if 
you have nothing else) and notify 
the police. 

— Never take short cuts 
through dark alleys, open fields, 
wooded areas, and construction 
sites. 

— Do not play near public 
restrooms, deserted areas of 
parks, creeks and streams, 
especially ALONE. 

— If you walk home from 
school, walk with other children 
and go straight home. 

— Let your parents know exact-
ly where you are every minute of 
every day — for your own safety's 
sake. 

FOR PARENTS 
To help keep your child safe 

from abduction: 
— Keep your child in sight at all 

times; when your child is away 
from you, know whom he or shd,ifi 
with and where. 

— Check on your child 
periodically to make sure he or she 
is where you believe them to be, 
even if they are with someone you  

know and trust. 
— Teach your child not to 

wander off and to avoid lonely 
places. 

— Establish strict procedures 
for picking up your child at 
school, at a friend's, after a 
movie, etc. Do not let your child 
accept rides from anyone with 
whom you have not made 
previous arrangements — even if 
they say they're a policeman, a 
teacher or firend of the family. 

— Teach your child never to go 
anywhere with anyone who 
doesn't know a family "code" 
word. 

— Teach your child his full 
name, your full name, address and 
telephone number. Make sure you 
teach him how to make local and 
long distance phone calls. Even a 
small child can be taught to dial. 

— Teach your child that if he is 
abducted and gets away from his 
abductor to call the police not 
you. He may not know that he is 
no longer in his home town. Let 
the police find him and call you. 

— Tell your child about the ab-
duction problem in a calm and 
simple way — as if you were 
teaching any other important cop-
ing skill. 

— Listen attentively when your 
child talks about "a man or 
woman" he or she met in your 
absence. 

— Teach your child that it's 
okay to run away or to scream if 
someone is making him or her do 
something they feel uncomfor-
table with and do not want to do. 

— Have photos taken or take 
them yourself — every three 
months for preschoolers, every 
four months for older children; 
make note of birthmarks and 
other 	distinguishing 	features, 
child's full name, date photo is 
taken, age, height, weight 

— Check with local police for 
information or referral in getting 
your children fingerprinted. 

AT HOME 
If your child must be at home 

alone for some period of time, 
take the following precautions: 

— Make strick safety rules, and 
go over them regularly with your 
child 

— Instruct your child not to 
open the door when at home 
alone. 

— Teach your child how to 
answer the phone without letting 
the caller know he/she is home 
alone. 

— Be sure your residence is 
secure with adequate locks and 
latches. 

— Keep all vital emergency 
numbers next to the phone, and 
have your child practice using 
them with you. 

— Find a reliable neighbor or 
friend who can serve as a contact 
for your child. 

— Provide an extra key for your 
child by securely taping one inside 
his/her lunch pail or knapsack. 

AWAY FROM HOME 
Older children spend time away 

from home without direct adult 
supervision. Younger children can 
become separated from adults. 
Here are some general guidelines 
to help keep your child safe away 
from home: 

— Do not leave children alone 
in a parked car. 

— Do not permit outdoor play 
after dark. 

— Instruct your child to avoid 
dark, deserted, or isolated areas 
for play. 

— Never allow your child to go 
into a public restroom alone. 

— Make a plan with your child 
in case you become separated in a 
store or while attending an event. 
Instruct your child to stay in the 
store and report to a checkout 
counter. Parking lots are unsafe. 

— Make sure you know where 
your child is going and that he/she 
calls you upon reaching that 
destination. 

— Teach your child to use play 
telephones and how to dial the 
operator and emergency numbers. 

— Have your child carry change 
for a phone call. 

— Plan a secret code word with 
your child to be used when so- 

meone other than yourself is to 
transport your child. 

— Explain to your child that a 
stranger is anyone the child does 
not know. 

— Caution your child never to 
approach a stranger or strange 
car. 

— Instruct your child to yell 
loudly and run away if he suspects 
danger. 

— Avoid using your child's 
name as a label on shirts or 
belongings. 	This 	prevents 
strangers from calling your child 
by name. 

MISSING CHILD 
If your child is missing, try to 

remain calm while doing the 
following: 

— Check inside your house, in-
cluding all closets and enclosed 
spaces. 

— Check the surrounding area 
near your house, including your 
nearest neighbors. 

— Contact the police or sheriff. 
— Ask neighbors and friends to 

help you search the neighborhood. 
— Contact your child's friends, 

and ask for information and when 
they last saw the child. 

— Give police all the informa-
tion you can on your child and 
answer all their questions com-
pletely. Tell them about any pro-
blems which might have caused 
the child to run away. 

— Assign someone to stay by 
the phone while the search con-
tinues for the missing child. 

REMEMBER you can help pre-
vent your child froth being ab-
ducted or molested. Teach them 
never to go anywhere, at any time, 
with anyone; nor take anything 
from anyone, until they first check 
with you.

Using $21 per hundredweight for 
certified hard and soft varieties 
and $24.90 per 50 pound bag for 
the hybrid varieties was the only 
difference in establishment and 

maintenance costs. All wheats 
were planted at the same rate and 
received the same fertility rate. 
Selling price of the wheat is 
figured at $3 for hard wheat and 
$2.85 for soft wheat. 

Actual seed cost on the standard 
hard and soft varieties vary greatly 
but an upper limit of $21 was used 
for all of these varieties.

bringing the third drop in quality. 
For instance, tests averaged 58 
before the second shower and 55 
after. 

Despite rain, along with a 
decline of quality and a late start 
because of the wet maturing 
season, the crop can be rated at 
near normal, about 60 to 70 per-
cent of the good crops in '83 and 
'84. And the price improved 
slightly as the season advanced. I I 
started at $2.93 and gained to 
$3.05 this week. 

There is a variety of insects 
which homeowners sometimes 
find infesting nearly any type of 
dried food stored in the pantry. 
These pests may be brought in as 
eggs or larvae with food when 
purchased. Adult insects may also 
be attracted to food for egg laying 
from nearby infestations outside 
the home. 

Pantry pests eat or contaminate 
the foods they infest and annoy 
homeowners when they Fly or 
crawl around indoors.
