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`Fest survives storm 
Germanfest of 1984 did 

not measure up to that of 
last year, for which the 
weather is being held prin-
cipally responsible. 
Following a good start Friday 
and Saturday, in which the 
event was running about even 
with 1983, the let-down star-
ted early Sunday with a light 
rain. A few hours of clearing 
weather later in the morning 
were encouraging, but 
another disappointment 
moved in with high wind 
and a dust storm early in the 
afternoon. 

As pointed out by Ronnie 
Hess, chairman of the Ger-
man fun run, the two 
weather incidents hit just 
right to hurt. The early rain 
changed the minds of many 
who planned to come here in 
the morning, and later the 
hard wind caused many 
more would-be runners not 
to show up. Hess said the 
race furthermore had many 
pre-registrants who did not 
show up. The net result was 
that there were 3,960 run-
ners compared with last 
year's 4,250. Early in-
dications were for up to 
5,000. 

The high wind, further-
more, had a depressing ef-
fect on the show in general. 
It could be rated as a storm 
and was judged sufficiently 
serious to justify shutting 
down the big tent for about 
two hours. Before that the 
huge sides were buffeted and 
big support pales were lifted 
as high as a foot above the 
ground. In the rough at-
mosphere activity had 
slowed down all over the 
festival area. Concessions 
people said their business

I N DEUTERONOMY 
8:7 Moses speaks to the 
people shortly before 

they are to cross the Jordon 
River and enter the 
Promised Land. He tells 
them, "For the Lord your 
God is bringing you into a 
good land, a land of brooks 
of water, of fountains and 
springs, flowing forth in 
valleys and hills". Imagine 
how refreshing this must 
have sounded to the Is-
raelites, who had wandered 
in the desert for forty years!

Dr. George S. Benson Looking Ahead 

Leave UNESCO  
WE HAVE recently 

completed a lengthly 
study of the recent 

record of UNESCO, the 
United Nations 
Educational, Scientific and 
Cultural Organization. This 
subject should be a matter 
of concern to all of us, in 
view of our government's 
notification that it is reap-
praising U.S. participation 
in the Organization. 

Our research has disclosed 
that, although UNESCO 
was founded for noble and 
worthwhile purposes, it has 
long since abdicated these 
goals. It has, therefore, 
really forfeited its reason for 
being and the right to U.S. 
support. It has discarded 
education, science and 
culture, concentrating in-
stead on the transfer of 
wealth from the United 
Sates and other industrial 
nations to the Third World. 

This has happened 
because the West was not 
sufficiently concerned about 
the efforts of the Com-
munists and their Socialist 
allies to gain control of the 
organization. Through 
UNESCO they hope to 
realize global Socialism to 
include redistribution of the 
world's wealth. 

It is crucial that all 
Americans understand the 
facts we have disclosed 
about UNESCO, based 
largely on detailed, 
documented 	background 

papers prepared by the staff 
of The Heritage Foun-
dation. It is hoped you will 
discuss these issues with 
relatives, friends, neighbors 
and business associates. 
Here is a sound recommen-
dation from the Foun-
dation: 

"...the American public 
should demand 

a  congressional investigation 
of the promoters of NIEO 
(New 	International 
Economic Order) at 
UNESCO and their exten-
sive plans to saturate the 
governments of developing 
nations with anti-free 
market advice.

By do doing, the United 
States and the West will 
demonstrate that they are 
being more faithful to the 

UNESCO charter and 
dream than are M'Bow and 
his UNESCO secretariat." 

Former Australian Am-
bassador to UNESCO, 
Owen Harries, states that 
the Western countries have 
"considered the 
Organization to be of 
marginal importance, a talk 
shop dealing in symbols and 
rhetoric..." 

