Two cases of tularemia (rabbit
fever) were reported in the com-
munity this week. Doctor Myrick
cautions against the skinning of
rabbits, because, since it is known
that there are some infected ani-
malg in the community there are
very likely .other rabbits that carry
the disease also. He emphasized
by saying, “If you Kkill rabbits, let
them lay, do not touch them.”

Tularemia, is a serious disease in
which there is much gland swelling
and high fever, often the illness
lasts a year. There is very little
that medical science can do to re-
lieve suffering, it was added.

—Map locates the mid-Pacific Mar-
shall and Gilbert Islands, which the
Navy announced Sunday had been
raided by ships and planes of the
U. S. Navy, causing extensive dam-
age to Japanese bases, military es-
tablishment, planes and auxiliary
ships. The raid jncluded five
bases in the Marshalls, and on Ma-
kin Island in the Gilbert broup,
wrested from the British early in
the war. It was the Americans’
first attack on Japanese territory.
The navy communique indicated
that eleven U.- S. aircraft failed to
return and two surface vessels re-
celved minor injuries. If the ratio
of Jap losses to American losses,
which prevailed in previous air
fights was maintained, the Japs
must have been dealt a severe
blow. As the big guns of Singapore
opened up, similar action was taken
by Gen. MacArthur’s troops holding
Corregidor fortress. Blasts from
the Americans crushed a sneak
raid and wiped out numerous
launches and barges, which the
Japs had secretly prepared at Ter-
nate, across the bay.

| SEASON’S OPENING

Pusiness is booming at the Muen-
ster Hatchery. According to Felix
Becker, manager, the present sea-
son, to date, has been the most
rushed in the five-year history of
the business. By Tuesday of this
week orders had already been book-
ed through March.

The demand for chicks this year
is attributed, in a measure, to per-
sons cooperating with the national]
defense program by ordering more
chicks than usual to increase flocks
for greater egg production.

Settings made this week filled all
trays to limit capacity. “We're
trying to keep ahead,” Becker said,
“so that all demands can be sup-
plied”. “He urges persons desiring
chicks to place their orders at once
so that disappointment will be
avoided later.

In line with its records of the
past, the first hatch this season
was very good, Becker said, averag-
ing about 88 per cent. In spite of
the fact that most of the eggs set
were produced during the cold
weather of January, this hatch is
above the average. Healthy flocks
and the care given them as well as
the careful handling of the eggs
before they reached the hatchery
helped in making the hatch suc-
cessful.
