The Muenster city council is 
considering the possibility of in-
stalling signs at some of the city's 
unregulated intersections after a 
plea from two local residents at 
their meeting Monday night. 

Gary Fisher and Bill Luke met 
with the council to ask for some 
signs due to the number of ac-
cidents occurring in the city. 
Traditionally, the city's north-
south streets have had the right-
of-way while the east-west streets, 
many with severe dips at the inter-
sections, have yielded to the 
north-south traffic.

During the presidential election 
campaign, Candidate Mondale 
ridiculed President Reagan's idea 
of defending our country in a 
Soviet nuclear attack by use of a 
system to destroy the enemy 
missiles in the air before they can 
reach their target. 

Mondale scoffed at the concept 
as a "Sky Wars" idea out of 
science fiction with no practical 
value and sneeringly challenged 
his opponent to explain par-
ticulars of the operation. 

At the time the idea was still 
very much unknown and the 
average person was unimpressed. 
But the subject's importance has 
grown enormously since then, 
especially in the past few days 
relative to the nuclear arms 
discussions just began in Geneva. 

The Soviets have proposed that 
United States scrap its Star Wars 
program as an incentive to 
meaningful talks about mutual 
reduction of nuclear weapons. 
The suggestion implied very 
plainly that the sky wars defense 
method has real substance and 
deserves serious study as a defense 
system. 

Actually that study is already 
well advanced under the name of 
High Frontier introduced by 

• Daniel Graham, USA Ret. The 
principle is to deploy an aerial 
defense system capable 	of 
shooting down the enemy's ICBM 
missile before it can reach its 
target. Doing that is highly 
technical procedure requiring in-
tensive study and testing. Perhaps 
the complexity of this develop-
ment prompted political enemies 
to ridicule it, but supporters of the 
idea are confident it can be done. 
And now an indirect endorsement 
can be assumed from the Soviet 

• objection. 
A book entitled "A Defense 

that Defends" has just been 
published by General Graham and 

• Gregory Fossedal of the Wall Street 
Journal. It claims to serve the in-
terests of both the anti-communist 
hawk and the nuclear freeze ad-
vocate in the current dispute on 
nuclear arms. 

Hawks don't trust the USSR. 
yet for years :hey have condoned a 
defense policy by which US gam-

A fork in the road 

I read the other day In the Fort Worth paper a poll 
they conducted about the media's sensationalism. 
The results were not surprising, but they're still a bit 
of a blow to someone whose job it is to report the 
news. 

The question was, in essence, "Do you believe the 
media blows up stories and sensationalizes them in 
order to sell papers?" By the media, I presume they 
meant radio, television and newspapers. 

Ninety percent of those responding said yes — and 
the question drew a much higher response than most 
of their polls. 

The perception of sensationalism is something we 
in newspapers have to fight, every day, as we go 
about our business. Newspaper people (many of 
whom resent the term "media") are more sensitive 
than others about that public mistrust. I suppose it's 
because we've been around longer and we pride our-
selves on being more complete and accurate than the 
flashier, shallower electronic media like radio and 
TV. 

The difference between newspapers and the other 
guys is even more apparent in a small community. 
Muenster, for example, has no radio station and cer-
tainly no local television. When the school board and 
city council meet, the newspaper is the only "media" 
represented. We are the ones who sit through the 
long, (dare I use the word?) boring sessions to glean a 
few facts. When it comes to covering Muenster, we 
have no competition. 

And competition is what engenders most sen-
sationalism. 

The lack of competition doesn't mean no one else 
is trying to get your quarter at the newsrack — you 
are likely to read another newspaper or two besides 
ours. 

But we've fenced off a certain area that no one else 
covers: Muenster and rural Cooke County. Most of 
the news we print is unlikely to be found anywhere 
else. What is, we try to do a better job on, be more 
thorough and give you bigger and better pictures of. 

It's a far cry from being one of the two big Dallas 
dailies, or being on a television news team in the 
metroplex, or being one of dozens of stations on the 
radio dial. When you're in that situation, you're con-
stantly pressured to beat someone to the scoop, to dig 
out the fact no one else has dug out, to run the big 
headline and the gory picture. 

