Jaycees ready for 
rattlin' good time 

Hssssssssssssssst! 
Wanna get rattled? Want to sink your teeth into a chicken-

fried snake? Want to gaze into a pit that would give Indiana 
Jones the cold shivers? 

Then come to the roundup. 
This year's 17th annual Rattlesnake Roundup, sponsored by 

the Gainesville Jaycees, promises to be the biggest ever, accor-
ding to club members. 

"Conditions have been good for rattlesnakes this year," show 
organizer Allen Goldsmith said. "This year's roundup is three 
weeks later than it's been in previous years. We've got more 
snakes and we've had more inquiries than ever before — it looks 
like the biggest show we've ever done." 

The show will uncoil at the National Guard Armory April 
13-14, with the doors open from 9 to 5 both days. Competition 
will feature trophies for the most pounds of live snakes brought 
in, the longest snake and the snake with the most rattlers. 

A pit-full of live rattlesnakes will be the main attraction at the 
Armory, with snake-handling expert Bill Ransberger from 
Sweetwater putting on several demonstrations each day, along 
with Jaycees from Sweetwater, home of the world's largest 
roundup. Gainesville Jaycees will also be in the pit with the 
rattlers. 

Guided snake hunts will be available as well, so that people 
can watch the experts snuff out and capture the reptiles in their 
native environment. 

More than 25 different vendors will be at the Armory, selling 
a wide variety of goods including Mexican imports, jewelry, 
lamps, toys and tobacco — and a vast selection of snakeskin 
products such as belts, hatbands, etc. 

First aid lectures will also be given, and a snake-eating contest 
will be open to the public. Snake skins and snake meat — fried 
and raw — will be for sale as well. 

Snake clubs will be competing for $50 prize money for the 
most pounds of snakes turned in and another $50 for the longest 
snake. 

As an added attraction, the Jaycees will sponsor the Rat-
tlesnake Roundup Dance at the Gainesville KC Hall Saturday 
night, April 13, from 9 p.m. to 1 a.m. Admission to the dance 
will be $5 per person in advance and $7.50 per person at the 
door. 

Tickets to the Roundup Saturday and Sunday are $3 for 
adults and $1 for children under 12. All proceeds will go to help 
the Jaycees carry on their numerous charitable projects in the 
community.

Two men were in the Cooke 
County jail Monday on charges of 
aggravated robbery after they held 
up Kountry Korners convenience 
store in Muenster Monday 
afternoon. 

Scotty Lynn Collum and Mark 
Alan Trostle, both from the Sher-
man area, were arraigned Tuesday 
morning and placed under 575,000 
bond each for allegedly taking 
about $200 at gunpoint from the 
store on west Highway 82 in 
Muenster. The robbery occurred 
between 12:45 and I p.m. 

According to store manager 
Danny Walterscheid, who was at 
home on his lunch break at the 
time, this is what happened:

Relative to the current trend 
toward mandatory seat belt laws 
in state legislatures, Columnist 
James J. Kilpatrick said that 
"highway safety is a good cause, 
but it cannot justify bad law, and 
that is what we're drifting into 
here." 

He observes that New York, 
New Jersey and Illinois already 
have adopted the law and thirty 
other states are considering it. 

One might think that the nation 
suddenly has become safety con-
scious, but it seems more correct 
to regard the movement as a sort 
of blackmail, a direct consequence 
of a federal regulation handed 
down by the secretary of transpor-
tation in July 1984. 

The regulation specifies that, 
effective September 1989, all cars 
sold in the U.S. must be equipped 
with either air bags or automatic 
seat belts — unless. That is, 
UNLESS states that together con-
tain two thirds of the nation's 
population enact mandatory seat 
belt laws by April I, 1989. It's a 
heads you lose, tails you lose 
situation, a choice of compulsions 
without a trace of freedom. 
Choose whether you'd rather be 
compelled to buckle up under 
threat of fine or imprisonment, or 
if you'd rather be compelled to 
pay hundreds of dollars for an air 
bag. It's like giving you a choice 
between two poisons. You're the 
loser either way. It seems America 
has been told to choose the lesser 
of two evils. 

