The Muenster Town Hall 
Meeting was attended by a good 
cross section of the community. 
Howard Rosser, Director of 
Tourism, with the East Texas 
Chamber of Commerce, asked 
those attending to make comments 
about what they liked about Muen-
ster, and what they thought Muen-
ster needs in the next 1-5 years. 

Sister Barbara Bernauer was one 
of the first to say, "I think it 
(Muenster) is very friendly, I feel 
very safe in Muenster. Everyone 
seems concerned for each other." 

"People of Muenster are willing 
and good workers," stated 
Wayne Klement. "Also, we've got 
two excellent school systems here." 

The need for housing for young 
and old was a concern voiced at 
each of the three meetings. The 
need for public housing, such as 
apartment buildings, was also ex- 

pressed as was the lack of land 
available for use at this time 

At the noon meeting, the 
discussion led to the application of 
what we have in our community. 
"We should utilize what we already 
have, which is our German 
heritage," said Juanita Bright. 
This theme was picked up again at 
the night meeting by Johnny 
Fisher, who said, "I think we need 
a unified direction, a theme maybe, 
to follow." 

"Use our own raw materials to 
manufacture and market right 
here, like the meat industry does," 
said David Fette, publisher of The 
Muenster Enterprise. This suggest-
tion was followed by Dennis Hess 
of Hess Furniture saying we should 
do something to utilize the dairy 
industry like Brenham has done 
with Blue Bell Ice Cream. 

At the noon meeting, several 
suggestions were made to attract 
tourism and to provide something 
for them to do, such as tour a 
working dairy or farm, visit an 
operating ranch, tours of the 
surrounding area, and other 
similar ideas. It was suggested a 
local directory be started of people 
willing to have these tours on their 
farms, dairies and ranches. 

Howard Rosser pointed out that 
economic development is in-
creasing the business of businesses 
already here. He said, "The 
average tourist spends 328 per day, 
each car has an average of 2.5 
people in it. If Muenster could at-
tract 100 more cars per day for a 
year it would mean 51,000,000 in 
direct income. After that SI million 
has turned over the average num-
ber of times (7), it would mean 37 
million of revenue in the corn- 

munity, this all equals 370,000 in 
sales tax alone." "Since tourism is 
made up of many small businesses, 
you don't have to provide water, 
sewer, utilities or housing for a 
large plant and yet you get the 
revenue," he said. 

After discussion of other needs 
including housing for senior 
citizens, a bridge over the Red 
River, the city lake project, a need 
for an RV park, recreation 
facilities for the young people, and 
various other needs, Leon Klement 
asked, "Just how big does Muen-
ster want to get?" 

The Town Hall meetings accom-
plished their purpose; to state and 
record ideas and opinions about 
our town. With more light shed on 
the subject, the Chamber of Com-
merce continues its efforts to im-
prove the business climate and 
quality of life in this area.

safety factor for law abiding 
motorists." 

Adams said the final fatality 
count for the 1985 Labor Day 
period was 52. 

"Twenty-one of the 52 deaths 
resulted from traffic accidents in 
which speed or DWI was a con-
tributing factor," Adams pointed 
out. "That's why our officers will 
be concentrating on these 
violations during the upcoming 
Labor Day weekend." 

Adams said the DPS deeply ap-
preciates the positive response 
shown by Texas motorists to the 
safety belt law. 

"We'd like to mark the first an-
niversary of the seat belt law by 
having far fewer fatalities occur 
than our statisticians have 
estimated for the holiday period," 
Adams said. 

During the July 4th holiday 
period earlier this summer, eight of 
nine persons killed in motorcycle 
accidents had not been wearing 
helmets. 

"Though only those motor-
cyclists 18 and younger are 
required to wear protective 
headgear, statistics show over-
whelmingly that helmets save 
lives," Adams said. 

As part of the increased driving 
awareness program, the DPS will 
furnish revised fatality counts to 
the news media during the Labor 
Day period.

