To date Muenster's official 
thermometer has not reached 
the 100 mark, but it has been 
threatening most of the time 
since the beginning of this 
month. 

The figures recorded on 
Steve Mosterts thermometer 
indicate that temperature here 
was over 90 on all but two 
days since June 2, and it•was 
over 95 on fourteen of the 
twenty days. Hottest was 99 
on June 9. Three days got up 
to 98, four to 97 and six to 96. 

On the other hand night 
temperatures have been pleas-
ant, ranging from 60 on the 
seventh to 75 on the twentieth. 
The low for six nights dipped 
to the sixties and the low for 
fourteen nights were in the 
low seventies. 

Meanwhile the weather has 
also been dry. Moster's official 
record shows only .09 for the 
month to date, and prior to 
that the last good rain was 
3.24 on May 20 and 21. In the 
month since then the com-
munity has had only .11 inch.

County to Receive 
Resurfacing Jobs 

AUSTIN - Bids for the re-
surfacing of Interstate High-
way 35 and US 82 in Cooke 
County are expected to be 
received at the June 22-23 
letting of the State Depart-
ment of Highways and Public 
Transportation. 

The 1-35 project extends 
northward from the MK&T 
Railroad in Gainesville to the 
Red River Bridge and in 
sections southward from the 
railroad to the Denton Coun-
ty line, a combined distance 
of about 9.3 miles. 

The US 82 project extends 
from the eastern city limit 
of Muenster to a point near 
1-35 in Gainesville, a distance 
of about 12.1 miles. 

Both projects include the 
application of seal coat and 
asphaltic concrete pavement. 
When completed, the projects 
will repair severe winter dam-
age and provide a safer, more 
skid-resistant travel surface. 

Charlie Hildebrand of 
Gainesville will be the de-
partment's engineer ,  in charge 
of the work, while Wichita 
Falls District Engineer Robert 
H. Schleider, Jr. will provide 
overall project supervision. 

• 

An opportunity to enjoy 
the benefits of the Senior 
Nutrition and Activity Pro-
gram (SNAP) is currently 
being made available to old-
er people of Muenster through 
the efforts of Joy L. Jones, 
nutrition project director of 
the program's Sherman head-
quarters. She said that the 
program, if wanted here, can 
be organized by mid-July. 

Her intention is to famil-
iarize local people with SNAP, 
possibly including a field trip 
to the operation at Sherman, 
and then ask local persons to 
decide whether they want to 
participate. 

As explained by Mrs. Jones, 
Senior Nutrition and Activi-
ties Programs are operated 
with Federal funds under Title 
VII of the Older Americans 
Act passed by Congress in 
1965. The funds are allocated 
to the state, which in turn 
makes allotments to counties 
on the basis of need and pop-
ulation. In the Texoma re-
gion, including Grayson, Fan-
nin and Cooke Counties, the 
sponsoring county agency is 
the Grayson County Health 
Department. The project works 
closely with the Area Agency 
on Aging, located in the Tex-
oma Regional Planning Com-
mission and operating on 
Title III, but its nutrition pro-
gram is separate in funding, 
purpose and administration. 

The purpose of SNAP it 
three fold: to provide nutri-
tious meals and nutrition ed-
ucation, foster social interac-
tion and deliver social ser-
vices. The first is intended 
not only to prOvide whole-
some food at low cost but a

ing period. Total of rebate 
payments up to this time last 
year was $21,864.60. 

Though the gain is substan-
tial it is slightly below that 
of the state. Comptroller Bob 
Bullock discloses that checks 
totaled $167.1 million for the 
current year, a gain of 15.1 
per cent over last year. 

Nevertheless the rebates to 
date reflect a healthy condi-
tion of current local business. 
Making allowance for the 
state's 2 per cent collection 
fee the total collected was 
near $25,500, indicating total 
taxable sales of almost $2.55 
million. And this is still far 
short of total sales, which in-
clude many non taxable items. 

A statement with the 'comp-
troller's check shows that 
gross collections for the per-
iod were $8,947.63 and the 2% 
collection fee was $178.95. 
Adding the prior balance of 
$651.24 and retaining $188.40 
accounts for the remittance 
of $9,231.52. 

