Historical Book on 
Frontier Women 
Given to Library 

The 'Muenster Public Libr-
ary is very pleased to an-
nounce the reception of a gift 
from the Alice G. K. Kleberg 
Fund of Kingsville: a copy of 
"The Golden Free Land". It 
contains the reminiscences and 
letters of women on the Amer-
ican frontier, authored by 
Crystal Same Ragsdale and 
is published by Landmark 
Press, 1100 West Ave. Austin, 
78701. 

The book contains 200 
pages, also original drawings 
of the first library in Texas 
at Sisterdale; rare maps by 
Charles Pressler and Herman 
Willke, errly Texas Map-
Makers full references at the 
end of each chapter contain-
ing notes relating to hundreds 
of early Texas families and 
an extensive bibliography. 

It is a collection of rare 
personal narratives and let-
ters related by 10 pioneer wo-
men who lived and conquered 
the rugged Texas frontier 
from 1832-1888. It is true his-
tory at its best. Mrs. Ragsdale 
spent 10 years locating, re-
searching and editing these 
true first person stories of the 
Texas frontier. 

Mrs. Ragsdale, the Texas 
historian of Austin, received 
her graduate degree in his-
tory from Sul Ross.University, 
Alpine, and did post graduate 
work at Texas University at 
Austin. She has taught in 
Texas public schools and was 
research historian for the In-
stitute of Texan Cultures, 
Hemisfair '68. She is a mem-
ber of the Board of the 0. 
Henry Museum, Austin and a 
docent for the University of 
Texas at Austin Art Museums

Consolidation of 
State Inspections 
To Save Millions 

Over f14 million annually 
will be saved by hospitals and 
nursing homes across the state 
as a result of H.B. 2115. Gov-
ernor Briscoe signed the bill 
into law Friday. 

These savings will be a re-
sult of the consolidation and 
non-duplicatoin of in s p e c-
tions and surveys now being 
separately conducted by some 
ten state agencies. 

Representative Tim Von 
Dohlen of Goliad introduced 
this legislation and steered it 
through both the -  House and 
Senate. It passed both houses 
without a single dissenting 
vote. Von Dohlen said, "T'nis 
legislation is a prime example 
of the ability of state govern-
ment to conduct its business 
a great deal more efficiently. 
currently, some hospitals and 
nursing homes are subjected 
to over 50 inspections or sur-
veys a year by various agen-
cies of state government. 
Many of these inspections are 
seeking information that an-
other state agency already has 
on file." 

0. Ray Hurst, President, 
Texas Hospital Association 
(THA) said 'The over two 
million patients that use our 
hospitals annually as well as 
the taxpayers of our state 
will tie the ultimate winners 
because of this legislation. 
After all, they are the ones 
that must pay the bills for 
this unwarranted duplication 
of inspections or surveys that 
seem to increase each year." 

'Hurst went on to say, "Pres-
ident Carter wants to put 
limitations on the rising cost 
of health care. If he is really 
serious about this he could 
suggest to Congress similar 
legislation to eliminate dupli-
cation of inspections and sur-
veys by federal agencies. This 
type of .action at the federal 
level would save taxpayers 
and patients hundreds of mil-
lions 'of dollars each year." 

THA is the 'Austin based 
trade association for over 690 
hospitals and  health-care 
facilities across the state. 

A final report on German-
fest and discussion of a pro-
gram to promote future pro-
gress of the community oc-
cupied the interest of Cham-
ber of Commerce members at 
their luncheon meeting Tues-
day. 

They were told that net 
profit on the festival was $3,-
948.61 all of which has been 
deposited in the Germanfest 
fund to be retained as work-
ing capital to begin the pro-
ject next year. Previous ex-
planation had disclosed that 
the money serves as insurance 
in case of bad weather and 
financial problems. The or-
ganization broke even in the 
1976 celebration. It was fur-
ther indicated that directors 
will invest the fund in order 
to draw interest in the mean-
time. 

Future outlook concerned 
ways and means to keep in 
touch with community oppor-
tunities and to help promote 
them when possible. Commit-
tees suggested for the purpose 
were retail sales, industrial 
development, public relations, 
public facilities, housing and 
Germanfest. But no appoint-
ments were made.

