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In case you'd like to see a swell

bouquet for modern artillery train-
ing and Fort Sill in particular,
take a look at the current issue
of Time. It will give you a good
idea of why the Heinies in Tun-
isia and Sicily were inclined to
scatter when the Yanks cracked
down with their big guns.

Veterans of the last war, who
certainly learned to respect art-
illery, can hardly imagine the ter-
rifying efficiency of today’s bar-
rage. Less than a minute after a
target is pointed out a dozen 105
shells are headed for it. A job
that would have taken nearer an
hour 25 years ago.

In explaining this phenomenal

improvement Time gives most
credit to the Graphical Firing Ta-
ble, a contraption very similar to
a standard engineer’s slide rule.
It gives at a glance all the data
usually computed by means of long
firing tables plus complex calcu-
lations to compensate for varying
conditions in powder, temperature,
etc. The GFT is set to compensate
for the variations, after which
there's nothing left to do but note
the desired range and read off the
data.

Sharing credit with the GFT is
the plotting board, which may
consist of a map or a plain piece
of paper mounted on beaver board.
On it are shown the gun position,
a base point and a few previously
designated check points — all
distances wlotted to scale, of
course.

Here’s how the two are put to

use. Up ahead an observer spots
an enemy party, say 500 yards
north and 400 yards west of check
point 1, and sends back his mes-
sage by telephone or radio. Im-
mediately the man at the plotting
board goes into action. He plugs
a pin on the corresponding spot
of his board and brings up a gad-
get known as a range-deflection
fan. That thing measures the an-
gle of deflection from the base
point to the target and the range
from gun to target.

Beside him another fellow notes
the data corresponding to that
range on his GFT, then announces
necessary changes in deflection
and the elevation required to send
the shell ‘the desired distance.

At the guns those commands are
received over telephone and ex-
ecuted in a few moments. The
whole process from the instant of
the observer’s command until the
shells are on their way has been
completed in as little as 25 sec-
onds. There are three such fire
direction teams in a battalion,
one for each battery of four guns.

Modern artillery has something

else the Jerries and Nips dread.
Time fire. A system of setting
fuses so that shells will explode
directly over the target, sending
down a shower of jagged steel
scraps. Against troops on the
ground, or even in fox holes, it's
many times more effective than
the old method of impact explo-
sion.

Now imagine what happens
when an enemy group is discov-
ered. In a minute or two a whole
battalion, perhaps several battal-
ions, covers the area with time
fire. In routine exercises it is not
uncommon to mass more than a
hundred guns to neutralize an
area of a half mile square. When
that ends few of the enemy will
be in condition to carry on,

Another trick that serves the
same purpose as time fire is rico-
chet. In this case the shell bounces
at the same time activating a de-
layed fuse. A moment later it
goes off showering steel like the
time fuse projectile. Of course
the object is to make it bounce
a short distance in front of the
enemy. But there are difficulties.
If terrain is unsuitable or the
angle of fall too great the shell
merely burrows into the ground
and spends its energy blowing
out a big pit. In that case it
does less actual damage than the
quick fuse, which goes off at the
surface of the ground.

The normal purpose of the
quick fuse is to get an instant ex-
plosion and demolish what it hap-
vens to hit. It's perfect for wreck-
ing materiel, bridges, fortifica-
tions, etc. There’s a smoke shell
too, to cut off an enemy’s view,

So, considering all factors,
speed and accuracy of delivering
fire, the amazing and overwhelm-
ing coordination of many units,
and the use of specialized shells
for specific jobs, it isn't any sur-
prise that American artillery is
getting more and more respect
from our enemies.

Leo
Moster brought in the second bale
Saturday morning and the third
bale, Saturday afternoon, was
grown on the Kirk farm, near
Foresthurg.

Most famers contend that if
pickers can be secured the crop

will be finished in about three
weeks.

Rules Announced
For Overseas Mail
For Christmas

The Christmas shopping season
is here — even though the weath-
er is still hot.

Mailing of gifts for Army and
Navy personnel overseas must be-
gin by September 15, if’ the men
and women in the armed forces
are not to be disappointed; and
September 15 is less than three
weeks away.

Christmas gifts may be mailed
by patrcel post to overseas army
personnel only between September
15 and October 15. After the lat-
ter date, such parcels may not be
mailed unless a written request
from the soldier for the article is
presented with each parcel. No
soldier should have to ASK for a
Christmas gift, so they must be
mailed on time. The Navy also
urges that gifts be mailed between
September 15 and October 15.

There are many reasons for the
early mailing: the great distances
the parcels must travel to reach
men at war fronts and stations
the woarld over: frequent trans-
fers of thousands of men from one
location to another, necessitating
the forwarding of mail; the nec-
essity for giving preference to re-
inforcements, arms, medicine and
food in allotment of shipping
space.

