Council addresses varied agenda Monday

The extensive work on these 
streets is only shaping, drainage 
and base work. Paving may be 
possible next year along with part 
of East Eddy Street. A petition 
requesting such was returned to the 
residents for lack of some property 
owners' signatures. 

Mini-Bus Service is possible for 
Muenster, sponsored in part by the 
Texoma Regional Planning Com-
mission. A grant can pay 80 percent  

of the bus purchase price and main-
tenance and driver pay are half and 
half. The city must raise $2,500.00 
by Dec. 1. City officials are contac-
ting organizations to discuss 
prospects and donations. 

Security lights in the city park are 
costing $100.00 per month to run. 
TP&L has notified the city that 
they could be purchased for 
$5,400.00. Alternatives are being 
investigated. Council members feel 
the lights aren't needed during win-
ter months.

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MEDIA: GIVE EQUAL TIME 
TO ALL THE BAD GUYS

I'm getting tired of South Africa. We all know that the government 
of South Africa is not a paradigm of virtue, and that something must be 
done to end apartheid. But from the way the news media cover the subject, 
one would think South Africa is the only place left on earth with a repres-
sive government, and it's not by a long shot. 

Here, for example, are some stories that are being given short shrift 
in the media's mad rush to have the last word on apartheid . . 

AFGHANISTAN—If you thought the Soviets pulled out when we re-
fused to send our athletes to the Moscow Olympics, you're wrong. Even 
with the Head Red's decision to recall 5,000 soldiers, there are still about 
150,000 Soviet troops in the war-ravaged country. And what are the 
Soviets up to? You can bet they're not sitting on their hands or plucking 
chickens. Instead, they've been having fun with gas warfare, attack 
helicopters, and bombs that look like toys (designed to explode when Af-
ghan kids pick them up) . . 

ETHIOPIA—If you think a lot of blacks are dying in South Africa, 
you ain't seen nothin' yet. Take a look at the North African Soviet client 
state of Ethiopia. The regime of that country's mass murderer Mengistu 
Haile Mariam has managed to starve hundreds of thousands of its people—
while food from international relief agencies rots on the docks (starving 
rebellious citizens is cheaper than shooting them). But maybe that's all 
right in the eyes of the media; in Ethiopia, you see, blacks are doing 
the killing, not whites .. 

IRAN—Once one of the more enlightened countries in the Arab world. 
Iran is currently involved in a bitter war with its neighbor, Iraq. And in 
a brilliant flash of military strategy, Iran's ayatollahs have perfected the 
use of children as mine detectors and tank buffers .. . 

CAMBODIA—Rumor has it that Cambodian despot Pol Pot has given 
up his mass murder. Small wonder. After killing untold 'millions (some 
say as much as half the population), there aren't very many people left 
in Cambodia to butcher . . 

NICARAGUA—Ronald Reagan has been right all along. There IS a 
Communist on our doorstep. And after meeting with his spiritual leaders 
in Moscow, Cuba and Libya, Daniel Ortega has moved into the big time 
He's sent troops to visit his neighbors, shut down the only opposition 
newspaper left in the country, persecuted churchmen, and redistributed 
the wealth so well that no one has anything . 

THE SOVIET UNION—Yes, it's true: The. Soviets don't have dis-
criminatory apartheid laws. In the new Soviet Worker's State, virtually 
EVERYBODY gets persecuted and EVERYBODY likes it (or else). It's 
more fair that way. Well, ALMOST everyone likes it. You can't count 
the 17 million or more who died in the Gulags between 1930 and 1953, 
and the millions who are on permanent vacations in Siberia .. . 

THE EASTERN BLOC COUNTRIES—Poland, Czechoslovakia, Hun-
gary, Romania, East Germany. No violations of human rights here. Just 
ask the Ministers of Propaganda. Okay, so maybe they did kill a couple 
of priests, and jail a few thousand dissidents, and stifle free speech, and 
shut down a labor union or two. But it's nothing the Nazis didn't do . . 

AND A HOST OF OTHERS—Libya, North Korea, Red China, Viet-
nam, Laos, Syria, Mozambique, Angola, Liberia, and Cuba. 

So why aren't-these countries also in the news? Why don't our newspa-
pers write pious editorials denouncing these brutal regimes? Why aren't 
the protesters calling for sanctions and disinvestment? The answer is sim-
ple: the more it invites criticism. 

