A 	well-attended 	Muenster 
Chamber of Commerce monthly 
luncheon meeting lasted well past 
the usual adjournment time 
Tuesday as Muenster Mayor 
Richard Grewing carried Muen-
ster's garbage plight "to the 
people." Grewing, City Manager 
Joe Fenton and Alderman Willie 
Wimmer explained the many 
problems and corrective measures 
taken --  in -response to the many 
complaints about increased gar-
bage rates. Costly problems and 
headaches for the city included: 
• Losing the old dumpsite on Art 
Bayer's property, then needing 
legal assistance and a Sheriff's 
Deputy to retrieve equipment left 
there. The equipment - a trailer 
with tank to fight possible fires -
had flat tires and was chained to 
some of Art Bayer's equipment. 

• Professional engineer costs of 
$1,000 to $1,500 to make tests on 
the proposed new dumpsite on 
Grady McElreath's property. 

• Core analyses of the new site 
which costs $I ,100 each. 

• Legal expenses at $200 per 
hour. 

• Continuing fees and equipment 
expense to dump garbage tem-
porarily at a Gainesville landfill. 

Mayor Grewing said, "This is 
costing money and legal 
proceedings are not even started." 
He cited opposition by Charles 
Bartush, Sr., King Koch, Doug 
Robison and Art Bayer as a major 
reason the city does not yet have a 
state permit to use the new landfill. 
The Soil Conservation Service and 
professional engineers have called 
it a very good and safe landfill site. 
Grewing said all state directions 
would be followed, dams would be 
built to keep trash in and water out 
of the dump. Water standing in the 
pit would have to be sucked out and 
taken to the sewer plant. All gar-
bage must be enclosed during tran-

Several members present asked 
what they could do to help. The 
mayor asked for word-of-mouth 
and understanding. He said,

site last week for inspection pur-
poses. The inspection was prom-
pted by allegations from attorney 
Mary Kelley and engineer Robert 
S. Kier during a closed meeting in 
Austin with the State Health 
Department. Kelley and Kier, 
representing area residents Charles 
Bartush Sr., King Koch and Doug 
Robison, contended that the old 
landfill site on Art Bayer's proper-
ty north of Muenster had been 
poorly maintained and possibly 
had been used to dump hazardous 
wastes. 

Wednesday morning, Dec. 10, 
Anderson reported by phone that 
problems he saw on the site were 
negligible.

When questioned Wednesday 
about the alleged $1,000.00 rent 
demand, Bayer replied, "I was get-
ting $250.00 a month for a one and 
one-half year extended contract in 
order for the city to have time to get 
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minutes to one hour of work would 
completely clean up the site for 
closure by the state. He said no 
major dirt work was needed. The 
barrels possibly containing hazar-
dous chemicals were empty, bur-
ned out and corroded. Very little 
burned debris remained un-
covered. When asked about what 
remedial action the state would 
require and when, he stated, "No 
hurry because the exposed area is 
very minimal and not hazardous. 
I've got a hundred unauthorized 
dump areas with open faces in 
much worse shape than this one.

The Texas Water Development 
Board has directed its staff to 
publish for public comment a 
proposed rule change that would 
require Board approval of an ap-
plicant's water conservation plan 
before the release of Board funds 
to build a water-related project, 
but not as part of the Board's initial 
commitment to provide financial 
assistance to build the project. 

The state water plan legislation 
approved last year by Texas voters 
requires a local government ap-
plying for financial assistance from 
the Board to develop and im-
plement a water conservation 
program. 

Under 	provisions of 	the 
proposed rule change, an applicant 
would have the option of submit-
ting its water conservation plan to 
the Board for approval when the 
application is first considered, or a 
a subsequent meeting of the Board 
after the Board has made the initial 

commitment but before funds are 
actually released. 

The Board also directed that the 
rule amendment should allow the 
Board the opportunity to change 
the amount of its initial financial 
commitment to a project if the con-
servation plan shows that a smaller 
commitment is adequate. 

The Board also directed its staff 
to include in the rules a 
requirement that a member of the 
Board's water conservation staff 
meet with a potential applicant in 
the pre-application process. 

The changes in the water conser-
vation requirements were 
suggested by the Board's staff in an 
attempt to help streamline the ap-
plication process. The staff attem-
pts to provide loan commitments to 
local governments as soon as 
possible to avoid delaying the con-
struction of needed water supply 
and wastewater treatment projects

Toys are part of the excitement 
of Christmas for children around 
the world, and nowhere but in the 
U.S. is there such variety. This time 
of year, stores display thousands of 
toys aimed at every age group. 

