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Since I've been in the army I've
been advised umpteen gillion times
never to volunteer or stick out my
neck. 8o I have nobody but my-
self to blame for what’s happen-
ing to me now. -

Early last week I decided to ac-
company a friend to some of his
classes on mess management. Hav-
ing an opportunity to break away
from the job for a few hours I
was going to sit in just for fun
and pick up what ideas I could on
the subject. Next thing I knew I
was officially enrolled in the class.
The colonel said that anyone suf-
ficiently interested te attend on
his own initiative should have an
opportunity to take the course.
So I'm destined to spend the
greater part of the coming month
attending conferences and snoop-
ing around mess halls. Even help-
ing prepare some meals. The army
figures that a guy doesn't know
anything about food or mess man-
agement until he knows something
about cooking and baking. I hope
I won't be expected to learn about
KP duties the same way.

After sitting througn a few lect-
ures I'm not so very somry I was
roped in — in spite of my dis-
like for kitchen jobs. The subject
is interesting. Quite important too.
In fact I'm almost convinced that
the kitchen is the most important
spot in any army unit.

That old line again. Back at
OCS, I recall, each department
rated its course above every other.
Gunnery said you gotta deliver the
fire. Motor Transport said you
gotta get the stuff to the right
place on time. Communication
said you gotta be in constant
touch with other units. Tactics
said you gotta outsmart the enemy
Similarly Mess Management says
you gotta feed the boys or the
whole shebang will fold up.

Obviously all of them are cor-
rect. So instead of trying to deter-
mine relative importance let’s just
agree that every job is essential
and must be done efficiently if
the unit as a whole is to function
efficiently.

A mess officer, if he’s going to
be really on the beam has to wor-
ry about a lot of things. First of
all he’'s the army’s number one
morale builder. He’s got to see
that the boys eat well. Which
means that there’s plenty of food
and it tastes good. Any time you
see a battery that doesn’t gripe
about the chow you see a good
outfit. I suppose the mess officer’s |
greatest ambition is to have his
men actually brag about the food.
And when you see such an outfit
you can bet on it to go places a-
gainst any competition.

Besides being tasty and attrac-
tive meals have to be balanced.
Proteins, carbohydrates, minerals,
vitamins and all that in the pro-
per proportion. The army wants
to keep its men in tip-top condi-
tion, free from pallegra, scurvy
and all those other mal-nutrition
diseases that used to put a crimp
in the old time armies. The pol-
icy is getting results. Good food
is entitled to a lot of the credit
for the good records now being
turned in by the American forces.

Conversely, inadequate “diets
have played a major part in some
of our early defeats in this war.
On Bataan ,for instance, after
supplies had been cut off for
months and the men had to sur-
vive on rice and mule meat dis-
ease set in and caused more troub-
le than the enemy.

Aother vital mess problem is
economy. Nowadays especially
when we're threatened with a cri-
tical food shortage. Here's what
really calls on a mess manager’s
ingenuity. He is haunted on the
one hu;d by the thought of dis-
carding’'food that might be edible,
on the other by the dread of serv-
ing a dose of food poisoning.

Back in the days of plenty the
policy was to play safe. Save noth-
ing that was subject to spoilage.
In fact, save practically nothing at
all. As a result pig herds were
regularly treated to steaks, pies,
puddings, fruits, bread and a lot
of other things that most people
would never consider throwing
away. Waste was taken so much
for granted that some complaints
were made against the more prac-

StrayDogs Killing
Farmers’ Animals In

County Must Stop

Farmers who find their flocks
of turkeys, chickens, sheep and
in some cases, calves, falling prey
to stray dogs received some con-
solation Friday from a warning
issued by County Agent Albert
Brient to all farmers and ranch-
ers.

“This situation must be reme-
died” he said, ‘‘and we are warn-
ing all farmers and ranchmen to
get rid of all stray dogs and cats
because they are causing a great
loss in food needed for the war
effort. In some cases farmers have
lost as many as 100 turkeys; other
ranchmen have lost a number of
sheep. It may be that stray dogs
or cats have not bothered you, but
they may strike at any time.”

For the benefit of farmers who
do not know how to obtain gun
shells for the purpose of killing
stray dogs, cats and varmints,
shells may be obtained by making
application at hardware stores,
Mr. Brient said.

“There is a great number of

"I farmers and ranchmen who place

poison on their farms for the pur-
pose of killing stray dogs. There
fore dog owners afe urged to keep
their pets on their own property
and feed them so they will not
roam over the community.”

“We do not want to kill any of
the good dogs which are properly
taken care of,” he continued. ‘“Our
advice to dog owners is to get rid
of stray dogs and take proper care
of those you want to keep.

“Also we are warning the resi-
dents of Gainesville, Muenster,
Valley View and all towns in
Cooke County to get rid of stray
dogs which may roam out to farms
where poison has been placed. We
can't afford to let stray dogs ruin
our meat supply.”

Left-over peas may be added to a
salad or mixed with carrots for
the next meal. Practically every-
thing that can be salvaged from
a meal is saved. The only restric-
tion is that no item is to be served
later than the evening meal of
