out 01 production and cleared 
acres of timber and brush to plant 
Midland bermudagrass and Klc-
ingrass on his farm. He has yuchi 
clover, vetch and button clover 
overseeded in the bermudagrass 
fields. 

The Binfords realize the impor-
tance of applying conservation 
Practices and the advantages of 
managing a good cover on their 
soil. 

They presently run cross-bred 
mother cows and cross-bred 
heifers as stocker calves on their 
farm. They utilize part of the grass 
forage for hay production. A 
sound fertilizer and weed control 
program is carried out on the farm 
to help reach desired production. 

With the management practices 
carried out they have improved 
the wildlife habitat on the farm 
which provides excellent food, 
shelter and cover for deer and wild 
turkey. 

Tom and Mary purchased the 
farm in 1958. Part of the farm has 
been in Tom's family for many 
years. In 1863 it was once owned 
by his great-grandfather. 

Tom said, "The front was 
known as one of the sorriest farms 
back in the 30's." Through apply-
ing conservation practices and 
hard work, the Binfords have im-

May 10-16 has been declared 
National Nursing Home Week 
and it is a good reminder that we 
need to reach out to our elderly 
who happen to no longer be living 
in our houses and neighborhoods, 
but who are still very much with 
us. 

People who work in nursing 
homes say nothing is more mean-
ingful to their residents than 
visitors, conversation and the 
human touch. Those are simple 
things we can all give, but there is 
also a lot to be gained. 

The theme for Nursing Home 
Week this year is "Discover Life's 
Treasures - Visit a Nursing Home 
Resident." Most nursing home 
residents are in their 70s and 80s

Noted suicide expert Dr. John 

Hippie will talk about warning 
signs, prevention and intervention 
dealing especially with adolescent 
suicide during a 7:30 p.m. presen-
tation Monday, May 11, at the 
Sacred Heart Community Center. 

Hippie, associate professor of 
education at North Texas State 
University, is a well-known 
authority in the field of suicide 
and will speak about symptoms of 
depression and patterns of 
behavior in children and 
adolescents who may be con-
templating suicide and how 
parents, teachers and other signifi-
cant individuals in young people's 
lives should react to these warning 
signs before it's too late. 

"In this country, there is a very 
immediate need because the 
tragedy of suicide has been ex-
perienced first-hand by many peo-
ple," Hippie said. He estimates 
between 200 and 300 children 
under the age of 12 actually com-
mit suicide annually but a large 
number, about 100,000 children 
under the age of 14, die from self-
poisoning, many cases of which 
experts feel are not accidental. 
About 25,000 children under 12 
are hospitalized each year for 
suicide ,,qt;empjs,, , and it is 
estimated that 250,000 children in 
this country portray suicidal 
tendencies. 

"We basically need to realize 
how kids are in pain, how they are 
showing us that pain and how we 
can relate to that," Hippie said. 
He said it's extremely important 
that people aggressively look for 
warning signs of depression and 
suicide so that lives can be saved. 

An estimated one-third of all 
high school students will become 
seriously depressed each year to 
the point where their lives will 
change dramatically, Hippie said. 
Between 10 to 15 percent of high 
school students in this country 
have already attempted suicide 
which is the number two killer

among adolescents behind the 
number one killer, accidents. 
"They come to look at suicide as a 
coping mechanism," Hippie said. 

The recent suicide of prominent 
athletes like wrestler Mike Von 
Erich and former Dallas Cowboy 
lineman Larry Bethea are especial-
ly dangerous for young 
adolescents since many times they 
look to sports heroes as role 
models. 

"Here you have these famous 
people, and they don't make it," 
Hippie said. "Many young people 
think, 'If they can't make it when 
they had it all, how can l?' " 

Many of the warning signs for 
suicide were obvious with Von 
Erich including the loss of a 
brother, the drunk-driving and 
assault charges, and the low self-
esteem from the difficulty in retur-
ning to top wrestling form follow-
ing a bout with toxic-shock syn-
drome, he said. 

