Revised cost and schedule 
estimates for the Comanche Peak 
Nuclear Plant have been announ-
ced by Texas Utilities Electric 
Company, parent of Texas Power

The new estimates are included 
in the company's revised resource 
plan for meeting area electricity 
needs through 1996. The plan is 
based on estimates of growth in 
TUEC's service area over the next 
decade and includes the company's 
plans for meeting increasing needs 
for electricity. 

A detailed re-analysis, re-
inspection and corrective action ef-
fort, which has been underway at 
Comanche Peak since late 1984 in 
order to provide all necessary 
assurances as to the safety of the 
plant, is continuing. 

The company estimates that ef-
fort, plus all related plant 
modifications that are necessary 
and the licensing hearing process 
should be complete in time to 
support commercial operation of 
Unit I in early 1989. Unit 2 is not 
expected to be in full commercial 
operation until after the 1989 
summer peak season. 

If this schedule is achieved, it is 
estimated that TUEC's share of the 
total plant cost will be about $3,300 
per kilowatt of capacity, or $6.7 
billion, including interest on 
borrowed construction money of 
$2.07 billion. Total plant costs 
associated with design and con-
struction, excluding interest costs, 
are $5.27 billion. The company 
does not plan to include any ad-
ditional Comanche Peak costs in a 
rate increase request until Unit 1 is 
ready for commercial operation. 
The company believes that the 
initial increase that will be 

necessary to place Unit 1 in base 

rates can be held to about 10 per-

cent.

Filing jointly can 
produce greater 
tax savings

Q: What are the tax laws concer-
ning joint returns by married 
couples? Is it required that married 
persons always file joint returns, or 
may each spouse file an individual 
return? Under what circumstances 
would it benefit a marriedcouple to 
file jointly or separately? 

A: Married couples may file a 
joint return if they are not legally, 
separated under a divorce or 
separate maintenance decree on the 
last day of the year. "Although a 
joint return is not required, it 
almost always produces tax savings 
over filing separately," says Ver-
non Walker, Taxpayer Education 
chairman for the Dallas Chapter of 
CPAs. "However, separate retur-
ns may result in a lower total tax if, 
for example, one spouse has sub-
stantially more medical expenses 
than the other." You should com-
pute the tax both jointly and 
separately if there is any doubt as to 
which is lower.

marketing survey conducted by two 
Texas A&N1 University professors. 

We did the study more out of curiosi-
ty than anything else," says Dr. William 
Pride who conducted the survey with 
Dr. O.C. Ferrell, both of Texas AlkM's 

College of Business Administration. 
"There's been a lot of talk about hand-
guns lately." Pride said. 'We were inter-
ested in finding out something about the 

profile of people who seem  most likely to 
own handguns: 

The survey involved a random sam 
plc of 2,100 U.S. households and found 

that 18 percent of the respondent 
owned at least one handgun. While 

quarter of the males surveyed owned a 
handgun, less than 14 percent of th 
females interviewed owned one, the 
study found. 

The professors also found that owner-

ship was lowest among people in the 18 
25 age bracket and that ownership ap-
pears to increase with income.

The wet cold weather is causing 
several problems in our small grain 
fields. Oats and ryegrass are pro-
bably receiving the worst from 
these adverse weather conditions. 

Producers are noticing a purple 
and reddish tinge to oat and  

ryegrass leaves. This condition is 
brought on by poor nutrient up-
take. When weather conditions 
become wet, the root system of the 
plant is unable to take up 
phosphorus and other nutrients 
like nitrogen. The poor 
phosphorus uptake wilt cause the 
leaves to turn. This condition 
should change with drying con -

ditions. Another cause for leaf 
color changes is by insects tran-
smitting viruses. Once this hap-
pens, there is nothing that can be 
done. Hopefully, most of our color 
change is due to the wet weather. 

In regard to insects, we are still 
seeing an increase in winter grain 
mite damage. Especially those 
fields that are young - either in the 
spike or one-to-two tiller stage-can 
receive fairly severe damage from 
these winter grain mites. Most of 
the mite damage generally is the 
most severe on grain growing on 
land planted in small grains in 
previous years. These mites feed 
primarily at night, and this is the 
easiest time to detect their presence 
by using a flashlight.
