1 he thought of compromise was 
almost non-existent as facts and 
comments, pro and con, were 
presented to the City Council 
-Monday night. Meeting progress 
was brisk through a long agenda 
until item 13 came up; the con-
sideration of a special use permit 
for a communications tower to be 
erected in Muenster, block 52, by 
Muenster Telephone Corporation. 
In line with zoning regulations, 
the zoning board had previously 
studied the situation and recom-
mended that the permit not be 
issued even though the tower cur-
rently stands erected. 

With a court reporter present, 
Gainesville 	attorney 	Richard 
Stark, 	representing 	Muenster 
Telephone Corporation, explained 
their purpose and request. He urg-
ed an open mind and presented 
evidence saying it was "hard 
evidence and no hearsay." Stark 
said the presence of the tower 
presented no great risk and would 
not harm property values. He 
cited a 1977 Muenster ordinance 
which permits Muenster 
Telephone Corp. to erect a tower 
and said, "It is the telephone com-
pany's duty to erect a tower and 
serve the city." He also question-
ed the practice in 1984 of not re-
quiring a written application for a 
permit. City Secretary Celine Ditt-
furth replied that "they never re-

% 01 quested a permit for the tower." 
Stark introduced Gary 

Beikman, consulting engineer on 
the tower construction from

equipment and a one-half inch 
load of radial ice. When asked 
about ice falling from the tower, 
he said, "Anything that falls from 
the tower will fall on Muenster 
Telephone Corp.'s property." 

Troy Sicking asked about the 
expected life of the tower. 
Beikman said he expected the life 
to be unlimited if properly 
maintained. 

Richard Stark then introduced 
Ron Knabe who handles insurance 
for Muenster Telephone. Knabe 
stated that the tower would not 
add to the risk on telephone cor-
poration property or adjacent pro-
perty and would not increase their 
rates. A check of his archives 
showed that none of the lowers 
they have insured have ever been 
lost. He claimed that there have 
been no claims for ice damage on 
their towers. 

Councilman Willie Wimmer 
raised the question of someone 
who might slip on ice which fell 
from the tower. Who would be 

Muenster Telephone Corpora-
tion Manager Alvin Fuhrman said 
Wednesday night that he wants to 
avoid litigation if possible. He 
plans to appeal to the citizens and 
business community of Muenster 
for help with the tower dilemma. 
"We will continue to examine our 
alternatives," he said. 

Attorney Richard S. Stark com-
mented Tuesday on the city's deci-
sion to deny the special use permit 
for the tower. He stated, "I've 
often heard it said, 'show me a 
good loser and I'll show you a 
loser.' 

"Opponents 	of 	Muenster 
Telephone Corporation's tower 
may have won over a majority of 
the City Council last night but all 
Muenster citizens, including the 
opponents, lost. 

Telephone corporation 
considers alternative 

held liable? Knabe said that both 
the property owner and the 
telephone corp. might be held 
primarily liable. Attorney Stark 
compared that possibility to a 
highway wreck which affects adja-
cent property. He said that liabili-
ty is judged on the basis of 
negligence and the telephone cor-
poration was not being negligent 
but using the best care possible. 

Telephone Corporation 
Manager Alvin Fuhrman next 
showed pictures and examples of 
many towers in the North Texas 
area.

located about one mile away had 
no problem," said Furhman, 
referring to the recent ice storm. 

Telephone Operations Manager 
Ken McDougle and Fuhrman told 
of the importance of the tower to 
their operations and the necessity 
of putting it where it now stands. 
They said the tower could provide 
multiple important services to the 
city and area. 

As the long presentation con-
tinued, Councilman Aubrey Tug-
gle interrupted, "All this informa-
tion is not helping me any. After 
an hour and a half of this I would 
like to entertain a motion to cut it 
off if we don't end soon." 

Attorney Stark then summed up 
the presentation stating, "You've 
heard expert testimony stating 
that the tower presents no risk in 
its location and its many good 
uses. If you allow, personalities 
and old skeletons to influence 
your decision, you are not doing 
your duty to allow them to do 
their duty as allowed by the 1977 
ordinance." 

Lora Hennigan addressed the 
council next. She said, "If you 
deny the permit, you are not deny-
ing service to the people of 
Muenster, you are only denying 
the location. It could be relocated. 
When 9 of 10 people are against it, 
we hope you will listen to them 
and the zoning board." 

David Bright, Sr. spoke up 
citing the 200-ft. tower over 
Muenster Memorial Hospital. He 
said although it is loud when ice 
falls off it, there has never been 
any damage in 12 to 14 years of its 
existence. 

