If in doubt as to
fertility, apply barn-yard manure or
200 to 300 pounds of acid phosphate
per acre. To give it a quick start,
use 50 pounds of niteate of soda or
sulphigte of ammonia to the acre.
Lime may also be needed except in
the West and in the blackland belt.

Action Needed Now

“To some citizens this may seem
a new question but not so to those
officials of the city and the Cham-
ber of Commerce who have given
the matter serious consideration
for several years, They have reach-
ed the decision that it is a matter
calling for immediate action.
