plans to tighten its requirements 
concerning transfer students into 
the district, the school board 
decided at its regular April 
meeting. 

"We're just going to be more 
selective than ever before because 
of class sizes and other things," 
said Charles Coffey, Muenster 
superintendent. 

School 	districts 	are 	not 
obligated to accept transfer 
students, but receive additional 
state aid for each student atten-
ding school in the district. Many 
districts, locally and statewide, 
have become more restrictive with 
their transfer policies because of 
the increasing demands brought 
on by state-mandated education 
reforms. 

One major consideration in ac-
cepting transfers in other school 
districts has been the mandated 
22:1 student-teacher ratio which 
will extend through grade four 
starting with the 1988-1989 school 
year. Some districts reject 
transfers if those students will 

"The Muenster Chamber of 
Commerce has taken a large step 
in its continuing efforts to further 
improve service to Chamber 
members and the community, and 
move Muenster forward."

BOOB-TUBE BUNK 
By Edwin Feulner 

"Dare to be Dumb" must be the tv industry's motto. If a little learning 

is a dangerous thing, this society is in trouble. It's one thing for pre-literate 
children to be hooked on pictures that move and talk; it's deeply depressing 

when a whole nation gets hooked. 
Only 50 years ago, before television and in the infancy of radio, if you 

wanted to study something in any depth, you read. If you wanted to say some-

thing of any depth, you wrote. 
Nobody mistook President Franklin Roosevelt's "fireside chats," broad-

cast in the 1930s, as attempts at intellectual brilliance. Only 20 years ago, 
the idea that television could be an appropriate forum for seriously address-
ing important issues would have been thought strange. Major newspapers, 

indeed, still thought tv was worth little more than glancing coverage, since 
it offered nothing more than light entertainment. 

But in today's "Information Age," there is no subject tv doesn't presume 
to tackle, boldly, shamelessly—and absurdly. Consider two recent docudra-
mas: NBC's "A Place at the Table," on hunger, and ABC's "God Bless the 
Child," on the homeless. They were supposed to allow us to deplore the plights 
of the hungry and homeless and feel knowledgeable about it, having spent 

the requisite hours in front of the tube. 
They offered the usual misinformation and distortion, and implied the 

ground-breaking conclusion that the Reaganites have been condemning chil-

dren to starvation and the streets by cutting the budgets of all those wonderful 
federal programs that used to alleviate poverty. 

As economist Warren Brooks, a tireless researcher, points out, however, 

"we are now spending nearly 50 percent MORE in constant dollars on nutri-
tion programs than we did in 1977—even as the relative costs of food have 

been DECLINING sharply." How, then, could hunger be INCREASING since 
the glory days of the 1970s, when, according to a press release from Sen. 
Edward Kennedy's office, "hunger had essentially been eradicated"? 

Brookes goes on to note that because of rising family incomes in the last 

seven years, the percentage of disposable income going to food has dropped 
from 18.2 percent to 16.2 percent. If hunger were increasing, surely, people 
would be spending GREATER percentages on food. 

As for homelessness, Brookes points out that the rising number of divorces 
has of course increased the demand for housing, and hence its cost. But is 

more federal spending the answer? 
In the last seven years federal spending on housing assistance has risen 

174 percent. And the welfare system has encouraged the very breakup of fa-
milies that has strained housing budgets. 

The networks, of course, offered nary a word on any of the researchers 

who've exposed the shows' themes as topsy-turvy. Foremost among them are 
Charles Murray, whose book "Losing Ground" was the ultimate proof that 

the welfare system has backfired on the poor, and Stuart Butler, co-author 
of the book "Out of the Poverty Trap," which sets forth policies to alleviate 
the mess Murray documents. 

The network's choice of method gives the game away. Why docudramas 
instead of discussions among experts? Shock theater has its place, but not 
as a shaper of public policy.

