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Little by little winter is sneak-
ing up on us. Today, for instance,
we're having a dose of in-between
weather. Not cold and not cool,
just chilly. The kind of day that
makes extra clothing feel good,
but not quite frigid enough to jus-
tify firing up the furnace. So a
fellow just endures the goose pim-
ples and hopes that the morrow
will bring a change. Either warm
enough for comfort or cold e-
nough to do something about it.

Maybe this really is the begin-
ning of winter. At least it has
some of the usual signs. Besides
a chill, we've had a little rain and
persistént dampness the rest of
the time. And that characteristic
winter moan of wind sneaking a-
round the corner. There's a pro-
blem for you. Why doesn’'t sum-
mer wind produce the same wierd
sound? After all, it's air going
places in either case, so what has
temperature to do with it?

The reason I especially noticed
the chill, I suppose, is that I've
spent several hours at a desk or-
ganizing the prosecution's case
for a court-martial next week.
Every little while I'd give with a
big convulsive shiver. (Foolish
question number two: Why does
a person shiver?)

Just the same, I was enjoying
the court-martial case. Consisting
of about a half dozen charges, it
is sufficiently involved to require
more study and ingenuity than
the simple AWOLs I've handled
before. Those others were nothing
but procedure plus a few questions
to establish that so and so was
absent at such and such a time
and that he had no permision to
be gone. After such elementary
stuff this seems kinda like being
promoted to the next grade. How-
ever, 1 doubt whether it will be
sufficiently intriguing to divert
my aspirations into legal channels
When the fight is over it's back
to journalism for me.

That's my preference, but still
I have to admit that I'm not so
hot at my profession. 1 realized
that a few days ago when I read
about a restaurant proprietor
somewhere who permitted his cus-
tomers to pay their own checks
and make change out of his cash
register., For more than a year I've
failed to recognize the news value
in a similar story. About newsboys

On the other handa, consider the
popular attitude. Question every-
bodyv’'s integrity. Set up a system
of checks and double checks that
can't be beat. The trouble with
that is it practically amounts te
a challenge. And there are plenty
who accept the challenge on the
assumption that it's OK if they
can get away with it. The army
has regulations galore — and a
prevailing attitude that it's all
right to do as you please as long
as you den't get caught. Laws are
intended to prevent crookedness,
but thousands of shady deals are
pulled through their loopholes.
Rationing is governed by a mess
of regulations, and people are get-
ting their extra portions every day
with little or no feeling of guilt.
It's human nature. Let a men
know you do not trust him and,
unless his seruples are stronger
than his reactions to the chalienge
he'll try to give you a first class
gypping.

In the long run ii's doubtful
whether a person will lose as
much by trusting others as he has
to pay to back up his mistrust.

That rationing is a big farce
was proved beyond a doubt a few
weeks ago by a reporter who drove
from Mexicc to Canada without
a single gasoline stamp. Besides
bhuying 123 gallons he chiseled e-
nough extra stamps to get an ad-
ditional 190 gallons. He was do-
ing it just to prove that it can be
done.

Cooke County, State And
Nation Go Over Top In
Third War Loan Drive

For Muenster the Third War
Loan Drive ended Saturdey in
complete success. Almost half a
day before the campaign was sche
duled to close, Chairman J. M.
Weinzapfel announced that this
community had gone over the top
in meeting its $90,000 quota.
Muenster invested a total of $91,
044.80 in the future of the United
States during the drive. Likewise
Cooke County over subscribed its
quota by a generous margin while
Texas and the nation went over
the top.

Official figures released by
Chairman Weinzapfel show that
the Bank sold $85,120 worth of
bonds and business at the Post-
office amounted to $5,643.75 in
bonds and $281 .05 in stamps These
figures are bascsd on cost values

Noteworthy is the fact that no
rally, no speciecl meetings and no
high pressure method were exert-
ed in this community during the

campaign. Few cities made the
drive without a rally of some sort.

Chairman Weinzapfel stated
that he is elated over the success
of the campaign and that he de-
sired to thank every man, woman
and child who contributed to its
success in the purchase of bonds
or in the solicitation of sales

Rev. Thomas Buergler, local
Catholic pastor, played an impor-
tant part in the campaign by sol-
feiting funds for the proposed new
church, at the same time convert-
ing the money into freedom sec-
urities. He was assisted by C. J
Fette, Barneyv Voth and Wm. Hell-
man. Through his efforts $20.000
were added to the church fund
and the same amount converted
into U.S, government bonds dur-
ing the September drive.$186,000
was subscribed during the April
campaign, a total of $36,000 for
the current year.
