Lindsay City Council members 
are asking for input from the com-
munity after passing on first 
reading an ordinance establishing 
a curfew and another ordinance 
requiring the removal of high 
grass or other materials which 
may constitute a safety or public 
health hazard. 

The ordinances will not receive 
final approval until they've had 
three readings, which will take 
place during the March and April 
council meetings. The next council 
meeting is 7 p.m. March 7. 

"We're looking for community 
support," said Lindsay Mayor 
Don Metzler. "We had no opposi-
tion on the first reading, but if 
there is any, they should come to 
the next meeting," he said. 

The curfew, if finally adopted, 
would be for those 17 years of age 
or younger. Curfew hours would 
be from 11 p.m. to 5 a.m. on 
weekdays and 1 a.m. to 5 a.m. on 
Saturdays. 

There will be a 30-day grace 
period following final approval to 
familiarize the public with the new 
ordinance, but violators could be 
ticketed and fined after that time, 
Metzler said. 

The high grass ordinance states 
that it is unlawful for any property 
owner within the city limits to 
allow weeds or high grass on any 
premises or to allow rubbish or 
any other objectionable material 
to collect. 

Should any area be deemed a 
hazard, the city will notify the  

owner in writing. Should the 
owner fail to clean the area, the 
ordinance provides that the city 
may order the work done and 
charge the owner. Violation is a 
misdemeanor punishable by a fine 
of up to $200 per day. 

Metzler said there are provi-
sions in the ordinance which ex-
empt lots located in the city limits 
which are strictly used for 
agriculture. 

The council has approved a 9.5 
percent rate increase for Com-
munity Cable as requested by 
owner George Moreland. 
Moreland said he needs the in-
crease to purchase equipment in 
order to provide better service to 
city customers. 

Council 	members 	told 
Moreland they've been unhappy 
with cable reception and the in-
consistency in getting various 
channel selections. The council 
will review the increase in six 
months, and if service hasn't im-
proved, may look for another 
cable company, Metzler said. 

In other business, the council 
called for a May 7 election to fill 
the council positions of Jerry 
Kneupper, Wilbert Block and 
Metzler whose two-year terms are 
expiring. Those interested may file 
between Feb. 22 and March 23 
with Block, the city secretary. 
They also named Pat Bowman to 
the Planning and Zoning Commis-
sion for two years replacing Steve 
Zimmerer, The P&Z will be 
holding a series of workshops over  

the next two months with 
representatives of the Texoma 
Regional Planning Commission to 
totally revise the city's zoning and 
subdivision ordinances.

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Sister Barbara Bernauer is tak-
ing part in a history-making event 
for the Franciscan Order of the 
Atonement of Graymoor, N.Y. 

A Muenster native, and a 
daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Joe Ber-
nauer who moved as a family to 
Hereford in 1924, she became ac-
quainted with the Franciscan 
Sisters of the Atonement and the 
Franciscan Fathers who staffed 
the mission church at Hereford in 
its early days. The Franciscans 
were invited by the late Bishop 
Joseph Patrick Lynch of Dallas to 
staff St. Anthony's parish. The 
Sisters arrived in 1917 and the 
Friars came in 1920. 

In May, 1931, Sister Barbara 
Bernauer became a Postulant at 
the Graymoor Motherhouse, high 
up in the Hudson Valley of 
Graymoor, N.Y. There she was in-
volved mostly in Catechetical 
Work, and was stationed in Con-
necticut, Wyoming and New York 
State for 55 years. 

Now in semi-retirement, she 
makes her home with her mother 
here in Muenster. Her father died 
several years after the couple 
returned to their hometown to 
retire. 

One of the highlights of the past 
year for her was the recent visit of 
Brother Denis Sennett pf 
Graymoor, for interviews of great 
importance. Father Fred Alvarez, 
S.A. and Sister M. Annunciata 
Griffitts and Sister Eilish 
Sweeney, S.A., are also gathering 
testimonials from other members 
of the order that will eventually 
lead to the Beatification of the 
founder of the Society of the 
Atonement, Father Paul Wattson, 
and the foundress, Mother 
Laurana White. 

	

They 	were 	interviewing 
members of the Franciscan order 
who lived in the Franciscan com-
munity, or who knew, or had met 
Father Paul Wattson and Mother 
Laurana White. Their purpose 
was to glean as much information 
from the memories of the young 
postulants, that could be added to 
the testimonials. 

