tion from about two years to only 
six months," Lira said. "We 
started with just a few people who 
were committed, and now we've 
grown." 

Lira said the organization's 
establishment and growth in 
Cooke County were made possible 
by donations from individuals and 
businesses including Muenster 
Telephone Corp., which-donated 
a telephone system to the 
organization. "What money is 
raised in the county stays in the 
county," Lira said. Home 
Hospice is a non-profit 
organization. 

The 1988 budget for the 
organization was set up to care for 
20 patients, Lira said, but eight 
county patients are already using 
the service this year. Hospice bills 
Medicare, Medicaid, private in-
surance and the families when 
they are able to contribute, but no 
one is ever refused hospice care 
because of inability to pay, Lira 
said. 

Hospice uses a team approach 
to combat a patient's physical, 
psychological, spiritual and social 
pains. Helping the patient and his 
family are hospice personnel in-
cluding the attending physician, 
hospice medical director, nurses, 
social workers, home health aides, 
clergy members and volunteers. 
Hospice provides 24-hour call for 
the patients, and the service con-
tinues after the patient's death as 
long as the family needs support. 

Cooke County residents in-
terested in helping the hospice 
organization can become patient 
care volunteers, bereavement care 
volunteers, office helpers or make 
donations or memorials. 

Upcoming seminars conducted 
by Home Hospice will be from 9 
a.m. to 5 p.m. April 9, 16, 23 and 
30 at Cooke County College. 
Topics discussed at the seminars 
include the history of the hospice 
movement, death in our society, 
the grief process and legal con-
siderations. Interested persons are

• 	Muenster ISD has a three-way 
contest for trustee position 7. 
Leon Klement, Gerald 
Walterscheid and Ray Wimmer 
will be the names on the ballot. 
They will seek the position held by 
Richard Pagel for six years. He 
will not seek re-election. 

Other positions are filed for on-
ly by the incumbents: Tom 
Flusche in position 3; Harold 
Bindel in position 5, and D.J.

Sharing the School Board ballot 
will be the election for Cooke 
County College Board of 
Trustees. Places 1 and 2 are up for 
re-election.

The public 
lost control of the State Board of 
Education when the Legislature did 
away with the elected Board and 
appointed members of their 
choosing to help carry out 
provisions of House Bill 72. It is 
assumed that the reasons for 
replacing the old elected Board 
were that members were non -
progressive, complacent and un-
qualified to set policies to comply 
with House Bill 72. 

Given a choice, the voters of 
Texas voted back into law their 
right of electing, by districts, their 
own state board members. We are 
now in the process of carrying out 
this important right. 

Board members presently being 
elected to the state board should 
be individuals of the highest 
character with time to devote to 
the task, possess a background of 
business and educational success, 
and a true unbiased desire to make 

Texas Land Commissioner 
Garry Mauro has proclaimed 
March 21-April 1 as "Texas 
Veterans Awareness Weeks" in 
Texas and announced that the 
popular Veterans Home Improve-
ment Program has increased its 
maximum loan amount to 
$17,500. 

"There are nearly two million 
Veterans in Texas and we owe it to 
them to get the word out about the 
tremendous state benefits 
available to them," said Mauro, 
who serves as Chairman of the 
Texas Veterans Land Board. 

Eligible Texas Veterans can now 
obtain up to $17,500 at 10.5 per-
cent interest for 15 years to make 
improvements to their homes. 
Minimum loan amount is $4,000. 
If the loan amount is less than 
$7,500, the maximum term is 10 
years. Texas Veterans will have up 
to 15 years to pay off loans bet-
ween $7,500 and the maximum 
amount of $17,500. Previously, 
home improvement loans were 
limited to $15,000. 

No down payment is required 
and all loans are FHA insured. A 
small charge is added to each loan 
to cover FHA insurance. 

Mauro stressed that the Texas

Texas 
Veterans can obtain a $20,000 
loan to buy land AND a $20,000 
loan to use toward the purchase of 
a house AND a $17,500 loan for 
home improvements. Veterans can 

U.S. Sen. Phil Gramm, who is 
sponsoring legislation to repeal a 
new tax levy on diesel fuel, told 
the Senate Finance Committee 
that many farmers and oilmen are 
facing a crisis because of the law. 

"In less than two weeks this 
bureaucratic mistake will start 
hurting some of the most hard -
pressed people in Texas - farmers 
and independent oilmen," 
Gramm told the Finance Commit-
tee's tax subcommittee. "Even 
Gulf Coast fishermen are caught 
in the tax net." 

Under the new law, oilmen, 
farmers and fishermen who do not 
owe the tax on the diesel fuel they 
use off-road will be forced to pay 
the 15-cent-per-gallon levy, 
anyway. Then they will have to 
compile detailed records to prove 
how the fuel is used so they can 
seek a refund in 1989. 

"When tax collections begin on 
April I, the cost of diesel fuel will 
jump almost 25 percent for people

The Lindsay School Board this 

week approved an admission 
policy for transfer students in 
grades seven through 12. 

Before a transfer student's ap-
plication can be approved, ad-
ministrators must meet with both 
the parents and the student. All 
records from schools previously 
attended will be reviewed. 
"Basically, we want better screen-
ing," said Henry Schroeder, Lind-
say school superintendent. "We 
want students with decent grades 
who aren't discipline problems." 

The board upheld fees for 
transfer students through the 
1988-89 school year. The district 
charges $250 per family annually 
for students who reside outside the 
Lindsay School District. 

The transfer fee has been in ef-
fect for one year. Schroeder said 
the only complaints district of-
ficials have received about the fee 
has come from people who live 
just outside the Lindsay school 
district boundaries whose children 
have always attended Lindsay. 

