The assignment was drawn up in 
Fort Worth on December 14 and 
was filed here for recording Tues­
day of this week.

The assignment was made for the 
consideration of $250,000 cash and 
eight notea. two notea for the sum 
of $50,000 each and six notes for 
the sum of $2$,000 each. All laud 
included In the assignment is lo­
cated In the northern part of Browr. 
county.

The Ishant A. Smith post Ameri­
can Legion will meet in regular 
session Friday night of this week 
One of the interesting subjects 
now before every former service 
man of the World War is that of 
his wartime insurance which from 
some reason or other he has per­
mitted to lapse or drop out simply 
because of a few dollars expense in 
keeping it up. Just how any form­
er service man who tarried the war 
time iusurauce can afford to let L 
lapse, instead of having it convert­
ed into some other kind of insur­
ance is one of the hard things to 
understand. In this connection a 
few words in the way of explana 
tlon may not be out of place. It 
will be recalled that the govern­
ment required every young mai 
who went to the world war to take 
out inaurance in (avor of his par­
ents or other relatives. Most of the 
boys took out insurance in favor of 
their mothers, some in favor of 
fathers and some in favor of other 
beneficiaries. The insurance rang 
ed from $5,000 to $100,000. Today 
millions of dollars of wartime in 
surance is being paid parents or 
other relatives simply because ■ 
son who was required to take out 
iuBuraiice, took it out in favor of 
parents as stated or other relatives, 
and that money is being paid such 
beneficiaries by the month. In this 
way It will give them a good living 
as long as they live. Now it so hap­
pens that hundreds of thousands o 
the world war boys on returning 
home let the insurance lapse.

There are in Brown county, even 
In Brownwood many former sol- 
permitted their insurance to lapse. 
It is bad business and should he 
given Immediate attention. The 
wartime insurance can be convert 
ed into other lines of insurance, 
and the government has extended 
the time for re-instalement and con­
version until next June. Every 
former world war veteran is asked 
to be at the meeting of the Ameri 
can Legion next Firday night am’ 
learn all about the insurance prob 
lem. A member of Isham A. Smith 
post who has studied the matter 
will be on hand to thoroughly ex­
plain tli eentire situation.

Timmons Reports
W. M. Timmons, commlssionor of 

the Zephyr precinct, was in Brown- 
wood this morning looking arter 
business and reporting a splendid 
rain which fell in the Zephyr com­
munity Saturday and Saturday 
night. “ It made all the little creokn 
run," he said.

Mr. Timmons is in charge of .lie 
opening up of tile road from Brown 
wood to Zephyr down the lutlrnad 
track, following action taken by the 
Commissioners’ court sometime ngo 
after a group ot Zephyr citizens 
had petitioned the Court to make 
this change.

R O L L E R  M ILL 
A T  PLAINVIEW  
IS D ES TR O YED

Upholding the great accomplish­
ments of General Robert E. Lee and 
praising the Southern general. 
Dean Thomas H. Taylor of the 
Howard Payne college this morn­
ing addressed the student body of 
the Institution, using this method 
in observing the birthday of the 
great leader of the South.

Using the visits of General Lee to 
this immediate territory during the 
Mexlcpn War. Dean Taylor inject­
ed local color into his talk. He 
showed the moral character of 
General Lee in his words concern­
ing his temperance habits. His 
scholastic ability was shown hv hla 
•being second in all honors at West 
Point, where he received his mili­
tary education.

Dean Taylor declared this morn­
ing that the C*vl! War was the in­
vasion of the Yankees, and that the 
South hesitated, apparently sitting 
for some tEU/\. before mobilizing; 
out when ■** ** jj fi*- i - p - ' - . —  
withdrew from the I’nITPh States. 
Genentl Leo left the leadership of 
the Union for the leadership of the 
South. He did this despite the fact 
that he was opposed to withdraw­
ing, politically.

Following the war Dean Taylor 
admirably showed how Lee had 
tried to bind up the wounds of the 
two nations. He believes him to be 
the greatest military genius ever 
produced by the country, and says 
this was proved by General Grant, 
his opponent. General Grant, dur­
ing the Frnnco-Pruasian war. said 
If Lee was between the Germans 
and Paris, that the Prussians would 
never reach the France capital.

The cotton market has shown a 
tendency to sag under the influ­
ences of large private ginning esti­
mates; large crop estimate and the 
general bcurlsh sentiment engen­
dered by the expectation of a 
eminent report on ginnings 
will indicate a much larger <r?op 
than that forecast by the govern­
ment in its last crop estimate.

The government Census Bureau 
will issue a report Saturday, Jan­
uary 23, showing officially the num­
ber of bales of cotton ginned to 
January 14th.

In its final estimate of the crop, 
Issued on December 8th the govern­
ment predicted a total crop of 15,-
603.000 bales. On Tuesday of this 

| week one of the world’s largest cot- 
I ton factors issued an estimate of
15.536.000 as having been ginned up 
to January 14th. Based on this es­
timate the crop would doubtless run 
close to 16,000,000 bales.

