Texas Crop & Weather 
The following specific livestock, crop 

and weather conditions were reported by 
Panhandle Extension directors: Topsoils 
dried out because of lack of rain and 
strong winds. Growers started to cut 
some wheat for hay. Dryland wheat 
needed moisture, and some irrigated 
wheat showed signs of disease, but most 
wheat was in fair to good condition. Corn 
was 65 percent to 100 percent planted 
and about 50 percent emerged. Produc-
ers started planting sorghum, cotton, 
peanuts and silage. Rangeland grasses 
were emerged and growing, providing 
good grazing for cattle.

With winds gusting to 30 mph on Tues-

day, the weather made two Panhandle 
teams feel at right home at the Class IA 
state golf tournament. 

The greens at Morris Williams Golf 
Course were another story, as struggles 
with putting kept the Gruver boys and 
Memphis girls from claiming state titles. 

Both teams finished second for the sec-
ond straight year to the teams that won in 
2009, with the Greyhounds five shots be-
hind Robert Lee and the Lady Cyclones 
six shots back of Baird. 

Gruver entered the final round four 
shots behind Wink and three ahead of 
Robert Lee. The Wink team shot itself out 
of contention with a team total of 345, fin-
ishing fourth and 15 shots back. Gruver 
took advantage for most of the final 
round, building a lead halfway through the 
back nine. 

"I think we had a four-shot lead in the 
team after 14 holes and Robert Lee closed 
the gap quickly," Gruver coach Rob Been 
said. "We just didn't handle the pressure 
down the stretch." 

The Greyhounds' struggles on the green 
proved to be a decisive factor. 

"We gave up three strokes on three putts 
on 18," Been said. "You've got to make 
shots and Robert Lee made shots. Robert 
Lee just took it away in the last five 
holes." 

Gruver was led by Parker Grotegut, 
who shot 79 after an 80 in the first round 
to tie for third with Tahoka's Matt Taylor. 
Taylor defeated Grotegut on the first play-
off hole to finish as medalist. 

"That disappointment carried over to 
Parker in the playoff," Been said. "He did- 

n't really care to be out there because he 
was disappointed in the team finish." 

Reagan Karlin matched his opening 
round 82 for a total of 164, with Blake 
Fitzgerald carding a 166 with a final round 
85. Cory Graves had matching rounds of 
86 to total 172 and give Gruver a total of 
661. 

Zach Logsdon shot a 94, which was not 
counted in the team standings. 

Four of the Greyhounds' five players 
played their final rounds. 

"We'll have some disappointed senior 
boys for sure," Been said. 

"They've had a good career. It'll take 
some time, but hopefully they'll realize it 
was a good place to be."  

The second round provided much less 
movement in the girls tournament, with 
the top five schools unchanged from the 
opening round.

We celebrate a special event, the Ascension of our 

Lord, as we study Acts 1: 1-11, Psalm 93, Ephesians 1; 
11-23, and Luke 24: 44-53. 

Jesus explains to the disciples that they will be bap-
tized with the Holy Spirit not many days from now and 
that they will receive power to be witnesses for him to 
the ends of the earth. When he had said this, he was 
lifted up from them and a cloud took him out of their 
sight. As the disciples stare into the sky, two men in 
white robes ask, "Men of Galilee, why do you stand 
looking up toward heaven? This Jesus who has been 
taken up from you into heaven, will come in the same 
way as you saw him go into heaven." We can see this as 
the end of Jesus' earthly ministry and the commence-
ment of his rule in heaven. When Jesus speaks of the 
Holy Spirit some have translated this as "Comforter". 
Today we think of a 'comforter' as one who makes bad 
things seem not so bad. Yet the word used here actually 
comes from the Latin "fortis" which means bravery. The 
Spirit that the disciples are waiting to receive is the Holy 
Spirit which gives the believer the courage to face ad-
versity, pain and sorrow without fear. 

The Psalmist sings a song that, "the Lord is becoming 
King!" He identifies the Lord as the Creator of the 
world, the King whose rule is everlasting. The Lord de-
feats "Chaos" and establishes order. The Lord's edicts 
and commandments are forever. 

