incrated from 461 In 1933 to 697 In 
1935, while the payroll Increased 
from $390,080 to $307,000. These fly- 
urea do not Include the retail busi­
ness oypurely service establish­
ments. ‘places of amusements and 
hotels.

The volume of business from 
these establishments and also from 
the - wholesale and manufacturing 
concerns will be given In a later 
release.

An “Emergency” 

Fruit Cake Recipe
A good fruit cake tor Christmas 

Should be made much earlier than 
Christmas, but persons who have 
waited until the very day before 
Christmas may also make a delic­
ious one by cooking It In a pres­
sure cooker, according to Miss 
Maveslc Malone, home demonstra­
tion agent. Miss Malone gives the 
following recipe and Instructions:

Engnjh fruit cake: 1 pkg. rais­
ins fseeded). 1 pkg. currants. I pkg. 
dates, 1/2 Ih. citron, 1/4 lb. orange 
peel, l/« lb. lemon peel, 1/1 lb. 
candlA^ pineapple. 2 cups flour. 
1 1/2 T. cinnamon. 1 t. nutmeg. 1/2 
t. mace. 1 t. allspice. 1 t. silt. 1 cup 
sugar, 1 cup butter. 6 eggs. 3 T 
lemon Juice. 1/4 cup orange Juice. 
1/4 cup grape Juice. 1/4 lb. or more 
of nuts. 2 or. candled cherries and 
dates

Place In baking pans, which have 
been lined with heavy wrapping 
paper which hei been well oiled 
Tie’ the paper securely around the 
edges of the pan to prevent water 
getting In the rake. Put enough wa­
ter In the cooker to steam with 
petcock open. Put cake In cooker, 
pup top on cooker, but don ot fas­
ten clamps or close petcock. Steam 
one hour. Watch cooker to prevent 
Its boiling dry. Then fasten clamps 
and close petcock, raise pressure to 
JS lbs. for 30 minutes to Insure 
thorough cooking to center of cake. 
Let out steam. Remove cake ami 
put In a slow oven for 1 hour. 
Watch carefully to provent burn­
ing. Cake pans may be stacked sev­
eral layers deep In the cooker.

A young man's ambition form, d 
nearly thirty years ago materializ­
ed on December I t when Dr. George 
W. Cox was chosen State Health 
Officer. Through busy years In the 
practice of medicine and surgery 
Dr. Cox nursed the desire to en­
gage In public heulii work.

Dr. Cox has had a varied and 
Interesting career In medical and 
health service.

FARMERS’ FLOCKS ARE 
SOMEWHAT LARGER. BUT 

PRODUCTION IS LOWER
The size of the laying flocks of 

farm poultry is about three to four 
per cent larger than a year ago. the 
Bureau of Agricultural Economics 
reported today in its December 
summary of poultry and egg pro­
duction. liens are laying slightly 
fewer eggs, however, so the total 
egg production ut the beginning of 
December was about the same as 
a year ago.

Ponltrymen obviously had In­
tended to increase their flocks this 
year and hatched a 12 per rent 
larger number of chicks last spring. 
But drought arid high feed prices

are going into winter only slightly 
larger. There are. however, about 
3 per cent more pullets on hand 
than a year ago.
