Texas Railroad Commission

Releases oil and gas stats

The Texas Railroad Commission
has released cil and gas production
figures for the month of October
1993 in Hansford County. Total gas
production for the month was re
ported at 3,106,262 Mcf, and crude
oil production at 29,909 barrels.

The Commission issued a total of
1,230 drilling permits in December
compared to 1,514 in December
1992. The December total included
774 permits to drill new oil and gas
tests, 37 to re-enter existing well
bores, 46 to deepen existing holes,
146 to plugback existing holes, and
67 December
amended drilling permits totaled
160.

Total drilling permits issued in
1993 year-to-date is 13,027, a three
percent decrease from the 13,452
issued during the same period of
1992

Permits issued in December in-
cluded 424 oil, 251 gas, 474 oil and
gas, 19 injection, 11 disposal, and
51 other permits.

In December operators reported
314 gas, 454 oil, and 31 service
completions, compared to 330 gas,

for other wells

Texas preliminary October crude
oil production averaged 1,513,696
barrels daily, down from the
1,620,193 barrels daily average of
October 1992.

The preliminary Texas oil pro-
duction figure for October is
46,924,572 barrels, down from the
50,225,977 barrels reported in Oc-
tober 1992.

Texas oil and gas wells produced
466,978,901 Mcf (thousand cubic
feet) of gas in preliminary produc-
tion for October, up two percent
compared to October 1992's gas
production total of 460,246,595 Mcf.

Texas gas production in October
came from 172,612 oil, and 46,079
gas wells

464 oil, and 46 service completions
during the same period of last year.
The total of well completions re-
corded for 1993 year-to-date is
8,386, a four percent increase from
the 8,080 recorded in 1992.
Operators reported 649 holes
plugged and 212 dry holes in De-
cember compared to 1,115 holes
plugged and 100 dry holes reported
during the same period last year.

The first major change is the
show dates. The 1994 show will be
held on February 11 and 12 at the
Gruver County Barn in Gruver.
lhese new dates move the show
before Houston, but after Fort
Worth.

Three other changes are made in
the rule book.

The first two are covered under
General Rules. It isnoted that there
15 an addition to rule 32. This addi-
tion reads: "Substitute showman
must show and sell the animal for
theineligible showman. Money will
be forfeited if this rule is broken."

Then rule 34 was added. It reads
"All sale exhibitors will be respon-
sible for getting their animals to
the sale ring. Failure of this will
result in the animal not bringing a
premium."

The final major change for 1994
involves the purchase of an animal.
It is stated that the Hansford
County Junior Livestock Show and
Premium Sale has been changed to
better assistbuyersin determining
the total amount they will spend.
'"What the buyer bids is the
amount they will spend.”

The thrombus once started, grows
quickly and finally occludes the
coronary artery at that site. Any
tissue dependent upon that artery
for blood supply still lose its
source of oxygen and other nutri
ents. These cells depend upon
oxygen to produce energy and to
maintain the heart muscle. If
there is an interruption in blood
supply, not all of the heart muscle
will die. Some cells get partially
fed by other arterial branches and
merely experience a diminished
blood flow. These cells become
irritable and can become a source
of abnormal electrical activity in
the heart tissue and result in a
disturbance of the heart rhythm.,
Many of these rhythm disturbane
es can be lethal. One third of all
attacks (or myocardial
infarctions as they are called in
the medical community) result in
the victim dying prior to reaching
the hospital.

Physicians divide management
of Coronary Artery Disease into
categories. The first is
called primary prevention, where
attempt is made to prevent the
initiation of atherosclfrosis. This
is accomplished b} life-stype
changes. These are avoidance of
tobacco, eating a prudent diet,
regular exercise, and maintaining
an ideal body weight. It has been
calculated that 50% longevity is
due to life-style, 20% genetics,
20% environment, and 10% due to
medical care.

Eating Heart Smart

There is no longer any doubt as
to whether lowering elevated cho-
lesterol levels will reduce the risk
of heart disease. The National
Cholesterol Education Program
recommends that all adult
Americans reduce their cholester-
ol values to less than 200 mg. and
their LDL to less than 130 mg.
How is this accomplished?
Although the use of drug therapy
has been shown to be effective,

the NCEP and AHA emphasize
that life-style modifications
should be the primary treatment
These modifications include die
tary changes of lowering saturat
ed fat and cholesterol intake,
increasing dietary fiber
achieving the individual’s ideal
body weight.

