Texas Crop & Weather

The following specific livestock, crop
and weather conditions were reported by
Panhandle Extension directors: Crops in
some areas were damaged by hail. Pro-
ducers were busy planting, fertilizing,
applying herbicides and irrigating. The
corn crop, which had gotten off to a great
start with early plantings, was at the four-
to-five leaf stage. Dairies were still har-
vesting winter forage crops and
preparing to plant summer forages such
as sorghum-Sudan. The winter wheat
crop was in fair condition, with drought
and some disease issues affecting poten-
tial yields. The wheat harvest could
begin in some fields within a week. The
status of cotton varied with some very
early plantings just now emerging. Some
cotton acreage remained to be planted;
some will be replanted because of heavy
rains or hail. Peanut growers neared fin-
ishing planting. Only a few dryland
fields were left to plant. Rangeland and
pastures greened up and continued to im-
prove, Cattle were in excellent condition.

In the second week of Pentecost, we study 1 Kings
17:17-24, Psalm 146, Galatians 1:11-24, and Luke 7:11-
17. In the Season of Pentecost we consider the work of]
the Holy Spirit in our day to day lives.
Elijah has been sent to a gentile widow in the region
of Zarephath, the same region that Jezebel was from, so
that he may find refuge from Jezebel. Even though the
widow is in desperate financial condition and has little
food, she takes the prophet into her home and provides
for him. God miraculously cares for her by replenishing
her flour and oil. After Elijah has been there many days,
the widow's son dies; and, with the son the widow's hope
dies. Elijah cries out to God, "have you (God) brought
calamity upon the widow with whom I am staying, by
killing her son?" The Lord listened to Elijah's prayer and
the life of the child was restored. The widow rejoices,
"Now I know that you are a man of God, and that the
word of the Lord in your mouth is true!" God's spirit has
woman and her son.
The Psalmist sings, "Praise the Lord, O my soul!"
And, warns, "Do not put your trust in princes, in mortals,
in whom there is no help."

2. May 28, 1924 - The
U.S. Congress established
the United States Border
Patrol as part of the Immi-
gration Bureau, an arm of
the Department of Labor.
In 1933, Pres. Franklin D.
Roosevelt united the Bu-
reau of Immigration and
the Bureau of Naturaliza-
tion in the Immigration
and Naturalization Service
and in 1940 the patrol
moved from the Depart-
ment of Labor to the De-
partment of Justice. 1942
to present, the focus on
Mexican border has pro-
duced various strategies to
decrease illegal immigra-
tion to the U.S. none have
been successful.

3. April 26, 1968 - PEC
Milton Lee earned the
Medal of Honor for hero-
ism in action in Vietnam.
After attending Harlandale
High School in San Anto-
nio, Lee enlisted in the
army. He arrived in Viet-
nam in January 1968. An
April 26 of that year, near
Phu Bai, South Vietnam,
he was serving as radio
and telephone operator
when his platoon came
under intense fire. Lee ren-
dered lifesaving first aid
while under heavy enemy
fire. During a subsequent
assault on the enemy posi-
tion he saw four enemy
soldiers, armed with auto-
matic weapons and a
rocket launcher, lying in
wait for the platoon. He
passed his radio to another
soldier, charged through
heavy fire, overran the
emend position, and killed
all the occupants. He con-
tinued his assault on a sec-
ond enemy position.
Though mortally
wounded, he delivered ac-
curate covering fire until
the platoon destroyed the
enemy position. Only then
did he die of his wounds.
The Medal of Honor was
presented to his grand-
mother and guardian, Mrs.
Frank B. Campion, by
President Richard M.
Nixon at the White House
on April 7, 1970.

Dual-credit program
increasingly popular but
access needs improve-
ment

AUSTIN — The state
Senate  Education and
Higher Education commit-
tees met in joint session
May 24 to get input on the
effectiveness and scope of
the state’s dual-course
credit program that enables
students to take high
school courses that earn
college credit. :

Texas Commissioner of
Higher Education Ray-
mund A. Paredes said in-
creasing numbers of
economically disadvan-
taged students are en-
rolling. Those students,
who now make up about a
third of students in dual-
credit programs, are under-
represented, however,
when compared to the total
proportion of economi-
cally disadvantaged stu-
dents, Paredes said.

