realistic time frame. He said it
would be a good idea to check
other windmill collections to see
how the towns they are in
accomplished their goals of
moving them to their towns. He
also stated it would be a good
idea to discuss upkeep and other
problems with these towns.

A big factor facing the project is
the fact that other places would
like to have these
Dumas and Texas Tech, in
Lubbock, are both trying to
acquire them. Hopefully, our
citizens will band together to
keep them here. Mr. Buchanan
has many visitors who come to see
the windmills, even people from
other countries.
