Death toll brings home pain 
DERBY, Kan. — As the death toll 
for U.S. personnel in Iraq passed 
1,000 Tuesday, much of the nation 
was transfixed by hurricanes and 
pressideniial politics.

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My dear friend Sal% Desimone sent me the follow- 
ing article entitled "Laugh!" It was written by Peter 
McWilliams.

Laugh! 
Many years ago, Norman Cousins was diagnosed as 

"terminally ill" He was given skmonths to live. His 
chance for recovery was one in 500. 

He could see that the worry, depression and anger in 
his life contributed to, and perhaps helped cause, his 
disease. He wondered, "Ifr illness can be caused by 
negativity, can wellness be created by positivity?" 

He decided to make an experiment of himself. 
Laughter was one of the most positive activities he 
knew. He rented all the funny movies he could.  find - 
?Keaton, Chaplin, Fields, the Mart Brothers. (This 
was before VCRs, so he had to rent the actual-firms.) 
He read funny stories. He asked his friends to call 
him whenever they said, heard or did something 
funny. 

His pain was so great he could not sleep. Laughing 
for 10 solid minutes, he found, relieved the pain for 
several hours so he could skep. 

He fully recovered from his illness and lived another 
20 happy, healthy and productive years. (His journeyy  
is detailed in his book Anatomy of an Illness.) He 
credits visualization, the love of his family and 
friends, and laughter for his recovery. 

Some people think laughter is a waste of time. It is 
a luxury, they say, a frivolity, something to indulge in 
only every so often. 

*thing could be further from the truth. Laughter 
is essential to our equilibrium, to our well-being, to 
our aliveness. If we're not well, laughter helps us get 
well; if we are well, laughter helps us stay that way. 

Since Cousins' ground-breaking subjective work sci- 
entific studies have shown that laughter has a cura- 
tive effect on the body, the mind and the emotions. 

So, if you like laughter, consider it sound medical 
advice to indulge in it as often as you can.

The Pringle-Morse C.I.S.D. Administration and Board of Trustees make every effort to 
be good stewards of your tax dollars and pledge to continue to do so in the future. 

The Board of Trustees has proposed a 2004 tax rate of $1.40 per $100 valuation, which is 
10 cents less than 2003's rate of $1.50. Although the rate is less than last year, it is still 
above the rollback rate of $1.12. The rollback rate is determined by the State based on 
previous year's revenues. The State says the District should be able to raise enough 
revenue to operate the school at the rollback rate, but it is simply not possible. The 
District, therefore, is forced into the rollback process. Extreme fluctuation in oil and gas 
values fpm year to year triggered this process. 

The Board has proposed a tax rate of $1.40 per $100 valuation in order to meet the needs 
of the District. Besides salaries and routine maintenance, the budget includes a bus and a 
$275,000 wealth equalization payment to the State. The effective tax rate of $1.12 will 
not raise enough revenues to meet the budget 

This letter is to request your support in the September 11 rollback election. The election 
will provide Pringle-Morse CISD voters with the opportunity to approve the tax rate set 
by the Board of Trustees. This is a very important election for the school and the 
community. If the tax rate is not approved, the school will tax at the $1.12 rate and will 
expend $350,000 of the District's fund balance. The School Board zealously maintains 
the fund balance in order to ensure financial stability for the District. 

Early voting began on Wednesday, August 25, 2004 at the school office. Realizing how 
important the school is to the community, we know we can count on your support in the 
rollback election on September 11. Please do not hesitate to contact the school if you 
have any questions regarding this very important matter. Thank you for supporting 
Pringle-Morse C.I.S.D. with a vote for the ad valorem tax rate.

With sunflower harvest just 

beginning, producers in the 
Texas Panhandle are looking 
forward to high yields, accord-
ing to Texas Cooperative 
Extension. The Panhandle has 
received more than twice the 
normal amount of rainfall for 
the year, and, due to attractive 
selling contracts within the 
county, more sunflowers were 
planted. 

