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H ospital board hires 
Snow as administrator

Swan, Jarvis participate 
in Greenbelt festivities

The Hansford County Hospital 

District announced the hiring of 
Anne Snow as the new hospital 
administrator at a special meeting 
held Thursday, June 3, 1993.

”1 feel very honored to be chosen 
as administrator and I am looking 
forward to m aking sure the  
Hansford County Hospital District 
continues to give Hansford County 
the best possible health care ser­
vice," Snow exclaimed.

According to Snow the Hospital 
Board interviewed six out of ap­
proximately 60 applicants for the 
position.

When asked about goals for the 
hospital district Snow replied that 
the board of directors set the goals, 
but the board and her agree on

which direction to head. She con­
tinued that the District has a 
broader roll in maintaining the 
health of people in Hansford 
County. She gave examples like 
taking care of elderly and children, 
encouraging people to get regular 
checkups and helping to inform 
the community about health is­
sues.

What Snow sees in the future is 
more educational activities to re­
mind people what they can do to 
stay healthy.

She stressed that all of these 
activities need to be accomplished 
in a financially responsible manor 
to keep Hansford County taxes as 
low as possible.

Snow graduated from high 
school in Tacoma, Wash. She re­
ceived a Bachelor of Arts degree

from the University of Washing­
ton, in 1970 and completed her 
Masters of Arts degree at Southern 
Oregon State College in 1978. She 
is currently an MBA candidate at 
Wayland Baptist University.

Since 1988 Snow has been the 
ch ief financial officer at the 
Hansford County Hospital District. 
During this time Snow reported 
thather responsibilities wereman- 
agement of the business office, 
preparation of annual budgets, 
preparation and evaluation of fi­
nancial statements and supervi­
sion of data processing functions.

According to Snow, she and her 
husband, Tom, and their 8-year- 
old son, Adam, are currently living 
in Farnsworth, but are looking to 
move to Spearman as soon as pos­
sible.

Hutchison wins runoff

Hutchison’s landslide victory over 
Robert (Bob) Krueger became offi­
cial when the Hansford County 
Commissioner’s Court canvassed 
the Saturday, June 5, U.S. Senator 
runoff election at a special meeting 
on Monday, June 7.

According to the Hansford 
County election results, voters cast 
more ballots for Hutchison at ev­
ery precinct. Eight hundred and 
thirty-four ballots were cast with 
772 of these votes being for 
Hutchison. The remaining62 votes

were for Krueger
The voting breakdown per pre­

cinct was as follows: Precinct 1. 
Krueger -17, Hutchison -108; Pre- 
cinct2: Krueger - 0, Hutchison -18. 
Precinct 3: Krueger -1 , Hutchison 
- 91; Precinct 4: Krueger - 11, 
H utchison - 162; Precinct 5: 
Krueger - 11, Hutchison - 91; Pre­
cinct 6: Krueger - 8, Hutchison - 
107; Precinct 7: Krueger - 0, 
Hutchison - 26; and Precinct 9: 
Krueger - 5, Hutchison - 40

In early voting 9 votes were cast 
for Krueger, while 129 were cast 
for Hutchison.

Scholarship awards
The fishing at Lake MacKenzie 

near Silverton should be good in 
1993 according to latest studies by 
Charles Munger, Texas Parks and 
Wildlife inland fisheries biologist. 
Mr. Munger reports "blue channel 
and flathead collections were very 
good duri ng recent gill net surveys". 
He noted that the walleye repro­
duction is "very limited" but 75% of 
those caught in the nets were over 
25 inches. The hybrid stripers are 
the last survivors of stocking in 
1979 through 1981 and all were 
longer than 24 inches. Munger 
noted that the hybrids may not last 
much longer.

Final note from Munger indi­
cates that the population of black 
bass was extremely high for gill 
nets, but better data on bass will be 
collected in the fall.

My recommendation —keep the 
hybrid stripers and catch-and-re- 
lease the largemouth bass. Atwenty 
foot rise would work wonders for 
the fishing at MacKenzie. Now is 
not a bad time to take a video cam­
era and make a permanent record 
of the interesting lake features that 
will hold fish after the rains come.

Lake White River was gill 
netted in April and Joe Kraai, TPW 
biologist, reports "good numbers of 
channel and flathead catfish." Ac­
cording to Kraai, walleya numbers 
have decreased since 19tf) and evi­
dence indicates that tnE' are not 
reproducing. He alsjapports a

healthy population of white bass, 
with one sandy exceeding the cur­
rent state record of 5.56 lbs. The 
status of largemouth bass is usu­
ally determined in the fall studies

Good News It is a pleasure to 
report the results of these scientific 
studies. Some previous studies were 
the results of "cove kills" using ro- 
tenone. This writer always found it 
difficult to report that our govern­
ment employees indiscriminately 
wiped out all the fish in a cove, in 
order to give the anglers a lake 
report. Besides, every fisherman 
secretly feared that he was fishing 
in one of those dead water coves.
