Kansas City, Mo., Monday, Nov. 14,
Taken all around, last week’s cattle 

market was more satisfactory to the range, 
men than to shippers from the native 
territory. Packers bid 15 to 25 lower for 
corn fed steers after Tuesday, but good 
grass steers held up fully steady all week 
and closed strong. Several good sized 
shipments of Colorado steers were re­
ceived, the Montgomery Land &  Cattle 
Company’s shipment of about 400 head 
being the largest. These steers weighed 
1085 lbs ana brought $3-85 and I3.60, 
some 955 lb. cows in same shipment sold 
at |2.8o. The top for Colorado’s for the 
week was $3.90, and Panhandle 3s and 4s 
ranged from $3.25  to I3  50. Panhandle 
grass cows sold at #2.35 to $2.75, and all 
canners gained 25c during the week- 
The advance on she stuff was 20 to 40 
cents, and stockers and feeders sold to 
J 3 .2 5 t 0 3 .7 5 .  Some choice heifer calves 
from Midland, Texas, sold at $3.25, and 
steer calves out of the same shipment 
brought J3.50 , prices were highest at the 
end of the week. Supply today is 18000 
head with a good representation fio 11 the 
Panhandle country. Grass cattle gener­
ally, and stockers and feeders are steady, 
but canners and corn fed steers are slow 
to ioc lower.

Harry C. Patton, one of Clarendon’s 
oldest and most respected citizens, died 
at his home in South Clarendon at 8:20

fair about two weeks ago but pneumonia 
only developed a week before his death.

Funeral services were conducted at the 
Methodist church Wednesday afternoon 
b y  Rev. J .  N. Kendall, assisted by Dr. 
S . E . Burkhead. Local lodges Knights 
of Pythias and Woodmen of the World 
of which deceased was an honored mem­
ber, attended in a body. The burial ser­
vice of the Knights was carried out at 
the grave.

Harry Patten came to Clarendon in the 
early days of the town’s history. While 
he never amassed much of this world’s 
goods he was known by one and all as a 
“ good m an.”  He was never known to 
speak ill of anyone and was always the 
friend of the poor and needy. His char­
itable deeds were many, and his walk

through life was that of an honest, con­
scientious and hard-working Christian 
man. That he stood high in the com­
munity is attested by the fact that all 
the business honses dosed for the fun­
eral, and in the large concourse which 
assembled ’round his bier the high and 
the low, the rich and the poor, mingled 
and were sad.

home. If each merchant would 
announce previous to first Monday 
that on that date he would offer 
some article of staple value at a 
bargain price the crowd of visitors 
would not only be increased but 
they would be bettered in their 
pocket books. Show a farmer 
where he can save a dollar in sev­
eral different places in one day, and 
he is wise enough to take advan­
tage ot the proposition and will 
come to town prepared to buy, and 
while buying will lay in his sup­
plies. The farmer is benefitted, 
and the merchant likewise, for his 
increase in sales will he found sub­
stantial and the small amount he 
loses on special price articles will 
he more than covered. Everybody 
will be satisfied, the day will be 
made a success and a closer friendly 
relationship will be effected be­
tween the farmer and the mer­
chant. Think on these things be­
fore next trade day.

T he Texas Legislature should, 
we believe, pass a law exempting 
new manufacturing enterprises 
from taxation for a term of years.
