Judge Skeen has called the Com­
missioners’ Court to meet on next 
Monday, the iotli, for the purpose 
of making up the official ballot to 
be used on the 8th day of next 
month and all eanidates for office 
are required by law to notify the 
court at that time on which of the 
six political party tickets they wish 
their name to appear. Under the 
law a canidate’ s name can be print­
ed on one ticket only'. Tile ticket 
to be voted will be about 30 inches 
long and about 4 inches wide. 
The voter, on entering the polling 
place, will be banded a bunch of 
six of these tickets (one of each 
political party) which are perforat­
ed and stapled togathered on one 
end. lie  will then select and fill 
out the ticket which he desires to 
vote, tear it out and band to one of 
the election judges, who will make 
the necessary record upon it and 
deposit tile ballot in one of the 
boxes. The five tickets which he 
does not vote will be handed back 
toone of the election officers who 
will place them in another box pro­
vided for that purpose.' It will be 
observed by this that it will require 
six tickets for every man who votes, 
five of which are not marked at all. 
The System, while a little cumber­
some and hard to understand, is a 
good one, and is absolutely fair to 
each potlitical party. It makes no 
difference if there is but one voter 
of a certain political party' in the 
county, the law requires that that 
party shall have the same number 
of tickets printed as the dominant 
party. In other words, every 
democratic ticket has to have with 
it a republican, prohibition, social, 
labor and populist ticket.— Wichita 
Falls Times.
