Reviewing the Affairs of Donley County from its Organ­

ization Down to the Present Time.

At tile request of nirtllticrs ot the Com­

missioners Court ami other citizens ot 
Donley county, the following report h»s 
been carefully compiled and submitted 
for approval, and is now published by- 
order of said court for the information of 
those concerned:—

At the organization of Donley county 
in 1S82, there whs attached to same for 
the purposes of revenue the counties of 
Floyd, Randall, Carson, Childress, Ann- 
strong, Briscoe and Hall. At this time 
the salaries of the several county officers 
were fixed by the Commissioners Court 
of the county as follows: “ County Judge 
ami ex officio County Superintendent of 
Public Instruction," for his services in 
connection with ltotli oflices, the sum of 
f  luuo.oo per year. (The salary attached 
to this office has remained unchanged to 

£*be pre-ent time,) L'p to the y ear 1887 
U l e  salaries of other otlieers do not up- 

jicar to have been fixed in any set 
amount, but was in the shape of claims 
for services, which were presented to 
and allowed by the Commissioners Court.

In 1S87 the sheriff's salary was fixed at 
#300.00 per year, ami has so remained to 
this day . In the same year the clerk re­
ceived the sum of #500,00 on account of 
salary, and there was additional allow­
ances made to him by the Commission­
ers  Court and paid by the county on ac­
count of “ fees m eases, etc.,’ ’ amounting 
to #236.45. which last named amount was 
divided among the several county officers 
who were interested in said costs.

in the year 1889 ail allowance of #300 
|ter year, for the liem-lit of the countv 
attorney, was added to the ex officio sal­
aries paid by the county. In the year 
1S94 the .Salary of the county attorney 
was (lispAiised wi ll, and ill the same 
vear. by an act of the legislature <>f the 
state, there was a provision made for the 
paviiieut annually of #foo.oo bv each 
county to its clerk for auditing the ac­
counts of the several county officers and 
others, and for keeping the same in cor­
rectness upon the finance ledgerof the 
county.

The total valuation of taxable property 
in Donley county as sjiown by the rolls 
of 1883 was #345,512. Cnimproved lands 
were asset ed for tuxes at 75 cents per 
acre and cattle at #14 per head. These 
values aiid the revenue derived therefrom 
was supplemented by similar taxation 
upon the lands, cattle and other property 
in said attached counties. The rate of

• yatiou for this year was 45 cents 011 the 
00 valuation, and the revenues y ielded 

by the several counties and used in the 
maintenance and government of same 
aggregated the sum ot f  2,918.87.

In the year following 1683 and up to 
1888 the unimproved lands in Donley 
and attached counties were assessed at /1 
tier acre, and cattle at from <14 
in the vear 1883 down to f  10 jier head in 
the said year of 1888. The rate of taxa­
tion for the year 1888 w as 47 cents on 
the #100 valuation. Thfc 1". W. \  1). C. 
Ry. having built in the county in the 
meantime, was assessed upon the rolls of 
this vear at a valuation of J6,uoo tx-r mile 
including its telegraph line. Thp total 
valuations upon W hich to base taxes for 
the year was #1.287.125, which included 
said railroad and telegraph lines, bands 
were raised this year to a rate of #1.50 
per acre, and cattle were reduced to #8 
per head.

In the year 1889 the total valuation 
for the purposes of taxation was #2,599,- 
367, and the rate of taxation was 5734 
cents on {too valuation.

him for taxation. There are very few, 
li any, can-es upoi) tin- rolls of this year 
where any class of land has sustained a 
greater raise than 50c on the acre and 
leaving out of account the matter of im­
provements, which have this year been 
merged into the- land valuations, it will 
readily lie seen that except where the 
difference in the assessment exceeds the 
sum of 50c per acre, there has Ireen no 
real raise in the valuations ujmjii im­
proved lands.

This year the valuation upon theC. O. 
& G. railroad and telegraph lines was 
raised to #0575 i»er mile, and the F. \V. 
it' D. C. railroad and telegraph lines to 
#1)630 jkt mile, which was hi cording to 
lire frest information obtainable, two- 
thirds ol the present value of these lines 
in Donley county, and which is also con­
siderably in excess ol the average valua­
tion accepted and fixed for this \car by 
the several counties in which said rail­
roads are ly ing. The net amount of rev­
enue received by the Counts* from tax­
ation on railroads and telegraph line* for 
the year 1902 was #2801.34; tor 1903, #3,- 
17S.71; arid for li 04 will be #3343.18.

