To encourage the industrial
growth and development of
g:'ities and towns served from
its widespread electric tran-
smission line network the West
Texas Utilities Company has
re-organized its industrial de-
velopment and promoted Har-
old D. Austin former assistant
jcommercial manager, to the
‘managership of the project,
according to information re-
ceived from the company’s of-
fices here yesterday. Austin
will continue to make his head
quarters in Abilene.

Similar work has been done
in the past, according o a com-
pany official, but the new pro-
gram contemplates a definite
and aggressive plan pointed
toward the industrial develop-
ment of the 125 progressive
cities and towns served by the
company.

The importanc of the work
planned by the new depart-
ment was shown by an impos-
ing array of facts assembled
from opinions and surveys of
noted industrialists and econo-
mica. The past decade it was
pointed out has been marked
by an important decentraliza-
tion of industry. Data on file
show that progressive small
|cities and towns ar becoming
ymore and more the favored
locations of factories and in-
dustrial projects. Economists
jcontend that manufacturers
are realizing that the small
town is challenging the big
ccity’s industrial leadership.
Smaller cities they have found
are more pleasant places in
which to work. They are less
crowded -and les fatiguing.
Productive work is more ef-
ficiently handled in the small
town, it has been shown, for
less human energy is consum-

ed in geting to and from the
job. Also, more economical
factory operation is possible,
due to the fact that neither
lland costs no living costs are
inflated.

In anouncing the objective
of his new department, Austin
said: “The former concentra-
tion of power supply distorted
th layout of American indus-
itry for many years. It drew
manufacturing from the small
itowns and the countryside in-
to the large crowded cities

“But the eleteric power sup-
ply of today is widly distribut-
ed. It spreads itself over the
countryside providing the small
communities with a power sup
|ply equivalent in quality, quan-
itity, acessibility and price fo
‘that of the largest metropolit-
an centers.

“And because the small city,
iis not burdened with metropo-
litan overhead costs it is pro-
‘'ving itself a better location for
/manufacturin than the crowd-
ed metropolis.

“Qur facilities will be avail-
abel to chambers of commerce
lcivic organizations, industries,
and all bodies working, as we
are, for the growth and devel-
opment of West Texas.”
