MARKET REVIEW
By ROY K. SANSOM

With National Livestock Commission
Co., Ft. Worth, Texas

A Review of the Eleven Central
Markets shows prices on the great
bulk of fed cattle to be strong and
active, rather than a quotably high-
er market over the glump two
weeks ago. The good heavy thick-
fat = steers are the exception, how-
ever, fior they have showni some ap-
preciable advance,  as evidence of
a growing scarcity of these kinds
and are gradually cloging the con-
siderable price gap that has for six
months existed between - the good
light beef ‘and these  heavies. The
Sheep Men continue to bask in (the
smiles of the favored few—hbut the
serap over the $2.25 tax of the hog
process plan, between the Packers
and - the Powers that .be, set hog
prices back to 50 to 75 et. per.cwt.,
and has continued into a stagnation
with little of this loss regained. All
the hog talent insist, and a good
many cattlemen say, that unless hog
prices show an advance of $1.50 per
cwt. . we can expect no very material
improvement. over existing cattle pri-
ces—btcause of the fact that dress-
d beef is now competitively sand-
wiched in between cheap pork, poul-
try, etc.,, and the higher prices of
mutton—Who . knows ?

Worth holds the eye of the
whole Southwest with our Fat Stock
Show—and what a show it is this
year...

FARMERS—Success rule

My friend Charles F. Collisson, ¢

who knows more farmers than any
other man I know, and who writes
in the Minneaopolis Tribune more
horse-sense about farming than any
. other writer with whose works I am
familiar, printed a piece the other
day which bears out my contention
that most of the trouble farmers
find themselves in arises from the
same source as most of the troubles
the rest of us are in—ourselves.

Charlie Collisson tells the story
of John Linster of Elm Grove Farm,
near Northfield, Minn. John Linster
has been running the same farm for
34 wyears He is so far from being
discouraged that he has bought an-
other 160 acres over in Wisconsin,
for his son. The secret of this
farmer’s success is the secret of
anybody else’s success;
spent any money until he had it,
never borrowed money until he knew
where it was going to earn some-
thing for him, never discarded any-
thing old for something new merely
for the sake of change, and kept a
_ strict record of every cent received
and spent.

Those rules, coupled with know-
ing one’s trade or business thor-
oughly are all there is to success.
Anybody can succeeed who follows
them.

The older I get the more I am
impressed with the fact that any
law is only as good as the public
sentiment behind it. If the people
like it, it is a good law; if they don’t
obey it.

If every motorist who disobeys
the local speed laws were arrested
there wouldn’t be  jails enough to
hold them, But no police force could
be maintained large enough to en-
force the speed laws strictly.

The best laws are those which
leave people freest to do whatever
they like to do, restraining them
only from infringing on other’s rights
and punishing them promptly and
severley for doing any thing which
results in injury to another’s person
or property.