This is an extremely im-
portant observation. 
Although it was a totally 
false assumption on the part 
of the West, nevertheless it 
provides the reason for U.S. 
action. Because UNESCO is 
"of marginal importance" 
to us, and because it has 
become a militantly 
aggressive agency of 
Socialist revolution, we have 
no rational alternative but to 
withdraw from the 
organization. There is no 
moral, and obviously no 
practical justification for 
funding this abomination. 

It is not enough just to 
understand the malignancy 
that is UNESCO. We must 
take appropriate action. 
And that action is to with-
draw from this Socialist-
Communist organization, 
cutting off all funds to it. 

Our government has 
taken the first step. We must 
not permit this momentum 
to be lost! We must insist on 
withdrawal! Make your 
opinion known!

WITH ALL that is said and written about the "gender 
gap" and "women's issues," one would get the im-
pression that American women march in lockstep 

with one another. Or, from another perspective, that they 
act like a bunch of sheep. 

But is there a herd? 
Let the 250,000 sheep who pledge their allegiance to th 

National Organization of Women (NOW) follow Walter 
Mondale into the shed. They deserve each other. 

The rest of the female population of this country —
housewives, secretaries, business executives, school 
teachers, nurses, industrial workers — will have more to say 
in the coming elections that the "herd" can hear above the 
baaing.

N OT LONG ago, a minister of the Gospel decided that 
his people had been victimized long enough by the 
political establishment.

children AND work at home. And what about women without 
transportation? And women who live in rural areas in which 
no factories or day-care centers are to be found. 

While the law makes a few exceptions (for handicapped 
individuals, for example) the people most hurt and exploited 
by the work-at-home restrictions obviously are the same 
people NOW pretends to speak for. 

The Secretary of Labor, Ray Donovan, attempted to do 
away with the restrictions last year — but was rebuffed by 
the courts. A decision, if carried to its illogical conclusion, 
that could be "a blow to the vast potential of people who 
want to work in their homes at computer terminals," says 
labor economist Peter Germanis. By the year 1990, Ger-
manis says, as many as fifteen-million jobs could be per-
formed at home. Most of those potential workers will oe 
women. But will NOW let them work? 

Another real women's issue involves the regulations 
which discriminate against non-working women in the area 
of retirement planning. Currently, a husband and his non-
working wife can put only $2,250 into an Individual 
Retirement Account (IRA) while a family with both spouses 
working can invest up to $4,000. That clearly discriminates 
against women who choose to stay home to raise a family. 
Does NOW care about these women? 

These are only two of the issues that the sheep refuse to 
address. They're too busy playing politics to bother with 
things that might actually improve the life of women in 
America.

President Robert Drinan, and D.C. Delegate Walter Faun-
troy are among the liberal ministers who have served or are 
serving in Congress. For over 20 years, it has been 
obligatory for national Democratic candidates to speak at 
Martin Luther King's church, the Ebenezer Baptist Church. 

The United Presbyterian Church boycotts states that 
don't ratify the ERA. The bishops of the United Methodist 
Church work for a nuclear freeze and against the B-I bom-
ber. The Quakers lobby against draft registration. 

The National Council of Churches opposes U.S. ties to 
South Africa, criticizes the liberation of Grenada, and at-
tacks the grand jury system. NCC state affiliates get in-
volved in issues like the disposal of hazardous waste (New 
Jersey), gerrymandering (New York), and the use of tobacco 
(North Carolina). In 1981 the executive director of the NCC 
said, "Lobbying is one of the things the church is there 
for."

As the Rev. Don Wildmon points out, 
the double standard on religion and politics is proof that not 
all hypocrites are in the churches.

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City gets $884 rebate 
of mixed drink tax 

Rufus Bezner dies 

The City of Muenster has 
received a rebate of 5884.24 
from State Comptroller Bob 
Bullock for mixed drink 
taxes collected here during 
the first quarter of this year. 
The amount is 15 percent of 
$5894.91, which in turn is 10 
percent of total sale of 
mixed drinks. 