I've found I prefer a less pressured setting. I like to 
be able to dig deeper, cover both sides, be more 
thoughtful in dealing with an issue. I'm a lot less 
likely to splatter someone's private grief across the 
front page than the other guys, who often feel they 
need to chase ambulances to attract viewers or 
readers. 

But the charge of sensationalism still smarts. 
Sometimes it does apply to what I do. I know it often 
applies to what I see on television and read in the 
metro dailies. The people in the poll are right — the  

media does blow things out of proportion. 
That's unfortunate for all of us. 

It brings to mind the old story about the boys who 
cried "Wolf!" once too often, just for grins. 
Everyone came running, and he got cussed, but he 
got a lot of attention. When the wolf finally came, 
however, he called out, no one believed him, no one 
came, and he was devoured. Exit Wolf, grinning. 

When I turn on the TV news now, or read the big 
dailies, they all seem to be shouting "Wolf! Wolf!" 
Someday the wolves will be there and no one will care 
anymore and we'll all be eaten up. 

That's why so many people watch "Family Feud" 
instead of the news, or check out the classified page, 
the funnies and Dear Abby, then put the paper in the 
bottom of the bird cage. That's why there are more 
rock and roll stations than 24-hour news stations. 

I don't want to publish a boring newspaper 
(although many weeks, that would accurately reflect 
life for a lot of folks). If there are wolves around, it's 
my job to let you know. But it's also my job to tell 
you the good things and the human things about 
where you live, to keep you up-to-date on your 
basketball team or who's getting married or what the 
kids are studying in school. 

Those things don't sell papers in Dallas, maybe. 
Maybe that's why I don't live in Dallas. 

On the wall above my typewriter is a statement 
from the First Amendment Congress, a group of 
journalism organizations who studied the media's 
credibility problems and came up with a sort of creed 
for people in my profession. It says, in part: 

"People judge the credibility and fairness of the 
media according to the diligence with which we do 
our jobs. They believe that, if we are careless about 
little things, we cannot be trusted to be accurate 
about the big ones. 

"Most people form their views of the press accor-
ding to how often their local newspapers and radio 
and TV stations: 

— misspell their names; 
— misunderstand news about their businesses; 
— display insensitivity or inaccuracy during a 

family tragedy: 
— fail to tell all sides of an issue they care about; 
— refuse or neglect to publish information they 

believe important, or just get the facts wrong." 
In conclusion, it urges journalists: "Remember 

that we are dealing with people. It's easy to become 
cynical and to think only in terms of news value. 
Nothing hurts our professionalism more than those 
who needlessly and insensitively intrude on 
someone's grief or tragedy." 

Here's hoping 1985 holds lots of good news for 
those about whom we report in this newspaper. If 
you have some, bring it in. 

We'll do our best to handle the bad news as it hap-
pens, and spot all the wolves as they appear. , 
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bles its entire population in a 
destructive standoff with Russia. 

In the name of Mutually 
Assured Destruction (MAD) our 
hawks have placed the hope of our 
country's survival on the balance 
of terror between the super-
powers, and the improbability 
that rational Soviets would risk 
their own destruction in a try for 
world domination. Nevertheless, 
there's still a chance that Russia 
would think it has the advantage 
and make the attack. 

But it would not try if convinc-
ed that US has an effective defen-
se. Instead it would be especially 
inclined to refrain if it feared a 
retaliatory attack after the attack 
failed. 

This is the Graham-Fossedal 
argument. It challenges the entire 
MAD concept of the last several 
decades. And apparently it im-
presses the Russians to the extent 
that they don't want us to have it. 
Equality, or even superiority in at-
tack weapons can be more than 
offset by an effective US defense. 

The Idea sounds fine but It's not 
accepted by strategic defense 
detractors who insist that "it's not 
likely to work." But there's 
another consideration. If the 
strategic defense system is built 
but certainty of working is not 
established, it can still serve as a 
deterrent against attack, because 
Soviets would think it MIGHT work. 
At the same time US would be 
deterred from attacking the USSR 
because it MIGHT NOT work. 
So, whether or not Star Wars is a 
success it can serve its best pur-
pose of deterring nuclear war. It 
has an appeal for the peacenick 
as well as the hawk. 