Before getting worked up about 
this highly arbitrary alternative we 
can console ourselves with the 
thought that using seat belts, is it-

self a good idea in that it is a life 
saver. Studies by state troopers 
and other officials indicate that in 
a large majority of survivable a. - 
cidents, the dead were found un-
buckled. And they estimate that if 
even 70 percent of occupants 
fastened their seat belts, 6,800 
lives could be saved every year. 

No one can question the value 
of seat belts and the voluntary use 
of them, as in affect now, is wise. 
But compulsory use, despite its 
known merit, is a violation of 
freedom. As such it parts from 
American tradition. Buckling up 
is a good idea. But can the same be 
said for MAKING us buckle up? 

As we allow imagination to 
wander we can think of many ac-
tivities or habits or products that 
cause serious illness or death. In-
cluded are practically all sports

A 21-year-old Denton man was 
killed five miles west of Lindsay 
early Saturday morning as he 
walked along Highway 82. 

According to the report by 
Highway Patrol officers, a 1978 
Ford van driven by Willis Henry 
Mitchell III, 22, of Denton, was 
eastbound on 82 when it struck a 

Gainesville. Quick thinking on the 
part of a store employee here, and 
a quick response from the police 
in Muenster and Gainesville, con-
tributed to the speedy arrest.

The essence of sport ... 
Next to a pickup game on the schoolyard, the 

NCAA basketball finals may well be the last pure 
sporting event left in America. 

I realize that's a bold statement, but I've thought it 
out carefully. Monday night's smashing upset of 
Georgetown by Villanova finally convinced me that 
here was the essence of sport: some of the most 
talented athletes in the world competing for nothing 
more than the right to call themselves champions. 

School spirit sounds trite, but that's what you saw 
if you watched that game. Also brotherhood, 
courage, determination, stamina, high joy and deep 
sorrow. It was the human experience all wrapped up 
in a bright gymnasium — even television commer-
cials couldn't dim the glow. 

I've managed to isolate myself one -on -one with the 
TV set for at least the final game every year since I 
can remember, and I can't ever recall being disap-
pointed. I can't make that statement about any other 
sporting event — even (sigh!) the World Series. 

My love for basketball goes back to when Patrick 
Ewing was a mere shrimp. I remember John 
Wooden's great UCLA teams that dominated the 
sport through most of my formative years. I was 
watching when David Thompson and North Carolina 
upset Bill Walton's Bruins and ended the era, and I'll 
never forget the duel between Earvin Johnson's 
Michigan State team and the Indiana State squad led 
by ever-incredible Larry Bird. 

Then there was the year Marquette won it for Al 
McGuire, just before he retired from coaching. There 
was Denny Crum's Louisville team, paced by spring-
loaded Darrell Griffith; the disappointing years when 
Houston's talented Phi Slamma Jamma teams came 
so close; the last-second dunk that made North 
Carolina State a national champion — I think you 
get the message. 

Almost every NCAA final I've ever watched was 
dramatic, emotional, like a good Alfred Hitchcock 
movie or a novel about a boy and his dog.

This year's game was no different. A Hollywood 
script couldn't have delivered more drama: 
Villanova's old coach, who led them to their first 
NCAA tournament berth in 1939, died the morning 
of the finals. The team dedicated the game to their 
aging manager, suffering from Lou Gehrig's disease, 
who had to be rolled to courtside in a wheelchair. 

This grinning bunch of lean and hungry athletes 
played with the intense joy of a high school team in 
the state finals. Their feisty Italian teddy bear of a 
coach alternated between firing verbal machine-gun 
vollies at the referees and crying for joy at every shot 
his team made. The newspaper said at one point he 
got so worked up his chewing gum went flying, and 
he caught it in a fist, popped it back into his mouth 
and went on. 

Every senior who was on the court in that final 
game will earn a college degree, on time, this spring. 
Make no mistake, some of those guys will be 
millionaires in a few weeks, but let the agents and 
lawyers wait: they were enjoying the final romp of 
boyhood Monday night, and they were playing for a 
heckuva lot more than money. 