WASHINGTON, VA. - The 

Chernobyl nuclear accident turns 
out (by the Soviets' admission) to 
have been the consequence of an 
experiment on the reactor - an ex-
periment along the lines of "Let's 
turn the safety valves off and see 
how long before this thing starts to 
blow." Of course, someone was 
supposed to pull the plug before the 
disaster occurred. But as far as the 
Soviets are concerned, if the ac-
cident had to happen, at least it 
happened in the Ukraine and not in 
Russia. 

What? You thought Chernobyl 
was in Russia? If so, you're not 
alone: Both U.S. News and World 
Report and The New York Times 
made the same mistake during their 
coverage of the disaster. Actually, 
Chernobyl is no more a part of 
Russia than Afghanistan is. It's in 
the Ukraine, a country the size of 
France, with its own language and 
culture, currently occupied by the 
Soviets the same way the Nazis on-
ce occupied France. Dangerous in-
dustrial operations are concen-
trated there, so as to lessen the risk 
to Russians; a non-nuclear accident 
last year killed every living thing in 
the river Dniester. Nuclear plants 
there are built without adequate 
containment facilities, largely 
because the Soviets couldn't care 
less what happens to a bunch of 
Ukrainians. Remember how the 
Soviets murdered 15 million of 
them? 

What? You never heard of the 
Ukrainian Holocaust? If so, you're 
not alone: It was the subject of 
perhaps the greatest cover-up in 
human history. For example, 
Walter Duranty of The New York

DALLAS - Citizens in 17 Texas 
counties will have a choice of con-
venient voter registration locations 
at 108 branches of First Texas and 
Gibraltar Savings Associations. 

In one of the largest voter drives 
in Texas ever undertaken by a 
private company, two employees at 
each First Texas and Gibraltar 
branch have been deputized by 
country registrars to register 
voters.

In every county where First 
Texas or Gibraltar branches are 
located, the county registrar has 
deputized each branch manager 
and one other employee to register 
voters or allow updates or correc-
tions to previous registration. 

Also included in the exhibit is a 
special display of needlework, em-
broidery and other related tasks. 
Examples of handmade quilts and 
coverlets are also on display and 
will be changed at frequent inter-
vals so that more of the museum's 
extensive quilt collection can be 
viewed by the public.

Times knew the famine was taking 
place but kept quiet; he was 
honored with both the Pulitzer 
Prize and the Order of Lenin. And 
the cover-up continues to this day; 
Harvest of Despair, one of the 
most honored documentaries of 
the decade, has been rejected for 
airing by all three major networks 
and PBS. 

As the documentary recounts, in 
1919 the USSR conquered the 
Ukraine, whose agricultural 
production had made it, "the 
breadbasket of Europe." By the 
late 1920s, the Soviet dictator 
Stalin became obsessed with 
eliminating the Ukrainians' 
resistance to Soviet rule. He or-
dered that the more productive 
Ukrainian peasants, those who 
resisted the most, be shipped to 
Siberia to die. Grain production 
plummetted, and the Soviets taxed 
away a higher and higher percen-
tage, leaving less and less grain for 
the Ukrainians. The farmers con-
tinued to resist, and Stalin finally 
decided he had had enough. 
. So he mobilized 100,000 Com-
munist Party activists from 
Russia and sent them to the 
Ukraine to confiscate all the food. 
Simple as that. The border was 
sealed; Russians a few hundred 
yards across the border were unaf-
fected by the famine, but within a 
year, half the Ukrainians were 
dead. 

According to one eyewitness ac-
count, "People scoured the fields 
for roots of all kinds, stripped the 
trees of their bark, caught mice and 
gophers, ate carrion...The boiled 
dried animal hides. They prepared 
pancakes and fritters from leaves 
and other inedible substances. 

of as an urban problem, notes 
Welch, a home economist with the 
Texas A&M University 
Agricultural Extension Service. 

According to studies reported by 
Pennsylvania State University 
researchers, however, over half the 
students in rural high schools had 
committed at least one act of van-
dalism. Nearly 75 percent of those 
students repeated their behaviors 
three or more times. 

The specialist says that young 
people commit acts of vandalism in 
order to gain status and prestige, or 
they see vandalism as a "game" or 
"contest." 

She points out that by par-
ticipating in extracurricular ac-
tivities, teenagers have a chance to 
learn new skills, to gain status and 
to develop good feelings about 
themselves. 