Reports on rebates to other 
cities reveals that Gainesville 
has received $198,110 to date 
for the fiscal year, a gain of 
3 per cent over last year. 
Lindsay has received $15,645 
for an increase of 8 per cent; 
Nocona has received $37,435, 
which is 9 per cent under last 
year; Pilot Point has received 
$11,676, a 10 per cent gain, 
Saint Jo has received $7,536, 
which is almost exactly the 
same as last year; Sanger has 
received $10,247, a 16 per 
cent gain; and Whitesboro 
has received $23.193, a 7 per 
cent drop from last year.

T h e Lindsay community 
and St. Peter's Parish are 
putting on finishing touches this 
week to make plans for their 
19th annual homecoming pic-
nic next Sunday, June 26.

It seems that NBC TV i 
getting a lot of static over it 
contract to broadcast the 1980 
Moscow Olympics. Ostensibly 
the company is getting set to 
make a bundle  of money as 
it beams the very popular 
show, plus commercials, to an 
estimated 170 million people 
around the world. But lots of 
critics are convinced that 
Americans again have been 
outfoxed by the Soviets. As 
one person puts it "the So-
viet Union has maneuvered 
one of America's biggest tele-
vision networks into acting, 
from now through 1980, as a 
sort of voluntary hostage for 
the concept of detente". An-
other calls it "providing a meg-
aphone for Soviet propagan-
da."' 

NBC attempts to brush off 
the bad publicity with divers-
ionary statements and denials. 
For instance, the contract 
amount was not $80 million 
. . . just $72.36 million. As 
if the difference were a big 
item! As if that kind of talk 
is anything more than a 
smoke screen! 

But another consideration 
has a bearing on the deal. 
NBC is making its payments 
in installments, 1977 through 
1980. Counting interest on the 
advance pay, the actual figure, 
whatever it is ought to be 
raised by $12 to $15 million. 
And all of that money is due 
and payable before NBC col-
lects on its end of the deal. 

These advances have en ob-
vious blackmail potential. For 
instance, after NBC has made 
a number of payments it 
becomes subject to Soviet 
pressure to increase the pres-
entation of propaganda fav-
orable to the Reds and de-
crease the unfavorable re-
ports. The more it has paid 
the more it is subject to be-
ing told what to say. NBC 
knows, just as you and I do, 
that the big prize, the con-
tract for Olympic coverage, 
may blow up in its face if it 
fails to keep the Soviets hap-
py. 

Whoever thinks that the 
Reds would not do that sort 
of thing ought to remember 
that comMunists break a lot 
more agreements than they 
keep. What's more, NBC has 
no assurance of broadcasting 
the Olympics even if it does as 
told up to the last day. The 
Soviets' policy is to keep a 
promise only when it is to 
their advantage. So, NBC has 
a problem. How obedient will 
it have to be to feel that its 
ever increasing multi million 
dollar investment is safe? 

At the same time the world 
has a more urgent problem. 
It has to worry about whether 
the network will prostitute its 
principles and broadcast the 
kind of stuff that can lead 
-to war. A related problem 
would be NBC's failure to 
broadcast the kind of news 
which supports human rights 
and freedom. The hopes of 
millions of oppressed people 
are sustained by the kind of 
stories that Moscow tries to 
keep secret. In their miser-
able existence they need as-
surance that world sentiment 
is on their side, that their 
constant striving for freedom 
can eventually become reality. 

We must not overlook the 
possibility that the ugly red 
influence will have its effect 
even on the news that is 
broadcast in this country. 
Such as a policy of glorifying 
what the reds do and suppress-
ing the bad news about them. 
In these times when world af-
fairs are shaped so much by 
propaganda this kind of influ-
ence over a news medium 
can have most serious conse-
quences. 

Ancient Thresher 
Will Demonstrate 
Here on July 4 

A scene from out of the 
past will be a feature of the 
July 4 observance in this 
community. Bobby and Har-
old Lutkenhaus are getting 
ready to demonstrate and old 
time threashing machine, 
which formerly 'performed the 
last operation of the annual 
harvesting process. 

Their ancient Case separa-
tor is going back into service 
briefly after being in retire-
ment for some 15 years. At 
that time it was one of the 
few if not the very last thres-
her still in use locally. 

Actually, this will be the 
second time for the machine 
to come out of retirement. 
The Lutkenhaus brothers put 
on a sirrelar demonstration 
with it in August 1973. 

Just to make sure that the 
thing still works, they gave it 
a trial run Monday and dis-
covered that it needed repairs 
and a good lubrication.

better diet for many older 
people who do not cook ade-
quately for themselves. The 
next is providing contact to 
offset the too frequent with-
drawal of the elderly. The 
third purpose is to help the 
aged in various ways. 