It was gratifying last week 
to see the decent people o 
Dade County, Florida, rail) 
behind Anita Bryant and vot 
two to one for repeal of a Law 
which guaranteed equal rights 
to homosexuals. The decisive 
ratio conveys the message 
loud and clear that the big 
majority of us deny emphatic- 
a.,  that "gays" are as good 
as decent people or that they 
are entitled to the same rights. 

Still, the ratio is disappoint-
ing. It seems to indicate that 
a third of the voters were 
either queers or sympathizers, 
presenting a disgusting pic-
ture of our national charac-
ter. To be more generous in 
our judgment, we might as-
sume that some who voted in 
favor of the homosexuals were 
like many law abiding citizens 
who are over solicitous about 
the rights of criminals. In 
these permissive times sim-
ilar people may be equally 
solicitous for violators of the 
moral code. 

The rest of us can go along 
with that thinking, but only 
to a limited extent. The con-
duct of their personal life is 
their own affair and °it's suf-
ficient that they are account-
able to their Creator in the 
end. But when their personal 
conviction or conduct con-
flicts with our interests and 
the standards of civilized so-
ciety, it seems only reasonable 
that they should be denied 
certain rights in that society. 

A slogan in Anita Bryant's 
campaign was "Save Our 
Children." In keeping with 
that idea, the big majority 
of us believe that gays do not 
have a right to positions in 
which they can impose their 
depraved influence on chil-
dren or youth. Furthermore, 
in view of their unsavory 
morals we think they would 
be poor risks in other posi-
tions. In matters of responsi-
biltiy we feel justified in 
questioning their dependabil-
ity. Those characters like to 
make a big issue of their 
rights, insisting that they are 
as good as others. But we as 
members of society have to 
insist that they themselves 
have ruled out their qualifica-
tion for full participation. 

No matter how worldly wise 
and sophisticated our civili-
zation tries to be, we cannot 
reason away the fact that this 
is God's world and we human 
beings have an obligation to 
live by His rules. Elementary 
common sense tells us that 
the gutter standards of the 
gays do not fit in God's rule, 
hence they do not belong in 
our' society. 

Special praise to Miss Bry-
ant is in order for her crusad-
ing in the Florida election, 
and even more so for her 
willingness to snake the crus-
ade nation wide. Hopefully 
other leaders of high prin-
ciple will join with her in 
bringing the country to a 
moral awakening. May their 
efforts enlighten the millions 
of permissive people who al-
low gutter characters to im-
pose 'their shabby morals on 
society. May they also en-
lighten the misguided unfor-
tunates who seem unaware 
that their ways are repulsive 
to God and man. It would be 
the beginning of a national 
come-back, morally, socially, 
economically and otherwise, if 
the moral depravity could be 
taken out of American life. 
If this seems like over-simpli-
fication just try to imagine 
the changes that can be ex-
pected when God's way is 
restored to national policy.

An official hearing o n 
school tax assessments for the 
current year will be conduc-
ted by the equalization board 
of Muenster Independent 
School District in the office of 
Superintendent L. B. Bruns 
next Wednesday, June 22, 2 
to 4 p.m. 

Serving on the board will 
bo Al Trubenbach, Body 
Klement, Jimmy Jack Billie 
and Dan Luke, who were ap-
pointed by the school board 
in its regular meeting last 
week. 

Assessments subject to the 
hearing reflect the tax in-
crease adopted this year by 
the school board to service 
the debt on a recently ap-
proved improvement program 
as well increasing current ex-
penses. The new rate is $1.50 
on $100 of assessed valuation 
whereas it used to be $1.45. 
And the valuation now is set 
at 50 per cent of actual 
value whereas it used to be 
40 per cent. The net result 
is an increase of almost 30 
per cent. 

Persons inclined to contest 
their assessments are re-
'Minded that an increase is not 
likely to be an equalization 
problem but a result of the 
rate increase. Also the actual 
value upon which assessment 
is based is determined by the 
county rather than the school 
district.

The first plant was placed in 
operation in 1971 and another in 1974. Others are 
under construction and being planned. 

During 1976, nearly one-third of the electric power 
which TP8L supplied to its customers was 
produced at lignite-fueled plants and resulted in 
customer savings of more than $81 million. 

The price of electricity must continue to go up, 
however, because of the high cost of building new 
plants and other effects of inflation. But, as TP&L 
generates more and more electricity with lignite 
ccal, the increase in price will be many millions 
of dollars less than If that electricity were generated 
with natural gas.