The Post office Department ur-
ges mailing of gifts as soon as
possible after the starting date,
Sept. 15.

The term ‘“armed forces over-
seas’” is regarded as covering the
personnel of men who receive
their mail through an APO or
fleet post office in care of post-
master at New York, San Fran-
cisco, New Orleans, Miami, Fla.,
Presque Isle, Maine or°' Seattle,
Wash.

Mail of all kinds is vital to the
spirit of fighting men. Officers
who have inspected army and
Navy postal facilities over seas
report that thousands of fighting
men disregard mess call when it
conflicts with mail call, and get
their letters first. Officers report
that the spirit and efficiency of
their men receive a distinct lift
when mail is distributed and that
a delay in mail service causes a
decline in spirit and a consequent
letdown in efficiency.

Rules for Christmas mailing
include:

The parcel must not exceed five
pounds, and must not be more
than 15 inches in length or 36 in-
ches in lengh and girth combined.
It should be marked ‘“Christmas
Parcel” so that it may be given
special attention to assure its ar-
rival before December 25.

Not more than one parcel may
be mailed in any one week to the
same addressee by or in behalf of
the same mailer.

The parcel must be well and
strongly packed in container of
metal, wood, strong board, or sim-
ilar material, then wrapped in
strong paper and tied with twine.
The cover should be such that it
can be easily opened for censor-
ship. The contents should be pack-
ed tightly.

Perishable goods are prohibited,
as are intoxicants, inflammable
material such as matches or light-
er fluids. Sharp instruments such
as razors and knives, must have
edges protected so that they can-
not cut through the covering and
injure postal personnel or dam-
age other packages.

Addresses must be clear and
complete. Return address of send-
er must be shown along with the
soldier’'s name, rank, serial num-
ber, branch of service, organizat-
ion, APO number and name of
postoffice through which parcel is

routed.

Cooke Coﬁnty
Bond Quota Is
$1,379,900

3rd War Loan Drive To
Start Sept. 9; Muenster
Quota Estimated $90,000

Cooke county’s quota in the 3rd
War Loan campaign, scheduled to
begin on September 9, has been
set at $1,379,900, Felix L. McCurdy
county chairman, was advised
Monday in a letter from the state
chairman. The county’s quota in
the previous bond campaign was
$560,000.

While no definite figure has
been assigned for Muenster's
quota, it is conceded that it will
be approximately $90,000.

PLANS TO INDUCT
PRE-PEARL HARBOR
FATHERS CONTINUE

It will probably be necessary to
indyet 446,000 pre-Pearl Harbor
fathers by January in order to
meet quotas for the balance of
this year, Draft Director Lewis B.
Hershey announced Monday in an
official statement.

The figure was given in a let-
ter to the 6.500 local draft boards
explaining why the ban on draft-
ing pre-Pearl Harbor fathers, ex-
cept those in non-deferable work
and therefore subject to induction
at .any time, had been lifted ef-
fective Oct. 1.

Since he put the number of
draft age father (18 through 37)
in non-agricultural work at 6,559,
000, Hershey's figure showed ap-
proximately T out of 100 of them
can expect to be in uniform before
the year ends. Perhaps 21 out of
100 may be sent to induction sta-
tions, however.

It is clear that if a pre-Pearl
Harbor father now becomes em-
ployed in a war plant he may be
considered for occupational de-
ferment. In view of the fact that
replaceability has become extre-
mely important in tight labor
areas, local boards will undoubt-
edly give thorough consideration
to the occupational deferment of
fathers making a substantial con-
tribution to the war effort.

“We will have to complete our
calls by taking fathers as they
may be needed after all other a-
vailable men have been exhausted”
Hershey said. He added that 907,-
000 men would have to be induct-
ed between Oct. 1 and Jan. 1 to
meet estimated army and navy
calls. Most men now in 4-F will
remain in that class until the pre-
sent physical standards are
changed. 3

RATION BOOK NO. 3
TO BE PUT IN USE
ON SEPTEMBER 12TH

WASHINGTON.— Brown stamp
A from Ration Book No. 3 becom-
es valid Sept. 12 for the purchase
of meats, fats, oils, butter and
cheese, and by Oct. 2 the brown
coupons will completely replace
the familiar red stamps of Ration
Book 2. Point values remain un-
changed.

Brown stamp B becomes valid
September 19. Both A and B ex-
pire Oct.2. Stamp C will be ef-
fective Sept. 27, D on Oct. 3, E on
Oct. 10 and F on Oct. 17. These
four expire Oct. 30.

Meanwhile red stamps X, Y and
Z become valid Aug. 22, Aug.29
and Sept. 5 respectively, and all
will expire Oct. 2.

In announcing the new regula-
tions, the office of Price Adminis-
tration said henceforth the meat-
fat stamps always will expire on
the Saturday nearest the end of