It is one of the supreme ironies of our time that the countries that 
most deserve to be vilified are the ones that get the least press attention. 
Countries with relatively free and open societies on the other hand, be-
come victims of the media juggernaut precisely because their flaws are 
there in full view. Reporters who feel the need to write on South Africa, 
simply take the next flight to Johannesburg. Writing a story on Afghanis-
tan, on the other hand, is a risky business that involves crossing hundreds 
of miles of mountains, making it across a closed border, and evading 
Soviet troops who have orders to stop precisely the kind of thing we are 
talking about. 

No, South Africa is not the only repressive state in the world. It's 
not even the worst. But it's a convenient target; and that seems to be 
good enough these days.

Fewer Colostomies 
Today 

According to a recent Amer-
ican Cancer Society survey, 
many Americans wrongly 
assume that most colorectal 
cancer patients require per-
manent colostomies. Be-
cause of improvements in 
early detection and treat-
ment, only about 15 percent 
of patients with rectal 
cancer now require perma-
nentcolostomies.

proposal will be a first step toward 
finding incentives to encourage 
more drilling activity in Texas.

She explained that the theft of 

two four-wheelers from two homes 
before dawn on Sunday, Sept. 21, 
sill come under the Crime Stop-
pers program.

GAINESVILLE - Cooke Coun-
ty College recently unveiled its 
lineup of non-credit community 
service "mini-courses" for fall 
1986, and a number of them begin 
right away. 

"The selection of classes this 
time includes several old favorites 
as well as a healthy serving of new 
offerings," says Linda Mast, direc-
tor of CCC's Division of Con-
tinuing Education. "As always, the 
classes are open to anybody who's 
interested." 

Among the "old favorites" 
being offered is a popular course in 
typing taught by Nancy 
Herrington. It's designed for 
beginners as well as for those who 
merely want or need to brush up 
their skills, and it begins Oct. 23 
(Thursday). 

"To get more details about cost, 
times, how many class meetings 
and so on for this and all of the 
other mini-courses this fall, we en-
courage interested persons to call 
the CCC Continuing Education 
Office at 668-7731, Ext. 223," 
Mast says. 

She adds that the majority of 
courses will be meeting in the 
evening, usually for about two 
hours, once a week. Some classes 
will meet only once, while others 
may run as long as four to six 
weeks. 

Cost of participation in the mini-
courses averages about $15-25, 
depending upon subject matter, 
whether special equipment or 
materials are required and so on. 

A special quartet of courses 
designed expressly for senior 
citizens is being offered at almost 
no cost. These include two oil pain-
ting classes, both beginning the last 
week of October and costing 86; a 
woodworking class beginning Oct. 
23 for $10; and a special 
planetarium show and astronomy 
class on Oct. 28 for $3. 

These classes are limited to per-
sons 55 and older or any retired 
persons who consider themselves 
senior citizens. 

At least three mini-courses 
should appeal to those who don't 
want to be left behind by the high-
tech revolution sweeping both the 
classroom and workplace. The first 
is titled "Teachers and Com-
puter" and begins Oct. 27. 

This "how to" course will help 
teachers in grades K-12 use the 
computer for instruction as well as 
word processing, graphics, 
tutorials and even keeping their 
gradebook. 

Parents who feel left behind by 
computer technology can catch up 
through a session titled "Computer 
Orientation for Parents" 
scheduled for the evening of Nov. 

Chattanooga in August 1983. He is 
presently attending Southwestern 
Baptist Theological Seminary 
where he will graduate in May 1987 
with his Master of Divinity degree.

13. Cost for this special three - hour 
program, which will include 
guidelines for purchasing a home 
computer, is just $3 for individuals 
or $5 per couple. 

Secretarial-clerical workers who 
need to update their skills, as well 
as teachers, writers and all others 
who want to learn word processing, 
can do so in a special non-credit 
class which begins Oct. 20. Studen-
ts will learn on CCC's modern IBM 
equipment. 

"Anyone who's ever wanted to 
learn to sew or to improve their 
sewing skills is really in luck this 
fall," Mast says. "We have no 
fewer than seven different mini-
courses related to sewing, including 
a class for beginners who would be 
starting completely from scratch." 

The class, taught by 
professional tailor Emily Gum, 
begins Oct. 21. For this and other 
sewing classes, students must bring 
their own sewing machine and 
scissors. 

Gum also will teach a one-
session class on Nov. 13 on the care 
and maintenance of sewing 
machines. Other sewing classes in-
clude sewing machine quilting 
beginning Nov. 3, how to sew 
lingerie on Nov. 6, Christmas 
decorating with the sewing 
machine on Nov. 18, T-shirt con-
struction on Oct. 27 and a special 
course on the use and care of Serger 
or "overlock" sewing machines on 
Nov. 4. 