But the Texas Department of 
Health's (TDH) Product Safety 
Branch, in conjunction with the 
U.S. Consumer Product Safety 
Commission (CPSC), works hard 
to see that children will not get 
some toys - certain toys found to be 
dangerous or even life-threatening. 

Throughout the year, CPSC and 
TDH must inspect and test 
thousands of kinds of toys made in 
this country as well as overseas. 
And each year, they find some 
toys that contain hazardous 
materials such as lead paint. 

Other toys are poorly designed, 
with small parts that can be 
detached or broken from the larger 
toy and swallowed by young 
children.

propriate labeling for the intended 
age group, add to the possibility 
that a child may be hurt or killed. 

In 1985, some 608,000 children 
were injured by hazardous or 
defective toys in the U.S. And 22 of 
them died. 

So far in 1986, 55 different toys 
have been found to be unsafe, and 
their manufacturers were ordered 
to recall them. Among them are: an 
assortment of baby rattles and 
pacifiers which could cause 
choking; some stuffed animals 
with easily swallowed eyes, noses 
and ornaments; crib toys likely to 
cause strangulation; and a number 
of imported toys which contained 
lead paint. 

Most recently publicized is the 
recall of 1.5 million Voltron Lions, 
toys imported from Taiwan. The 
metal toy robot, which transforms 
into other toys, contains lead paint, 
which is poisonous. It was offered 
in two sizes, 11 inches and six in-
ches tall. The same toy, made of 

plastic and manufactured in Japan, 
is considered safe, but consumers 
are cautioned to double-check the 
packaging when buying the 
product. 

Dan Sowards, chief of the TDH 
Product Safety Branch, said, "The 
majority (about 68 percent) of toys 
recalled as safety hazards each year 
are imported. American manufac-
turers are more conscious of safety 
regulations than some toy makers 
overseas. Some foreign manufac-
turers are known for making toys 
that have had to be recalled, and 
the U.S. Customs Service has 
begun alerting CPSC to the arrival 
of those products. 

"There is only so much the 
regulatory agencies can do to en-
sure that toys are safe for the kids 
who get them," Sowards said. 
"The bulk of the responsibility will 
always lie with the adults who buy 
the toys." 

Sowards explained that adults 
should check any toy for defective 
material, detachable parts, and age 
appropriateness. "Plain common 
sense on the part of a parent, such 
as not giving a two-year-old a toy 
meant for older kids, often can 
prevent tragedy," he said. 

Sowards urged parents who find 
toys to be defective, dangerous or 
mislabeled to notify him at (512) 
458-7519, or call the Consumer 
Product Safety Commission toll-
free at 1-800-638-CPSC.

McALLEN - "We are part of the 
world market whether we like it or 
not," Texas Farm Bureau 
President S.M. True told delegates 
to the organization's 53rd annual 
meeting Monday night, Dec. I. 

"Since World War II, 
agricultural productivity has 
grown twice as fast as our domestic 
markets," True said. "So far, 
we've been able to export most of 
our surplus. We must now export 
to survive." 

The Plainview farmer said far-
mers and ranchers cannot expect all 
of the conditions to come together 
as they did in the 1970s to provide 
the rapid growth experienced then. 

"We must adjust to a period of 
slower growth," he said. 

The farm leader told TFB 
delegates that one of the big 
problems facing farmers is the 
large carryover of most crops in the 
federal farm program. 

"The good news is that these 
stocks are coming down," he said. 

True said agriculture is vitally af-
fected by the landmark legislation 
passed by the 99th congress 
including Gramm-Rudman, tax 
reform, immigration reform and 
the 1985 Farm Bill. 

"In the case of the Farm Bill," 
he said, "we already see evidence 
of it working. We need to give it 
time to work." 

The farm leader told the 
delegates that other major in-
dustries in this country have had 
problems similar to those in 
agriculture. 

"Their troubles were caused by 
the same factors that hurt 
agriculture," he said, "including 
inflation, federal deficit spending 
and increased competition from 
abroad. 

The Committee for Thorough 
Agricultural Political Education of 
Associated Milk Producers, Inc. 
(C-TAPE), has reported a "win 
ratio" of 93 percent for the 283 
U.S. Senate and House races which 
it participated in during the 1986 
elections. This ranks among the 
highest success ratios achieved by 
any political action committee in 
the nation. 

"This is a very positive and 
tangible step forward for dairy 
farm families," commented C-
TAPE Chairman Keith Kerr, a 
dairy farmer from Postville, Iowa. 
"We look forward to working with 
the new 100th Congress on the 
critical challenges facing dairy 
farmers and rural Americans in 
general."