"The Von Erich family shows 
us how often we don't put the 
pieces of pain together," Hippie 
said. "There was a lot there to in-
dicate he was in pain, but we don't 
respond to the pattern."

"For those 
already deeply in pain, the press 
accounts are not a cause, but I do 
think it speeds up the process," he 
said. "No one takes a stand. The 
press should be action-oriented 
and tell us how we can reach out 
and help people to handle it."

TPWD slates 
new catch, 
release program 
The Texas Parks and Wildlife 

Department and the privately en-
dowed Lone Star Lunker Founda-
tion have announced a new incen-
tive program to encourage anglers 
to release trophy-sized fish of 19 
species. 

The "Lone Star Lunker Catch 
& Release Program" (C&R) will 
award an attractive medallion to 
any angler who can furnish 
documentation that he caught and 
released a fish meeting minimum 
length requirements for the 
species. 

The C&R Program is an adjunct 
to the "Operation Share A Lone 
Star Lunker" program. The 
lunker program allows fishermen 

to loan 13-pound-plus largemouth 
bass to the department's hatchery 
program. 

"The foundation originally 
thought of starting a catch and 
release program for largemouth 
bass, since the lunker program 
deals with that species," Roth 
said, "but we realized that the 
catch and release concept is a 

universal one and important to all 
game fish species." 

Roth added that C&R will use 
inch measurements instead of 
weights in order to minimize 
handling of fish and to promote 
the idea of "paper" tournaments 
wherein fish are measured and 
released instead of being 
transported to a central weigh-in 
site. 

Dr. Gary Matlock, director of 
the two TPWD's Fisheries Divi-
sion, said, "Keeping track of big 
fish caught by anglers aids the 
department in determining the 
success of its management pro-
grams like stocking Florida bass 
and size, bag and possession 
limits." 

Anglers catching a big fish that 
might qualify for the C&R pro-
gram will be required to measure 
the fish in the presence of a 
witness and complete a form 
similar to the TPWD's "Award of 
Fishing Merit" forms used in the 
past. A photograph of the fish 
while being measured would be 
useful to the department and also 
to the angler who can use it in ob-
taining a reproduction of the fish, 
Matlock said. The form should be 
sent to the department which will 
mail a medallion to the angler. 

Minimum length requirements  
for the eligible freshwater species  
are: largemouth bass, 25 inches;  
spotted bass, 20; striped bass, 35;  
hybrid striped bass, 25 

smallmouth bass, 20; crappie, 15 

channel catfish, 30; blue catfish 
45; flathead catfish, 45; walleye 
25; rainbow trout, 15; sunfish, 10;  
and white bass, 15. 

Saltwater minimum lengths arc 
spotted seatrout, 25 inches; black 
drum, 40; red chum, 30; southern 
flounder, 25; snook, 30; tarpon 
60; and king mackerel, 50. 

The round medallions are about  
one inch in diameter, and a 
separate medallion has been pro-
duced for each species. The pro-
gram is expected to start in mid-

summer, according to Bil l 
Rutledge, hatchery Chief for the 

TPWD.

The Zone 1 winners are George 
and Nancy Deen of Fort Worth. 
In 1971 they purchased a 
1,650-acre farm located on Salona 
Road in Montague County. 

At that time the land was 
covered in timber, gullies and 
native grass. George wanted to 
develop the farm into a viable cat-
tle operation. When he purchased 
the land he stocked it with 75 
Charolais, a breed that George has 
continued with since. 

George wanted to improve the 
land and increase its productivity. 
To assist him in carrying out his 
objective, a conservation plan was 
developed by the Soil Conserva-
tion Service. Also, Deen entered 

Teamwork improves farm 
the Critical Area Treatment Pro-
gram which included the gullied 
areas on the farm. 

George was anxious to get 
started with improvements on the 
farm, so the first year the cleared 
areas and old pastures were plow-
ed and planted to improve grasses. 