Troy Sicking addressed the 
point of ice falling straight down. 
He said, "I think it's absurd to 
think the ice will come straight

down. I've seen it fall 30 feet away 
from an oil derrick." 

Pat Yosten next told of several 
towers they had visited in Nocona, 
Henrietta and Wichita Falls, many 
of which reported ice damage. 
-We talked to a man at Channel 6 
who said he wouldn't recommend 
putting a tower near buildings." 
Mrss. Yosten said, "but I realize 
that ice from this tower wouldn't 
be like that from the Channel 6 
tower."(the Wichita Falls tower is 
much taller). 

John Yosten again showed the 
ice samples from a Nocona tower 
which he had previously showed 
to the zoning board. 

At this point, the council went 
into closed session to discuss the 
issue since it could eventually to to 
court. 

After a short deliberation, the 
council returned. Mayor Rich 
Grewing asked about the terms of 
a trial basis. He said, "We're talk-
ing about an industry that is good 
for the whole community." Those 
opposed to the permit emphasized 
that they did not oppose the good 
service and agreed that Muenster 
Telephone Corporation service is 
good. - They simply oppose the 
location of the tower. The mayor 
said he felt we should promote the 
good they do and not tear it down. 

Councilman Aubrey Tuggle 
then said that he felt they had to 
follow the ordinance and in-
troduced a motion to follow the 
zoning board recommendation 
and deny the special use permit. 
After a few silent, tense moments 
Councilman Ted Henscheid 
seconded the motion. Rules of 
order required an open vote in 
which Tuggle, Henscheid and 
Willie Wimmer voted against the 
permit; Claude Klement voted for

Weekly 
Capitol Report

AUSTIN - This continues the 
weekly series of articles on the 
events and issues of the 70th 
Legislature. 

The House convened on Mon-
day, Feb. 16. Speaker Gib Lewis 
of Fort Worth continued the refer-
ral of bills and resolutions to com-
mittees of the House and this in-
stallment will examine a few of the 
proposals offered by District 63 
Representative Richard F. 
Williamson. 

On Monday, Feb. 16, the State 
Affairs committee of the House 
held a public hearing and received 
favorable testimony on House 
Joint Resolution No. 8 by 
Williamson. This resolution 
would add Texas to the ever-
growing list of states that have 
ratified a 198-year-old Amend-
ment to the United States Con-
stitution. Submitted to the states 
for ratification by Congress in the 
year 1789, this amendment would 
prohibit members of Congress 
from receiving automatic pay 
raises - such as the one that took 
place this past Feb. 3 - which take 
effect immediately or even 
retroactively. Under the terms of 
the Amendment, a pay raise for 
members of Congress would be 
strictly "future tense" oriented 
and not "present tense" - and 
especially never "past tense" -
oriented. In the two-year period 
from 1789-1791, this Amendment 
was ratified by Maryland, North 
Carolina, South Carolina, 
Delaware, Vermont and Viriginia. 
Some 82 years later, Ohio ratified 
in 1873. And 105 years after that, 
Wyoming ratified in 1978. The 
current push for ratification, 
begun in 1982, has yielded the 
following ratifications: In 1983, 
Maine; in 1984, Colorado; in 
1985, South Dakota, New Hamp-
shire, Arizona, Tennessee and 
Oklahoma; in 1986, New Mexico, 
Indiana and Utah. Thus far in 
1987, ratifying legislation has 
passed one house of the legislature 
in Montana and North Dakota. 
Supporters of House Joint 
Resolution No. 8 are optimistic 
about its chances for passage dur-
ing the 70th Legislature. 

House Bill No. 193, presented 
by Williamson, would establish a 
Texas Baccalaureate Education 
System Trust (BEST). This trust 
fund would allow a parent or 
other benevolent person to pay in-
to the fund - which would be 
supervised by the State Treasurer -
to prepurchase FULL tuition at 
any State-supported college or 
university for the child when he or 
she reaches college age. The bill 
contains language allowing for the 
refunding of all monies deposited 
in the BEST if the child dies or 
chooses not to attend a State-
supported institution. The plan 
espoused by House Bill No. 193 

- Discussed liability insurance.

- Studied a reduction of the 
lease area of the proposed new 
landfill to reduce site study costs. 