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AUSTIN - State Comptroller 
Bob Bullock said last week the 
hike in postal rates will cost the 
state an additional $8.6 million 
during the current budget. 

"When the cost of stamps goes 
up, housekeeping costs to the state 
go up just like they do for 
everyone else," Bullock said. 

He said that more than $2.7 
million in additional postage will 
be needed to cover state postage 
costs through the end of the fiscal 
year in August and about $5.9 
million will be needed for addi-
tional costs next fiscal year. 

The new postal rates will in-
crease the state's first-clas costs by 
13.6 percent, first class pre-sort 
costs by 16.7 percent and third 
class costs by about 24 percent. 

The overall cost to the state 
should average about 17 percent 
during the next 17 months. 

"The cost of doing business for 
the state has just gone up and 
there won't be any relief from 
these postage increases," Bullock 
said. 

He said that during fiscal 1987 
the state spent about $35 million 
on postage. 

The state's eleven largest agen-
cies account for about 65 percent 
of the postage costs or about $23 

A million a year.

"Radio Hour" will be the se-
cond major musical production 
jointly undertaken by CCC and 
BSP, following up last year's ex-
tremely successful staging of "An-
nie," which played to sold-out 
houses throughout its run and left 
a waiting list for tickets of more 
than 300 names despite the addi-
tion of an extra matinee. 

"Obviously, we're hoping that 
this show will prove just as 
popular with local audiences," 
says Rodger Boyce, stage director. 
"It's a different kind of show, to 
be sure, but we think it will have 
tremendous appeal. The music 
alone should be worth the price of 
admission." 

Boyce, who played Daddy War-
bucks in last year's "Annie," will 
be trading places with "Annie" 
director Dick Powell, cast in a 
leading performing role this year 
as the "Radio Hour" producer 
and on-stage emcee. Assistant 
stage director is Roger Dieter, the 
ever-smiling radio show host Ben 
Healey from "Annie." 

Musical director will be Glenn 
Wilson of the CCC Music Depart-
ment, and Wilson says the "Radio 
Hour" cast is packed with top 
quality singing talent to comple-
ment the outstanding vocal score 
made up of about two dozen 
classic pop tunes from the 40's -
tunes like "That Old Black 
Magic," "Love Is Here To Stay," 
"Boogie Woogie Bugle Boy," 
"Blues In The Night," and "I'll 
Never Smile Again," to name but 
a few. 

Wilson says the vocals will be 
backed up by the distinctive big 
band-type instrumental ar-
rangements of the period. In fact, 
a small orchestra will actually be 
up on stage during the show, 
rather than in an offstage pit, and 
musicians will interact with the 
singers and actors. 

Boyce says that the show will 
take audiences back to a wintry 
night in December 1942 to a small 
New York City radio studio where 
preparations are being made to do 
a live broadcast of "The Mutual 
Manhattan Variety Cavalcade." 
The first portion of the show will

introduce all the various radio sta-
tion personnel and Cavalcade per-
formers as they come into the 
studio to get ready to go on the 
air. 

"As we get closer and closer to 
air time," Boyce says, "things 
gradually become more and more 
frantic and then, magically, 
everyone is in place and the stage 
manager gives the countdown. 
The orchestra strikes up a fanfare, 
and from that moment on, we ac-
tually recreate a live one-hour 
variety show broadcast as it would 
have been done 46 years ago. 

"That includes all the music, 
singing, comedy and even com-
mercials for various products 
ranging from Sal Hepatica to 
Servel Electrolux Refrigerators. I 
think audiences will especially en-
joy our recreation of various 
'sound effects' as they were done 
on radio back in its 'Golden Age.' 

"By the way, once the 
Cavalcade 'goes on the air,' our 
theater audience will become the 
'live studio audience' for the 
broadcast, so everyone who comes 
will play an important part in the 
show too, taking their cues from a 
big flashing 'applause' sign just as 
they would have back then." 