Sister Barbara Bernauer, who 
joined the order from Hereford, 
was one of its earliest members 
and knew both Father Paul Watt-
son and Mother Laurana White 
well, and was therefore one of the 
principal sources of information 
the interviewers were seeking. 

To The Muenster Enterprise, 
Sister Barbara Bernauer related 
how Father Wattson and Mother 
White founded their religious 
order in the Episcopalian Faith, 

Harp Communities.

which finally led to the reception 
into the Roman Church of seven-
teen persons, on the morning of 
Oct. 30, 1909. This corporate 
reception of the Society of the 
Atonement into the Roman 
Catholic Church was the first such 
occurrence since the Reformation. 

Sister Barbara went on to ex-
plain that both the founder and 
the foundress were known for 
their great love for the poor, their 
love for St. Francis, and the Fran-
ciscan way of life. Hence the 
Society of the Atonement follows 
the Franciscan Rule. The members 
also pray daily for Church Unity. 
From its beginning days at 
Graymoor, the society has worked 
to bring about the Atonement (At 
-one-ment, in this reference, 
"Unity"). 

The week of prayer for Chris 
tian Unity, initiated 80 years ago 
by Father Wattson, remains a 
force for unity that is celebrated 
annually from Jan. 18 (Feast of 
the Chair of St. Peter) to Jan. 25 
(Feast of the Conversion of St. 
Paul). From its humble beginning 
and despite strong opposition in 
its early years, the week of prayer 
is now observed by Catholic, 
Anglican, Orthodox, and Protes-
tant Christians with special 
prayers and Bible services. 

Sister Barbara Bernauer con-
tinued to relate to The Enterprise, 
the circumstances leading to the 
move of a number of Muenster 
families to Hereford in approx-
imately 1924, an event well-
remembered locally. Sometime 
before this, St. Anthony's Church 
was staffed by Franciscan Friars 
and St. Anthony's School by 
Franciscan Sisters. That's when 
Sr. Barbara Bernauer, Sr. Regina 
Koelzer, Sr. Emma Marie Herr 
and Father Bonaventure Koelzer. 
all formerly of Muenster, learned 
to love the Franciscan Rule, and 
became postulants in the Society 
of• the Atonement. As a result, 
they all were well-acquainted with 
the founders, and were considered 
prime sources of most reliable 
information. 

From Muenster, Brother Denis 
Sennett went to Vancouver, 
British Columbia to intervien 
Sister Regina Koelzer. 

Being interviewed on matters of 
such importance was a great 
honor for the Sisters, and they are 
rejoicing in the knowledge that, 
should the Beatification take place 
after many years, they were part 
of the history of the event as it was 
occurring.

We believe that it would be 
helpful for you to know that the 
state law has been adopted 
through Article 1436c, V.A.T.S., 
that specify minimum distances in 
working near electrical lines. 

The law prohibits the conduct 
of any function or activity or the 
erection of any structure within six 
(6) feet of any high voltage 
overhead power line. This includes 
the use of any tool, equipment or 
machinery within six (6) feet of 
any high voltage overhead line. 

It is also forbidden to erect, 
move, transport or store any 
tools, equipment, machinery, 
house or other building within six 
(6) feet of a high voltage overhead 
line. 

The law specified requirements 
for warning signs on equipment 
and farm machinery, any part of 
which is capable of vertical, lateral 
or swinging motion, including the 
installation of cage-type guards 
and insulator devices on equip-
ment having a lifting hook.

SAFETY 
The absolute prohibition of 

construction of houses or other 
buildings and use of equipment 
within six (6) feet of high voltage 
power lines is increased to ten (10) 
feet if certain precautions have not 
been taken set out in the Act. 

These 	precautions 	include 
negotiating with the operator of 
the power lines so that temporary 
work can be done while they are 
temporarily de-energized. Tht 
power company may make a 
charge for this service, however, ii 
is limited to the power company's 
actual expense, and the power 
company must be given at least 
forty-eight (48) hours advanced 
notice to arrange for temporary 
clearances. 

Finally, the Act provides for 
penalties up to $1,000.00 for a 
person violating it and makes 
those same persons liable for 
damages as a result of its viola-
tion. For a complete context of 
Article 1436c, persons and firms 
having personnel engaged in con-
struction and operating equipment 
and other acts in close proximity 
to power lines carrying over 600 
volts of electricity should consult 
Article 1436c Vernon's Annotated 
Civil Statutes or their attorney. 

We believe that everyone needs 
to be aware of what the law says. 
Needless to say, the dangers which 
are outlined in these articles 
should be avoided and the letter of 
the law adhered to. 