The board approved a contract 
with the Region 9 Education Ser-
vice Center in Wichita Falls to in-
spect the school district for 
asbestos, a federal requirement. A 
team from Region 9 has already 
inspected district facilities and is

Eggs are always a bargain pro-
tein food, and prices are going 
even lower just in time for Easter. 

"We haven't seen the low egg 
prices that are in the markets now 
for some time," says Dr. David 
Mellor, a poultry specialist with 
the Texas A&M University 
Agricultural Extension Service. 

"Eggs are selling at 30-50 cents 
per dozen in sales and there will 
probably be many store specials 
before Easter," he adds. 

If you're tempted to color 
baskets and baskets full of eggs 
for Easter, remember to store 
them properly, or to not eat them. 
Mellor says a recent study in the 
Poultry Science Journal showed  

that hard-cooked eggs stored at 
room temperature spoil in less 
than a week. But eggs put In the 
refrigerator after two days at 
room temperature keep for three 
weeks. 

Hard-cooked eggs kept in their 
shells and stored the whole time in 
the refrigerator show the least 
bacterial growth, he reports. 

"It's best to remove the Easter 
eggs from the baskets 'as soon as 
possible, refrigerate them and use 
them within a few days," accor-
ding to the specialist. 

"If your children like to carry 
their Easter baskets around for 
days, include some plastic eggs for 
play and refrigerate the real eggs 
that the family will eat," Mellor 
advises.

• Allow plenty of time, typically

• Baste or pin major pieces and 
fit them to the bride before sewing 
any finished seams. 

• Use clean, sharp scissors or a 
rotary-wheel cutter for fabrics. 

• Pin fine fabrics with silk 
dressmaker pins to avoid making 
holes. Also check your sewing 
machine needle and replace it with 
a new one in the appropriate size 
for the fabric. 

• Be sure the fineness of the 
thread is compatible with the 
fabric. Use extra fine thread for 
lightweight fabrics. 

• To assure sewing smooth 
seams in silky fabrics, prevent

puckering by holding the tabric 
firmly in front of and behind the 
needle while sewing. Adjust the 
stitch length to the weight of the 
fabric. 

• Keep your hands clean and use 
hand cream if they are rough to 
avoid pulls on fine fabrics. Since 
creams can stain, allow plenty of 
time for it to be absorbed into 
your skin. 

• Test everything, including the 
stitch length, thread compatibility 
and tension on a scrap of fabric to 
make sure it will work perfectly. 

To preserve your family 
heirloom, the specialist suggests 
that it be cleaned immediately 
after the wedding and stored using 
one of two methods. 

Hang the dress on a padded 
hanger, with waist loops running 

Irom the inside waist to the hanger 
to take stress off the shoulder 
seams. Also stuff the sleeves with 
tissue paper. Then wrap the gown 
in freshly washed cotton fabric, 
such as an all-cotton sheet. 

Beard says the other option is to 
fold the dress carefully and wrap it 
in the all-cotton fabric. Then store 
flat inside an acid-free box, which 
will be available from many com-
mercial cleaners.

Perryman Denham 
dies at 71 

Funeral services for Perryman 
Denham, 71, were held Monday, 
March 21, in the Forestburg 
United Methodist Church at -2 
p.m.

The deadline to apply for crop 
insurance protection for cotton, 
grain sorghum, peanuts and other 
Spring crops in North Texas are as 
follows: March 31 for Nor-
thwestern Texas counties and 
April 15 for Northeastern Texas 
counties; according to Bruce Hot-
tel, a representative of the Federal 
Crop Insurance Corporation 
(FCIC). 

Crop 	insurance 	covers 
unavoidable loss of production 
resulting from adverse weather 
and natural conditions, wildlife, 

Although the threat of wheat 
leaf rust is not as great this season 
as it has been for the past several 
years, growers should be aware 
that the organism is present and 
that future conditions may be 
ideal for rapid development. 

Wheat leaf rust is less threaten-
ing this season because there is less 
wheat acreage in South and Cen-
tral Texas, more varieties are be-
ing planted rather than one 
predominant variety, more slow -
rusting varieties are being planted 
and weather conditions have been 
rather dry. In some areas, rust was 
more pronounced earlier this 
winter than it is now. 

Producers are urged to keep an 
eye on their fields and watch for 
increases in wheat leaf occurrence. 
There is still plenty of time for an 
epidemic to develop if weather 
conditions favor such an event. 

Some producers may want to 
use fungicides this year, since 
wheat prices have increased and 
another highly effective fungicide 
is on the market. Chemical control 
may pay in many situations, but 
will not likely be cost-effective for 
everyone. 

Producers who have a 40-bushel 
yield potential and reside where 
leaf rust represents a serious 
limiting production factor may 
want to consider fungicide use. 
They also should be certain they 
have a wheat variety that will res-
pond to a fungicide. 

Growers should watch their 
wheat fields closely from now un-
til heading time to determine the 
potential for leaf rust damage. 
Fungicides are available if yield 
levels and disease potentials war-
rant use of this practice. 

State funds for brucellosis 
calfhood vaccinations are ex-
pected to be depleted sometime in 
May. 

During the current fiscal year 
ending Aug. 31, $450,000 was ap-
propriated by the Legislature for 
calfhood vaccinations. Commis-
sioners of the Texas Animal 
Health Commission voted to pay 
$1 per head for vaccinations in 211 
of the state's 254 counties. 

It is anticipated that the $1 pay-
ment fee will be reinstated at the 
beginning of the 1989 fiscal year 
on Sept. 1,1988. 

In the meantime, federal funds 
will continue available in the 43 
highest incidence counties of 
Texas. Counties continuing to 
receive federal funds include 
Anderson, Aransas, Austin, Bee, 
Brazoria, Brazos, Calhoun,