Shortly after this ginning esti­
mate a .Memphis Statistical Bureau 
which is considered olio of the best 
and most conservative in the world 
issued a report in which it was 
stated that figures on ginnings up 
to the 14th inst. which had been 
sent in to them indicated a total 
cotton crop of 16,200,000 bales.

These reports took the edge off 
the baying side of the market dc - 
spite the fact that the demand for 
spot cotton continues good nnd the 
basis high and the futures markets 
recorded a 35 point decline Tues­
day and Wednesday.

Many people believe these re­
ports approximately correct and if 
they are, an over-supply of cotton 
over shadows the market. It is en­
tirely possible that the report Sat­
urday may show actual ginnings 
in excess of the totaj crop as esti­
mated by the government. Decem­
ber Stli.

It is a fact that certain states in 
the central cotton region have al­
ready ginned more cotton titan the 
government estimated as their to­
tal crop. In their final estimate of 
the crop the Bureau predicted that 
Texas would produce 4,tx>0,000 hales 
and that Oklahoma would proJuce 

, 1,550,000 bales.
| The last ginning report issued on 
! December 20 showed a total gin- 
j nings of 14,826,452 as against 12.- 
792,244 for the corresponding pe- 

i riod lust year.
Another influence which has de­

pressed the price this week was the 
report that the co-operatives wer4 
selling a part of their spot hold­
ings, many people believing that 

i this selling would further depress 
1 the market and force more and 
, more cotton to come onto the mar- 
| ket, with a consequent continued

lowering of the price. On the oth­
er hand demand for spots is excel­
lent, basis linn, and there are 
many well posted people who be­
lieve that the price depression, be­
ing caused by the fear of large 
ginnings will be only temporary 
and that after the Saturday’s re­
port is out of the way, the continu­
ed good demand, heavy exports and 
spiuuer takings witl have their in­
fluence and that higher prices will 
result.

The grain market has continued 
Nery steady throughout the past 
several days. News from the Ar­
gentine wheat crop has been bull­
ish, and cash wheat has been com­
manding attractive premiums on 
all markets. Wednesday the Chi­
cago wheat market scored another 
nice advance carrying prices for 
the May delivery to a cMsing val­
ue of $176 1-2. May f%'\ closed at 
84 3-8 and May oat i-,^45 3-8.

Tho money market has become 
much easier rates for call money 
declining during the past several 
days from 6 per cent to 4 per cen?

In the cotton raising contest put 
on by The Dallas News, inducing 
experiments of raising most cotton 
on fewer acres some interesting 
lessons were brought out, and will 
remain permanently in the minds 
of the farmers who entered the 
contest. The idea of The Dallas 
News was to discourage large cot­
ton acreage and constant failure to 
give maximum attention to c.otton 
p-oduction and to induce farmers to 
plaut fewer acres and direct thsir 
time and attention to making the 
fewer acres produce every ounce 
of cotton possible. In the course of 
the work various kinds of cotton 
pests showed up and had to be 
fought with poison and other meth­
ods.

Each man took five acres or was 
to have taken five acres, but when 
the laud to be put into the contest 
was measured by an official sur­
veyor it was found that some was 
less than 5 acres and some vent 
just a fraction over five acres. The 
fraction under five and over four 
and one- >£,f counted ns five acres 
and the fraction under five and 
one-half acres also counted as five 
acres. The Dallas New3 offered 
$1,000 in cash for the best produc­
tion on five acres, and additional 
prizes for next best.

The five high men were as fol- 
1 lows:

G. M. Adams, near Tyler, In 
Smith county, planted v.4« acres 
nnd produced 20,116 pounds of seed 
cotton. This when ginned produced 
15 bales of cotton. Mr. Adams won 

I the $1,000 first prize.

J. W. MoFarlane, of Anderson 
county, the man who won the prize 
last year, and who was crowned 
Cotton King at the Waco Cotton 
Palace exposition, won second 
place this year because some kind 
of pest got into his crop and dam­
aged it, according to his report, 
about two per cent. Mr. McFarland 
planted 4.55 acres in cotton and 
gathered 17,032 pounds of seed 
cotton, which when ginued produc­
ed 14 bales.

Cln’ id Nash, near Henderson, in 
(Rut county, planted 4.05 acres 
and gathered 18,890 pounds of seed 
cotton, which produced 15 balea.

W. M. McCaleb, of Wilbarger 
county, planted a fraction over 5 
acres and produced 18,062 pounds 
of seed cot to* or 14 bales.

Worth ers of Franklin coun­
ty, plan* a*4 acres and produced 
19.270> ,iunds of seed cotton or 16 
bales.

By taking pencil and paper and 
figuring it Will be noticed that the 
Smith county man planted a smaller 
acreage, and also produced a better 
showing to the acre than any of 
the other contestants.

There were scores of others in 
various sections of Texas and the 
contest created statewide interest. 
The lesson it sought to teach was 
that it pays better to plant a small 
acreage in cotton and intensify that 
acreage to the last degree. This 
produces good results. It causes 
farmers to study soil conditions, 
various fertilizer values and soil 
building, than which there ia no 
more interesting subject anywhere.