Paul explains to the Ephesians that "we" have ob-
tained an inheritance in Jesus Christ. Paul's "we" refers 
to the Jews who were the first to believe in Jesus. Paul 
tells them that "you also, when you heard the word of 
truth, the gospel of your salvation, and had believed in 
him, were marked with the seal of the promised Holy 
Spirit". This 'seal' of the Holy Spirit is the consideration 
(term of contract) of our redemption. When Paul uses 
"you", he is referring to the Gentiles. The remarkable 
thing is that Jew and Gentile who have been "sealed" by 
the Holy Spirit are all God's people. Paul then prays that 
they will receive wisdom and revelation to know the 
hope to which they have been called. Paul assures the 
Ephesians that Jesus The Christ rules in heavenly places 
and Jesus The Christ is the head of the Church. The 
Church is His body and is filled with the fullness of Him. 

In Luke, Jesus explains to the disciples the scriptures 
that apply to him and that they are to be witnesses to the 
fulfillment of these scriptures. He leads the disciples 
from the upper room as far as Bethany. Jesus blesses the 
disciples and is then taken up from them. The disciples 
return to Jerusalem rejoicing and they bless God in the 
temple daily as they wait for the Holy Spirit. 

May the Holy Spirit seal you that you may possess the 
courage to face adversity, pain and sorrow without fear 
and with the assurance that you are a child of God.

AG halts sale of mis-
branded drugs 

Texas Attorney General 
Greg Abbott on May 6 re-
solved the state's legal ac- 
tion 	against 	a 
Houston-area wholesale 
drug distributor that im-
properly purchased and 
distributed "misbranded" 
prescription drugs. 

Medical Discount Phar-
macy L.P., a state-licensed 
wholesale drug distributor 
that warehouses and dis-
tributes prescription drugs, 
under an agreed final judg-
ment negotiated by the 
Texas Attorney General's 
Office, must adopt proce-
dures to prevent mis-
branded or counterfeit 
pharmaceutical products 
from being unlawfully dis-
tributed to their Texas re-
tail pharmacies.

Most local appraisal re-
view boards schedule 
property value protest 
hearings in May, June or 
July, except in certain 
major urban areas, where 
hearings occur year round. 

Property owners who 
believe their county ap-
praisal district has overes-
timated the value of their 
homes or businesses have 
a right to appeal to their 
local appraisal review 
board to reduce their prop-
erty values, Texas Comp-
troller Susan Combs 
announced May 4.

Funding for school bus 
retrofits 

The Texas Commission 
on Environmental Quality 
on May 3 announced 
school districts may apply 
for funds to retrofit older 
school buses to in order to 
reduce air pollution. 

About $1.7 million is 
available on a first-come, 
first-served basis. Applica-
tion deadline is May 31. 
The funding comes from 
the federal American Re-
covery and Reinvestment 
Act and is administered 
through the Texas Clean 
School Bus program which 
provides reimbursement to 
Texas school districts that 
install pollution-control 
devices on diesel school 
buses. 

The devices reduce par-
ticulate-matter emissions 
that can aggravate respira-
tory problems, asthma, and 
allergies in children who 
ride the buses. 

Supreme court justice 
to resign 

Texas Supreme Court 
Justice Harriet O'Neill, 
who was not seeking re-
election, on May 7 an-
nounced her resignation, 
effective June 20. 

O'Neill's term would 
have expired at the end of 
the year. She was first 
elected to the state's high-
est court in 1998.

Hisumuciu, MUSINGS 
Several weeks ago, a 

story by Benton W. 
Phillips told to EJ Phillips 
appeared in the Booker 
News about a swimming 
hole outside of Darrouzett. 
This story was enjoyed and 
discussed by a lot of Lip-
scomb County people 
bringing up stories of their 
own about old swimming 
holes in the county. 

Harry Zollars recorded 
one such pond in his col-
umn "Memories of the Old 
Home Town" which he 
wrote for the Higgins 
News. In this column, he 
told of a pond constructed 
by E.C. Gray about a mile 
from Higgins 'in a small 
canyon below a fine spring 
of sweet water'. Mr. Gray 
constructed a dam of clay 
earth thickly faced with na-
tive stones and when the 
spillway was flowing, the 
water at the dam was about 
six or eight feet deep. This 
became a favorite for 
swimming, diving, float- 

ing, etc. for all the children 
in and around Higgins. The 
pond also provided a win-
ter skating rink, and the 
frozen water flowing down 
from the large spring af-
forded a coasting area 
which carried the skaters 
across the ice to the far 
side. 