A few simple steps to follow are
* Lowering fat intake to 25-30%
of the total calories consumed in
one day. For example, if 1200
calories is consumed, 33-40 grams
of fat may be consu med
Cholesterol intake should be less
than 300 mg. a day. One = 270
mg. So choose wisely.

* Protein sources, also containing
fat, are recommended to be 15

20% of the total calories or 6.5 or
8.5 oz. of meat per day.

* Carbohydrates provide the bal

ance of the calories in the form of
fruits, vegetables, bread and cere

als. These provide little fat and
much needed fiber.

How much fiber is necessary?
The American Dietetic
Association recommends at least
25 gm of fiber on a daily basis
Several soluble fibers are known
to lower cholesterol levels which
include pectin, oat and psyllium.
The most palatable - pectin and
oat - fibers are in fruit, vegeta-
bles, breads and cereals
Psyllium is the fiber in products
such as Metamucil.

« Raisin Bran 3/4 ¢. = 5.0 Grams of fiber
Cornflakes 1 c. = 1.0 Grams of fiber
Oatmeal 2/3 ¢ = 4.2 Grams of fiber
Whole Wheat Brd. = 1.6 Grams of fiber
White Bread = .8 Grams of fiber
Broccoli (cooked) = 2.0 Grams of fiber
Green Beans = .9 Grams of fiber
Carrots raw = 2.3 Grams of fiber
Apple = 3.0 Grams of fiber
Banana = 1.8 Grams of fiber
Strawberries 1c. = 3.9 Grams of fiber
Prunes (ckd) 1/2¢c. = 7.0 Grams of fiber

The effectiveness of oat bran in
the reduction of cholesterol and
fat levels remains controversial.
Available evidence provides
strong support that approximate-
ly 3 gm per day of soluble fiber
from oat products can lower the
total cholesterol level 5 to 6 mg
and that the reduction is greater
in those with initially higher
blood cholesterol levels. The most
appealing source, fruits and vege-
tables can provide as much as 1 to
7 gm of fiber.

Exercising the Heart

Along with a heart smart diet,
cessation of smoking and regular
exercise are the most two effective
means of preventing coronary
artery disease. The A .H.A. rec-
ommends exercise ECG testing
prior to embarking on a program
of aerobic exercise, if you are a
male over 40 or female over 46
years of age and are not already
exercising regularly. These guide-
lines are for sedentary individuals
planning to begin a vigorous exer-
cise program.

One final word about exercise.
To obtain a beneficial training
effect, one needs to achieve a
heart rate of 70-85% of the maxi-
mal heart rate. The maximal
heart rate for any given age is cal-
culated by the formula 200 - age
in years = maximal heart rate.
Multiply the maximal heart rate
by 0.7 and 0.85 and this is the
target heart rate to achieve dur-
ing exercise. Experts recommend
at least 5 minutes of less strenu-
ous exercise and 10 minutes mini-
mum of target heart rate zone
exercise followed by 5-10 minutes
of cool-down exercise per aerobic
session.

and

Returning to levels of interven-
tion the next step is secondary
prevention. This is where a dis-
ease process is already present,
but the goal is to prevent it from
becoming symptomatic. In the
contest of C.A.D., this is where
cholesterol placques have been
established and the goal is to
prevent angina and myocardial
infarctions. Management in this
instance consists of controlling
the risk factors and if necessary
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use of medication.
Medicine for the Heart

Some of the most eritical drugs
to monitor are heart medications,
because of adequate blood levels
required for the medication to
work. Due to rising costs of medi-
cations some patients can’t afford
the medication prescribed. If this
is the case, the physician should
be made aware of this.
Alternative medications may be
available that aren’t as expensive.
Some heart medications are avail-
able in generic form. This is per-
fectly acceptable medicine to use
as they are screened and tested
just as the name brand medica-
tions are by the Food and Drug
Administration. It is very import-
ant that heart medicaiton pre-
scriptions be taken as ordered due
to the fine balance necessary to
maintain blood pressure and
heart function. The chief reason
that people don't take their medi-
cations is poor communication
between health care providers -
doctors, pharmacists, nurses - and
patients. The most common types
of noncompliance are failure to
take prescribedymedication, not
having prescrigions filled, self-
discontinuance § medication, tak-
ing incorrect ¢oses, taking the
medicine at the wrong time and
skipping doses. Failure to take
prescribed medications costs the
U.S. economy more than $100 bil-
lion a year in lost productivity
and medical costs.