The program lacks con-
sistency statewide, as some
areas of the state offer
more in terms of structural
and financial support for
students looking to take
college courses than oth-
ers, Paredes testified.

“We know there are dif-
ferences in support serv-
ices across the state that
yield different results,”
said Paredes. “We have to
make sure every child has
an opportunity to do as
well in dual-credit courses
as possible.”

Education Committee
Chair Sen. Florence
Shapiro, R-Plano, said the
state needs to find ways to
make it easier for students
to get into dual-credit
courses. “We are putting in
place too many hurdles for
those students to get
there,” she said.

Air quality hearings
scheduled

The Texas Commission
on Environmental Quality
announced plans to host a
series of meetings around
the state in June and July to
inform the public about,
and receive comment on,
potential non-attainment
boundaries and designa-
tions for new ozone stan-
dards.

These standards were
proposed by the U.S. Envi-
ronmental Protection
Agency in January and are
expected to be finalized in
August.

In other news, Gov. Rick
Perry on May 26 said the
EPA's move to enforce the
federal Clean Air Act in
Texas threatens to Kill
thousands of jobs.

“I am calling upon Pres-
ident Obama to rein in the
EPA and instruct them to
study our successful ap-

proach for recommended
use elsewhere.” Perry said.

Buckle up, backseat
passengers

The state law requiring
everyone in a vehicle to be
secured by an approved
safety belt took effect on
Sept. 1, 2009, and until
June 6, the Texas Highway
Patrol and law enforce-
ment officers across the
state will be on the lookout
for violators during the
ninth “Click It or Ticket”
enforcement mobilization.

“This year's Click It or
Ticket campaign reminds
drivers and passengers that
no matter how old you are
or where in the vehicle you
are sitting, you must
buckle up,” said Texas
Highway Patrol Assistant
Director David Baker.

“Backseat passengers no
longer have an excuse for
not wearing a safety belt,
and we will be issuing
tickets to those who are not
complying with the law.”

Baker said that during
the Memorial Day holiday
last year, DPS troopers ar-
rested 622 drunken drivers,
wrote nearly 8,511 speed-
ing tickets and issued
1,937 seat belt and 521
child restraint citations.

DOJ OKs consolida-
tion of ISDs

The U.S. Department of
Justice on May 25 cleared
the way for the Texas com-
missioner of education to
consolidate the Kendleton
Independent School Dis-
trict with neighboring
Lamar Consolidated ISD.
effective July 1.

Commissioner of Edu-
cation Robert Scott in
March announced his in-

tention to close Kendleton,
a small, one-campus dis-
trict in Fort Bend County,
because of chronic aca-
demic problems.

Because the consolida-
tion eliminates the Kendle-
ton school board, it was
necessary for Texas Educa-
tion Agency to seek pre-
clearance from the Justice
Department as Texas re-
mains under restrictions
imposed by the Voting
Rights Act of 1965.

“Closing a school dis-
trict is a somber moment,”
Scott said. “It is an action |
take only when all other ef-
forts to revive a district
have failed. ...”

53 5th graders from Gus Birdwell Elementary school
recently took the DARE pledge to stay off drugs and al-
cohol as they graduated from the elementary 10 week
DARE (Drug Abuse Resistance Education) Program.
Under the direction of specially trained veteran police
officer Chief Deputy Gary Garrett, these students have
learned the skill they need to avoid drugs, alcohol and
violence. The classes include extensive role-playing on
practical ways to resist pressure to experiment with
drugs and alcohol.

The DARE Lessons focus on four major areas; pro-
viding accurate information about alcohol and drugs,
teaching students decision making skills, showing them
how to resist peer pressure and giving them ideas for al-
ternatives to drug used and violence.

The DARE Program began in 1983. It is now taught in
more than 300,000 classrooms in all 50 states and 53
countries around the world. Students must at the end of
the program, write a essay. All students receive a Cer-
tificate of Completions and a T-shirt. The essays are

graded and the winning essay writer receives a Medal-
lion and a stuffed Darren, the mascot of the DARE Pro-
gram.

I have learned in D AR.E. about drugs and alcohol
and the negative effects they each can have on your life.

Many people die each year from tobacco and drug re-
lated causes. Over 400,000 people die each year from
tobacco related illnesses.