Dr. Travis Miller, Texas A&M 
University associate department 
head for soil and crop sciences, 
said sunflowers are used three 
ways in Texas: 

• Confectionary sunflower 
seeds are typically salted and 
roasted, and used in salads and 
other dishes. 

• Oilseed sunflowers are 
processed for cooking oil. The 
remaining meal is used for live-
stock feed. 

• Some sunflower seeds are 
used in wild bird feed. 
According to Ragland, sunflow-
ers help rebuild the soil. 

Sunflowers are subject to 
many diseases and pests, Miller 
said. Dr. Carl Patrick, Extension 
entomologist said, "The sun-
flower moth is the single most 
important insect pest reducing 
sunflower production in Texas." 

Crop rotation, modified plant-
ing dates, weed control, wild 
sunflower control and tillage 
help reduce insect problems. 
However, Patrick said, insecti-
cides are often required in 
Texas. 

The following specific live-
stock, crop and weather condi-
tions were reported by.  
Panhandle Extension directors: 
soil moisture was short to ade-
quate. Temperatures were 
slightly below average but rose 
to above average late in the 
week, Isolated thunderstorms 
with scattered showers were 
reported. Corn was rated fair to 
excellent. Silage harvest was 
under way with good reported 
yields. Sorghum was rated fair 
to good. Some late-planted dry-
land fields may not mature 
before the first freeze. 
Headworms were reported in 
the western portion of the 
region. Cotton was rated fair to 
good. The crop needed addi-
tional heat to mature. Bollworm 
infestations were reported. 
Sunflowers were rated good. 
Sunflower moth infestations 
were reported in late blooming 
fields. Wheat stands were rated 
good. Soybeans and peanuts 
were rated good and had no 
major pest problems. Cattle 
were rated in good condition. 

Thank you to the First Baptist 
Church of Gruver for bringing 
church services to the Manor.

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Farmer finds fertile ground 
in country music field 

Rodney Clawson's song 
"Sweet Southern Comfort' 
broke new ground on country 
music charts for the Gruver 
songwriter. 
by Harletta Carthe! 

He may be the only farmer 
who plows to his own country 
hit on his tractor's radio. 

Rodney Clawson produces 
not only wheat, corn, and 
sorghum but also country songs. 

Although farming and music 
have always been a part of 
Clawson's life, composing 
songs is not something he envi-

. sioned. 
"I have sung and played all 

music all my life, but writing 
music is something I never 
planned," Clawson said. 

The seed to compose was 
planted in Clawson's mind by a 
high school friend and class-
mate. Andrea (Whitaker) 
Tucker. The two friends had 
been in both band and choir 
together and had competed at 
the regional and state level dur-
ing their days at Gruver High 
School. 

"It was in 1994 or 95 when I 
was talking to Andrea on the 
phone. After college, she got a 
job with a Christian music pub-
lishing company where she had 
contact song writers and record-
ing artists," Clawson said. "She 
made the remark to me 'You are 
a song writer, and you don't 
even know it.' Then she encour-
aged me to write something and 
send it to her." 

It took Clawson two years to 
take Tucker up on her offer. He 
began to send his songs, and 
she, in turn, would send her 
thoughts and suggestions on the 
songs to him. 

"Looking back on my first 
efforts, I can't believe how 
unbelievably bad they ( the 

songs) were," Clawson said. 
But the fledgling composer 

persisted, and was rewarded 
when his song "I Will Wait" was 
selected in 1998 for recording 
by Gary Chapman, a Christian 
recording artist and star of the 
T&M Prime Time Country 
Show. 

Other successes followed. 
"Amarillo Sky," for one, was 
recorded by McBride and The 
Ride in 2001. 

The Gruver farmer's next 
song cut resulted from a conver-
sation with John Rich, a young 
man Clawson had coached at 
San Jacinto Christian Academy, 
who is now a part of "Big and 
Rich," a duo taking new form 
county music.. "When John and 
I visited, he took some of my 
demos with him. Artists are 
always looking for material," 
Clawson said. "Good songs are 
always in demand." 

Singer Rick Stewart of the 
group Richlow was one search-
ing artist who heard Clawson's 
"I Cant' Be Your Friend" and 
chose the song for himself. 