Thus it may be seen that both the 
valuations and the- tax rate have lieen va­
ried Innir time to time as the conditions 
and improvements upon the premises 
would justify it, and with a due regard 
to4he demands upon the county. In 
some years the taxes have been lowered 
and in others there has been a slight in- 
crease. In all cases however these ac­
tions have been had after a close nttd 
careful calculation and estimate ujioii 
the needs of the county and the de­
mands upon its exchequer, and it has 
lieen the effort and desire of the Com­
missioners Court to create by a fair and 
impartial taxation only sucli an amount 
of revenue as would be required in the 
carrying on of an economical administra­

Gooseberry Wine.
Gather the gooseberries when they 

are about half ripe In dry weather; 
pick them clean and put a peck at a 
time In an earthenware pan or tub 
and bruise them with a piece of wood, 
being as careful as possible not to 
break the seeds. Put the pulp Into a 
canvas bag and squeeze out the Juice 
into a pan or tub. To every gallon of 
pounds of sugar, and when the sugar 
Is quite dissolved pour the liquor Into 
a cask which will Just hold it. If 
the quantity Is nine gallons, let it 
stand to settle for a fortnight; it 
twenty* gallons, thirty or forty days. 
Keep in a cool place, then draw It 
off from the lees and put It Into an­
other barrel of the same size or Into 
the same after emptying the lees and 
making It clean. Let a cask of ten 
gallons or less stand for about three 
months, and one of twenty gallons for 
five months, when It will be fit to bot­
tle. This wine keeps well and Im­
proves with age.

I^ast winter the Jeweler adopted It, 
and, aided by sapphire and emerald, 
turned out some unique and beautiful 
brooches, hat pins and belt pins In 
peacock feather form. Now the mak­
er of fine glass and pottery Is adopt­
ing its charms. The very newest 
flower holder for table decoration Is 
a large flat bowl of delicate greeta 
glass. Into its flaring, flower-like tqp 
aro brought peacock feathers, and" di­
rectly over the receptacle for water 
rests a brass, coarse meshed net 
framework, slightly raised in the mid­
dle. The flowers are thrust In through 
this, leaving the feather decoration In 
full view. The effect is novel and ar­
tistic.

Honey Gingerbread.
Sift a pint of flour and stir Into this 

half a pint of sour cream or milk. If 
the latter Is used, a tablespoonful of 
butter should be added by way of 
shortening. Sift with the flour half a 
teaspoonful of ground ginger and the 
same of fine cinnamon, and stir in 
two tablespoontuls of sugar and two 
of honey (strained). Mix and beat the 
batter' thoroughly; and, when ready 
for the oven, stir in half a teaspoon 
of soda that has been dissolved In a 
little warm (not hot) water. Bake 
about three-quarters of an hour, tak­
ing rare not to burn, and then cut 
into squares and serve hot witn plen­
ty of honey.

To Wash White Lace Veils.
These should be washed as follows: 

Put the veils into a strong lather of 
white soap and very clear water, and 
let them simmer slowly for a quarter 
of an hour. Take out and squeeze 
well, but do not rub. Rinse twice in 
cold water, the second time with a 
drop or two of liquid glue. Have ready 
some very clear, weak gum arable, or 
thin starch or rice water; pass the 
veils through it, and clean them by 
clapping. Then stretch them out 
evenly and pin out to dry on a cloth, 
opening out each scallop and fasten­
ing with pins. When dry, lay a piece 
of thin muslin over and iron on the 
wrong side.

Good Dry Shampoo.
Some one suggests that In place of 

a soap and water shampoo a dry salt 
rub is a good thing for the hair once 
In a while. Loosen the hair, then rub 
table salt thoroughly into the roots 
and brush it out again carefully. The 
dust and dirt come with It, Just at 
they do when salt Is sprinkled over a 
carpet prior to sweeping It. The ef 
feet of the salt on the Bcalp is describ 
ed as not, only highly cleansing, but 
also tonic.

Coffee Ice Cream.
For coffee Ice cream, scald together 

one and a half cupfuls of milk, a cup­
ful of sugar and five tablespoonfuls 
of ground coffee. Strain, add the 
yolks of four eggs and four table­
spoonfuls of sugar and cook over hot 
water until the custard thickens. 
Then stir in a quart of cream, strain 
cool and freeze.

Odd Way to Lift a Glass.
Y011 can surprise people very much 

by laying your hand, with apparent 
carelessness, on a tumbler or wine 
glass nearly full of water and then 
lifting the glass, water and all, by 
raising your hand, with the fingers 
outstretched in order to prove that 
you do not take hold of the glass in 
any way. Probably there will be 
some people whom you will not sur­
prise. These will say, “Oh, that's 
easy,” try to do the trick themselves 
—and fall.