Checks were also sent to 
Gainesville and Lindsay and 
Cooke County as a rebate 
for mixed drink tax paid 
within their area. The coun-
ty receives a 15 percent 
rebate for mixed drink tax 
paid in the three cities as 
well as other locations in the 
county. 

The county's check was 
for 57,137.63, Gainesville's  

was 52,590.30 and Lindsay's 
was $3,015.50. The four 
rebates received in the coun-
ty are a part $11 million sent 
by the state to 221 counties 
and 419 cities for mixed 
drink taxes. 

A 10 percent tax charged 
when a mixed drink is sold is 
sent quarterly to the state 
comptroller and 15 percent 
of that amount is sent to 
each city and each county 
involved. The balance is 
retained by the state. 

Of the first quarter's 
collections the counties 
received 55,879,438, the 
cities received $5,486,809 
and the state's general 
revenue account received 
527,830,011.

It would 
keep many children from 
working on family farms or 
at after school jobs. 

Rep. Finnell said he was 
concerned that the recom-
mendations of the commit-
tee would gel serious sup-
port before the Legislature. 
He said that rural legislators 
who have been active in 
protecting the present - day 
school structure must band 
together to have any clout 
when the matter comes 
before the Legislature. He 
said some action could come 
as early as this summer when 
a special session is being 
considered by the Governor 
to deal with education. 

However, Finnell stated 
he felt the real push for 
curriculm changes and a 
change in basic school 
policies would be before the 
next regular legislative 
session in 1985. 

"That's when the big guns 
will be marched out to lower 
the boom on education, and 
that is when legislators 
whose districts would be ad-
versely affected must be 
ready to stand up and fight. 
I know what must be done 
and therefore, I am asking 
support of those concerned 
with education," Finnell 
said.

The greenbug is an aphid 
that sucks plant juices and 
injects a toxin into sorghum 
plants. The aphid is pale 
green, approximately 1/16 
inch long with a charac-
teristic dark green stripe 
down the back.

Producers are cautioned to 

observe plant conditions 
closely as well as the 
development of greenbug 
numbers and damage. 
Damage at the seedling stage 
may result in stand loss.

Characteristic red-
dened spots on the upper 
leaf surface and the oc-
currence of honeydew are 
associated with greenbug 
feeding damage. 

Some producers in the 
area plant greenbug-
resistant sorghum hybrids.

resistant sorghums are the 
same as for susceptible 
sorghums since the 
thresholds are based on 
plant damage. 

Treat plants up to about 6 
inches in height when visible 
yellowing and reddening of 
the plant and greenbug 
colonies are observed and 
stand loss is probable. Large 
plants up to the boot stage 
will tolerate more greenbugs 
than seedling sorghum. 
Control greenbugs on this 
size plant before any entire 
leaves are killed. 

If more than 20 percent of 
the greenbugs appear brown 
and swollen from being 
parasitized, then application 
of an insecticide is not 
generally necessary. Also, 
plants undergoing drought 
or other stress cannot sup-
port as many greenbugs 
without suffering yeild 
reductions. 

Before application, check 
the insecticide label closely 
and consult the manufac-
turer and the seed company 
regarding possible 
phytotoxic effects.

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Clear Creek Watershed covers 4 counties 
For many years, landowners in the 

Clear Creek Watershed suffered the 
constant threat of flood damage. During 
heavy rains, the flood waters caused ex-
tensive damage to soils, crops, roads, 
bridges, fences, livestock and other 
property. Silt deposited by these floods, 
severly damaged thousands of acres of 
valuable bottomland. 

In 1959 a bill passed by the Texas 
Legislature created the Clear Creek 
Watershed Authority. A tax election to 
raise money needed to operate the 
authority, passed by a large majority. 

The first board of directors was 
chaired by Joe M. Weinzapfel of Muen-
ster. He was the only chairman of the 
Board of Directors until 1982. Thus 
Muenster acquired the title of being the 
headquarters for the authority. The 
current Chairman of the Board is Al 
Testa of Sanger. He also served as 
secretary-treasurer on the board for six 
years. 