Further, 	it 	presents 	the 
satisfying thought that our defen-
se spending is actually for defense 
and not for attack. Besides, 
strategic defense undercuts the 

need for future offensive buildups 
and the danger to peace posed by 
the existence of nuclear weapons. 

American's best hope is that the 
star wars concept will end the 
threat of nuclear warfare and 
allow world history to follow its 
course until the curse of Marxist 
Communism has had time to fade 
away. Regardless of the apparent

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COMMENT 

I N ATTEMPTING to solve the 
tederal budget deficit problem 
by reducing spending there are 

two general paths which might be 
taken: (1) We can eliminate 
current programs entirely, or (2) 
We can cut federal spending by 
eliminating waste, by better 
management of taxpayers' funds. 

In an attempt to "get the gover-
nment off the people's backs," 
the latter approach was chosen by 
President Reagan. In June, 1982, 
he issued Executive Order 12369, 
which established the President's 
Private Sector Survey on Cost 
Control in the Federal Gover-
nment. Mr. J. Peter Grace, 
chairman and cheif executive of-
ficer of W.R. Grace and Com-
pany, was appointed chairman. 

From all parts of the nation, 
Mr. Grace gathered together 161 
top flight management executives 
from business, labor and the 
academic community. These top 
executives were assisted by over 
2,000 volunteers who came front 
many firms in the private sector. 
More than $75 million in time, 
money and materials were 
donated by private businesses and 
organizations to fund this tremen-
dous project. 

The Commission was divided 
into 36 task forces to identify ways 
to decrease costs and improve ef-
ficiency in government. Each 
major task force issued a report. 
In addition there were 11 studies 
on special subjects. 

These 47 reports and studies 
contained 2,478 recommendations 
for either cutting costs or in-
creasing revenue. According to 
Chairman Grace, if all the 
recommendations were adopted 
and put into practice they would 
save the federal government $424 
billion in three years. This would 
mean a saving of nearly $2 trillion 
over the next 16 years, to the year 
2000. 

In his letter transmitting the 
Survey and Reports to the 
President, Mr. Grace pointed out 
the importance of savings now due 
to the effect of compounding over 
time. Every dollar saved now will 
mean a saving of $32 by 1995 and 
$71 by the year 2000. Thus a 
reduction in federal spending of 
$100 billion would result in a 
saving of $7.1 trillion by the end 
of this century, just 16 years from 
now. 

What the American people must 
understand is that a failure to 

make cuts of this magnitude now 
will result in total federal spending 
by the turn of the century of 
trillions rather than billions of 
dollars. 

According to Grace, "If funda-
mental changes are not made in 
Federal spending...a deficit of... 
$2 trillion, if projected for the 
year 2000, only 17 years from 
now. (in 1983) In that ;'ear, the 
Federal debt would be $13.0 
trillion...and the inters[ alone on 
the debt would be $1.5 trillion per 
year..." 

The American people certainly 
owe a debt of gratitude to these 
2,000 plus public-spirited men and 
women executives who voluntarily 
worked so hard to attempt to help 
cut federal spending without 
eliminating any programs. We 
should take renewed pride in the 
spirit of Americanism which 
motivates such civic leaders. 

Now it is up to us, all of us, to 
make certain we impress on our 
representatives in Washington 
that we want all possible recom-
mendations of the Grace Com-
mission implemented as soon as 
possible. Otherwise, all this out-
standing effort will have gone for 
naught. 

AUSTIN—The New Year's holi-
day combined with a brief snow 
storm to slow down government and 
political activity at the Capitol last 
week. 

Three inches of snow fell onto the 
unprepared city and state employees 
were sent home to safety. 

Meanwhile, falling oil prices on 
the world market continued to cause 
concern among the Legislature's 
leadership on the effect of the de-
cline on dwindling state revenues. 

Governor Mark White, along 
with governors of several other 
states, questioned whether President 
Reagan's budget and tax proposals 
would cause yet more loss of state 
government dollars.  

White asked the 30-state Inter-
state Oil C ompact Commission to 
form a task force to study the im-
pact of the tax revision proposals to 
determine whether they will further 
depress oil and gas production in 
Texas. 