There have been some thrills in sports over the past 
year: Mary Lou Retton and Carl Lewis and Joan 
Benoit in the Olympics, the Detroit Tigers' powerful 
baseball champions, San Francisco's dominance in 
the Super Bowl — but even the Olympics seems ir-
retrievably tinged by politics, controversy and 
commercialism. 

In the NCAA finals Monday night, I saw people 
play at the highest level of their sport and still have 
fun. I don't have the opportunity to turn on my TV 
set and see that kind of competition anymore, 
anywhere else. 

As the years go by, the NCAA playoffs stand out 
more and more boldly from the dark background of 
dope, disloyalty and greed that seem to characterize 
the sports world. 

Don't ever change, guys. Some of us need you.

Hardly a day goes by anymore when we don't hear about some crime 

being committed, innocent people being killed, robbed, raped or other-
wise victimized by the lawless among us. 

Sonic weeks out here, we don't find any crime news for the paper, 
and that's alright with me. I'd rather write about outstanding students 
or Little League baseball. But this week we've got it: an armed robbery 
in Muenster, of all places, and two felony suspects who crawled out of 
the county jail in Gainesville and headed this way. 

It doesn't tend to make you feel good about living here when things 
like this happen — but there's a bright side. 

Due to some quick thinking on the part of a store employee and a 
customer, the suspects in the Kountry Korncrs robbery only had about 
15 minutes to enjoy their wealth. The Muenster and Gainesville police 
departments were given something to go on — a license plate number —
and they responded quickly and efficiently. Instead of writing a story 
where the bad guys got away, I got to write about capture of the 
suspects and recovery of the stolen goods. 

Jailbreaks are always an embarrasment to law enforcement, but this 
one had a happy ending Tuesday when the escaped convict was caught 
in Saint Jo after two-and-a-half days of freedom. The capture involved 
almost every law enforcement entity you can think of, including the 
Montague D.A.'s office and even the game warden, but again it was 
made possible by an anonymous tip from a citizen, promptly followed 
up by alert officers. 

The one point that leaps out from between the lines is this: law en-
forcement is often only as good as citizen cooperation, and when 
cooperation is there, law enforcement can be very, very good. 

We often complain about the apparent helplessness of the police in 
the face of a rising tide of criminal activity. It's true that some crimes 
go unsolved for years, and things rarely work out in real life like they 
do on television. But when the authorities get some help in the form of 
alert, concerned citizens, they are capable of doing an excellent job. 
They showed it this week in Cooke and Montague counties.

AUSTIN—The Texas Legis-
lature, over halfway through 
the current session, is still 
struggling to cut another $900 
million from the state budget, 
and the going is getting 
rougher. 

What one group of lawmak-
ers take out, another group 
tries to put back in. 

Last week, Houston State 
Rep. Paul Colbert got the 
House Appropriations Commit-
tee to abolish branch state uni-
versities at Galveston and 
Odessa, but legislators from 
those areas went into action 
and the cuts will not likely 
survive. 

Two plans to raise tuition for 
state universities—one already 
passed by the House and the 
other advocated by Lt. Gov. 
Bill Hobby in the Senate—
drew a veto hint from the gov-
ernor concerning funds for 
scholarships. 

In short, the two budget 
committees are finding politi-
cal pressure whenever they at-
tempt to cut a specific budget 
area, and they are burning the 
midnight oil to finish their 
task by Easter deadline. 

Other Cute 
The Office of State-Federal 

Relations, the state's lobbyist 
in Washington, D.C., received 
a 20 percent budget cut, or 
about half a million dollars, a 
week after lawmakers forced 
the resignation of agency head 
Sarah Weddington for taking 
too much time off and too 
many trips. 

Weddington's chief critic on 
the budget panel, State Rep. 
Bill Ceverha of Dallas, lost his 
bid to cut two-thirds of the 
funding. 

The panel also voted to cut 
aid for students in private col-
leges by $6 million. 

Senate Action 
The Senate last week ap-

proved bills requiring motor-
ists to wear seatbelts and eas-
ing farmers of the sole hurden

of notifying neighbors of pes-
ticide use. 