In such an environment, Welch 
says, a youth can grow into a 
responsible person who does not 
have the need to vandalize proper-
ty. 

Participating in after-school ac-
tivities takes time for both students 
and the parents who may have to 
drive them to meetings and prac-
tices or serve as chaperones or 
volunteer leaders. 

Some after-school activities may 
also involve extra costs or interfere 
with the family schedule, 
acknowledges the specialist. 
But the inconveniences seem less 
important when parents recognize 
the importance of after-school ac-
tivities in encouraging their 
teenagers' positive self-
development, Welch maintains. 

The first Saturday atter Labor 
Day is a favorite day for U.S. 
Congressman Charles W. 
Stenholm of the 17th District and 
his family and supporters.

They even ate toadstools." 
Another eyewitness described his 
parents' village: "The Moscow 
government Bad taken away all the 
food long before. Now the village 
was bereft of even cats and 
dogs...the hungry people caught 
and ate them. People avoided one 
another in the calm, unreal at-
mosphere for fear of being eaten." 
Doctors were forbidden to list star-
vation as a cause of death, and the 
word for famine was banned. 

As a communist official later put 
it," It took a famine to show them 
who is master here. It has cost 
millions of lives, but the collective 
farm system is here to stay." 

The cover-up worked because 
the Soviets' pet reporters kept their 
mouths shut about the famine. 
Walter Duranty was one of a num-
ber of journalists who advanced 
their careers by establishing cozy 
relationships with the Soviets (just 
as, today, there are American 
journalists who sleep with San-
dinistas and then report on them). 
Only a few reporters told the truth; 
"the man-made famine in Ukraine 
is one of the most monstrous 
crimes in history, so terrible that 
people in the future will scarcely be 
able to believe it ever happened," 
Malcolm Muggeridge said at the 
time, but nobody paid much atten-
tion to him. 

Harvest of Despair, a 55-minute 
Canadian program on the 
Ukrainian Holocaust, beat out 837 
other films to win first place at the  

(Democrat-Wisconsin) Chairman 
of the Armed Services Committee, 
Richard Ray (Democrat-Georgia) 
serving on the Armed Services and 
Small Business Committees, Bud-
dy Roemer (Democrat-Louisiana) 
serving on Banking, Finance and

28th International Film and TV 
Festival of New York. According 
to Peter Paluch of the Ukrainian 
Studies Fund at Harvard, the folks 
at WNET, the flagship public TV 
station , rejected the documentary 
because it was "technically 
deficient" and of "dubious 
quality;" then they changed their 
minds and said the rejection was 
based on the film's failure to show 
the "other side." PBS's 
Washington office said the movie 
couldn't be shown because it reflec-
ted only "one point of view." 

For their part, the Soviets said 
the film was part of a Canadian 
conspiracty to overthrow the 
Soviet government. That's crazy, 
but they have a point. 

Today half the population of the 
Soviet Union is non-Russian, and 
that doesn't even count "satellite 
states" like Poland and 
Czechoslovakia where the people 
are biding their time until the day 
they can rise up against their op-
pressors. The more the people of 
the Free World know about the 
Soviets, the more support they will 
give to freedom fighters in 
Afghanistan and Angola and 
Ethiopia and...

The music is 
predominantly Czech featuring 
polkas and waltzes. There are also 
exhibitions by the Sokol gymnasts. 

Twenty-eight food booths 
feature a variety of foods to ap-
pease almost any appetite, beer 
gardens to quench a thirst, and 
almost 100 arts and crafts booths to 
browse through. There is also a 
children's area with games, rides 
and supervision. 

Admission to the event is $3.00 
for adults and $1.00 for children. 
Admission is good for all dances, 
entertainment, exhibits and ac-
tivities within the festival grounds. 

Drinking age 
to go to 21 
The legal drinking age in Texas

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pay and a better career position." 
Still another innovation put in 

place last year is the option to go 
for a unique three-year joint 
program involving both CCC's 
Department of Paramedicine and 
its Division of Nursing. 