To achieve the latter, a sug-
gested service is daily tele-
phone contact with old peo-
ple living alone, to make cer-
tain they are all right, or to 
send help if they are not. 
Another suggestion is a pro-
gram of simple home services 
like stopping leaks in a 
faucet or commode tank, 
changing ceiling lights, etc., 
things that feeble or disabled 
people can't do. The handy 
man performing such service 
preferably would be someone 
on retirement Interested in 
earning a few dollars while 
being helpful. Likewise, the 
person making t he daily 
check of others could supple-
ment his or her income slight-
ly. 

Mrs. Jones said that Muen-
ster has a head start in one 
area of the program. MAP 
provides some of the recom-
mended social activity such 
as cards, dominoes, bingo and 
parties. However the program 
can be expanded by adding 
other activities such as field 
trips, tours .  lectures, movies, 
etc. Also possible are counsel-
ing and referral services on 
problems related to health, 
legal matters, food stamps 
and various urgent consider-
ations. 

T h e 	principal 	addition 
through SNAP would be the 
dinner service and the tele-
phone and handy man ser-
vices. The meal sezvice is 
proposed for twice a week, 
Tuesday and Thursday. Cur-
rently the cost to SNAP is 
$1.00 for a dinner, and people 
who are able are asked to 
pay the full cost of the meal. 
People who are financially 
unable are asked to contri-
bute what and when they 
can. 

There is an arrangement to 
avoid embarrassment to those 
who cannot pay. An envelope 
is provided with each meal, 
and it can be turned in emp-
ty or with any amount more 
or less than the $1.00 cost. 
Payment can be made also in 
food stamps. And there are 
some who can help at serv-
ing and cleanup, in which 
case the meal can be paid for 
in that service. A related ser-
vice is delivering meals to 
shut-ins. 

Food for SNAP is provided 
by a catering firm which is 
under contract to a number 
of institutions of Nor t h 
Texas. Delivery is made in 
insulated containers by truck 
and is served in excellent 
condition. 

SNAP is presently estab-
lished in Sherman, Denison, 
Bonham and Gainesville and 
a number of smaller cities in 
Grayson and Fannin Counties. 
Participation has been in-
creasing steadily in all loca-
tions and a number of coin-
Munities are asking to have 
it brought to them.

The water board's representa-
tives there were Don Flem-
ing, engineer, Henry Wein-
zapfel, boMel member and 
David Bright and Leonard 
Endres of the city council. 

Also there in the interest 
of irrigation rights to local 
lakes were J. M. Weinzapfel, 
Ray Voth, Ben Voth and Tom 
Knabe. 

Though all is well now the 
water district may face a 
deadline problem later. Its 
water right will expire in No-
vember unless construction is 
actually started or an exten-
sion is granted. 

Present concern of the 
board is to beat' the deadline. 
It is currently planning with 
the Soil Conservation Service 
which has finished the reser-
voir specifications and is busy 
now on the recreation facili-
ties. SCS is cooperating with 
the district in this project on 
the basis of flood control and 
recreation. It will share in 
the cost of land acquisition as 
well as actual construction.

This procedure can some-
times take several weeks" 
sze-s Hawes, "but we cannot 
make any awards until the 
student brings in these corn-
pleted notification forms and 
a financial aid 'package' is 
formulated to meet his par-
ticular needs." 

This "package" consists of 
aid drawn from a combination . 

 of programs which can in-
clude the Basic Educational 
Opportunity Grant ((BEOG). 
Supplemental Educational Op-
portunity Grant (SEOG), col-
lege work programs and other. 

If a student is shown to 
qualify on a need basis for 
$1000 in assistance during the 
year. for example an amount 
of V00 may come from BEOG, 
8200 from SEOG. $500 from  

work-study and so on until 
the total need is met. 

"It must be remembered 
also that there is just so 
much money available to 
CoOke County College under 
each of these programs," 
Hawes points out, "so awards 
based on financial need are 
given first to students with 
t h e greatest demonstrated 
need who had all their paper-
work completed and in by 
July 1." 

Other students are assisted 
on a "first come-first served" 
basis after this first priority 
has been met- • 

"It is for this reason that 
students should make appli-
cation and get all their forms 
back in as soon as possible," 
Hawes emphasized, "because 
the possibility does exist that 
available funds may be de-
pleted if the student delays 
too long". 