For the artistically inclined, 
there will be a special course on tole 
painting and handmade Christmas 
ornaments beginning Oct. 21, as 
well as a class on home decorating 
crafts scheduled for Nov. 13. 

Also, there's "The Wonderful 
World of Ceramic Softies" set for 
Nov. 6 and 13; a course in silk and 
fresh flower arranging beginning 
Oct. 23; "Painting Eyes on 
Figurines" on Nov. 20; and a 
special course in the technique of 
stenciling which will meet on Oct. 
23 and 30. 

Another special art course is 
being offered for junior high and 
high school students only. The 
course, which will be offered on 
Monday evenings beginning Oct. 
20, is for beginners as well as those 
who want to improve their 
technique in a variety of media. 
The instructor will be Sarah Hud-
dleston. 

"Introduction to Calligraphy," 
another popular course being 
revived for the fall, will begin Nov. 
3. Another old favorite, "Im-
proving Your Photography 
Skills," will begin Oct. 21.

AUSTIN - With the archery deer 
• and turkey season opening Oct. 4, 

Texas bowhunters are reminded of 
several changes in regulations 
governing archery equipment. 

One of the changes involves a 
definition of arrow point types 
used for various species of game. 
Broadhead-equipped arrows with 
at least two cutting edges and 7/8-
inch minimum broadhead width 
are required for hunting turkeys 
and all game animals other than 
squirrels. 

While hunting squirrels and all 
game birds other than turkeys, 
arrows may be equipped with any 
type of hunting points except those 
commonly known as target or field 
points. 

Chester Burdett, law enfor-
cement director for the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Department, 
said the intent of the regulation is to 
prohibit the use of the type of 
arrow points made for target prac-
tice, since they are generally inef-
fective for hunting. 

"Although target points are 
illegal, there is a variety of other 
arrow point styles, both commer-
cial and homemade, which are ac-
ceptable for hunting species for 
which broadheads are not 
required," Burdett said. "The 
basic consideration is that an arrow 
must be designed to either cause

Clearly outmatched by the state-

ranked Valley View Eagles, the 
Sacred Heart Tigers were handed 
their fourth loss of the year. The 
Tigers gave a valiant effort, but 
were unable to keep the Eagles 
from running away with a 45-0 vic-
tory. 

Valley View did almost all their 
damage in the first half, scoring 39 
of their 45 points. 

Second string sophomore quar-
terback Darrell Dangelmayr filled 
the shoes of Scott Taylor, who was 
injured last week, most of the 
game. However, Dangelmayr was 
injured with a little under 6:00 
remaining in the second quarter.

AUSTIN - Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department officials 
predict the upcoming deer hunting 
season will be excellent in most 
areas of the state. 

Horace Gore, white-tailed deer 
program leader, said deer 
populations remain high in most 
areas, and body and antler con-
dition are generally above average. 

However, excellent range con-
ditions through the summer may 
work against the hunter, as deer 
may move around less during the 
hunting season. 

The statewide whitetail season is 
Nov. 8-Jan. 4. The mule deer 
season in the Panhandle is Nov. 22-
30, and in the Trans-Pecos it is 
Nov. 29-Dec. 7. The statewide ar-
chery deer season is Oct. 4-Nov. 2. 
To determine information on the 
seasons and bag limits, hunters 
should obtain the department's 
1986-87 Texas Hunting Guide, 
available at department offices and 
hunting license outlets across the 
state. 

The 1986-87 season will have to 
be a good one to beat last year's, 
when an all-time record harvest of 
some 383,000 was recorded, in-
cluding 129,400 ant lerless deer. 

Gore said vegetation is lush in 
many areas, but acorn crops are 
spotty. "This could make for some 
outstanding late-season hunting, 
because the acorns and other 
forage may fade at more or less the 
same time and cause more deer 
movement," Gore said. 

Prospects appear especially 
bright in the two most popular deer 
hunting areas, South Texas and the 
Edwards Plateau. Biologist Ernie 
Davis of Cotulla said there will be 
many good quality bucks in South 
Texas this year, with a few out-
standing trophies among them. 
Biologist Fielding Harwell of Kerr-
ville said the buck situation in the 
Edwards Plateau also is improved, 
because bucks that were part of an 
outstanding fawn crop in 1982 now 
are four years old and sporting 

,„ 	good antlers. 
While the 1985 antlerless harvest 

was a record, Gore said deer 
populations remain too high in 
many areas. "We urge hunters to 
take all the antlerless deer they are 
permitted," he said. 