The cotton and grain farmer said 
the greatest test farmers face on the 
state level is the threat to 
agriculture's sales tax exemptions 
in the upcoming Legislature. 

"There is talk of revamping the 
entire tax system," he said. "One 
idea is to remove all exemptions ex-
cept for food and medicine and 
then lower the rate substantially. 
Such a move could cause 
agriculture's exemptions to be lost 
in the shuffle." 

Since the sales tax was enacted in 
Texas, the Legislature has acted in 
accordance with the State Con-
stitution and exempted feed, seed, 
fertilizer, machinery and other in-
puts. 

True said exemptions from the 
sales tax on raw inputs to the 
manufacturing process is a com-
mon rule in Texas to encourage a 
positive economic climate. 

"Farmers and ranchers vitally 
need an effective farm 
organization to represent them in 
this uncertain future," True told 
the delegates. "It is in your hands 
to decide what kind of Farm 
Bureau we will have for the job at 
hand." 

• • • 

McALLEN • • In what Texas 
Farm Bureau President S.M. True 
called a "landmark meeting," 
delegates to the 53rd Annual Con-
vention of the organization held 
last week made several key policy 
moves. 

One of those was the creation of 
a political action committee, which 
the delegates approved in an at-
tempt to offset the loss of rural 
representation in the Texas 
Legislature in the last few years. 

located throughout the Midwest, 
South and Southwest, producing 
more than 13 percent of the 
nation's milk supply. C-TAPE is 
funded by voluntary contributions 
from AMPI members and is bi-
partisan in its approach. 

C-TAPE participated in the 
campaign efforts of a total of 283 
U.S. Congressional candidates in 
44 states: 262 of these candidates 
won and 21 lost for a win ratio of 93 
percent. For the Senate, 20 out of 
25 C-TAPE supported candidates 
won. For the House of Represen-
tatives, 242 out of 258 C-TAPE 
supported candidates were elected. 

The other was the approval of a 
10-year plan of action for Texas 
Farm Bureau, which calls for ex-
panded programs in legislative ac-
tivities, marketing, public 
education and information. To 
provide financing for the expanded 
programs and existing programs, 
the delegates increased annual dues 
to the state organization by $4 per 
member per year. 

In other action, True was elected 
by acclamation to his fifth con-
secutive one-year term as president 
of the state's largest farm 
orgnanization. True is a cotton, 
soybean, grain sorghum and wheat 
farmer from Plainview. 

Following the convention, the 
board of directors re-elected John 
Baker of Temple as vice-president 
and Neal Burnett of Plainview as 
secretary-treasurer. 

The 1,150 voting delegates to the 
convention addressed several 
issues relating to state and national 
policies. The newly adopted state 
policies will become part of the 
state organization's lobbying ef-
forts in Austin. The national policy 
recommendations will be forwar-
ded to the American Farm Bureau 
for consideration at its annual con-
vention in January in Anaheim, 
California. 

Under state policies, Farm 
Bureau delegates considered 
several resolutions concerning 
taxes and financing of state gover-
nment. Included in those was a call 
for a statewide referendum on a 
lottery, parimutuel betting on a 
local option basis, returning state 
spending to 1984-85 levels and 
broadening the sales tax base. 

The group also passed several 
resolutions which seek legislation  

preventing nuclear and toxic waste 
from being stored on or beneath 
productive agricultural land and in 
areas with large underground water 
reservoirs. 

In the area of government farm 
programs, the delegates affirmed 
their support for the 1985 Farm 
Bill, with some changes. They 
prefer a marketing loan program 
for "major exporting com-
modities," and would like to see 
sodbuster and swampbuster 
provisions removed or drastically 
altered. 

The 	delegates 	approved 
resolutions supporting the 
National Beef Promotion and 
Research Program and a national 
mandatory production control 
program for dairy. 

Several awards were presented at 
the convention, including the Out-
standing Young Farmer and Ran-
cher Award, which went to dairy 
farmer Russell Boerning and his 
wife, Margie, of Floresville. Run-
ners-up were Bryan and Cecilia 
Dishman of Beaumont and Steve 
and Joyce Pat man of Waxahachie. 

In other TFB convention con-
tests, Carrie Hart, 18, of Gruver, 
was crowned Miss TFB. She is a 
freshman at Texas Tech University 
and will receive a $1,500 scholar-
ship and a wardrobe from Texas 
Farm Bureau. 

Brian Christian of Lampasas 
won the talent find competition. 
The sophomore music major at 
Abilene Christian College received 
a $1,500 scholarship for winning 
the contest. 

Ronnie Temple of Colmesneil 
won the free enterprise speech con-
test. Temple, 16, received a $2,000 
scholarship.