The next year the gullies were 
tackled. Since there was a large 
amount of work to be done on the 
ranch, George purchased two 
dozers to carry out the plan. 
Gullies were shaped and timber 
cleared from the eroding areas. 
Following the shaping, the areas 
were deep plowed for proper 
seedbed preparation and planted 
to grass. 

Critical areas always need 
special attention. Fertilizer rates 
are doubled as well as grass sprigg- Seple• 
ing rates. Fertilizer was applied at 
an 80-80-80 rate and sprigs at 30 
cubic feet per acre rate. As with all 
grass planting stories, not all were 
successful. Some areas and some 
fields had to be replanted. Todas 
the ranch has about 230 acres in 
kliengrass, 70 acres in lovegra, 
and the remaining in ber-
mudagrass. Part of the farm is in 
bottomland and 150 acres of ber-
muda have been overseeded to 
fescue grass. In the fall the ber-

"Needlegrass and weeds won't 
run very many cattle," states 
Duane Robertson of Nocona. 

Duane and his wife Pam 
operate approximately 340 acres 7 
miles east of Nocona. Duane mov-
ed back to the farm in 1982. After 
several years of low cattle prices 
and high fertilizer costs, the farm 
was in need of some help. 

One hundred acres of coastal 
bermudagrass was fertilized. The 
weeds were sprayed and the grass 
deferred for several months. The 
road to recovery had started. 

Fifty acres of bermudagrass 
were planted to further increase 
production and control erosion. 

Plains bluestem was added to 32 
acres of shallow, gullied land and 
is making excellent cover and 
good cattle grazing. 

Some 	pastures 	needed 
mechanical treatment to control 
the erosion. Gullies were shaped 
and vegetated. A Grade Stabiliza-
tion Structure was installed to pro-
vide a safe place to stop shaping 
and to drop the water to a lower 
elevation without causing erosion. 

Duane runs stocker calves on 
wheat and needed to lengthen the 
grazing season. Arrowleaf clover 
was the answer, and it was 
established on several of the 
cropland fields. His Conservation 
Tillage procedures enhance the 

clover and promotes the reseeding 
process. 

Diversion terraces have been 
constructed to cut outside water 
off some cropland fields. Parallel 
field terraces have also been con-
structed to help control the ero-
sion on his wheat land. 

Several ponds and crossfences 
have been constructed to imple-
ment a grazing system that 
enhances forage production for 
grazing and haying. 

The directors of the Upper Elm-
Red Soil Conservation District 
compliment Duane for a good job 
of farm renovation and name him 
as Zone II Outstanding Conser-
vation Rancher.

Agricultural scientists estimate 
that 64 percent of the cropland in 
the U.S. is in need of better con-
servation practices. Approximate-
ly 16 million acres need to be con-
verted from cropland to perma-
nent cover of trees or grass. 

Removal of forest and grass 
cover to permit intensive cropping 
of the land has had a triple effect. 
First, a large proportion of the 
rain, instead of being held back 
and absorbed to form a subsurfact 
reservoir, runs off, forming gullies 
dnd carrying top soil into streams 
and rivers. Secondly, the soil, con-
taining a smaller amount of per-
manent pasture, is more suscepti-
ble to drought. Thirdly, during 
dry spells, high winds strip off 
enormous amounts of top soil, 
carrying it away as dust. 

As compared with plowed land, 
it is estimated that grass-covered 
soil retains two to three times as 
much water from a given rainfall 
and that forests in turn retain 
twice as much as do pastures. 

Prescriptions to retard damage 
include: 

I) Contour farming across the 
slopes, rather than up and down 
the slopes. 

2) Building brush and long 

dams across gullies and small 
streams. 

3) Retention and/or develop-
ment of woodlots on farms and 
planting of trees to serve as wind-
breaks to prevent wind erosion. 

4) Rotation of crops, including, 
in the cycle, the raising of grasses 
and soil enriching plants, such as 
clover and other legume,

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Innovative farmers receive award 
The U.S. flag flies high near the 

corner of the house representing 
the 655-acre farm owned by Billy 
and Mergie Farr. 