- Considered bid by Clinton 
Bayer to prepare, sprig and fer-
tilize the old landfill site on Art 
Bayer's property to put it in good 
shape for closing. The estimate 
was $3,000 for 25 acres. Coun-
cilman Ray Endres thought it was 
a pretty good price but felt they 
should compare a little more. 

- Adopted national flood in-
surance guidelines for building 
specifications to comply with new 
flood insurance requirements. 

- Assured Eddy and Endres 
Street residents that a paving pro-
ject was still on schedule. 

The Council adjourned shortly 
after 11 p.m. 

allows the State full use of the 
BEST monies for investment 
returns. Currently, there is no 
means by which a parent or other 
benevolent person may secure col-
lege tuition prepayment for the 
future education of a young child 
although certainly one may always 
save and invest in the usual ways. 
But that does not always provide a 
guarantee against inflation or ex-
cessive interim tuition increases as 
House Bill No. 193 would do. This 
bill has been referred to the 
Higher Education committee of 
the House for disposition.

COMPETITIVENESS

The new buzzword in Washing ion is "competaiveness. -  Just every-
body. from the White House to the presidential hopefuls on the chicken 
and mashed-potatoes circuit, is talking about it. There is even a newly 
formed Congressional Competitiveness Caucus. 

U.S. News and World Report chose the theme for its February 2 cover 
story: "America's Competitive Drive: Are We Losing it?" And President 
Ronald Reagan raised the issue in his State of the Union address. 

Is there really something wrong here, or has Washington simply disco-
vered a new national ailment to feed one of its all-too-familiar multi-bil-
lion-dollar bitter pills? 

As columnist Chuck Conconi noted in the Washington Post the mom-
ing after the January 27 State of the Union address, competitiveness appar-
ently is a convenient euphemism for trade protectionism. In other words, 
if the Asians are beating the pants off our textile industry, the problem, 
newly redefined, is U.S. competitiveness. Said Conconi, "In Washington 
it's not what any new catch phrase or word means that is important, it's 
how nicely it rolls across the tongue while obscuring the issue." 

According to the competitiveness claque (the CCs), the issue is this: 
American businesses are unable to hold their own against foreign firms 
because they have lost their competitive edge. For this reason, say the 
CCs, U.S. exports are flat, imports are grabbing a growing share of the 
domestic market, and the trade deficit is skyrocketing. 

Interest in U.S. competitiveness is not new. In December 1984, the 
President's Commission on Industrial Competitiveness, chaired by Hew-
lett-Packard President John A. Young, issued a two-volume report on 
Global Competition, focusing on productivity and entrepreneurship. 

The National Association of Manufacturers, in association with Hew-
lett-Packard's Young, has formed the Council on Competitiveness. 

And the Democratic Leadership Council, the midstream Democratic 
policy group that hopes to recapture the party from the left-wing fringe, 
has made this one of its priorities. 

In other words, while the buzzword is new, many Americans have 
been keenly aware for some time that U.S. manufacturers are increasingly 
unable to duke it out with their foreign competitors. 

So what's the problem? Here's where there is a parting of the ways. 
According to many of the CCs, it's all the fault of our trading part-

ners—Japan, West Germany, Canada (our largest trading partner, inciden-
tally), the Republic of China (Taiwan), Korea. They not only pay their 
workers low wages, the argument goes, they also subsidize exports. Most 
of our major trading partners, however, pay their industrial workers wages 
that are very nearly equal (and in some cases higher) than those paid U.S. 
workers. And as for "subsidized" exports, this is true at times, but falls 
apart when one examines, for example, the U.S. dairy lobby's demand 
for trade restrictions on casein, a product that isn't even manufactured 
in the U.S. - 

Robert Krieble, the recently retired chairman of Loctite Corp., has 
written and lectured extensively on competitiveness, blaming much of the 
problem on what economists call the "corporate culture." 

The Kriebleists place more of the blame on U.S corporate manage-
ment and its overwhelming desire to play it safe rather than take chances. 
This is also true in many cases. 

Others trace the problem more directly td government; regulatory and 
tax policies, for example. 

Prof. Dominick T. Armentano of the University of Hartford and Dr. 
Edward L. Hudgins of The Heritage Foundation are among the many seri-
ous scholars in this camp. 

According to Armentano, in a monograph written for the Krieble Foun-
dation, the new tax-reform act is a perfect example. While there is much 
appeal to lower and flatter rates, other provisions—such as the increase 
in the capital-gains tax rate and slower depreciation of capital assets—will 
make it more costly to invest in new buildings and equipment for industry. 
Since this capital stock is the lifeblood of innovation, U.S. competitive-
ness will suffer. 