Joining Powell in the cast will 
be Kenny Bezner of Gainesville as 

Lou, the stage manager and sound 
effects man; Mark Coffman of 
Gainesville as Stanley, the studio 
technician; and Louis Stephenson 
as Pops Bailey, the crotchety stage 
doorman. 

"Cavalcade" performers will be 
Marilyn McCain of Lake Kiowa as 
the show's featured female 
vocalist Ann Collier; Mike Clark 
of Denton as the smarmy, Sinatra 
-like crooner Johnny Cantone; 
Susan Earle Shasteen of Denton as 
singer-dancer Ginger Brooks; 
Patrick McCage of Gainesville as 
singer B.J. Gibson; and Byron 
Mathews of Alexandria, LA., as 
trumpet player-singer Biff Baker. 

Clark, McCage and Mathews 
are all members of CCC's Pop 
Singers, and Shasteen is a CCC 
graduate and former Pop Singer 
who most recently appeared in 
BSP's musical revue "Gershwin!" 

"We're also very pleased to 
have three exceptionally talented 
Gainesville High School students 
in the 'Radio Hour' cast," Boyce 
reports. "They include Corey 

Hardin, who'll be playing singer - 
comedian Neal Tilden; Julie 
Broyles, cast as singer Connie 
Brooks; and F'lishia Johnson, 
playing blues singer Geneva Lee 
Browne. All three were featured in 
GHS's recent production of 'The 
Music Man.' 

"We're equally pleased to have 
talented Valley View High School 
student Tony Keen in the cast as 
Wally Ferguson, the star-struck 
delivery boy who hangs around 
the radio studio longing to break 
into show business - and who may 
or may not get his big chance 
during the Cavalcade broadcast." 

Sue Viktor, who stole the show 
as Miss Hannigan in "Annie" and 
who has directed Keen in several 
Mountain Springs community 
productions, will help with 
"Radio Hour" choreography. 

CCC Pop Singers drummer 
Don Johnson and bassist Stacey 
Maxwell will be on stage playing 
those instruments in the "Radio 
Hour" orchestra, featuring 
Wilson and assistant music direc- 
tor Annetta Earle, alternating as 
the Cavalcade orchestra's pianist. 
Gainesville trombonist Carl Jones 
will play the Cavalcade's band 
leader Zoot Doubleman. 

Boyce says the show will be 
tremendously challenging 
technically, because of special 
sound and lighting requirements,  

but he adds that this aspect of the 
production is under the extremely 
able guidance of Paul Hutchins, 
CCC drama professor who'll be 
serving as "Radio Hour" 
technical director. 

Another challenge, says Boyce, 
is finding some needed period 
props and furnishings for the 
show. Among items needed are 
several issues of Life Magazine 
from the early 40's, a vintage 
Coke machine and old-fashioned 
water cooler with glass bottle, a 
vintage wall-mount pay telephone, 
two regular old black telephones, 
about eight wooden folding 
chairs, one or two authentic "Buy 
War Bonds" signs or posters and 
an 'Army Air Corps uniform in-
cluding trousers, shirt, campaign 
hat and jacket - all of which could 
fit or be altered to fit a very tall 
and slender young World War II 
flyer.

Centennial. 

The King and Queen of Muenster Centennial year will serve in a dignified, grarious and Christian manner 
The number-one priority of a candidate should be a true desire to earn this honor, not only for personal self - 

satisfaction, Out also for the opportunity to some with and for the city of Muenster and the surrounding community. 
The King and Queen are not required to be "formal public speakers," but at least one will be expected to speak effec-

tively at functions. They will act as host and hostess for the Muenster community. 
The King and Queen will be expected to do some traveling to promote Muenster. Some examples are: Gainesville 

Chamber of Commerce banquet, Gainesville Christmas parade and other places where they might be able to promote,. 
Muenster and the Centennial. When travel expenses are incurred such as gasoline and overnight lodging, they will be 
proportinally reimbursed by the Centennial Celebration Committee. 