If you have additional questions 
about electric safety, please feel 
free to contact Gene Davenport, 
Member Services Manager, or 
Jerry Admire, Staff Engineer. The 
Cooperative also has a video 
presentation available and printed 
material which further discusses 
some of the electric hazards which 
might exist.

Expenses I or education roles ant 10 a 

farmer or rancher's current work may 
be deductible, the Internal Revenue 
Service says. To qualify as a deduc-
tion, the expenses must meet one of 
two tests. 

• Education required by employer. 
Taking the course of study must be re-
quired to keep one's salary, status, or 
job, if the requirements are for a 
business purpose—for example, a 
veterinarian required to take a course 
to retain his or her state license. 

• Education to maintain or improve 
skills. If the course is not required by 
an employer, the course must maintain 
or improve skills required in one's pres-
ent work —for instance, a farmer or 
rancher taking a course in machinery 
or engine repair or welding for the pur-
pose of maintaining farm or ranch 
equipment. 

However, not all education expenses 
are deductible. Expenses for education 
that prepares one for a new trade or 
business —such as a farmer studying 

such topics as farm income, farm 
business expenses, tax credits, sales of 
farm land, and soil and water conser-
vation expenses. 

Written in easy-to-understand 
language, the guide can be a valuable 
resource at tax time as well as a handy 
reference all year. It contains a sample 
return with step-by-step directions on 

filling out not only Schedule F, Farm 
Income and Expenses, but also other 
forms and schedules dealing with tax 
situations common to most farmers.

education may be required or bene-
ficial in the taxpayer's present employ-
ment. Similarly, the expenses for study 
to meet the minimdm educational re-
quirements for a position are not an 
allowable deduction. 

Educational expenses include 
amounts spent on tuition, books, sup-
plies, laboratory fees, and certain 
travel and transportation costs. 
Generally, educational expenses are 
deductible as miscellaneous itemized 
deductions on Schedule A (Form 
1040). Beginning in 1987, most 
miscellaneous deductions, including 
educational expenses, are deductible 
only to the extent the total of these 
reductions is more than 2 percent of 

adjusted gross income. en those cases 
where meal expenses are claimed or 
where reimbursement is received from 
an employer or a third party, Form 
2106, Employee Business Expenses, 
must be completed before entering an 
amount on Schedule A (Form 1040).

The dormant season is a good 
time to carry out practices that 
will help reduce diseases during 
the growing season in gardens and 
flower beds. 

Selectively pruning lower limbs 
of trees and woody ornamentals 
will help improve air circulation, 
thus help dry the foliage faster 
after a rain or dew. 

Many disease organisms such as 
those that cause powdery mildew 
and black spot can overwinter on 
dead leaves and infected canes. 
Pruning out infected canes and 
composting leaves will reduce 
disease pressure next growing 
season. 

When removing old bedding 
plants, check roots for knots. 
Presence of knots will usually be a 
sign of root knot nematodes. 

Rotation is a practice that will 
aid in reducing losses from 
soilborne diseases such as cotton 
root rot, fusariam, damping off 
and seedling diseases. This dor-
mant season would be a good time 
to design your vegetable garden 
planting plan. 

Earliness is a disease escape 
mechanism that can be utilized 
with some vegetables. Use of 
plastic as a mulch will help warm 
soil earlier and such vegetables as 
tomatoes can be planted 10 days 
to two weeks earlier in plastic 
mulch. Garden soils can be 
prepared now, put in raised beds 
and covered with plastic. Be sure 
to use black plastic for heat ab-
sorption and weed control. 

Weeds are natural hosts of 
many virus diseases. Applying 
herbicides in garden sites during 
dormant season will help eliminate 
the virus-carrying weeds. Be sure

to use herbicides recommended 
for vegetable gardens. Clean till-
ing during dormant season will 
help eliminate weed host. Adding 
liberal amounts of organic matter 
has shown some success in reduc-
ing cotton root rot. Dormant 
season is a good time to clean out 
your compost pile. 

All gardeners usually have some 
used potting soil lying around in 
pots or containers. This soil can be 
reused but should be sterilized 

first. Small batches of soil can be 
sterilized in the microwave oven in 
3 to 5 minutes. Conventional 
ovens take 30 minutes at 180 
degrees F. Store sterilized soil in 
clean containers until ready for 
use. 

Now you can collect seed 
catalogs and place your order for 
disease and nematode resistant 
varieties.