Mr. Gray stocked the 
pond with carp with in-
struction that there would 
be no fishing. Local boys 
could not resist trying to 
catch the fish with their 
hands. Mr. Zollars relates 
the story of Commodore 
Hopper who yelled to his 
friends for help, stating 
that he had a "great big 
one" and was having diffi-
culty getting it from a large 
crevasse. Clyde Patton and 
Pete Jenkins swam to 
where Commodore was 
struggling with his fish, 
chin-deep in water. Just as 
the two boys reached the 
spot Commodore gave a 
big heave, calling out that 
he had the big fish, leaned 
backward and heaved it 
out. Holding it aloft, but 
only for a few seconds. His 
fish proved to be a huge 
water moccasin snake, his 
hold being near its head 
with his left hand and his 
right about half way down 
its length. Clyde and Pete 
dived deeply with a wild 
yell and Commodore 
heaved the squirming rep-
tile up and over the dam. 
All the boys swam quickly 
to the bank and the poison-
ous snake was dispatched 
with well thrown rocks. 
There were no more carp 
sought among the stones of 
the dam.

`Winning' candi- 
date's withdrawal 

creates unusual 
election situation 

AUSTIN - An unusual 
special election situation 
has produced the need for 
a ruling by Secretary of 
State Esperanza "Hope" 
Andrade, the state's chief 
elections officer. 

Long-time House Dis-
trict 66 State Rep. Brian 
McCall resigned from of-
fice in late March after 
being named chancellor of 
the Austin-based Texas 
State University System. 
McCall's resignation cre-
ated the need for a special 
election to fill the vacated 
seat. 

Republican business-
woman Mabrie Jackson 
filed as a candidate to fill 
the south Collin County 
(Plano-area) HD 66 seat, 
but she withdrew on April 
14, too late for Collin 
County to remove her 
name from the ballot. 

Jackson's withdrawal re-
sulted in the swearing in of 
her special election oppo-
nent Van Taylor. 

However, despite her 
resignation, Jackson pulled 
59 percent of the vote to 
Taylor's 41 percent. 

Something official on 
the situation is expected 
from Secretary Andrade. 

Land Office sends help 
to Gulf 

On May 3, Land Com-
missioner Jerry Patterson 
said his office would assist 
in the oil spill cleanup ef-
fort on the Louisiana coast. 

"This could be a serious 
environmental challenge 
for tbc Gulf Coast," Patter-
son said. The General 
Land Office sent wildlife 
rescue specialists and two 
trailers, one for cleaning 
oil-soaked wildlife, the 
other to shelter animals 
while recovering after they 
are cleaned. 

Oil is gushing from a 
damaged well head a mile 
deep in the Gulf of Mexico 
about 50 miles from the 
Louisiana shore.

5 named Dr. Lloyd Potter 
of San Antonio state de-
mographer. 

Potter is a professor and 
interim chair of the De-

Indians of the Pit 
And Stone Houses 

The Indians that lived in 
our area in their stone and 
pit houses about A.D. 
1200--1400 are known as 
the Plains Villagers. Ar-
chaeologists have learned 
several things about them, 
but they still seem in dis-
agreement about where 
they came from. The peo-
ple in the pit houses could 
be different to the ones in 
the stone houses, but as 
they seemed to be living 
side by side at the same pe-
riod, I will mention things 
they probably had in com-
mon. 

When I think of Indians 
on the Plains, they are 
magnificent riders on col-
orful horses, but these In-

dians were here before 
horses had been reintro-
duced by the Spanish con-
quistadors. These Indians 
traveled on foot. Some In-
dians at this time used 
dogs as pack animal, but I 
found nothing to confirm 
this for these Plains Vil-
lagers. 

From their arrow points, 
Washita and Harrell, we 
know they used bows and 
arrows to hunt instead of 
the atlatls of their ances-
tors. They were able to kill 
buffalo, deer, and antelope. 

They could make cord-
marked pottery for storage 
and cooking. If you check 
how to make cord-marked 
pottery on the interne, you 
can see what an achieve-
ment that was. - 

They had learned to use 
the wild fruits, seeds, and 
flowers. Along with the 
bigger game, they ate fish. 
shellfish, mussels, frogs, 
and turtles. There is evi-
dence that they grew corn. 
We speculate that they also 
grew squash and peppers. 
Plum pits were broken 
open for the seed inside. 
They ate the tiny seeds 
from the wild sunflowers. 
It doesn't sound as if obe-
sity would have been a 
problem. 

Their tools were made 
mainly from bone and 
flint, but they included 
stone metates and manos. 
For anyone interested, the 
internet has pictures of the 
tools and jewelry that have 
been found in these digs. 
Two good sources are 
Courson Archaeological 
Research and Texas Be-
yond History.