Communication is one of the
most important aspects of a
health care provider’s patient
relationship. The patient should
always ask questions and leave
the doctor’s office or pharmacy
with an understanding of what is
wrong and how the condition is
going to be treated. - Ask your
pharmacist what the medication
is for, any adverse reactions, and
how it will interact with other
medications you might be taking.
The first and most important step
in controlling heart disease is tak-
ing medication as it has been
prescribed.

Emergency Treatment

Signs and symptoms to look for
are:
¢ Pain in chest or left arm and
jaw.

* Pressure, pain or discomfort in
chest.

* Use of nitroglycerin prescrip-
tion.

* Shortness of breath.

* Rapid pulse.

* Cool and clammy skin.

Tertiary prevention is the last
and most costly and dangerous
level of management. The victim
is having a myocardial infarction.
If he or she arrives to the
Emergency Room in less than 6
hours from the onset of chest
pain, there is a good chance that
the thrombus in the coronary
artery can be dissolved and blood
flow to the heart muscle restored.
In conclusion be Heart Smart -
eat healthy, exercise, and if on
medicine take as prescribed.

Good for people of all ages

HOUSTON--(Jan. 26, 1994)--Age
is no excuse for avoiding exercise
says an expert in physical condi-
tioning at Baylor College of Medi-
cine in Houston.

In fact, some common health
problems related to aging can be
reversed with simple exercise says
Dr. Alan Herd, a professor of medi-
cine at Baylor.

Simple activities, such as walk-
ing, can prevent and lessen the ef-
fects of heart disease, stiff joints
and low energy.

"Walking iseconomical, easy and
usually does not require a medical
clearance," said Herd.

Herd also recommends “chair”
exercises for people over age 65. He
says a daily routine of these simple
calisthenics can improve range of
motion in most joints and make
getting around easier.

"Chair exercises are easy and
can be done at home," Herd said.
"Either while seated or while stand-
ing with the hands on the chair
back for support, slowly rotate and
flex all the major joints and the
torso."

Books about chair exercises are
available at many book stores and
libraries.

Other ways to work the joints

while improving cardiovascular
health and muscle tone are swim-
ming and water aerobics.

Herd says exercise should be
stopped any time there is pain.
Angina (chest pain) should be taken
seriously, but does not necessarily
mean there is a heart attack. If it
occurs, stop the activity and stand
or lean against something for a few
minutes -- then call your doctor.

Many stressful exercises such as
running, tennis or rowing can put a
strain on the cardiovascular sys-
tems of people who do not exercise
regularly. Anything other than
simple calisthenics, walking or
chair exercises should be discussed
with a physician.

Herd is living proof that exercise
can benefit people of all ages. He is
62 years old and runs about 30
miles each week, a level of exercise
he reached by gradually increasing
his effort over many months.

"I know that most people my age
have not exercised all their lives
andcannotjumpintoaheavy work-
outschedule,” Herd said. "Still, that
is no excuse to put off exercise.
Simple exercises will improve mo-
bility, health and frame of mind in
the elderly."

Lady Hounds clinch tie; Hounds in hunt

The Gruver Lady Hounds have
clinched at least a tie for their first-
ever district championship in AA
basketball, by defeating the
Stratford Lady Elks 60-34 in a
cakewalk this past Tuesday evening
February 1 at home in Greyhound
Gym. The Lady Hounds made the
playoffs in class A in 1985, 1986,
1989, 1991, and 1992. District
championships were won in 1986,
1989, and 1992. Then in 1993, last
year, the Gruver ladies finished
second to Spearmanin 1-AA, and in
the playoffs. This would be their
first AA championship. The Lady
Hounds are 8-0 in district games
this year, with two games left to
play. The worst they can do is a tie,
if they unexpectedly lose their re-
maining two games, and Spearman
wins out. Otherwise, the district
championship is theirs.