The song stuck a chord with 
country music fans, and soon 
appeared on the top 40 list. 

'I was driving a tractor when I 
heard the song had made it to 
the top 40. It.was the first time I 
felt like I had arrived as a song-
writer," Clawson said. 

But it was last year with the 
release of "Sweet Southern 
Comfort," a song Clawson 
wrote with friend Brad Crister 
that Nashville's inner doors 
opened. 

At the suggestion of Traci 
Geerson of Sony Records, the 
song was sent to recording artist 
Buddy Jewell. 

The song shot to number three 
on the country music charts 
where it stayed for six weeks. 

"The success of the song was 
phenomenal. It went from writ-
ing to recording to topping the 
charts in 15 months," Clawson 
said. "The time frame is usually 
much longer. It can take from 1-
2 years after a song is written 
before it is finally cut (recorded) 
on a album. Then a song may 
make it on its own as a single a 
year later. 

At its height, the song was 
played 60,000 times a week on 
radio stations across the United 
States with Clawson receiving a 
royalty for each playing. 

Although the song reached 
gold record status with 
5000,000 copy sales, for which 
Clawson received a gold record, 

it has now sold over one million 
copies. 

"Nashville's perception of me 
has greatly changed. having a 
song in the top ten opens doors 
for you that weren't open 
before," Clawson. said. 

Building on his success, 
Clawson spends an average of 
10-12 days each month in 
Nashville writing songs. 
Although he is a member of the 
extreme Writers Group, he also 
writes alone or with one of two 
other writers. 

"I usually average writing 
five songs a month, " Clawson 
said. "I cut demos of the songs 
which are then marketed to 
artists and record labels. I had 
83 demos last year and 30 or 40 
more that never made it to a 
demo." 

As a commuting song writer 
Clawson is a rare breed. 

"I've been told that I am one 
of only three or four successful 
song writers who do not live in 
Nashville.," Clawson said. But I 
write more than the average 
writer. I just find it easier to do 
there (Nashville) because I 
don't have to worry about shut-
ting down the irrigation sprin-
klers on the farm or picking kids 
up." 

The farmer/song writer has 
hopes for a good "harvest' from 
his song"Johnny Cash" record-
ed on Tracy Byrd's CD to 
become a hit as a single and 
"Stomp" a song recorded by 
Chris Cagle. 

"Usually five of a dozen 
songs on a album will be made 
into singles for play on the 
radio," Clawson said. 

Still other seeds this farmer is 
sowing is a series of songs just 
completed 	setting 	New 
International Version Bible 
verses to music for children to 
memorize, appropriately called 
Seeds of Courage and Seeds of 
Faith. He is currently compos-
ing for two additions to the 
series, "Seeds of Praise" and 
"Seeds of Purpose." 

"The series is composed of 
songs using the NIV word for 
word, " Clawson, a member of 
the Gruver First Baptist Church, 
said. 

Clawson's Christianity and 
his rural background are often 
reflected in his songs. 

A vivid example is "In My 
Blood," which has been chosen 
as the theme song by tha 
Preserving Rural America, a 
non-profit organization to help 
farmers in the legal aspect of the 

profession.. Clawson will 
appear as a spokes person for 
the group in Wisconsin in early 
fall. 

"Of all the songs I've written 
in song form, "In My Blood." is 
probably the closest to being 
about me," Clawson said. 

In the song, Clawson tells of 
his farming legacy through his 
grandfather and farming and the 
joys of planting, harvesting, and 
raising a a family on the farm. 

While Nashville beckons, 
Clawson maintains his home in 
Gruver and passes much of his 
time in a tractor. 

"I'm kind of a novelty in 
N.Nashville When someone 
calls me from there, they are 
amused that I'm on the tractor 
and have to tell them to wait 
until I'm at the end of the row or 
turn the tractor off to talk to 
them," Clawson said. 

But while Nashville beckons, 
Clawson maintains his rural 
roots. Maybe as his songs 
"Real" says, it's the "Southwest 
wind in my hair, and I love the 
way those dirt roads make me 
feel.Man, that's real!."