The secret of success Is this: 
Though your fingers are straight when 
you lift the glass, they must be bent 
downward sharply when you place 
your palm upon It. You must press 
your hand down rather firmly In or­
der to make an air-tight joint between 
!t and the rim of the glass, which 
should be wet to make the Joint tight­
er. Now suddenly straighten your 
fingers and lift your hand. This mo­
tion of the fingers causes the flesh 
of the palm to move In such a way 
as to cause a partial vacuum, a suc­
tion which you can feel distinctly.

The space between the water and 
your hand is made a little larger, and 
therefore the air in that space is rare- 
fled or made thinner and exerts less 
pressure. Therefore, the greater air 
pressure outside, acting on the bot­
tom and sides of the glass, forces it 
upward against your hand strongly 
enough to lift both glass and water 
when you raise your hand.

This trick requires some practice 
before It can be done with certainty 
and had better not be attempted with 
a very thin or valuable glass or in a 
place where spilled water will do 
harm.

Above all, do not use a very thin

Lifting » Glass of Watsr. 
glms, for even if It does not drop you 
may break It by mere pressure and 
cut your hand. Besides, thin glasses 
are very apt to have little nicks In 
the edge which will both cut you and 
spoil the trick by letting In air.

The glass must be a small one, as 
It has to be well covered by the palm 
of your hand. An egg cup or a wine 
glass with a stem is best. If you 
use a tumbler—which, being small In 
diameter, will probably be not very 
tall—you will have to hold It In the 
other hand or set It on aa Inverted 
tumbler or a block of wood in order 
to get room to bend your Angers 
down properly.

The trick seems especially difficult 
because the hand is flat and the glass 
nearly full of water, but these are tho 
very things that make It possible. You 
cannot lift the glass with your fingers 
bent—unless, of course, you actually 
take hold of It—as It Is the straight­
ening of the fingers that causes the 
suction.

You cannot lift an empty glass un­
less It is a very small one. The longer 
the space under your hand Is, the 
greater change In the air pressure 
you can make by the motion of your 
fingers.

Caterpillar's Coat.
The fur or hair on the caterpillar 

was given by nature as a protection 
from other living creatures, particu­
larly birds, who consider most small 
crawlers as food delicacies intended 
especially to gratify birdie’s appetite.

Most caterpillars a^e brown or 
green, but some are dressed up In 
the grandest kind of way in many 
colors and ornamental knobs, or, to 
use a big word, protuberances.

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GREAT FRENCHMAN IS DEAD.

Former Premier Waldeck-Rousseau 
Will Be Lonn Remembered.

form er Premier Waldeck-Rousseau 
died at Parle, Aug. 10, ae the result 
cl an operation. He was CO years old.

Pierre Marie Waldeck-Rousseau 
was horn Dec. 2, 1846.. A politician 
and lawyer from his earliest youth, he 
was made a member of the chamber 
of deputies for Rennes in 1879, re­
elected In 1881.

From 1881 to 1885 he was minister 
of the Interior for the French govern­
ment. In 1886 he left public service 
for the bar. In 1899 he returned to 
official life to form the ministry.

6!nce that time his ideas have en­
tirely dominated the domestic policy 
of France. He was the advocate of 
the measures against the religious orj 
ders which have been enforced in the 
face of strenuous opposition, both 
among the legislators and the people 
cf the country, although his work has 
been warmly supported by the ma* 
jorlty. '

Waldeck-Rousseau learned his early 
political lesaons from Oambetta and 
Ferry. He then Joined the center, and

distinguished himself by his Intense 
hostility to everything extreme. He 
was the spokesman of the anti-reac­
tionists. The firmness of character 
overcame all obstacles. Politically h« 
may be descrlbod in one word—re 
I^u-blican.

Aa a lawyer the premier bowed be 
fore no man in Franee. He came from 
Itenaes to Paris and by the force ot 
his Intellect alone made himself not 
only the ablest lawyer In France, but 
on the entire continent.