The Clear Creek Watershed involves 
portions of Cooke, Montague, Denton 
and Wise Counties. It's drainage area is 
236,200 acres. The creek flows about 50 
miles from near the town of Montague 
to a point south of Denton where it em-
pties into Garza-Little Reservoir, now 
Lake Lewisville. 

There were 116 storms in the Clear 
Creek Watershed during the 35 year 
period of evaluation from 1923 to 
1957, which resulted in damage  

producing floods. Fifteen of these were 
considered to be major floods since they 
inundated one-half or more of the flood 
plains. 

As a result of the evaluation, the 
Board of Directors decided it was time 
for action. In 1960 a work plan was de-
veloped to control flooding in the water-
shed. The work plan included the Up-
per Elm-Red Soil and Water Conser-
vation District, Denton-Wise SWCD 
and the Soil Conservation Service. This 
work plan proposed a system of 65 
floodwater retarding structures and 
vegetative treatment on 14 critically 
gullied areas. This combination of in-
terrelated improvements was needed to 
give the desired protection in the flood 
plains. The gears were set in motion. 

As a result of hard work, dedication, 
and many, many meetings, this group 
accomplished its mission. The work plan 
had been modified several times since 
some changes were necessary. To date 80 
flood control structures have been con-
structed. The Authority has operation 
and maintenance responsibility on 79 of 
these. There is one dam that remains to 
be completed. 

Operation and maintenance is a big 
task for the Authority. This includes 
weed control, fertilization, fences, brush 
control, and other necessary items 
related to maintenance. The Authority 
develops a budget each year to provide 
for maintenance. The Authority has  

done an excellent job of maintenance on 
the structures. 

During the flood of all floods, in Oc-
tober of 1981, 14 flood control dams 
were damaged in the watershed. The 
Authority immediately went to work 
and all dams were repaired. 

It has been many years since this 
project began. The Board of Directors 
have done n excellent job of doing what 
they set out to do. We the Board of 

Directors of the Upper Elm Red SWCD 
congratualte them for a job well done.

Gray wins in Zone 5 
2 The Muenster Enterprise — Soil Conservation Special 

H.H. "Rusty" Gray of Sherman has 
been chosen the outstanding conser-
vationist for Zone 5 of the Upper Elm 
Red Soil and Water Conservation 
District for 1983. Zone 5 includes all of 
Grayson County. 

Gray, a retired military and commer-
cial airline pilot, is now a full time ran-
cher and owns and operates two farms 
totaling 571 acres, consisting of 435 
acres pastureland, 52 acres hayland and 
84 acres wildlife land. His ranching 
operations consist of registered Brangus 
and a commercial herd. 

Since becoming a cooperator with the 
district in 1974, Gray has done extremely 
well in carrying out conservation prac-
tices that were planned with assistance 
Soil Conservation Service technicians 
and applied by the landowner. 

His program included the following 
practices: Eighteen acres of gullies were 
filled and smoothed by dozing and 
established to grass. 

One hundred and two acres of un-
desirable brush was cleared to improve 
the production of forage and 218 acres 
were established to improved grasses by 
seeding 18 acres to fescue and sprigging 
188 acres to costal bermudagrass. 

Four cross fences totaling 8420 linear 
feet were constructed so livestock can be 
rotated between pastures. 

Six ponds were constructed to provide 
water for livestock in each pasture. 

Gray has done an excellent job of 
carrying out pasture and hayland 
management by applying fertilizer, 
controlling weeds, stocking properly and 
frequently rotating livestock between 
pastures. This type of management

results in vigorous plants that increase 
production and does an excellent job of 
preventing soil erosion. The enhan-
cement of wildlife is also important to 
Gray and he has retained 98 acres of 
native trees, brush, forbs and grass for 
food and cover for several species of 
birds and wild animals. 