Revenue Sliming 

Two other federal budget propos-
als worry Texas officials: the elimi-
nation of the federal revenue-sharing 
program within three years and the 
repeal of itemized deductions for 
state and local taxes. 

The revenue-sharing program al-
locates millions to cities for such 
basic services as schools, police pro-
tection and sanitation. The elimina-
tion's effect would be either a cut-
hack in services at the local level or 
an increase of state and local taxes 
to pick up the burden

the right of way, by law. It would 
probably cost less than $100 per 
intersection, and it could save a lot 
of accidents."

John Pagel said. "If you put up a 
bunch of them you'd have a 
rebellion on your hands." 

Planning is well underway for 
1985's "new and improved" ver-
sion of the annual Muenster Ger-
manfest. 

The 'Fest, which drew about 
30,000 people to the city last 
April, will be held April 26-28 this 
year with events centered in the 
city park on highway 82. Several 
administrative changes in this 
year's celebration promise to 
make it new and different from 
previous events. 

"We are planning to return to 
more of a German heritage 
celebration," coordinator Louis 
Stephenson said. Stephenson is 
serving for the first time as a paid 
employee of the Chamber of 
Commerce, in charge of making 
the arrangements for the 'Fest. 

A Chamber-appointed commit-
tee composed of Johnny Fisher, 
Monica Hess, David Fette, Gary 
Fisher, Gordon Adair and Alvin 
Furhman has been meeting since 
October working out details of 
this year's 'Fest. The decisions to 
appoint the committee, hire 
Stephenson and return to the more 
traditional German theme were 
made over the summer by Cham-
ber members. 

In emphasizing the traditional 
ethnic roots of the area, Stephen-
son stressed that many things 
from previous Germanfests would 
still be included. New activities 
have been added to this year's 
'Fest to follow the theme, and 
some events have been eliminated. 

Planned for this year's 'Fest is a 
great deal of music — including 
past favorites Helga and the 
Bavarian Woodchoppers from 
Fort Worth, as well as a new polka 
group, the Brave Combo, and 
local musicians. Mimes, puppets 

Councilman Aubrey Tuggle ad-
ded, "I don't think you'd solve a 
lot." 

Pagel said that as a practical 
matter, the flow of traffic is north-
south, with Sacred Heart Church 
and the schools creating a great 
deal of traffic at certain times on 
Oak, Walnut and Pecan.

Residents of the Callisburg ISD 

may be getting more for their 
school tax dollars than anyone else 
in the county. They have a com-
munity education program. 

According to the Texas Com-
munity Education Association, 
community education "extends 
the role of the public school into 
the community" and allows 
residents to use publicly supported 
facilities after school hours for a 
variety of educational, 
recreational and service activities. 

The State Board of Education 
adopted the community education 
concept in 1972 and the program 
gained impetus in 1979 when the 
66th Legislature passed Senate Bill 
350. Although individual programs 
had to be self-supporting, the Bill 
allowed participating districts to 
qualify for funding that would  

help pay the salary of a com-
munity education co-ordinator. 

Superintendent Larry K. 
Hawkins and former High School 
Principal Craig Stockstill were in-
strumental in bringing the concept 
to the attention of Callisburg's 
board of education. Both men had 
worked with programs in other 
districts and knew what com-
munity education could do for an 
area. 

In 1981 the Board submitted an 
application to the State. They 
proposed a curriculum and ex-
plained how they would pay their 
share of a co-ordinator's salary. 

"We had to try a time or two 
before we were approved," 
Hawkins said. It is a competitive 
program; only 14 out of 60 ap-
plications were approved last year. 

Three and one-half years ago 
the board hired Fonda Huneycutt  

as program co-ordinator. She, in 
turn, set up the volunteer ad-
visory council that supervises the 
program. 

"Callisburg school district is 
unique," Mrs. Huneycutt said, 
"we don't have a town. Our 
people come from three distinct 
geographical locations; 
Callisburg, Woodbine and Lake 
Kiowa. Members of the council 
had to represent all three areas." 

She relies on the advisory coun-
cil and monthly cluster meetings 
with other community education 
districts to help brain-storm new 
ideas and solve problems. 