Tentatively, the Senate ad-
vanced a proposal to order 
judges running for election to 
report specific contributions 
from persons with cases pend-
ing on their dockets. 

The seatbelt bill would pro-
vide a $25 to $00 fine for per-
sons riding in the front seat of 
cars and pickups without wear-
ing a seatbelt. 

Changes in the pesticide reg-
ulations under Agriculture 
Commissioner Jim Hightower 
would add his agency or other 
agencies to notify nearby resi-
dents of impending pesticide 
use. 

A&M ('hair Quits 
The Republican chairman of 

the Texas A&M Board of Re-
gents resigned last week after 
regents voted in a new chair-
man. 

H. R. "Bum" Bright, the 
multimillionaire owner of the 
Dallas Cowboys football team, 
accused Gov. Mark White of 
controlling the votes like pup-
pets "on a string" and said he 
decided to leave after White 
pressured him for political sup-
port in '86. 

Bright, who was appointed 
by White's nemesis and Repub-
lican predecessor Bill Clements, 
tells a story of not going along 
with the deal and having to 
sacrifice the gavel. 

The new chairman, Dave 
Eller of Houston, is a former 
neighbor of the governor and 
has served on the board for 
two years.

such as football, boxing, moun-
tain climbing, boxing, hunting, 
swimming, etc. All can cause 
death, but they are not banned. 
The reason is freedom. People 
have a God given right to choose. 
The same applies to alcohol and 
tobacco. Official warnings have 
reminded us for years that these 
products can cause injury or 
death, but we're still permitted to 
use them. And we hear daily 
reports that people have died in 
cars, planes, boats and the other 
means of conveyance, but they're 
all still in use. 

Argument on the subject could 
be carried to absurdity, and it 
leads inevitably to the question: 
when do we reach the point of 
admitting that government knows 
best and has the authority to 
decide for us? 

Kilpatrick carries the subject 
further, supposing that some 
harmless, non-addictive drug were 
discovered that could affect us in a 
variety of desirable ways. A tablet 
before driving would magically 
sober a drunk, avoid sleepiness, 
sharpen driving reactions, aid the 
eyesight, etc. Passing a law 
requiring all drivers to use this 
drug would save 20,000 lives a 
year. But would people allow such 
a law? Would they give up their 
freedom to choose for themselves? 

There's no question about it. 
It's good to have seat belts in a 
car, and it's known that millions 
of people have the good judgment 
to use them. But a law to compel 
their use is another matter. Does it 
respect a person's freedom? even 
including a right to make a bad 
choice?

Senator Quits, Too 
Houston State Sen. Lindon 

Williams resigned his seat last 
week to take a justice of the 
peace appointment which will 
make him an estimated $100, 
000 a year. 

Williams called for an early 
special election, and one ru-
mored candidate is a former 
aide who is being courted to 
run as a Republican. 

On that subject, speculation 
is that a handful of Democrats 
will convert to the GOP in uni-
son once the Legislature ad-
journs in May.

Earlier in the week, Parker 
had issued a statement alleg-
ing the existence of an under-
ground clique of law enforce-
ment unknown to decent citi-
zens. 
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I T WOULD be absolutely in-
conceivable that any intelligent 
person would deal with 

another individual or business 
over an extended period of time if 
in each instance that person were 
cheated. Yet that is precisely what 
has happened in the dealings of 
the United States with the Soviet 
Empire. 

On August I, 1955, the Senate 
Internal Security Subcommittee 
released a staff study on "Soviet 
Political Treaties and Violatior‘s." 
This report was up-dated through 
1964. In the Foreword of the 
original report, chairman Senator 
Eastland said: 

"The staff studied nearly a 
thousand treaties and agreemen-
ts..., both bilateral and 
multilateral, which the Soviets 
have entered into not only with the 
Unted States, but with countries 
all over the world. The staff found 
that in the 38 short years since the 
Soviet Union came into existence, 
its Government had broken its 
word to virtually every country to 
which it ever gave a signed 
promise... 

"I seriously doubt that if during 
the whole history of civilization 
any great nation has ever made as 
perfidious a record as this in so 
short a time." 