"In simplest terms," Yeargan 
explains, "it allows the student to 
earn degrees in both paramedicine 
and nursing - qualifying them for 
licensing as a registered nurse as 
well as for certification as a 
paramedic. 

"Of course, persons already 
registered or certified obviously are 
ahead of the game in regard to the 
additional training they might need 
to widen their value in the job 
market by qualifying also as either 
a registered nurse or paramedic." 

Yeargan adds that just as the 
CCC training program offers many 
options, so does the job market for 
persons professionally trained in 
emergency medicine. 

"The time of the 'ambulance 
driver' with little or no real medical 
training is long past," she obser-
ves, "and so is the time when EMTs 
and paramedics worked almost ex-
clusively for ambulance services or 
fire departments." 

Now, she says, trained emergen-
cy medical personnel are employed 
widely in private business and in-
dustry - especially in the area of 
manufacturing where on-the-job 
injuries can require immediate 
treatment by a professional on 
premises. 

Working emergency medical 
technicians (EMTs) have been 
targeted for special attention this 
fall by Cooke County College's 
Department of Paramedicine. 

Laura Yeargan, department 
director, said certified EMTs - 
especially those with job experience 
- can upgrade their professional 
qualifications and their earning 
power significantly with the ad-
ditional training necessary to earn 
certification as a paramedic. 

"EMTs who've gone through a 
reputable training program such as 
ours here at CCC already have a 
'head start' towards the two-year 
associate degree we offer in 
paramedicine," Yeargan says. 

She adds, in fact, that EMTs 
who received their training at CCC 
or other similarly accredited 
college-level program can begin the 
degree program in paramedicine 
with up to a full semester's worth of 
advance credit granted in certain 
required basic courses. 

Yeargan explains that students 
beginning the two-year program 
this fall will learn intravenous fluid 
and drug administration, advanced 
airway management, assessment 
and management of 
muculoskeletal and soft tissue in-
juries. 

During the following spring sem-
ester, emphasis in the classroom 
wow will be on cardiology, central 
nervous system emergencies, 
management of the emotionally 
disturbed, pediatrics and obstetrics 
and medical emergencies. 

"Once the student has satisfac-
torily completed these two 
semesters of classroom and 
laboratory study," Yeargan says, 
"he or she may enter clinical prac-
tice- in the subsequent fall and 
spring semesters." 

Both the national and state 
paramedic certification exams are 
given in May of each year, coin-
ciding with the time second-year 
students finish clinicals. 

"There are so many different op-
tions open to students through our 
department," Yeargan reports, 
"and as we've indicated here, one 
of the most appealing is that they 
can approach their emergency 
medical training in steps or stages -
going from basic first aid provider 
to certified EMT and then on to 
certified paramedic with an 
associate of applied science degree. 

"And at each stage they have a 
marketable job skill that allows 
them to work in their chosen field 
while getting the additional 
training to qualify them for higher 

Even in such areas as athletic 
training, at larger recreational 
facilities such as amusement parks, 
in day care centers and schools, in 
most urban police departments and 
so on, certified EMTs and 
paramedics on staff are becoming 
more and more prevalent. 

"At least in regard to basic first 
aid and EMT training," Yeargan 
reports, "it can be a very 
significant 'extra' which employers 
in many other fields find very ap-
pealing. This could include 
teachers, coaches, clergy, youth 
workers, counselors and many 
others." 

Yeargan stresses that persons in-
terested in enrolling in either the 
EMT or paramedic training 
programs at CCC this fall need to 
contact her as soon as possible for a 
pre-registration interview. Ap-
plicants will need to bring high 
school or college transcripts to the 
interview.

Steel shot rule may 
hit 13 TX counties 

AUSTIN - Nontoxic steel shot 
will be required for the 1986 water-
fowl seasons in 13 Northeast Texas 
counties if proposed federal 
regulations arc adopted. 

The U.S. Fish & Wildlife Service 
(USFWS) has identified three areas 
in those counties where use of toxic 
lead shot is believed to threated en-
dangered bald eagles. Eagles often 
feed on waterfowl, and if lead 
pellets have been ingested by or 
embedded in the waterfowl, fatal 
lead poisoning can result. 