Giving more specific details 
regarding financial aid pro-
grams available at CCC,

BEOG is open to all under-
graduate students with eligi-
bility and amount of assist-
ance determined by demon-
strated financial need. Awards 
at COC range up to a maxi-
m= of $1,000 per year, de-1 
creasing in proportion to the 
amount a student or his fam-
ily is able to contribute based 
on their financial resources 
and the relative cost of at- • 
tending CCC. This grant is 
intended to be the floor" I 
of a student s financial aid 
award based on need. 

EE.OG program grants are 
federal grants which provide 
funds to a limited number of 
undergraduate students with 
exceptional financial need. 

The college work-study pro-
gram provides on - campus 
employment, not to exceed 
20 hours per week, for stu-
dents who need a job to help 
cover the cost of attending 
Cooke County College. 

Not a need-based program. 
th  Law- Enfoleedtent Educa-
tion Program (LE F') pro-
vides grants awarded to men 
and women students who are 
employed full time in lad 
enforcement. col lextions or 
ether criminal justice careers. 
To qualify, students must be 
enforcement o r criminal 
justice work and be studying 
full-time or part-time for de- 

Of special interest also is 
the Mary Josephine Cox 
Memorial Scholarship p r o-
gram administered by the 
college. To be eligible, stu-
dents must be residents of 
Cooke County and under 21 
years of age. The scholarship 
is available automatically to 
Cooke County high school 
seniors graduating in the top 
10 per cent of their class. 

Available to noising stu-
dents is the Nursing Scholar-
ship Program to assist those 
demonstrating exceptional fin-
ancial need. There is also a 
nursing student loan program

There's quite a distance be-
tween a waving field of golden 
wheat in North America and 
the and Sahelian wastelands of 
West Africa. 

And it's not only a gap that's 
measured in miles, but also in 
more human terms of tens of 
thousands of drought-starved 
villagers. 

Much of the massive task of 
closing this hunger gap will fall 
to the present-day mechanized 
farmer and his modern, sophis-
ticated piece of agricultural 
equipment—the combine—which 
has richly earned the name of 
'Farming's Miracle Machine!' 

While the combine offers the 
single greatest promise for meet-
ing future worldwide food 
needs, it has a rich agricultural 
heritage that predates recorded 
history itself. Harvesting of wild 
grain was one of the first agra-
rian activities of man when he 
found the earth could yield 
food other than that obtained 
from wild animals. 

Using stone sickles. these 
primitive farmers cut enough 
wheat in a day to yield a single 
bushel of grain. 

Today's modern combines 
harvest enough wheat in an 
hour to make 20,000 loaves of 
bread, according to Sperry New 
Holland, one of the world's 
leading farm equipment manu-
facturers. 

While the combine performs 
both jobs, early farmers, even 
after cutting the crop, still had 
the task of threshing—reanoving 
the grain from the straw. 

Ancient Egyptians and 
Greeks drove cattle over clay 
threshing floors to beat out the 
grain, muzzling or smearing the 
animals' mouths with dung to 
discourage any nibbling. 

It took thousands of years 
for the cutting of grain crops 
to evolve through the sickle, 
scythe and cradle. Threshing de-
velopments were equally slow in 
coming, with the flail the first 
major step. 

While evidence of mechan-
ized efforts appear as early as 
the First Century AD., it 
wasn't until the early I800's 
that the first animal-powered 
cutting machines arrived on the 
farming scene. 

During the 1830's, Cyrus 
McCormick and Obed Hussey 
competed in the U.S. to develop 
their early reapers. Threshing 
was moving eh:ad, too. Early 
stationary machines were pow-
ered by water or horses, and 
later they became portable—
moved by steam tractors or gas-
oline engines. 

But still the cutting and 
threshing were separate opera-
tions. 

Just after the Civil War, the 
first combine was introduced to 
the West Coast grain fields. 
Weighing up to 15 tons, their

operation required teams of IS 
men and 40 horses or mules. 

By 1940, the principles of 
self-propulsion and the internal 
combustion engine permitted de-
velopment of combines as we 
know them today. These mir-
acle machines now harvest 
across almost an entire con-
tinent of grain fields, moving 
north from Mexico through the 
U.S. Grain Belt into Canada. 

Since that appearance, con-
tinuing improvements have 
boosted harvesting capacities 
and widened their versatility in 
nearly a score of different 
crops. 

Still today, efforts by com-
panies, like Sperry New Hol-
land, are directed at helping the 
fanner do a better and more 
efficient job of starting grain 
on its long trip from field to 
dinner table.