The Cross Timbers and Prairies 
and Rolling Plains ecological 
region is located roughly between 
Fort Worth and Abilene in West 
Texas. Hunters harvested a record 
47,700 deer there in 1985, and 
biologist Larry Holland of 
Brownwood said deer populations 
are about the same in 1986. 
However, the abundance of forbs 
and weeds for deer food may hold

Biologist Bill Del Monte said the 
Permian Basin area surrounding 
San Angelo looks extremely good, 
with increased deer populations 
and excellent body condtion and 
antler development. 

The Post Oak Savannah is a 
long, narrow region bounded on 
the east by the Pineywoods and the 
west by the Blackland Prairie. 
Biologist John Wallace of Tyler 
said his region is similar to that of 
the Pineywoods, with fairly good 
range conditions and strong deer 
populations in most areas. Leon 
County, which traditionally has the 
highest deer harvest in the state's 
eastern half, promises good hun-
ting again this season, Wallace 
said. "Much depends on the acorn 
crop, and right now it looks like the 
upland species of oaks are not 
going to produce many acorns," he 
said. "That may help hunters at 
some point in the season." 

Becker paced the Tigers' offense, 
picking up 24 yards on 12 carries. 

Darrell Dangelmayr threw 24 
passes, completing 6 for 47 yards 
passing. Mike Adair was his 
leading receiver, catching 3 for 34 
yards. Craig Voth also added 19 
yards on 2 catches. 

Steve Knabe led the Tigers' 
defensive charge with 4 tackles and 
7 assists. Wayne Becker had 4 
tackles and 6 assists.

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COLLEGE STATION - A ven-
ture that began some three years 
ago to focus on computers and 
farming is bearing fruit. 

The Year 2000 Computerized 
Farm Project at the Stiles Farm in 
Williamson County has brought 
together microcomputers, sof-
tware packages, and farmers and 
ranchers in a unique learning envir-
onment that has put increased em-
phasis on management and 
decision-making, crucial factors 
for economic survival in today's 
agricultural industry. It also has 
involved the establishment of a 
management information system 
for an actual farming operation. 

This blend of computers, 
programs, expertise and a desire to 
learn became a reality because of 
efforts of the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service and the Texas 

Agricultural Experiment Station 
and support from the W.K. 
Kellogg Foundation, Stiles Farm 
Foundation, Texas Instruments 
Inc., John Deere Corp. and 
numerous software vendors. 

The 3,300-acre Stiles Farm, a 
non-profit, self-financing 
operation, is located on U.S. 79 
one mile east of Thrall and seven 
miles east of Taylor. 

"The need for expanding 
economics and financial 
management education for far-
mers, ranchers, educators and 
agribusiness to cope in the current 
economic environment has been 
clearly recognized, and we hope the 
computerized farm project can 
lead the way in this effort," says 
Dr. James McGrann, economist 
with the Extension Service and Ex-
periment Station. 

Computer Training Outlined 
At the Stiles Farm Computer 

Training Center that has been 
established as part of the project,

subject matter and computer ap-
plications are taught through a 
series of three-day short courses. 
These short courses provide hands-
on training in such areas as farm 
and ranch accounting, beef cattle 
performance records, stocker cat-
tle budgeting, electronic 
spreadsheets, crop production and 
financial management, cotton and 
grain marketing strategies, and 
farm and ranch financial planning 
and analysis. 

Computer short courses are held 
almost every month at the center 
and have attracted a sizeable num-
ber of farm and ranch operators, 
who have rated the training excep-
tionally high, notes McGrann. 
During the 1984-85 program year, 
more than 1,500 farmers, ranchers, 
agribusinessmen and Extension 
Service and Experiment Station 
staff viewed the computer 
operations or participated in 
training activities. 

Individuals interested in taking 
part in the computer training can 
contact McGrann in the Depar-
tment of Agricultural Economics 
at Texas A&M University or any 
county Extension office for a 
listing of short courses and 
registration information. 

Technology Demonstrated 
The center allows for the demon-

stration of technology in an on-
going commercial farm en-
vironment, an "education through 
demonstration" concept that has 
proven so effective in other Exten-
sion Service programs over the 
years, McGrann points out. 

A key part of the training facility 
is a microcomputer software 
library. "One of the real dif-
ficulties faced by farmers and ran-
chers in developing computerized 
information is software selection," 
emphasizes the economist. 
"Through the center, alternative

programs and vendors and 
distributors are brought together to 
facilitate software review and in-
crease the awareness level of Exten-
sion Service staff. During the past 
two years more than $70,000 worth 
of agricultural software has been 
supplied by vendors." 