The Farrs are the Zone IV 
Outstanding Conservation 
Farmers for 1986 in Cooke Coun-
ty. Their farm is located five miles 
southwest of Gainesville. 

The Farrs became co-operators 
with the Upper Elm-Red Soil and 

Water Conservation District in 
1960. Since that time they have 
carried out their conservation plan 
by applying conservation practices 
on the farm. Their major ac-
complishments include: Pasture 
and Hayland Planting, Brush 
Management and Pasture and 
Hayland Management. 

The 655-acre farm is mainly 
coastal bermudagrass with some 
timber still on the farm. The 
coastal bermudagrass pastures  

provide forage for 150 cross-breed 
mother cows and 40 cross-breed 
heifers. Hay is produced and 
utilized as needed. A fertilizer and 
weed control program is also car-
ried out. 

There is a special conservation 

feature on the Farr farm. Coastal 
bermudagrass was first sprigged 

Conservation tillage has become 
an accepted method of farming in 
the Blacklands of Texas. Over 12 
percent of farmers in Texas are us-
ing conservation tillage. 

Wheat, grain sorghum and corn 
are the major crops grown in the 
Blacklands. Their residues follow-
ing harvest are maintained on the 
soil surface in such a way that at 
least 30 percent of the soil surface 
is covered after the next crop is 
planted. Then the crop will grow 
and provide a canopy for erosion 
control. Residues are maintained 
on the surface by using non-
inversion tillage implements such 
as chisels, field cultivators and 
limited disking. Planters are 
equipped with coulters and disk 
openers so they can operate in the 
"trash" or crop residue. 

The use of herbicides and fer-
tilizers require a higher degree of 
management but there is data 
available from proven operations 
that take much of the risk from a 
beginner. 

The 	surface 	cover 
characteristics of conservation 
tillage reduces soil erosion as 
much as 50 to 90 percent com-
pared to plow tillage. The public 
as well as farmers benefit from 
this erosion control as it protects 
the productivity of our lands for 
future generations. 

Conservation tillage does not fit 
in all operations but many farmers 
have developed systems that work 
well for their particular soil and 
crop. 

Contact your Soil Conservation 
Service Office for assistance in 
planning a conservation tillage 
system. You can reduce soil ero-
sion, use soil moisture more effi-
ciently, lessen soil compaction and 
save oil and toil.

Billy believed there had to be a 
better and easier way so he began 
baling the roots. He was one 01 
the first to put roots in bales using 
the square hay baler. 

Billy and Mergie team up and 
work together on the farm. Mergic 
said, "I'm Billy's helper." She 
works right along with him. He 
digs and bales the roots while

mile of where he was born. Mr. 
Strawn is now 81 years young. 

In 1934 E.B. built and moved 
into the home he still lives in to-
day. In 1935 he married Leona 
Taylor of Dorchester. They have 
been married for 51 years and 
have three sons and two 
daughters. All three of the sons 
are in the farming and ranching 
business in Grayson County. 

E.B. is a full-time farmer and 
has been all of his life. He owns 
and operates 2655 acres of 
cropland and 697 acres of 
pastureland. At present his cropp-
ing system consists of a rotation of 
small grain and grain sorghum. 
He also has a commercial herd of 
cow-calf pairs and stocker calves. 

E.B. became a member of the 
Soil and Water Conservation 
District in 1952. He has worked 
with the District through the SCS 
in carrying out conservation on his 
land. Since 1952, he has shaped 
and sodded 26 acres to grass 
waterways to provide safe outlets 
for his terrace systems. To break 
up the slope of his land and to 
control water erosion on his 
cropland fields, E.B. has installed 
146,327 feet of terraces. This is 
just under 28 miles which protects 
700 acres of land from erosion. 
The old terrace systems were built 
by himself with a blade pulled 
behind a F-14 Farmall tractor. In 
1983, he tore down and rebuilt 
57,825 feet of parallel terraces. 
E.B. said that these terraces cost 
more to construct than he paid for 
the farm when he bought it in the 
1930s. 