While Hudgins disagrees somewhat on the effects of the new tax law, 
he agrees the U.S. needs to "lower the cost of capital" and that tax reform 
is the place to start. 

You'll be hearing much more about competitiveness in the months 
ahead. Trying to son out facts from fiction will be the real challenge.

Overshot, double weave and 
Jacquard coverlets are included in 
the exhibit, among them an ex-
cellent "Fancy design with 
Christian and Heathen border" 
from approximately 1880.

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Seminar on estate taxes 
Farmers and ranchers have been 

concerned for years about high 
taxes that erode their estates. To 
help take the bite out of their high 
estate taxes, the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service is 
planning several educational 
programs. 

Four two-day seminars are 
planned for Fort Worth, March 
11-12; San Angelo, March 26-27; 

El Paso, April 1-2; and San An-
tonio, April 15-16, 1987, which 
will help farmers and ranchers 
learn how to reduce taxable estates 

and learn new methods for passing 
their operations to the next 
generation without tax and ad-
ministrative burdens. 

"Of major importance is how 
every farm estate will be affected  

after the recent estate tax law 
changes," points out Dr. Wayne 
Hayenga, a lawyer and Extension 
Economist. "The best tax plann-
ing of the past may be the worst 
under the new law." 

"Estate planning is a step 
toward reduced taxes," points out 
Hayenga. "This process should 
start when you plan to inherit 
substantial property, when you 
have an active and growing  

business, when you still have time 
to take tax-saving actions, when 
you have minor children, and 
when your children marry or 
divorce."

When 	can 	I 	plant 	her - 
mudagrass? According to Robbie 
Davis, Soil Conservationist with 
the Soil Conservation Service, any 
time between Dec. 15 and May 15. 

Davis said "Thoroughly work 
the soil to break up any compac-
tion and destroy all weedy vegeta-
tion. Allow the soil to firm up 
from rainfall, cultipacker or roller 
prior to planting." 

Select a bermudagrass variety 
which is adapted to the area. Fer-
tilizer should be applied at rates 
indicated from a soils test, she 
stated. Fertilizer for establishment 
can be applied prior to planting 
and worked into the soil during 
seedbed preparation. 

Davis states, "Weed control is 

applicable where weeds are restric-
ting establishment of desired 
species. Weeds may be controlled 
chemically or with mechanical 
methods." 

New plantings should not be 
grazed until the grass is well 
established. The conservationist 
said a planned fertility program 
based on soil tests or local ex-
perience is needed to maintain a 
vigorous stand. A grazing 
management plan that does not 
utilize forage below a minimum 
stubble height will help keep a 
pasture in production, Davis 
strongly stated.

Good news for farmers who 
have had problems with Hessian 
Fly infestations in the past several 
years. Now, researchers are work-
ing on two parasitic wasps that are 
primary biological agents of the 
Hessian Fly in Texas. Drs. Mike 
Schuster and Mike Lidell, 
Research Scientists at the Dallas 
Texas A&M Center, are doing 
studies on the effective biological 
control using these wasps. In 
selected fields in some North 
Texas counties during 1986 these 
two wasps showed an 80 percent 
parasitism rate on the Hessian Fly. 
These.fields were located in Dallas 
and Grayson counties. 

These wasps have moved with 
the Hessian Fly into Texas from 
northern states. In 1986 the plan-
ting of resistant varieties and the 
development of these wasps have 
showed a great decrease in the 
crop damage in North Texas. 

The wasp lays its eggs in the 
developing larvae of the fly and 
this kills the Hessian Fly before it 
develops into a pupae in the wheat 
stem. We are fortunate in Texas to

have four to five generations of 
Hessian Fly that the wasps can 
feed and develop with. This keeps 
a steady amount of parasitic 
wasps in and about wheat fields. 
The biological control for these in-
sects is very important due to the 
development of new bio-types of 
Hessian Flies that have the ability 
to circumvent resistance in certain 
wheat varieties. Due to the 
development of these new bio-
types, producers need to keep cur-
rent of resistance in wheat 
varieties. It is thought that a wheat 
variety will last about three to four 
years before a new bio-type of fly 
can overcome resistance. 

Work is being done now to 
develop egg parasites that will at-
tack fall generations of Hessian 
Fly. The two parasitic wasps that 
we currently have will only attack 
the spring generation. Our hats 
are off to the fine work that is be-
ing done by the Texas Agricultural 
Experiment Station in monitoring 
and development of these egg 
parasites and fly parasites.