The King and Queen will be asked to attend local festivities and ceremonies such as: the Centennial opening Parish 
Mass, Muenster Christmas parade, Chamber of Commerce banquet, Germanfest, etc. Other organizations will be 
asking the King and Queen to attend these functions. If for some reason, one or the other cannot attend, they should 
ask the first alternate to attend for them and, if those cannot fulfill their obligation, the King and Queen may ask the 
second alternates. But a royal couple must be in attendance when invited or expected. 

Also when the royal couple is asked to attend an event, they should be gracious in cooperating with the 
organization's scheduled plans. It will be the duty of the King and Queen to find out in advance what manner of dress is 
appropriate and any other duties the host organization expects. Always be prompt! 

The reign of the King and Queen begins on Saturday, Dec. 3, 1988 immediately upon coronation and ends on Dec.

Royal Coronation of Muenster's Centennial King and Queen for the year 1989 will be held preceding the ball. Time for 
these events will be stated as plans are finalized.

In the boys' division, Deano 
Bayer led the Tigers to an 8th 
place finish as he garnered 14 
points with a 2nd place finish in 
the discus and a bronze perfor-
mance in the shot put.

AUSTIN - Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department officials 
have proposed lengthening the 
hunting seasons for both white-
tailed and mule deer in 1988-89. 

This and other proposals were 
announced in a meeting of the 
Parks and Wildlife Commission 
last week in Austin. The proposed 
changes will be aired in public 
hearings across the state during 
April. After reviewing testimony 
from the hearings, the commission 
will consider adoption of the 
changes at its May 12 public hear-
ing in Austin. Dates and locations 
of the hearings will be announced 
later. Adopted changes would go 
into effect Sept. I, 1988. 

A major change in hunting 
regulations would extend the 
white-tailed deer season by one 
week. Across most of the state, 
the season would open on the first 
Saturday in November (Nov. 5), 
which is one week earlier than in 
the past, and close on the first 
Sunday in January (Jan. 1). In 
South Texas, the proposal would 
add one week to the end of the 
season. Proposed dates are Nov. 
12-Jan. 8. 

Horace Gore, white-tailed deer 
program leader, told the commis-
sion the longer seasons are being 
proposed to offer more hunting 
opportunity. Also, the earlier 
opening is designed to coincide 
with deer rutting activity in the 
Edwards Plateau and East Texas. 
The extension in South Texas 
would do the same, Gore said, 
because the deer in that region 
traditionally rut from mid-
December into January. 

In another major proposal, the 
staff recommended adding 62 East 
Texas counties to the either-sex 
bag limit regulation. This would 
bring the total to 142 counties 
where landowner-issued antlerless 
deer hunting permits are not re-
quired. Hunters taking antlerless 
deer with landowners' permission 
in those counties would be re-
quired only to use the appropriate 
tags from their hunting license to 
lag the deer. 

Another proposal would add 17 
counties to the late antlerless-only 

season in South Texas. 
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This would provide the late season 
for 26 counties to increase 
antlerless harvest where an ade-
quate harvest has not been achiev-
ed in the past. 

If adopted, the late antlerless -
only season would be in effect in 
Kinney, Uvalde, Medina, 
Atascosa, Live Oak, Bee and San 
Patricio counties and all counties 
to the south and west of that line. 
The late season would be Jan. 
14-29. 

The department staff also pro-
poses to add Walker County to the 
five East Texas counties having 
the special early antlerless-only 
whitetail season. Proposed dates 
for the early season are Oct. 
22-Nov. 4. 

The staff also proposes to close 
the whitetail season in Hartley, 
Moore, Oldham and Potter coun-
ties where deer populations are 
minimal or nonexistent. Hunting 
deer with dogs would be allowed 
from Dec. 4 through Jan. 1 in 10 
East Texas counties, similar to last 
year's regulation. 