Meanwhile the Hounds, not to
be outdone this year, are 6-4 in
district 1-AA games this season,
with their victory over the Elks at
Greyhound Gym, 61-59, this past
Tuesday evening in a thriller. The
Hounds are in the running for a
playoff spot if they win their last
two games, at Highland Park, and
with the Sunray Bobcats at home.
The worst the Hounds can doif they
win their last two games, is a tie for
second place in the district 1-AA
standings. And if West Texas should
lose one of their two remaining
games, with Boys Ranch and at
Stratford, the Hounds could tie for
first place. But they must win their
remaining two games. As Coach
Garland put it, it will do the Hounds
no good what anyone else does if
they don't take care of their busi-
ness.

The Lady Hounds came out and
massacred the Lady Elks, inagame
that was only close midway through
the first quarter, 8-8. Then the
Gruver gals scored the last ten
points of the first quarter, and the
first two of the second quarter for
12 straight points and a 20-8 lead.
After the Lady Elks scored a bucket
to make it 20-10, the Lady Hounds
scored ten more straight points, for
a22-2 run and a 30-10 lead midway
through the second quarter. After
the Lady Elks chopped it to 13
points, 32-19, late in the second
quarter, the Gruver gals outscored
Stratford 20-5 into the third quar-

ter for a 52-24 lead at the end of the
quarter, and it was arout. Gruver's
largest lead was 60-31, 29 points,
toward the end of the game.

According to Coach Steve Myatt,
"We're peaking at the right time.
We're playing together as a team.
Our defense has really imporved -
ourreboundinghasreally improved
We're doing a much better job of
findingthe weaknesses on the other
team, and exploiting them. Julie
and Wynn are doing an excellent
job. Wendy and Tisha have both
been playing extremely good, and
our bench has been coming in and
playing well. Anytime you have
Julie, Wynn and Mika all scoring
points, we're not going tobe beaten.”

Meyer has 21 points, Maupin 15,
and McLain 12. And the Lady Elks
weren't about to beat the Lady
Hounds on this night.

For the Hounds it was another
thriller - they've been making a
habit of it. The Hounds took an
early 4-2 lead, as Wylee Maupin
and Jarrod Hoel hit shots, but then
the Elks took the lead. The Hounds
came back on a Kenton Odom
jumper to take a 10-9 lead, and it
was tied 12-12. Then Phil De La
Cruz hit a nice banker off the glass
at the first quarter buzzer to give
the Hounds a 14-12 lead. They
would make it 16-12 at the start of
the second quarter, but back came
the Elks.

With the score 17-14 Hounds,
Stratford reeled off 10 straight
points, and it looked bad toward
the end of the half, down 24-17.
They made it an eight point lead,
26-18, then Roma Tomlinson came
off the bench and hit a nice trey.
Then, although the Elks scored a
bucket, Travis Ferguson came
through from the free throw line
with a pair, and it was 28-23, the
Hounds trailed at the half.

The Elks maintained the lead

throughout the third quarter until

the very end. It was five points 38-
33, then Odom hit one of two free
throws, Jace Dawson hit a nice
jumper, and Hoel hit a trey. The
Hounds led 39-38. Hoel hit a jumper
with 42 seconds left in the quarter
to give the Hounds a 41-40 lead.
Then Hoel hit adriving layup at the
start of the fourth quarter, and it
was a 3-point lead, 43-40. But back
came the Elks. They took a 44-43
lead, then Dawson hit another
jumper, but the Elks scored again
for a46-45lead. Then it was Ricardo
Soto whocamein and really sparked
the Hounds. He hit a three-point
play under the basket, then a big
trey with 5:31 left in the game, for
six straight points and a 51-46 lead.

61-55. But the Elks scored the last
four points, and had the ball with
12.9 seconds left, and a chance to
tie. But their last second shot failed,
and the Hounds got the victory.

"We handled it well," said Coach
Garland. "We took a couple of ill-
advised shots there toward the end,
but came down with rebounds. Our
free throw shooting was pretty
good." Gruver was 7-8 during the
stretch, and 16-24 on the night (67
percent).

Garland continued, "We main-
tained the pressure the last 12.9
seconds, and made sure they didn't
have a good shot. But Stratford had
stayed in the ball game with 2nd
shots. In the end, we were 16-24
from the free throw line, and they
were 6-11. We shot 13 more free
throws than they did."

"Ricardo crashed the offensive

boards, and had a couple of key
putbacks. Phil did good job - he
wore down their point guard. And I
thought Josh came in and played a
good ball game during a key
stretch,” added Coach Garland.

"Tonight was another learning
experience,” he concluded.