Advantages of Mule Raising.
In some parts of the country, espec­

ially in the South, the r»*"ing of mules 
is very popular. Missouri and Ken­
tucky are states that make a good 
deal of the mule, and more and more 
farmers in other states are consider­
ing the matter. There are a good 
many things in favor of the mule, as 
viewed from the standpoint of the 
Southern farmer. Whether all of the 
things the southern mule raiser claims 
for the mule can be substantiated we 
will leave our readers to decide. Here 
-re some of the points claimed in his 
favor. He can be very cheaply raised, 
perhaps more cheaply than any other 
farm animal intended for work. The 
mule is ready for the market at a 
younger age than the horse. He is 
ready to work when the horse Is Just 
getting out of colthood. Mules do not 
easily yi-dd to disease, and stand 
hardships exceedingly well. They are 
very carefil about getting hurt, much 
more so than the ordinary horse. They 
seem to be able to stand a high tem­
perature b°tter than horses, and will 
work well on hot days when horses 
suffer from heat. They can stand 
abuse better than horses but are ap­
preciative of good treatment. This Is 
a point that has made them popular In 
the Sovith where their drivers are 
not always mindful of their feelings. 
There is always a good market demand 
for mules, and, as they can be sold 
two years younger than horses, they 
are profitable and would be profitable 
even at a lower price.

Toothache In Horses.
Our equine servants have suffered 

untold agonies in the past from tooth­
ache, because their masters did not 
know that the horse was as surely 
susceptible to toothache as human be­
ings. With the coming in of veterin­
ary seietfee we have awakened to 
many things of which we took no 
heed in the former days. The teeth 
of the horse must do much hard labor, 
as they are the means by which he 
grinds up hard grain and still harder 
hay. In the human being, defective 
teeth load to the use of soft food, but 
the horse is compelled to eat hard 
food even when his teeth are in a 
tender state. Defective teeth in the 
horse cause Imperfect mastication, 
and this results in indigestion, colic, 
scours, constipation and other dis­
turbances of the disgestive system. 
One veterinarian says that horses 
sometimes endure toothache for 
months before their o\Vners find out 
that they have any trouble at all with 
their teeth. This is because a de­
fective tooth is not so easily discov­
ered as is a defect in the legs of the 
animal. The coming of the veterinary 
surgeon has been a blessing to the 
equine race, for it has led to the In­
vestigation and relief of these obscure 
causes of suffering.

Range Cattle Improving in Quality.
It is certain that there is being a 

marked Improvement in the quality 
of calves dropped from year to year 
on the ranges of the great W^est. The 
calf crop this last spring was very 
good and the general average of qual­
ity was better than ever before. If 
we may Judge by the reports coming 
from ranges here and there. The 
cause of this improvement has been 
the extensive use of pure-bred bulls 
of the established beef breeds. This 
improvement in quality is stimulating 
the finishing of these calves on the 
ranges to some extent, and It Is not 
impossible that in the near future the 
feeding of steers will become a large 
part of the range work. With the Im­
provement in quality the finishing is 
less of a task than formerly, and 
there is not so much saved by send­
ing the animals into the corn belt. 
This is especially so with animals 
that are to be consumed as meat ir 
IBe^atates and territories where they 
are produced.

The Value of the Cow.
The 'value of the cow for almost 

any purpose is indicated by the 
amount of butter-fat she puts into her 
milk. It used to be the idea before 
the coming of the Babcock milk test­
er that some cows were good for but­
ter making, some good for cheesemak­
ing and others good to furnish skim- 
milk to sell to people that did not care 
for anything except the solids otner 
than fat. But with the coming of the 
famous test we have learned that this 
was a stupendous error. The cow in­
dicates the value in all directions by 
the amount of fat in her milk. A milk 
with only two per cent fat would be a 
milk with not more than eight per 
cent total solids, the rest being wa­
ter. In a normal condition the ratio 
of solids to fat Is quite constant, and 
the amount of solids can be approxi­
mately figured out from the known 
percentage of butter-fat.

The Sheep and the Weed.
Sections of country given up to 

grain farming are notably weedy, and 
sometimes the weeds are one of the 
great sources of loss. After the grain 
is taken off the weeds take possession 
and frequently mature seed, which In 
turn grow In the grain field the fol­
lowing season. Ono crop expert de­
clares that at least one-fourth of the 
plant food that should go Into the 
small grain goes to sustain the weeds, 
the crop of grain being cut short by 
that much. The introduction of sheep, 
where they can be introduced, will 
help enormously to lessen the size ot 
the fields of weeds that take so much 
from o*r farms every year. At least 
the weeds can he turned Into salable 
net too and wool