Gray is a graduate of Oklahoma State 
University, a Navy pilot during World 
War II and presently lives with his wife 
on one of his farms. They have three 
children and four grandchildren.

for pasture. An additional 44 acres was 
planted for hay. The Welchs realized 
what was in their conservation plan. 
They knew how much grass they had to 
plant. So Virgil bought a bermudagrass 
sprigger machine. They planted their 
own grass. Louise was proud of the 
grass she planted. "The grass we planted 
when I rode the machine came up the 
best" she said. They also shaped and 
sodded three acres of raw gullies. 

The hard work is rewarding. By prac-
ticing pasture and hayland management 
the farm has turned into a show place. 
They now run about 50 mother cows. 
More will be added later. A weed control 
and fertilizer program is followed as 
needed. Most of the bermudagrass has 
been over seeded with yuchi clover ad-
ding to the total forage available. Most 
of the fences were rebuilt and gates con-
structed for easier rotation of the 
livestock. The ponds have been stocked 
with channel catfish adding to the 
overall enjoyment of the farm. Wildlife 
management is carried out on 29 acres. 
The Welchs are making sure that the 
cover they put on the land will keep it 
from washing or blowing away. 

Although they have many accom-
plishments, they plan to do more. They 
plan to plant almost 30 more acres of 
grass, construct 2 more ponds, and build 
more cross fences toward their goal of 
carrying out a good management 
program of every acre of the farm. 

The board of directors congratulates 
the Welchs for a job well done.

prepare for the next crop. This is done to 
improve the condition of the soil, 
protect it from erosion, and retain more 
rainfall. Seven acres of grassed water-
ways were also constructed for an oulet 
for the terraces. The last waterway was 
constructed in 1983. 

The Hundt Brothers carried out other 
conservation practices. Coastal bermuda 
was planted for pastureland through the 
years. Fifty-seven acres of kleingrass 
was planted in 1981. Pasture 
management which consists of weed 
control, fertilization, and grazing height 
is carried out on 250 acres each year. 

Other conservation practices included 
constructing a farm pond and stocking 
two ponds with channel catfish. About 
a mile of fences was constructed for bet-
ter grass management. An easement was 
also donated for the construction of a 
flood control dam on part of the land. 
Joe provides valuable information to the 
sponsors and the S.C.S. in reporting 
dam conditions during excessive rain 
periods, such as the flood of 1981. 

There is a lot of conservation applied 
on this farm. The Hundt Brothers have 
done their part in conserving their part 
of Cooke County. This farm, with some 
leased land, basically supported two 
families, Joe's eleven and Gregory's 
seven. The land is now being farmed by 
Chris (Gregory's son) which makes the 
story just a little more successful. 

The Upper-Elm-Red Board of Direc-
tors congratulates these two families, for 
a job well done. 

Two parcels of land infested with 
postoak and mesquite brush, old 
cropland terraces, so many gullies a hor-
se could not be ridden in the pasture, 
poor quality grasses capable of carrying 
only 40 animal units of livestock, and 
perimeter fencing as the only im-
provement was the condition of H.A. 
Richardson's 620 acres at Bowie when 
he began an improvement program on 
his land in 1973. 

Richardson bought 320 acres of his 
land in 1972, applied for a plan with the 
Upper Elm-Red Soil and Water Conser-
vation District, and developed his plan 
with the assistance of the Soil Conser-
vation Service. He began immediately to 
improve the land by brush management, 
cross fencing and grass planting. A 
Great Plains Conservation Contract was 
developed in 1976 to furnish cost share 
and technical assistance. 

He bought 300 acres more in 1979 and 
began improving it immediately. He 
completed his planned conservation 
practices in 1983. The finished product 
is a 150-head dairy and the gathering 
and "getting started" place for 2,000 
head of feeder yearlings each year. 378 
acres are in developed pasture, 59 acres 
remain in rangeland, 156 acres are in 
cropland, and 27 acres are used as 
headquarters, traps and dairy facilities. 