The courses and activities of-
fered at Callisburg are as varied as 
the community in which they are 
offered. Individuals can learn 
basic computer programming, 
country and western dance, 
photography or genealogy. They 
can take one-day bus trips, par-
ticipate in adult sports and join a 
volunteer parent's organization. 

Tuition is charged for some ac-
tivities; others are free. Any 
money collected goes back into the 
program. 

One of the longest running ac-
tivities at Callisburg is the 
preschool for three and four-year-
olds. Students, meeting at Rad 
Ware Elementary and Callisburg 
High School, learn reading 
readiness and listening skills. They 
also participate in art, music, 
drama and science projects. 

Callisburg's summer school, the 
only junior high school program 
in the county, draws students 
from all over. 

"We have had three or four 
students come to our summer 
school from other parts of 
Texas," Mrs. Huneycutt said. 
Although everyone is welcome, 
"we do charge out-of-district 
fees." 

Seventh and eighth graders at-
tend remedial classes in english, 
history, math or science while fif-
th and sixth graders receive help in 
a combined language arts, reading 
and science course. 

Computer classes, a district 
specialty, are offered throughout 
the year and attract students 
ranging in age from eight to 70. 
Even five and six-year-olds can 
learn about computers during a 
special summer class. 

Since community education in-
structors do not need a teaching 
certificate, Mrs. Huneycutt was 
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able to hire two high school 
students to teach the program's 
first computer class. 

Computer teacher Carolyn 
Akins recommended Jennifer 
Newman of Lake Kiowa and Ran-
dy Hutson of Callisburg when the 
co-ordinator could not find 
anyone to teach the course. 

"I sat in on the those classes, 
Mrs. Huneycutt recalled, "and 
they did a great job. I didn't have 
the heart to tell them that two of 
their students were lawyers. It 
would have scared them to 
death." 

Louis Harvill, a computer ex-
pert at Gainesville's Valenite and 
another student in that first class, 
now teaches the program's advan-
ced computer course. 

"We draw many of our instruc-
tors from industry," Mrs. 
Huneycutt explained. 

Not all of the program's ac-
tivities are classroom oriented. 
Groups can ride the school bus in-
to Fort Worth to see a play at 
Casa Manana or play volleyball 
on Friday evenings. 

"We were surprised when 35-40 
adults showed up for volleyball 
last spring," Mrs. Huneycutt said. 

"We didn't have assigned 
teams. We just draw numbers 
when we got there and everyone 
with the same number played on a 

team. That way people weren't 
obligated to play every time." 

New activities are added to 
Callisburg's program each year. 

Last September members of the 
Parent's Volunteer organization 
started showing Disney movies af-
ter school. 

According to Mrs. Huneycutt 
the first movie was a big success. 
"We planned for 150 (students). 
We had 176 children, plus 25-30 
adults, show up." 

Donna Sconce, a high school 
lunchroom employee interested in 
teaching students about nutrition, 
helped add another new activity to 
the program's calendar. She 
suggested — and then taught — a 
free course entitled "Snacks 
Count Too." 

Participants used the high 
school lunchroom to make 
nutritious snacks that did not 
require cooking. 

"I listen to any new ideas," 
Mrs. Huneycutt said, "especially 
if someone is willing to give their 
time to the activity." 

"I've never had to advertise for 
a teacher. If we (the advisory 
council) want to start a class we 
just look around for a qualified 
person to teach it." 

Since 	the 	state 	requires 
Callisburg to maintain a yearly 
enrollment of 1000, activities are 

not limited to residents of the 
district. "We "don't ask them 
where they live, but we really 
don't intend the program for 
people outside the area," Mrs. 
Huneycutt explained. 

Enrollment, which reached 1424 
in 1983, would have to be restric-
ted if classes became over-
crowded. 

Every year more and more 
Texas school districts are offering 
community education to their 
residents. 

According to the Texas Com-
munity Education Association, 
the impact of the program has 
been phenomenal. It has grown 
from five programs in 1972 to 118 
in fiscal year 1984, and from an 
approximate enrollment of 35,000 
in 1974 to over I million in 1984. 

The association believes com-
munity education is the answer to 
numerous educational and social 
concerns including adult illiteracy, 
unsupervised latch-key children, 
tutoring, job training and the en-
couraging of gifted and talent 
children. 