The May 29, 1972 issue of U.S 
News & World Report carried a 
brief review of 25 agreements 
reached between a U.S. President 
and a Soviet leader at summit 
meetings. Also based on a stall 
study done for the Senate 
Judiciary Committee, it was 
found the Soviets had violated 24 
of the 25 agreements. 

Then, just a few months ago, 
Senator Steve Symms of Idaho 
eported on a message to Congress 
tom President Reagan in which

under indictment for burglary of a 
motor vehicle. Bond on that count 
was set at $10,000. 

Sheriff's 	department 	in- 
vestigator Jim Bleything, who is 
working with Muenster police 
chief Helen Tompkins on the case, 
said the two suspects apparently 
picked up and robbed a hitchhiker 
at Gainesville just before the 

area, where Uselton stopped to 
rest. They split up there, with Bog-
gess going on west and Uselton 
heading south. 

Boggess had been sighted 
around 3:30 p.m. Sunday near the 
Budweiser warehouse in 
Muenster. He is under indictment 
for theft over $750, and has 
several felony convictions on his 
record. The 44-year-old convict 
was facing a life sentence in prison 
if convicted under the state's 
"habitual criminal" statute. 

Boggess had been considered 
armed and dangerous by law of-
ficers because of his criminal 
record, which is extensive. Aston 
had predicted he would head for 
Montague County, where his 
family lives. 

A sheriff's department spokes-
man said Tuesday that the air con-
ditioning vents in the jail had 
already been fitted with bars to 
prevent their use as an escape 
route in the future.

New rules pinch Muenster Hospital 
Administrator feels change unlikely despite efforts

Muenster 	Memorial 	Hospital 	ad- 
ministrator David Bright says the things 
Stenholm is saying (see story above) about 
the plight of rural hospitals hold true for the 
33-bed facility here. 

"He should know it by now," Bright said 
Monday. "Enough of us have written and 
told him." 

Muenster Memorial Hospital was in the 
last group to go on the DRG system of 
Medicare reimbursement, starting when 
their fiscal year began last July I. Under the 
system, a price is established for each illness, 
with a particular pricing system for each 
hospital based on both that hospital's 
history and regional averages. 

"I have no argument with the pricing 
structure," Bright said. "The cost-
reimbursement system we were on had a lot 
of problems. I favor a system that is firm: 
that says 'This is what you're going to get, 
now do a good job."' 

"I do have a problem with the way the 
rural people are being treated versus the way 
urban people are being treated," he said. 

Bright explained that while a hospital in 
Dallas has a "labor market" of nurses, 
technicians and other health-care workers to 
draw on, a rural hospital such as Muenster 
Memorial has to recruit people to move into 
the community. Often, housing problems or 
just the slower pace of small-town life work 
against that effort. 

"Labor costs us less, in some respects, 
than it does in Dallas, but in some respects it 
costs us more. We're not as bad off as some 
of the smaller hospitals that are closer to the 
metropolitan areas — they have to compete 
directly with big hospitals because people 
can commute." 

The advanced age of many Muenster 
Memorial patients is one of the main pro-
blems the hospital has breaking even under 
the new Medicare system, Bright said. Pa- 

tients of advanced age often require more 
care than the DRG system will pay for. 

For example: Under the DRG, Medicare 
will pay Muenster Memorial Hospital $1,670 
to treat a case of simple pneumonia and 
pleurisy in a patient over 70. The "mean" 
length of stay for that treatment is 8.5 days. 

In other words, if MMH can get the pa-
tient out in 8.5 days or less, they should be 
able to break even Or perhaps come out a lit-
tle ahead. 

But if the patient stays in the hospital 29 
days, the hospital still just gets $1,670. After 
that, through a special provision called a 
"day-outlier", the hospital can be paid an 
additional $196.50 a day — a rate determin-
ed by dividing the original $1,670 by 8.5 
days. 

So if the patient is in the hospital a total of 
35 days, Muenster Memorial will get the 
original $1,670, then, after a required two-
day grace period, they will get $196.50 a day 
for the last three days, for a total of $2,260. 