The regulations are proposed in 
the federal agency's Supplemental 
Environmental Impact Statement 
on Use of Lead Shot for Hunting 
Migratory Birds in the United 
States. The USFWS has given 
notice it will not open the 1986-87 
waterfowl hunting seasons unless 
the state approves the prohibition 
against lead shot. 

The Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department has requested a one-
year delay in implementing the 
regulations to inform the public of 
the need for and use of steel shot. 

Department officials, however, 
advise hunters to immediately 
locale sporting goods outlets where 
steel shot is available since it ap-
pears the regulations will go into 
effect for t lie 1986 season. 

The three areas defined by the 
USFWS are: 

Parts of Cooke, Grayson and 
Fannin Counties beginning at the 
Oklahoma state line, then SOU111- 

ward along Interstate Highway 35 
to its junction with U.S. Highway 
82 at Gainesville, then eastward 
along Highway 82 to its junction 
with State Highway 78 at Bonham; 
then northward along SH 78 to its 
junction with the Oklahoma state 
line; then westward along the 
Oklahoma-Texas state line to its 
junction with 1-35; 

' .1, parts of Marion, Cass, 
Upshur and Harrison 

counties; and parts of Henderson, 
Kaufman, Anderson, Cherokee 
and Smith counties.

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Sportsmen to 
face changes 
September 1 

AUSTIN - Sept. I will be a 
significant day for Texas hunters 
and fishermen. 

The first day of the 1986-87 state 
fiscal year ushers in some of the 
most sweeping changes in decades 
for hunting and fishing regulations 
and licensing requirements, accor-
ding to the Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department. 

At the top of the list is a new 
requirement that every person who 
fishes Texas' public waters must 
possess a fishing license, regardless 
of age. However, those under 17 
years of age or 65 or older may obr-
tain a free fishing license from a 
department office, game warden or 
retail fishing license outlet. Those 
persons would not be required to 
purchase special fishing stamps 
such as the State Saltwater Stamp 
or the Freshwater Trout Stamp. 

A new program initiated by the 
TPWD is the Lifetime License, 
which allows a sportsman to pay a 
one-time fee and get automatic 
renewal of his hunting, fishing or 
combination hunting/fishing 
license each year for the rest of his 
life. 

Applications for lifetime licenses 
may be obtained from TPWD 
headquarters, 4200 Smith School 
Road, Austin, TX 78744, all TP-
WD law enforcement offices (listed 
on the back of the Hunting and 
Fishing Regulations Guides) or by 
calling statewide toll-free 1-800-
792-1112. 

Lifetime resident combination 
hunting/fishing licenses arc $500, 
and lifetime hunting or fishing 
licenses are priced at $300 each. 

Lifetime licenses benefit the 
resource because funds received 
from their sales will be used by the 
TPWD to acquire, develop, 
manage and repair hunting and 
fishing areas in the state. 

All hunting and fishing license 
fees remain unchanged for 1986-
87. 

The upcoming hunting seasons 
will feature some significant 
changes, including the first-ever 
uniform statewide white-tailed 
deer hunting season dates, Nov. 8-
Jan. 4. The statewide archery deer 
season is Oct. 4-Nov. 2. 

The Parks and Wildlife Com-
mission also added 59 counties to 
the either-sex system of deer bag 
limits for 1986-87. Special an-
tlerless tags will be issued to lan-
downers with no limit as to acreage 
required for taking antlerless deer. 

Information on regulations may 
be found in the department's 1986-
87 Texas Hunting Guide, Saltwater 
and Freshwater Fishing Guides and 
the Early-Season Migratory Game 
Bird Supplement, available from  

department offices and retail licen-
se outlets. 

The mourning dove season 
opens Sept. 1 in the North and Cen-
tral Zones, and Sept. 20 in the 
South Zone. The white-winged 
dove season in the Special White-
Winged Dove Area along the Rio 
Grande will be Sept. 6-7 and 13-14. 

There also will be a number of 
significant changes in fishing 
regulations effective Sept. I. A 14-
inch minimum length limit and bag 
limit of five per day for largemouth 
bass will be in effect in most Texas 
waters. 