A spinoff of recent training 
sessions at the center has been the 
formation of a computer ap-
plication user group. This group is 
composed mainly of commercial 
agricultural producers, 
agribusinessmen and lenders who 
are interested in learning about ac-
tual computer applications at the 
Stiles Farm as well as understan-
ding information needs and the 
decision-making process. 

Computerizing a Diversified Farm 
Since the farm is a highly diver-

sified operation, it puts the 
development of a management in-
formation system to the ultimate 
test, McGrann points out. The 
farm has some 2,200 acres of 
cropland and 1,100 acres of 
pasture, waterways and ponds. En-
terprises on the blacklands farm in-
clude cotton, corn, sorghum, 
wheat, oats, garden vegetables, 
hay, pasture, cow-calf, 
replacement heifers, farrow-to-
finish swine and catfish. 

In addition, a 47-acre plot is 
being used by Extension staff in 
crop and livestock demonstrations 
and evaluations. 

Currently 	the 	farm's 
management information system 
has three major components: farm 
accounting, budgeting and 
problem-specific decision aids. 
These three areas are supported by 
specific data generating and 

processing activities at the produc-
tion enterprise level. Some private 
sector software has been used in the 
system, and software has been

specifically developed in the areas 
of forage production, data collec-
tion for labor and machinery use, 
machinery management and cat-
fish record-keeping. 

Integrating Software 
"One of our main problems 

regarding such a diversified 
operation is trying to integrate sof-
tware packages into one overall 
management system," explains 
McGrann. "While truly integrated 
information systems for farms of 
this complexity are potentially 
feasible, more must be known 
about information needs and the 
decision-making process before the 
additional cost can be justified." 

Collecting data and transferring 
that data into a computer remains 
largely a human effort that is 
costly, points out the economist. 
At Stiles Farm, several applications 
of electronic technology for this ac-
tivity are being developed and 
tested: an electronic weather 
station that stores data and 
automatically transfers the infor-
mation to a computer every 24 
hours, a data logger that replaces 
handwritten data collection, in-
frared data transmitters for the 
swine record system, electronic 
collection of pest counts, and a 
computer-monitored tractor. 

In the final analysis, the com-
puter system at Stiles Farm is an 
educational endeavor as well as a 
practical management system 
aimed at improving the decision-
making process. Having access to 
more and better in formation 
should lead to more profitable 
decisions relating to cost control, 
production management and 
choice of enterprise combination, 
says McGrann.

Each year gardeners plan to save 
seed from some of their favorite 
plants. If you want to save seed for 
next year's planting, be sure to 
allow the seed to become air dry. 
Then you should place seeds in 
some type of airtight container and 
store them in your refrigerator. 
Label your container so that you 
will know the proper variety and 
plant. Remember that seeds from 
hybrid plants will seldom resemble 
the parent plant. 

Your garden's soil fertility and 
physical condition can be greatly 
improved by the incorporation of 
organic matter, too. 

Fall is an excellent time to collect 
unused vegetable parts from the 
garden to return to the soil. This in-
cludes lawn clippings, leaf rakings, 
and other plant matter that is free 
of disease and nematodes as it will 
all aid in building up the organic 
matter content of the soil. 

Plant nutrients and other 
minerals required for plant growth 
are contained in blackened plant 
remains and other organic wastes. 
To obtain complete decom-
position, add about two pounds of 
a complete fertilizer per 100 square 
feet of bed area as the bacteria and 
other organisms must have 
nitrogen to do a good job of 
decomposing the organic matter. 

These elements, vital for healthy 
plant life, are released to the new 
plants once the organic matter is 
decomposed and are thus released 
and recycled. 

A compost pile is also a good way 
to utilize organic wastes. The par-
tially digested compost, or 
homemade humus, is high in 
organic matter. Use this when tran-
splanting trees and bushes, or as a 
topdressing in preparing garden 
beds. 

This organic matter improves the 
general physical properties of the 
soil as it causes better soil structure, 
increases pore volume of the soil, 
improves moisture retention, and 
allows more efficient utilization of 
fertilizer applications. This means 
that sticky clay soils can be changed 
into more manageable clumps 
forming a loamy soil. Adding 
organic matter to loose, droughty 
sand will help it hold plant nutrien-
ts and moisture, thus improving 
plant growth.  

In both cases, the soil particles 
are less tightly packed together and 
the increased pore space allows ex-
cess moisture to now through. 
These pore spaces in the soil also 
allow better air exchange, thus im-
proving the oxygen supply in the 
soil. Oxygen is vital for good plant 
root functions and growth.