Management is applied to the 
other additional land by leaving 
crop residues on or near the soil 
surface until seedbeds are  

prepared for the next crop. 
In 1964 E.B. was one of the first 

landowners to give an easement 
for the construction of flood 
prevention structure 20 of the East 
Fork Above Laven Watershed. 
This structure helps insure safety 
below the dam. 

E.B. has sprigged some of the 
pasture land to bermudagrass, 
especially where the native stands 
were very weak. All pastures are 
managed with as much rotation 
and deferment as possible.

muda pastures are oserseeded 
with a Hay-Busier, no-till drill, to 
rye grass. Fescue and rye help 
carry livestock through the winter 
and cut down on feed purchases. 
Along with the grass planting, 16 
ponds have been constructed for 
erosion control and livestock 
water. Two flood control dams 
were also constructed on the 
ranch, and several miles of cross 
fences have been erected for good 
grass management. 

In 1972, C.R. Riggs and his 
wife, Waldene, came to work for 
Deen. Originally Riggs worked 
and managed Deen's ranch in 
Wise County. However, this ranch 
was sold in 1980 and the Riggs 
have been on the Montague ranch 
since. C.R. is an old-time cowman 
from West Texas. He is a cons-
cientious manager devoted to 
good grass management and pro-
per animal care. 

Assisting him on the ranch is 
Sammy Patton, also from the 
Panhandle. These two "cowboys" 
spend long hours carefully 
monitoring herds determining 
when cattle need to be moved 
from one pasture to another. 
Spring time is especially a busy 
time as Riggs and Patton must 
watch cows for calving problems. 

Spring time also means fertilizing 
and weed spray on pastures. Weed 
spray and fertilizer is an absolute 
essential to maintaining improved 
grasses. 

One pond is under current con-
struction and another is being 
planned. One electric cross fence 
will be installed to separate a 
lovegrass patch from an area 
planted in kleingrass. The fields 
separated can be better managed 
by preventing livestock from graz-
ing one grass species and ignoring 
another. 

Today the Deen ranch runs 160 
mother cows, 52 replacement 
heifers, 87 steers, 87 yearlings and 
12 bulls. That's a big improve-
ment over a 75 herd beginning. 
C.R. will tell you that the 75 herd 
required more hay in one year 
than today's herd will require in 
three. 

The Deen ranch continues to 
maintain and improve the farm. 
George Deen, C.R. Riggs and Sam 
Patton - a three-man team work-
ing together, in conservation, 
ranch management, agronomy 
and animal husbandry. 

We the Board of Directors, con-
gratulate them on a job well done!

A pesticide label contains a con-
siderable amount of beneficial in-
formation. First, look for the 
EPA registration number which 
will indicate the Environmental 
Protection Agency has found the 
material effectively controls cer-
tain pests (insects, weeds or 
diseases). The number also in-
dicates that the substance is safe to 
use when directions are followed. 

The next thing found on the 
label is the pest that this material 
is effective against. Only those 
pests listed can be controlled with 
this material. 

Rate of materials to use is also 
on the label. This rate must be 
followed. If you exceed the recom-
mended rate and problems occur, 
the company is no longer responsi-
ble. Also, you waste material and 
stand a chance of polluting an 
area with a chemical. 

The pesticide label also lists the 
interval at which the materials 
should be applied. This may vary 
with materials but will generally 
be between 5 and 21 days. The

Texas 
impacts, therefore, must he 
evaluated in a much broader na-
tional and international market 
and policy context. Dr. Knutson

He is 
deeply involved in analysis of the 
alternatives and does not advocate 
any particular policy position. 

Dr. Knutson has served in 
leadership positions on several 
U.S. national commissions. He is 
the author of over 300 publica-
tions on agricultural policy and 
marketing.