The staff also recommended 
that antlerless deer permits con-
tinue to be required for taking 
deer on national forest lands in 12 
East Texas counties where public 
access is unrestricted. 

In an effort to increase hunter 
opportunity and better utilization 
of the herd, the staff recommend-
ed lengthening the mule deer 
season in both the Trans-Pecos 
and Panhandle regions of the 
state. Under the proposal, the 
season would increase from the 
present nine days to 16. If 
adopted, both seasons would'open 
as in the past, with the extra days 
added to the end of the season. 
Proposed dates are Nov. 19-Dec. 4 
in the Panhandle and Nov. 
26-Dec. 11 in the Trans-Pecos. 

Several minor changes are pro- 

posed for turkey hunting. As in 
the past, the fall season for Rio 
Grande turkeys would run concur-
rently with the white-tailed deer 
season. The spring 1989 season 
would be basically unchanged, 
April 1-23 or April 1-16 for East 
Texas counties. 

The staff proposed to provide 
the standard fall turkey season for 
McLennan County, with a bag 
limit of two turkey gobblers or 
bearded hens. They proposed to 
change the bag limit in Brown, 
Eastland, Mason, Mills and San 
Saba counties from two gobblers 
or bearded hens to two turkeys 
either sex. 

In other upland game pro-
posals, the bag limit on pheasants 
would be increased from two 
cocks a day to three, with an in-
crease in the possession limit from 
four to six, statewide. The 16-day 
Panhandle pheasant season would 
remain the same while the coastal 
pheasant season would be the 
length of the quail season. 

Quail bag limits, which in the 
past have been set during August 
after summer counts are com-
pleted, would be set 01 15 birds per 
day, 45 in possession statewide 
under another proposal. The 
season would begin on the Satur-
day nearest Nov. I and end the 
last Sunday in February. 

To increase hunter participa-
tion, the chachalaca season is pro-
posed to be lengthened. The pro-
posed dates are Oct. 29-Feb. 26, 
the same length as the quail 
season

what time it was, and operate 
dozens of appliances and 
personal-care items in his house. 

When you think of what it 
would cost to hire all that done or 
to do it with some other source, he 
really is getting a bargain. 

If you don't believe you are get-
ting a bargain, you might want to 
try what Associated Press writer 
Richard Pienciak and his family 
tried. They experimented with liv-
ing without electricity. "It cost us 
four times as much to live without 
electricity as with it. After trying 
to save a little money by living 
without electricity, we gave up 
after two days - it was too expen-
sive to do without electricity." 

Electricity's average cost to the 
Cooperative's consumers is about 
6 cents per KWH. This 6 cents will 
buy the use of a: can opener for 10 
hours, carving knife for I I hours,  

electric clock for 50 hours, clothes 
washer for I hour, coffemaker for 
2 hours, dishwasher for 50 
minutes, circulation fan for 10 
hours, hairdryer for 1 hour, iron 
for 50 minutes, microwave oven 
for 45 minutes, radio for I I hours, 
sewing machine for 12 hours, col-
or TV for 4 hours, 100 watt bulb 
for 10 hours. 

Just think, one horsepower 
motor used approximately one 
kilowatt hour. Think what work 
this motor will do for approx-
imately 6 cents. What a bargain. 

If all the other things in this 
world are priced in keeping with 
the service rendered. We could roll 
back inflation to pre-World War 
II, but I don't think I want this, 
because I remember those "good 
old days." 

Yes, we have come a long way 
in 50 years.

each year since the beginning in 
1938. It will be the responsibility 
of Michael Sloan, as it has of each 
General Manager, to report to the 
member-consumers on the 
Cooperative's status and changes 
in the past year. In most years, 
especially in the last 20, the story 
has been one of continued growth. 
Needless to say, in some years 
growth has been phenomenal, but 
it has always been at a manageable 
level. 