How Weeds Come In.
Weeds come into new regions large­

ly through the carelessness of the 
land owner. One of the commonest 
wuys of bringing them In is to Import 
them In screenings from flour mills 
or from other mills that clean grains 
and sell tho screenings. Probably 
none of our states have a law like 
that In the Northwest Territories of 
Canada, which prohibits the sale of 
screenings except to feeders of sheep, 
and then under certain restrictions. 
Screenings contain almost all kinds 
of weed seeds, and from these they 
get Into the manure pile and are car­
ried onto the land and are placed In 
the soil In the very best shape for 
growing. Frequently the farmer pro­
duces the weeds on one part of his 
farm, has them screened out when 
the wheat is thrashed and shovels the 
refuse into the manure pile or Into 
some place from which It reaches 
the manure pile, and Is thence sent to 
all parts of the farm. There is yet 
another way by which a little clump 
of weeds In the hay field may get to 
all parts of the farm. The said weeds 
are cut with the hay and fed at a 
time the weed seeds are enough ma­
ture to resist the digestive efforts of 
the bovine stomach. They pass 
through and out Into the mantire and 
the next year start new centers of In­
fluence In all parts of the farm. A 
good deal of care needs to be exer­
cised in this case. The greatest trou­
ble Is that the farmer does not 
know the new weeds till they have 
been thus successively sown and re­
sown.

Good and Poor Seed Corn.
Recently in passing a new field of 

corn, a resident farmer remarked to 
the writer on the variability of seed 
corn, as to germinability. In the field 
a large part of tho corn was coming 
up beautifully. In the other part of 
the field almost none was to be seen 
the demarcation between the two sec­
tions being as distinct as If a straight 
line had been drawn through the field 
and one-half left unplanted. Yet the 
whole field was planted on the same 
day with corn bought from two neigh­
bors. The corn, too, was of the same 
variety; yet the seed corn saved by 
one man came up well and of the oth­
er hardly at all. The farmer was 
asked what made the difference and 
replied that it must have been in the 
way of taking rare of the seed or of 
the maturity of the corn at the time 
it was harvested. It Is easy to_̂  sup­
pose that the farmer that •rtirfiTs’lied 
the worthless sped plan'fecl his own 
farm with It and had .his work all to 
do over again. This Is a lesson as to 
the value of good-seed corn, and the 
unwisdom of planting seed without 
knowing whether it fs good or not. 
Improvidence in this matter Is the 
cause of the failure of many a far­
mer.

Digging Potatoes.
When a good many acres of pota 

toes are to be harvested a potato dig 
ger should be used. This implement 
will prove of groat value and will fre 
quently save in one season enough 
money to pay Its cost. It does not 
pay to use the cheap makeshifts 
that are sometimes sold for potato 
diggers. Such implements usually 
carry soil, potatoes and all along 
with them and tho tubers have to be 
dug out of the heap, which is more 
trouble than digging them with a fork 
or hoe in the first place. When only 
a few aeres of potatoes are to be bar 
vested, hand digging will prove to 
be the acceptable method. As soon 
as dug the tubers should be picked up 
and barreled or sacked as the case 
may be, The practice of making 
great piles that lie In the sun for 
hours should not be tolerated, as this 
injures them to some extent. The 
sorting will generally be easiest done 
In the field at time of picking up. The 
merchantable ones can be picked out 
by one man and another can take all 
that remain.

MOTOR MADE BY SAVAGES.

Natives of Tahiti Used It Hundreds of 
Years Ago.

Mortar was made by the people of 
Tahiti when our ancestors were shiv­
ering In hotes In the rocks. They 
dived Into the sea, brought up great 
lumps of coral, burned them In pits, 
using wood as fuel, and mixed the 
lime they got In this fashion with 
sharp sand and water. With this 
mixture the Ingenious savage plas­
tered the walls ami floors of his 
house, and a better mortar could not 
be obtained.

Fertilizers For Fruits.
No hard and fast rules can be given 

for fertilizing fruits, so as to secure 
fine specimens. The kind and quality 
of fertilizer to be applied depends 
upon the kind and condition of soil. 
The following facts are important, 
however, In determining how to fertil­
ize a given fruit plantation:

1. The effects of fertilizers upon 
orchard trees are usually more appar­
ent In the second year than they are 
during the year in which the fertil­
izer is applied.

2. Nitrogen promotes wood growth, 
leaf growth and general vigor of the 
tree itself. Potash and phosphoric 
acid, especially the formey, promote 
fruit production.

3. If a tree Is making weak growth, 
if its leaves are pale and sickly and If 
the annual wood growth of the main 
limbs Is ’ ’ ss than one foot In length, 
It probably needs nitrogen. On the 
other hand. If wood growth is strong 
and vigorous and the leaves are of a 
dark, rich green color, aWl especially 
If fruit is not forming sufficiently, pot­
ash and phosphoric acid are probably 
needed. Too much nitrogen tends to 
cause '.he tree to run to wood and 
leaf giowth a*, the expense of fruit.