Richardson was reared on farms in 
Montague County and Oklahoma, but 
left the farm to enter military service. 
When he returned, he went into the feed  

business and from that to several more. 
When he purchased his first farm in 
1972, he became gradually a silent par-
tner in the business world and began to 
make farming and ranching his active 
business. 

After cross fencing the first 320 acres, 
he built a dairy barn and went into 
dairying. Grazing is furnished for the 
"dry cows" on the farm, but the "wet 
cows" are lotted and fed. Most of the 
hay fed to the dairy herd is grown on the 
farm. 

Leveling of old terraces, shaping of 
gullies, grubbing brush, building 
terraces and waterways, constructing 
fences, planting grass and all other work 
except building ponds has been done by 
Richardson, his sons and some hired 
help. 

Richardson carries out a high level of 
management on his land. He fertilizes 
the grasses and small grain and forage 
sorghum two and three times a year. All 
forage produced on the farm is grazed or 
baled. 

In addition to the land he owns, he 
leases native grass and wheat pasture for 
his feeder yearlings operation. 

Richardson's philosophy of land im-
provement is to control erosion and 
make the land more productive instead 
of buying more land. He says improved 
land will carry 10 times as many 
livestock as unimproved land. In his 
feeder cattle, dairy and other business 
interests, Richardson comes in contact 

with many other landusers. He is quick 
to encourage them to improve their land 
and to share what land improvement has 
done for his operations. 

Conservation practices on the Richar-
dson land include 320 acres pasture 
planting; 15 acres critical area planting; 
38 acres brush managment; 10 farm 
ponds; 1300 ft. diversion terraces; I 
acre grassed waterway; 46850 ft. cross 
fences; 378 acres pasture and hayland 
management; 59 acres deferred grazing 
and proper grazing use; 156 conser-
vation cropping; 156 acres crop residue 
management.

No till, sod seeding, 
coastal fertilization with 
anhydrous ammonia, 
legumes in small grains, im-
planting calves and weed 
and brush control will be 
discussed and demonstrated 
at the May 17 field Day in 
Montague County. 

Scheduled to begin at 9:00 
a.m. at the Bonita, Baptist 
Church (located north of 
Hwy. 82 between Nocona 
and Saint Jo) the field-day is 
sponsored by the Montague 
County Extension Livestock 
Committee in cooperation 
with the Upper Elm-Red 
Soil Conservation District. 

The field day will begin at 
the Gary Odom Ranch 
where sodseeding of wheat 
into coastal bermuda will be 
seen. Producers will then see 
anhydrous ammonia applied 
to coastal using two dif-
ferent applicators. 

Rye planted with Yuchi 
Arrowleaf Clover and Crim-
son Clover will be seen at the 
Duane Robertson Ranch.

Sammie Poe of Montague is the out-
standing conservationist in Zone II of 
the Upper Elm Red Soil & Water Con-
servation District. 

Sammie, his wife Pattie, and two 
children, Angela and Keith, live on the 
463 acre family farm four miles west of 
Montague. 

He started his conservation program 
in April 1977 as a cooperator with the 
Upper Elm Red SWCD. Then, in 
November 1977, he entered into a Great 
Plains conservation program. 

Erosion and low productivity were the 
two main problems Poe elected to 
correct. Ditches were shaped and 
sprigged to coastal bermuda. Some of 
the bermuda has been sod seeded to Rye 
and vetch while much of the remainder 
has been overseeded to yucci arrowleaf 
clover. These legumes provide excellent 
spring pasture while returning a portion 
of the nitrogen back to the soil through 
nodules located on plant roots. Excess 
forage is baled into round bales. This 
practice also spreads the clover to other-
parts of the ranch. 

Ermelo lovegrass has been seeded in 
several fields to provide early season 
grazing. Kleingrass is also being utilized 
to broaden the grazing seasons. The 
pastures are fertilized annually and 
weeds are controlled where the legumes 
have not been planted. 