Callisburg residents know the 
program works and they can be 
proud of their school district; it 
has "put the public back into 
public education."

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Vehicle use clarified 
Council makes exception for city manager 
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The city council agreed to bend 
an established policy to allow city 
manager Joe Fenton to take his 
truck home on duty weekends —
but only after a lengthy discussion 
at their meeting Monday night. 

Fenton, who started with the 
city in September, commuted 
from Whitesboro until recently, 
when he located a house eight 
miles outside of town. Previous 
council policy was to forbid city 
employees from taking their 
vehicles outside the city limits ex-
cept on city business. 

A recent IRS ruling further 
complicates the matter by saying 
that when anyone drives a com-
pany-owned vehicle for personal 
use, that constitutes income and 
he should be taxed by the mile. 
The council's discussion sought to 
clarify the city's policy regarding 
vehicle use. 

"If Wayne or Chris or I take the 
truck home at night when we are 
on call, and these trucks have 
tools on them that we need, then 
we are taking that truck home for 
the convenience of the city, not 
necessarily for our own con-
venience," Fenton said. 

Fenton said he is willing to keep 
a log on his truck and pay the tax 
on non-business use. At the IRS 
rate of 20 cents a mile, he said he 
figured he would probably pay an 
extra $130 a year in taxes. 

• Sales tax receipts for Muenster 
in November were down slightly 
from the previous November ac-
cording to the monthly rebate 
check issued last week by the state 
comptroller's office. 

Muenster's check was for 
$4,793 this month, down about 
$100 from last year's check for a 
difference of just over two per-
cent. 

The check represents taxes 
collected on sales in November 
and reported to the comptroller by 
December 20. 

Countywide, sales in November 
showed strong gains, with 
Gainesville receiving a check for

But councilman John Pagel 
moved to make an exception for 
Fenton on duty weekends, until 
his family can find a place to live 
inside the city limits.

Hays rises to life's challenges 

MARGARET PARKS HAYS, after several careers in diplomacy, 
counseling, history and politics, has chosen the art of weaving for her 
next challenge — here she shows a "sampler" she created. uttinr utu pholo

If today's young women are 

finding it easier to enter the male-
dominated worlds of business and 
politics, they have women like 72-
year-old Margaret Parks Hays to 
thank for it. She was one of the 
pioneers; she opened the doors 
and led the way. 

The Gainesville High School 
graduate not only pursued a career 
long before it was commonplace 
for a woman to do so, but excelled 
at it, and received the promotions 
and awards that go along with a 
job well done. 

Hays earned a business degree 
from North Texas State University 
in 1931 and, that same year, ac-
cepted a job there as secretary to 
the Dean. 

After spending most of the next 
11 years at NTSU, she was ready 
to try something new, and she 
wanted to travel. 

In 1942, she decided to send out 
applications to the Civil Service 
and the Foreign Service. "I 
figured they must need someone 
to type letters for them," she said. 

The Civil Service offered her a 
job in New Orleans. She accepted, 
but stayed only a few months. 
When the State Department of-
fered her a position as a Foreign 
Service clerk, she look it, and 
began a career that was to last 
21'V: years and take her all over 
the world. 

"My parents didn't like ii. They 
had never been overseas and it was  

war time," Hays recalled. But the 
determined young woman went 
anyway. 

Flying from Washington D.C. 
to her first assignment in Buenos 
Aires, Argentina was not an easy 
task for the Gainesville resident. It 
took her five days and included 
layovers in Florida, Panama, Peru 
and Chile. 

"We couldn't fly in South 
America at night," she explained. 
"They just weren't equipped to 
handle it." 

Argentina was a neutral country 
during World War II, but it did 
have its share of unrest. During 
one demonstration, Miss Hays 
remembers watching a large group 
of people as they marched past the 
embassy shouting anti-American 
slogans. 

She was involved in another 
demonstration while working as a 
vice-consul in Bogota, Colombia. 

Colombians, unhappy with the 
Americans, started throwing rocks 
at the embassy and eventually 
broke some windows. "We just 
moved away from the windows 
and kept on working," Hays 
remarked, pointing out that "at-
tacks on embassies didn't start in 
Iran." 