But through February of this year, the ap-
proximate cost for a patient at Muenster 
Memorial was $257 a day. Thus, while the 
hospital only received $2,260 for the 
pneumonia patient, its costs were actually 
more than $9,000. By law, they cannot 
recoup that loss. 

"There are ways to recover more than the 
original DRG amount, through the outlier 
provisions," Bright said. "But the cost of 
care has to get so high, you're going to lose 
your shirt before that kicks in." 

On top of that, there is a nationwide limit 
on the amount of outliers that can be paid. 
"I haven't found anybody yet who has been 
able to get any outlier business," Bright 
noted. 

Another problem is the misunderstanding 
many, if not most, Medicare patients have 
about the system. According to Bright, the 
government has not educated the 
beneficiaries as to the strict admission stan- 

dards and other limits placed on doctors and 
hospitals under the new system. 

"Many patients think all they've got to do 
is pack their bags and come to the hospital," 
he said. "They can't. Along with the DRG 
system have come some very drastic limita-
tions on admissions. Some people have to be 
treated on an out-patient basis, even for cer-
tain surgeries, and other surgical procedures 
have to be approved by Medicare before a 
doctor can perform them." 

Bright said that nationwide, since the 
DRG system was put in place, hospital ad-
missions have dropped, patient-days have 
dropped and the length of the average 
hospital stay has dropped. The changes are 
not just affecting Medicare, but commercial 
insurance carriers as well. 

"It has reached the point now to where 
they are investigating the hospitals to see if 
we're using the system as a tool to turn sick 
people out too early," Bright said. 

As to the changes Stenholm is asking for, 
the local administrator said he doubts 
anything will be done about the DRG system 
of pricing anytime soon. 

A provision currently in the plan is design-
ed to gradually phase in prices on the na-
tional average instead of a hospital's own 
historical costs. That shift to national 
averages will help the Muenster hospital, but 
Bright said it "is being fought tooth and 
nail" by larger hospitals in the northeast 
whose historical costs are much higher than 
the national averages. 

"There's tremendous pressure on Con-
gress to declare a moratorium on the 
changeover and keep things as they are," he 
said. "There's also a wage-index study going 
on to update the formula for DRG prices, 
but they're dragging their feet on that, too." 

Meanwhile, Muenster Memorial will con-
tinue to furnish health care to a wide area at 
a relatively low cost, taking whatever 
Medicare sees fit to pay them.

Stenholm speaks for small hospitals 
Congressman Charles Stenholm 

last week urged the release of a 
report on the effect of the new 
system of Medicare payment on 
rural hospitals. 

Speaking on behalf of small 
hospitals, Stenholm called for the 
"prompt delivery" of a report on 
a study being conducted by the 
Department of Health and 
Human Services. The report, 
which was to have been released 
seven months ago, will determine 
the effect of the Diagnostic 
Related Group (DRG) system of 
payments on rural hospitals. 

Stenholm and other area 
representatives believe the current 
system favors urban areas and is 
unfair to small-town hospitals. 

"The payment assumes that 
rural wages and other costs are 
lower than those in urban areas," 
he said. "Because of this theory, 
rural hospital reimbursements cur-
rently are 25 to 47 percent less 
than those to their urban counter-

— it does not take into account 
that in order to provide quality 
medical care, rural hospitals must 
pay competitive salaries — and 
must sometimes pay even more 
than urban hospitals to attract 
employees to sparsely populated 
areas; 

— hospitals in small towns 
often do not have the opportunity 
to purchase goods in quantity, at 
discount 	prices, 	like 	larger

— rural areas have a dispropor-

tionately higher percentage of 
elderly residents than most 
metropolitan areas, and those 
citizens require more care and a 
longer hospital stay, on the 
average, than younger people. 

To make his point, Stenholm 
noted that the median age in the 
United Stales was 30 years accor-
ding to the 1980 census. The me-
dian age in 27 of Stenholm's 35 
counties is higher than the na-
tional average — the highest being 
Coke County with a median age of 
44.3.

"In my district, many people 
have to travel quite some distances 
to receive health care," Stenholm 
said. "The sparcity of the popula-
tion and the size of the hospitals 
may not be typical, but that makes 
those West Texans no less deserv-
ing of access to quality health 
care." 