There will be a number of excep-
tions to the statewide largemouth 
bass bag and length limits. These 
include lakes which have special 
limits such as slot limits or higher 
minimum length limits. 

Lakes Fairfield and Pinkston 
were added to the list of lakes with a 
I6-inch minimum length. The daily 
bag limit is five bass, of which no 
more than three may be 
largemouths. Possession limit will 
be 10, with no more than six 
largemouths. 

Other exceptions to the bass 
limits will be in effect on Lakes 
Texoma, Conroe, Caddo and 
Toledo Bend. 

Crappie fishermen also need to 
be aware that starting Sept. 1 there 
is a 25-per-day statewide bag limit 
and no minimum length limit for 
that species. However, several 
reservoirs will have a daily bag limit 
of 15-per-day and a minimum 
length limit of 10 inches. Toledo 
Bend, Conroe and Caddo Lakes 
will continue to have no bag or 
minimum length limit on crappie. 

Tigers defense strong 
by Max Hastings 

The Sacred Heart Tigers had 
their first test of the year when they 
scrimmaged the Alvord Bulldogs 
last week. Sacred Heart came out 
on top, with one touchdown by 
Scott Taylor, while the Tiger 
defense kept Alvord scoreless. 

The Tigers went 12 for 22 for 172 
yards passing compared to 
Alvord's 99 yards passing. Both 
teams had 31 carries, but Sacred 
Heart produced 139 yards rushing 
while the Bulldogs only came up 
with 15 yards rushing. 

Coach Pasqua praised his three 
linebackers Craig Voth, Wayne 
Becker and Casey Houtchens, 
saying, "They may be the three 
best in the district." He also com-
plimented the rest of the defense, 
including his second unit, which 

gave the first unit rest in the latter 
part of the scrimmage. 

The Tiger offensive charge was 
led by Scott Taylor, Wayne Becker, 
Frank Hastings and Steve Knabe. 
Key offensive blockers were Deano 
Bayer, Casey Houtchens and 
Darrell Knabe. "The offense 
moved the ball well against Alvord 
considering our complicated of-
fense," said Coach Roddy Clack. 
The Tigers turned the ball over 
twice on fourth down short yar-
dage situations due to the con-
trolled scrimmage rules. Coach 
Clack felt that in a game situation 
the Tigers could have continued the 
drives and scored. 

Sacred Heart will have one more 
scrimmage before regular season 
play starts. The scrimmage will be 
held at Aubrey Aug. 28 at 6 p.m.

County Agent's Report 
by Craig Rosenbaum 

Forage and livestock producers 
throughout Texas are swinging to 
legumes for winter grazing. 
Legumes offer several advantages 
over permanent pastures: 

- Legumes are higher quality 
forage with a higher protein con-
tent. Phosphorous and other 
minerals are higher in legumes than 
in grasses. 

- Livestock perform better on 
legumes. Cows have higher concep-
tion rates, and higher calving per-
centages, and calves wean more 
when grazing legume pastures 
rather than grass pastures. 

- Legumes extend the grazing 
season. Although many clovers 
grow little until February and Mar-
ch, the additional six to eight weeks 
of high quality forage is crucial for 
many livestock. 

- Legumes are planted in the fall 
and grow during the winter season 
and thereby offer little competition 
to summer grasses. 

- Most legumes can reseed with 
proper management practices. 

Popular legumes for us include 
vetch, arrowleaf clover and sweet 
clover. 

Legumes are somewhat more 
difficult to grow and need slightly  
different management practices 
than grasses. But growers can find 
the effort well worthwhile. 

The desired pH range for 
growing legumes is higher than for 
grasses. Research conducted by Dr. 
Gerald Evers at the Texas 
Agricultural Experiment Station at 
Angleton has shown these op-
timum pH ranges for legumes: 6 to 
7 for arrowleaf clover, 5.5 to 7 for 
subclover and 6 to 8 for crimson, 
berseem and rose clover. 

Now is the time to collect 
representative soil samples from 
fields to be established in legumes 
this fall. If clovers are to be over-
seeded on an established grass sod 
with minimal surface disturbance 
or on a deeper prepared seedbed, 
pH of the upper two inches or seed 
zone is important to help assure 
good seedling establishment.