The Directors - Vincent Zim-
merer, Wendell Proffer, Jimmy 
Jack Biffle, H. Wayne Mitchell, 
Ray Powell and Jesse Haralson -
headed by Robert Lewis as Presi-
dent, can look back in satisfaction 
and contemplate what they and 
their predecessors have seen ac-
complished over the last half 
century. 

In 1988, Cooke County Electric 
Cooperative will be serving its 
member-consumers from Grayson 
County on the east to Ringgold in 
Montague County on the west. 
The Cooperative serves member -
consumers in Cooke, Montague, 
Wise, Denton and Grayson 
Counties. 

Today, the Cooperative owns 
and operates 2,377 miles of 
distribution line and supplies 
power to 9,486 meters. 

This special time of celebration 
means so much to all of the area 
and our member-consumers. They 
all greatly appreciate Cooke 
County Electric Cooperative's 
dedicated effort.

Throughout our 50 years of ser-
vice, Cooke County Electric 
Cooperative has earned and en-
joyed the admiration, trust and 
respect of other cooperative 
leaders in the utility industry. But 
the trust and respect we value 
most are those that come from 
you, our member-consumers.

Once energized, 
things never the same 

Back in 1936, most of America 

was dark at night. Only in the 
cities and towns were there electric 
lights. Everybody else used 
kerosene and gas lamps and 
lanterns. 

Cooke County and other coun-
ties around were no different. 
Farmers used kerosene lanterns to 
do their chores while their wives 
and children used kerosene lamps 
in the house to study, cook, sew 
and iron by. 

In Washington, however, Presi-
dent Franklin D. Roosevelt and 
the U.S. Congress passed the 
Rural Electrification Administra-
tion bill which was to eventually 
result in the lighting of rural 
America. 

Weinzapfel took lead 
In Muenster, some people, in-

cluding the banker Joe Wein-
zapfel, began to look into the 
possibility of forming a 
cooperative to bring electricity to 
the people in the rural areas. Their 
efforts eventually lead to Cooke 
County Electric Cooperative 
receiving a State Charter June 7. 
1938. These in-
dividuals applied for a loan of 
$178,000 to finance the construc-
tion of 1971/2 miles of electric 
distribution line. A diligent effort 
was begun to obtain memberships 
and right-of-way for distribution 
lines in order to begin construc-
tion as soon as the loan was 
approved. 

A statement by one of the 
original founders of the 
Cooperative expressed the feeling 
of a number of farmers in the 
community. "I used to read a lot 
by kerosene lamp, and then I saw 
one of those Aladdin lamps and 
got one to read by. Then I got to 
thinking about electric lights, and 
I knew I wanted them." 

Startup funds 
Washington notified the people 

in the latter part of 1938 that 
$178,000 had been authorized to 
build 1971/2 miles of line. Two 
more loans were secured in rapid 
succession, one for $37,000 and 
another for $55,000 to build addi-
tional distribution lines. 

The Cooperative acquired the 
services of Cecil Murphy, a prac-
ticing attorney in Gainesville, to 
serve as their first lawyer. They 
also acquired the services of W.G. 
Morrison Engineering Firm. The 
directors hired J.W. Hess as the 
first manager and construction 
supervisor gf the Cooperative. 

Cooperative's service area still has 
cattle grazing and farmers who 
cultivate large fields, many of our 
members no longer farm or ranch 
for a living. 

Our member-consumers con-
tinue to love the rural setting, but 
their reasons for staying are 
varied. Members prefer the 
peaceful, uncongested living con-
ditions. "I love the clean air and 
the space, and it's a good place to 
raise kids," one respondent tor-
mented. "Nobody bugs me; I can 
do whatever I want with my pro-
perty," said another. 

Today, many of our members 
say they still "farm a little," but 
more than 40 percent have some 
other jobs or a spouse who works 
to supplement the farming in-
come. Many of these "part-time" 
farmers say they do it only 
because they love it. 