100 acres of the ranch were choked 
with brush such as postoak and black-
jack. In 1982, Grasslan, a pelleted her-
bicide, was flown on the ranch. An ex-
cellent kill of the brush is noted and 
many desireable grasses are already

revegetating the area. Poe plans to defer 
this pasture during the growing season 
each year until the grasses are thick and 
healthy. 

Grazing management is the key to a 
successful operation. Sammie has in-
stalled crossfences to selectively graze 
pastures. Four ponds have been built to 
water the commercial cow herd in the 
various pastures. 

Sammie Poe has done an excellent job 
of improving his farm. It is estimated 
that the work and management on this 
farm will save approximately 3500 tons 
of soil annually. The Directors of the 
Upper Elm Red SWCD congratulate 
him on a job well done.

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Controlling wind erosion 
Wind erosion has damaged more than 

a million acres of Texas cropland and 
rangeland the past few months, and it is 
still early in the "blow season." Con-
ditions undoubtedly will become worse 
this spring. 

"Current cropping systems in many 
. areas just do not provide the needed 
protection to prevent soil erosion by 
wind," says Dr. B.L. Harris, soil 
specialist with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, Texas A&M Univer-
sity System. 

Wind erosion is a problem primarily 
in western, central and southwestern sec-
tions of Texas and does its worst damage 
to croplands, Harris says. 

"The most serious lasting damage 
from erosion is the separation and 
removal of silt, clay and organic matter 
from the surface, leaving only infertile 
and blowing sand," Harris explains. 
"The blowing sand piles up in dunes, 
causing loss of productive land, covering 
fences, equipment and buildings, and 
damaging crops." 

To control wind erosion, a com-
bination of practices is most effective, 
with conservation tillage systems of-
fering good potential for many erosion-
prone soils, says the specialist. 

A rough surface — the ridges and 
depressions formed by tillage — goes a 
long way in battling wind erosion, notes 
Harris. Roughness, at an optimum 
height of 2 to 5 inches, reduces wind sur-
face velocity and traps sand particles. 

"Cloddiness," the relative abundance  

of firm and stabe aggregates of soil 
material resistant to erosion, also serves 
as a barrier to wind erosion. More than 
half the soil surface should be protected 
by large clods. 

"Both 	cloddiness 	and 	surface 
roughness can be affected by the type of 
tillage equipment used," Harris says. 
"Equipment which inverts the soil 
covers surface residue. Disk-type plows 
cover more residue and destroy soil 
clods more than sweep-type plows. 
Disks also create greater compaction 
pans than sweep plows. 

"Vegetative cover is the best and most 
effective technique to control wind 
erosion," contends Harris. "The protec-
tion afforded by cover, either living or 
dead, depends ont he size and quantity 
of residue. For example, wheat stubble 
is more effective than sorghum or corn 
stubble." 

Erosion increases as field length in-
creases, so the length should be reduced 
along the prevailing wind. A windbreak 
will protect an area equal to 10 times the 
height of the barrier, the specialist poin- 
ts out. 

Research is being conducted on the 
use of terbars to reduce wind erosion. 
Terbars are small terrace barriers plan-
ted with a perennial plant — such as 
lovegrass, kleingrass and Alamo swit-
chgrass — on the top ridge. This 
technique has proven to be very effective 
in reducing erosion and maintaining 
yields, and its use is expected to expand.

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Hundts win Zone 3 conservation honors 
Joe B. Hundt and his late brother, 

Gregory, became cooperators in the Up-
per Elm-Red S.W.C.D. in 1947. The 
farm which consisted of 355 acres was 
worked together. At that time the Hundt 
Brothers knew what they wanted to ac-
complish. The records indicate the ac-
complishment very clearly. But it is the 
conservation on the ground that makes 
this story worth telling. 

One of the first concerns of the 

Hundt Brothers was to control the 
erosion of the 147 acres of cropland. At 
that time much of the acreage was plan-
ted to cotton. The fields developed many 
washes and rills as the rains came. Mrs. 
Hundt recalls picking the cotton. "1 
remember as we would pick, we would 
see the washes and erosion across the 
fields." 