She spent two years in Bogota 
and another two and one-half 
years in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil 
before returning to the United 
States. 

Hays 	was 	stationed 	in 
Washington D.C. during the early 

50's and remembers the McCarthy 
investigations. 

"McCarthy tried to make the 
State Department his whipping 
boy," she commented. "He said 
he had a list of the communists in 
the department and made a lot of 
unjustified accusations. He ruined 
a lot of careers and created a lot of 
fear." 

In 1954, Hays was re-assigned 
to the Philippines and, shortly 
thereafter, earned the rank of 
U.S. consul. 

She still has the official papers 
that announced her promotion. 
One of these documents, signed by 
Dwight D. Eisenhower, com-
missioned her as a consul and af-
forded her all the rights and 
privileges of that office. Another, 
called an exequatur and signed by 
former President of the Philip-
pines, Ramon Magsaysay, gave 
Hays permission to perform her 
duties in his country. 

As a consul, she issued or 
refused passports and visa, 
assisted Americans who had 
problems and, occasionally, set-
tled disputes between American 
seamen docked in port. Hays han-
dled one such dispute while in 
Manila, much to the chagrin of a 
crusty old sea captain. 

The captain had conic to the 
Embassy to complain about some 
of his crew, but he adamantly 
refused to deal with the young vice 
consul who offered to help him. 
He demanded to see the consul,  

never dreaming that he would 
have to deal with a woman. 

"He took one look at me and 
melted; it took all the starch out of 
him," Hays laughed. "But it was 
very unusual to see a woman in the 
Foreign Service in those days." 

Before retiring, she served in 
Mexico City, Washington D.C. 
for a second time and, finally, in 
Hong Kong. 

She returned to Gainesville in 
1966 and almost immediately 
became involved in the Cooke 
County Heritage Society's battle 
to save the old city hall and fire 
station. 

"It was an interesting fight," 
she recalled. 

The city council had already 
voted to destroy the building when 
local architect Mary McCain 
asked them to reconsider. They 
agreed, bat not before a back cor-
ner of the building had been torn 
off. 

The historic structure was 
finally renovated and converted 
into a museum, thanks to the 
dedicated help of volunteers such 
as Hays — and money donated by 
G.C. Morton. 

The former diplomat spent 
most of her spare time at the 
museum until deciding to pursue a 
second career in 1973. 

That year. Hays accepted a 
position as a counselor in the local 
Mental Health Clinic's Outreach

But I also 
heard someone say 'this is not a 
place for a woman, we need a man 
in the job.' "

County Agent's Report 

  

Some homeowners have not yet 
sprayed for peach leaf curl. We 
would like to spray at leaf drop in 
the fall. If you failed to meet the 
timing period for spraying, don't 
worry too much. The fungicide 
Kocide WI will still work for you 
this late. Early sprayings of 
Kocide 101 will get peach leaf curl, 
bacterial canker and leaf spot. 
Spraying this late will probably 
only control the leaf curl. The 
peach leaf curl is the disease you 
may have experienced last spring

that caused the puckering and 
shedding of leaves on your peach 
trees. 

Now is the time many people 
are thinking about putting out 
trees and shrubs. One thing to 
consider is pruning of newly tran-
splanted trees. You will generally 
buy these trees in two forms. 
Either balled and burlap or bare 
root. To increase survival rate, 
prune back bare root plants 30 

percent to 60 percent and balled 
and burlap plants by about 30 per- 

cent. This will help the newly plan-
ted tree to compensate for root 
loss that it has experienced in 
digging and transplanting. 

When transplanting evergreen 
trees, take special interest in what 
kind of fertilizer to use. 

As a general rule, fertilizer is 
not used at time of transplanting 
since it can damage new 

developing roots. However, a 
"root stimulating" phosphorus 
compound can be used with good 
results if label instructions are  

followed carefully. Just steer clear 
of high nitrogen fertilizers at time 
of transplanting, concentrating 
instead, on good soil preparation 
and proper watering. 

One other important factor 
about evergreen trees is watering 
during the winter months. 

By providing adequate soil 
moisture to evergreen plants 

during the winter, freeze damage 
may be avoided. Leaf damage 
caused by drying cold winter win-
ds can also be reduced.