"The only way they're going to 
continue receiving that care is if 
the DRG formulas are adjusted to 
allow the rural hospitals to 
survive."

Agricultural 
briefs 

Financial stress ... 
Farmers in Texas are under severe financial stress, the same as 

in other states throughout the country, according to an 
economist with the Extension Service. 

Net farm income in Texas in 1984 totalled only about half of 
what it was five years ago; thus, the purchasing power of the 
Texas farmer is only about 25 to 30 percent of what it was in 
1979 due to depressed crop and livestock prices, steadily increas-
ing costs, adverse weather conditions and high real interest rates 
which not only increase costs, but strengthen the dollar abroad 
and reduce export sales. 

Farmland values slip ... 
After bucking the trend of declining farm real estate values. 

over the rest of the country, farmland prices in Texas finally 
slipped a little the past year. 

Texas farmland is now worth about $725 per acre in non-
irrigated areas, a decline of almost seven percent from the past 
year. Irrigated cropland also declined slightly to about $980 an 
acre, and ranchland dropped by about two percent to $600 an 
acre. 

Prospects for 1985 indicate that Texas farm real estate values 
will continue to slip despite urban sprawl and potential income 
from natural resources. 

Cattle outlook 'bullish' ... 
Fed cattle marketings will likely be declining in the months 

ahead, and that's good news in the cattle industry. 
The tapering off of fed cattle marketings along with reduced 

feedlot placements should help strengthen overall cattle prices, 
according to a Texas A&M economist. While beef supplies 
should decrease, pork and lamb production is also expected to 
be down although some gains are expected in poultry.

Whether you seed vegetables 
directly in the garden or indoors in 
containers, never be timid about 
thinning. One of the most serious 
problems in home vegetable gar-
dens is that plants are frequently 
too crowded. 

Plenty of seed should be planted 
to insure a stand, but if good ger-
mination occurs, plants are often 
too crowded in the row for good 
growth. 

Thin young seedlings at an early 
age to insure a stand which will 
result in good yields of high 
quality vegetables at harvest time. 
Too many seedlings in the row can 
act just like weeds and compete 
with each other for water, nutrien-

Milk production dropped 
almost three percent nationally, 
from 140 billion pounds in 1983 to 
135 billion pounds in 1984. Sales 
increased by approximately two 
and one-half percent during this 
same period. Commodity Credit 
Corporation (CCC) purchases 
were cut in half, and the cost of 
the dairy price support programs 
was reduced by one billion dollars. 

E.L. Wise, Southern Region 
manager in Arlington, reported the 
region's production decreased 5.5 
percent in 1984, nearly twice the 
national average. A greater 
proportion of the Southern 
Region's supply was sold to Grade 
A handlers than in the previous 
years, increasing from 72 to 78 
percent of the milk produced. This 

is and sunlight. 
Seedlings should be thinned 

before they are two inches tall and 
before their roots become inter-
twined. Be sure the soil is moist 
when thinning. 

Rather than thin plants to be the 
recommended stand in one 
operation, thin in two stages. 
During the first thinning 
operation, leave twice as many 
plants as actually needed. The 
second time around, then to a 
final stand. This will allow for 
some losses due to insect, diseases 
or related problems. 

By the way, when thinning 
vegetable crops such as cucum-
bers, squash, melons and okra, 

Svacina said by June the water 
temperature will be too warm to 
safely handle fish. 

"Fish farmers have been 
preparing all winter for the spring 
fish stocking season," he said. 
"We urge pond owners to place 
their orders now while the selec-
tion of species and sizes is good. 
Later, the species you want may 
be unavailable." 

The SCS normally recommends 
channel catfish, or blue catfish, in 
ponds less than one surface acre. 
A commercially available catfish 
ration can be fed, or flathead min-
nows can be stocked for the cat-
fish to eat. 

If largemouth bass are already 
in the pond, the SCS recommends 
stocking catfish that are at least 
eight Inches long and no minnows. 

SCS personnel at Gainesville 
can help pond owners with most 
aspects of pond management, in-
cluding construction, stocking, 
fertilization, weed control and 
harvest.