Many of our members work at 
technical, skilled trades (welder, 
carpenter, trucker, heavy equip-
ment operator) or service/ 
sales/clerical occupations. 

Our rural changing lifestyle re-
quires updated kinds of service 
from the electric cooperatives that 
serve its people. We're still look-
ing for more and better ways to 
serve our member-consumers. 

The future promises more and 
faster changes in our membership, 
as well as government regulation 
and ways of producing and 
distributing power.

In Cooke County, 
Co-op power was a "fight" 

Like so many other rural elec-
tric cooperatives, Cooke County 
Electric Cooperative faced pro-
blems when it was getting 
organized. 

The early organizers had trou-
ble getting the required three 
members per mile of line. "When 
we first started, people would 
almost fight you to keep from 
joining," said J.H. Otto, one of 
the original board members. 

Another man instrumental in 
the early organization of Coolie 
County Electric Co-Op was J.M. 
Weinzapfel, former president of 
the State National Bank of 
Muenster. 

The first organizational meeting 
for Cooke County Electric 
Cooperative was held on June 7, 
1938. The first contract for Co-Op 
construction was awarded in Oc-
tober, 1938. It called for 1971/2 
miles of line to serve 98 members. 
Cooke County Electric 
Cooperative received its first REA 
loan - $178,000 - Oct. 28, 1938. 
The Co-Op's first lines were 
energized in May 1939. 

The early days of the Co-Op 
found it headquartered in various 
buildings around Muenster. It 
moved into a new building which 
it occuped from June 18, 1956 un-
til 1972 when it moved to its new 
and present location east of 
Muenster. 

The first manager of the Co-Op 
was J.W. Hess who served until 
Feb. 24, 1940. The next manager 
was J.H. Flood who served until 
March 19, 1944. R.L. McNelly 
followed Mr. Flood as manager. 
He served until Oct. 2, 1948 and 
was succeeded by E.G. McKinney 
who served until July 19, 1950. 
Maurice D. Kaderli served until he 
resigned on May 21, 1958. The 
present manager, Michael E. 
Sloan, has served in that position 
since Oct. I, 1958. 

Cooke County Electric has 
grown and progressed since the 
early days of 1938. Today it has 
2300 miles of line serving in excess 
of 9500 meters. In addition to 
Cooke County, the Co-Op serves 
part of Montague, Wise, Grayson, 
and Denton Counties. The 
kilowatt hour sales of the Co-Op 
is divided almost equally between 
the farmers and ranchers and the 
oil industry. 

Cooke County Electric now 
serves about 99 percent of its area, 
compared to the national average 
of about 92 percent. Another 
outstanding factor about the Co-
Op is the continued increase in 
kilowatt hour consumption by its 
members. In 1939, each member 
used about 19 kilowatt hours per 
month. Today each member 
averages over 1100. 

The Cooperative began with a 
very small work force headed by 
J.W. Hess. At the height of con-
struction, there were 100 people 
employed in the construction of 
the system. Today the Co-Op has 
33 dedicated employees serving 
the member-consumers. 

The Co-Op is one of twenty 
member-owners of the Brazos 
Electric Power Cooperative. 

Cooke County Electric is uni-
que in that it has a 72.8 load factor 
which means this percentage of 
the highest monthly demand is on 
for 24 hours a day. Most 
cooperatives have a load factor of 

Membership $5 
And so the distribution started 

going up, although on a small 
scale. The membership fee to join 
the Cooperative was $5 and a lot 
of people pondered on whether to 
join or to use that kind of money 
to buy kerosene. Five dollars 
worth of kerosene went a long way 
then. 

Farm families traditionally went 
to town on either Saturday after-
noon or Saturday night. When 
they bought groceries, they usual-
ly got five gallons of kerosene in a 
can with a spout on it. The 
storekeeper would plug the spout 
of the full can with an Irish potato 
so the kerosene wouldn't spill out 
in the trunk on the way home. 