The answer to controlling that erosion 
was with terraces. It took over 3800 ft.  

terraces to control the erosion on the 
cropland. The last set was completed in 
1963. The others were constructed from 
that day back to the start of their con-
servation program. It took many years 
and hard work to get all the construction 
completed. 

What really makes this conservation 
story a success is the maintenance 
program. All conservation practices 
need maintenance. Terraces may require 
a little more than most practices. These 
terraces constructed many years ago are 
still doing the job of controlling erosion. 

The maintenance in this case is the an-
nual plowing up of the terraces. Plow 
up is done to retain the original height 
and grade of the terraces. This is 
sometimes done twice a year, depending 
on the situation. 

Along with plowing up the terraces 
comes contour farming. Crop residue 
management of the small grain and 
forage sorghum is carried out each year. 
That is, leaving the crop residue on or 
near the soil surface until it is time to

Once again last year, the nation's most 
serious soil problem was erosion and the 
most alarming agricultural issue was the 
continued loss of farmland to develop-
ment. Although the demand for in-
creased food production is growing —
both at home and abroad — protection of 
America's cropland remains woefully 
inadequate. 

For four decades, U.S. conservation 
programs have encouraged farmers to 
curb losses to wind and water. But last 
year, the Soil Conservation Service of 
the U.S. Department of Agriculture 
reported that 5 million tons of topsoil 
are washed or blown off farmlands. In 
1981, the loss approached 8 million tons. 

The underlying problem is not the 
weather. It is the failure of the nation's 
farmers to follow effective antierosion 
measures. Harmful practices include 
everything from overgrazing and 
plowing of grasslands to removing win-
dbreaks and plowing in the fall. 

There has been some progress in 
recent years. In 1981, farmers used some 
form of minimum tillage — which 
significantly reduces soil loss — on 
about 70 million acres, compared to just 
4 million in 1964. This practice will grow 
because it saves energy costs. But until 
the federal government stops subsidizing 
farmers who ignore good conservations 
practices, erosion may continue 
unabated. 

The conversion of farmland to non-
farm purposes is not slowing down 
either. Each year, new development 
gobbles up or isolates around 3 million 
acres of agricultural land. The tempo 
may have slowed down last year due to 
worsening economic conditions, but the 
development continues. 

What to do? Most states now have 
property tax laws designed to enable 
farmers to resist development. Even so 
the farmland drain goes on and on as we 
lose America's most precious natural 
resource. 

Virgil and Louise Welch of Decatur 
became cooperators with the Upper 
Elm-Red Soil and Water Conservation 
District in 1976. Virgil retired as high 
school principal in Hobbs, New Mexico, 
and they returned to Louise's home 
place. 

Immediately they developed a conser-
vation plan, on Louise's portion of the 
farm which consisted of 101 acres. They 
purchased the same amount down the 
road, which made 202 total acres. 
loining this tract was 102 acres which 
was purchased by their son, Walter. This 
all totaled 304 acres, all to be worked by 
the three of them. 

The Welchs wanted to improve the 
home place. Since 1945 it had been 
grazed but no major improvements were 
carried out. Fences were old and 
deteriorated. What grass did exist wasn't 
palatable to livestock. Small brush and 
threeawn had invaded the old fields. 
Cedars, elm and oaks had grown to be 
large trees. Even livestock water was 
limited. "We retired to go to work", 
Virgil stated. "It's been a lot of work," 
he added. But he's proud of it. He and 
Louise put the plan into action. 

They started with brush management. 
A total of 101 acres had been dozed of 
undesirable brush. Recently another 30 
acres had been dozed, leaving individual 
trees for shade and beauty. 

Immediately following the dozing and

clearing, a seedbed was prepared for 
grass planting. A total of 151 acres of 
costal burmuda grass has been planted