Another traditional chore was 
the daily or twice weekly task of 
using a wadded-up newspaper to 
shine the inside of the kerosene 
lamp globe.

But as more people got electrici-
ty and told their neighbors how 
great it was, the organization con-
tinued to grow. By the end of 
1939, 315 members were receiving 
electricity and their average mon-
thly kilowatt use was nineteen.

Forget here and now, this is a 

matter of here and then. If you 
were a farmer in the 1970's, you're 
entitled to a refund for some of 
your fuel expenses. But you have 
to act before June 30, according to 
Extension Economist Ken Stokes. 

The refund is a result of a settle-
ment reached by the Department 
of Energy with oil companies that 
allegedly overcharged for crude oil 
during a period regulated by price 
ceilings. 

Consequently, farmers can get 
back about $80 or more for every 
100,000 gallons of fuel between 
Aug. 19, 1973 and Jan. 27, 1981. 
That equates to a little over $14 
for every 100 acres of cropland in 
production during the 71/2-year

Three soil-applied herbicides 
are registered for use on 
rangeland.

(Grazon PC) are liquid herbicides 
that are applied to the soil surface.

Farmers and 
others involved with the world of 
agriculture all over the country are 
making use of futures contracts as 
an important part of their 
management strategies. A 
workshop scheduled for Thurs-
day, April 21, from 10 a.m. to 3 
p.m., will epxlain how to use 
futures trading to spread the risk 
and lock in prices in an 
agricultural operation. 

Commodity futures trading is a 
true form of competitive buying 
and selling. It is an open market 
where everyone can express an 
opinion on the future of prices 
months in advance. And it is 
available to all - farmers, pro-
cessors, retailers and the general 
public. 

Futures markets provide the 
producer with a valuable 
marketing tool. He no longer has 
to take whatever price is bid on the 
day his products are ready for 
market. Now he has the alter-

Texas farmers and cattlemen 
may not have liability insurance 
coverage on their farm trailers 
thanks to a little publicized action 
by the State Board of Insurance, 
says John E. Birdwell, president 
of the 14,000-member Texas and 
Southwestern Cattle Raisers 
Association. 

Speaking at the association's 
1 I 1th annual convention here, 
Birdwell warned cattlemen that 
many of them were in jeopardy of 
not having coverage, were subject 
to severe liability if they had an ac-
cident, and risked possible suspen-
sion of their driver's license for 
failure to maintain financial 
responsibility. He laid the blame 
on a Nov. I, 1987, decision by the 
State Board of Insurance which 
requires separately scheduled 
liability insurance for all trailers 
with a 2,000-pound capacity pull-
ed by vehicles not covered under a 
personal auto policy after Nov. I. 
Previously, if a farmer was towing 
a trailer with a vehicle covered 
either by a personal or business 
auto policy, the trailer was also 
covered. 

"While it is still true that 
trailers towed by personal vehicles 
with personal auto coverage are 
exempt from being scheduled 
separately, you may find instances 
where a farmer or cattleman will 
have to pull that trailer with a 
vehicle that is not carried as a per-
sonal vehicle such as a grain truck. 
In that case, the grain truck would 
be covered under a business auto 
policy and separate coverage 
would be needed for the trailer," 
Birdwell said. "Texas and 
Southwestern 	Cattle 	Raisers 
believes this rule change is un-

Birdwell noted that it is not 
unusual for a family farm or 
ranch to have several small trailers 
with a load capacity exceeding a 
ton. A two-horse trailer, for ex-
ample, would probably be re-
quired to have separate liability 
coverage if pulled by something 
other than the owner's personal 
vehicle. 

Birdwell also critized the State 
Board of Insurance for not ade-
quately notifying farmers and cat-
tlemen of the new insurance re-
quirement and added that many 
insurance agents were unaware of 
the change leaving the farmer or 
cattleman vulnerable to suit or 
other penalties for not having his 
trailers insured.
