For the next two weeks, Mr, 
W. D. Hudspeth of Waco, will be 
interviewing students for en­
rolling in Distributive Educa­
tion. The D. E. program offers 
three full credits for a half 
day of school work and a half­
day of on-the-job training.

Not just any student is allow­
ed to take D. E. according to 
Mr. Hudspeth. Each is screen­
ed to make sure he or she is 
truly interested in on-the-job 
training, and not just in making 
money to buy a car.

One objective of the D. E. 
program is to bridge the gap 
between employment and high 
school graduation. Trainees 
who enroll in the program re 
celve laboratory credit as we.,’ 
as a training wage for the worl 
that they do in actual training 
stations.

To enroll in the program, a 
student fills out a personal 
data sheet and an application 
chart. If the standards set by 
the State Education Department 
are met, the student is sent to 
the prospective training station 
to make personal application 
for a job.

D. E. students attend three 
hours of academic class train­
ing and one hour D. E. 
Class training each morning, 
“ In Distributive Education 
class, 60 per cent of the time 
is spent in group discussion,” 
Mr. Hudspeth said. “ About 40 
per cent is spent in individual 
instruction in the special field 
in which the student is 
working.”

All phases of retailing are 
learned. F irst year subjects in­
clude school-store relation­
ships, principles of selling, 
mathematics in retailing, 
speech in business, store or­
ganization and merchandising.

“ We want to make sure the 
training in school the students 
get will help them when they 
graduate and seek employ­
ment,” said Mr. Hudspeth.

Mr. Hudspeth is the son of 
Arnold Hudspeth of Rochester. 
He is a graduate of Rochester 
High School and to most of his

Texas winter wheat seedings 
for this year’s crop is set at 
5,493,000 acres. According to 
the Texas Crop Report, this is 
29 percent above acreage 
planted for the previous year.

The Reporting Service also 
indicates that based on April 1 
prospects, Texas wheat produc­
tion is forecast at 60,423,000 
bushels. If realized, this will 
be 17 percent below 1966 pro­
duction of 72,652,000 bushels.

The major growing area has 
been hurt by the critical short­
age of moisture. Reports of 
heavy abandonment on dryland 
acreage is reported. Green bug 
damage is also heavy, but ap­
pears to be diminishing. Cattle 
have been moved off wheat 
where a grain crop is expected.

Of the 70 counties reporting 
to this office, the condition 
of the crop as of April 3 was 
reported as follows:

Three counties reported their 
crop in good condition.

Twenty-two counties report­
ed their crop in average con­
dition.

Forty-five counties reported 
their crop in poor condition.

Our next bulletin will be 
issued May 1 ' and will list 
acreages, by counties, as re ­
ported at that time.

Notaries Public
Auplications Is
May 1-15,1967

Secretary of State John L. 
Hill announced that all qual­
ified Notaries Public desiring 
re-appointment for the new 
term which begins June 1, 1967 
and ends June 1, 1969, must 
pay the required fee and file 
a new application, oath and 
bond with the County Clerk of 
his residence between May 1, 
1967 and May 15, 1967, inclus­
ive.

Mr. Hill emphasized that No-» 
tarles Public should not send 
requests for re-appointment or 
for commissions directly to the 
Secretary of State inasmuch as 
the law specifically requires 
that the County Clerks approve 
Notary Bonds and forward 
copies of the Application to 
the Secretary of State.

Each person applying for a 
commission as Notary Public 
must be at, least 21 years of 
age, a citizen of the United 
States and of Texas and a re s i­
dent of the county for which 
he is appointed. The required 
Application Forms may be 
obtained from the County 
Clerk.

Secretary of State Hill fur­
ther stated that any person 
not now a Notary Public who 
desires appointment for the 
beginning of the new term should 
apply to his County Clerk be­
fore May 20, 1967.

The required fee is $4.00 
which must be mailed to the 
County Clerk along with the 
Notary Bond and Application 
Form.

NEW S  
From Austin

House of Representatives

The sudden death of Rep. 
Jim Hairgrove of Lake Jack- 
son cast a pall of sadness 
over the 60th Legislature last 
week. The 45 year old first- 
term er in the House of Re­
presentatives had won the re ­
spect and admiration ofhiscol^ 
leagues in this tense and ex­
hausting session. Rep. Hair^ 
grove was the victim of an 
apparent heart attack, and his 
presence will be missed by all.

Speaker Ben Barnes was hon­
ored by members of the House 
in his home district last Sat­
urday on Speaker’s Day which 
was also his birthday celebra­
tion. The Speaker was 29 years 
old and Rep. Frank Calhoun 
of Abilene also marked the 
day by celebrating his 34th 
birthday in De Leon with Speak­
er Barnes.

The tempo in the House has 
increased greatly with major 
pieces of legislation making 
their way out of committee 
and on the floor for debate 
and final passage -  or defeat. 
The House has risen up sev­
eral times already to strike 
down bills that should have had 
smooth sailing. In several in­
stances, bills have been so 
amended on the floor that their 
sponsors could hardly recog­
nize them after passage.

The Counties Committee will 
hear two bills authored by Rep. 
Frank Calhoun on Monday, 
April 24. These are H. B. 818, 
relating to the pay for Jur­
ors in Justice of the Peace 
Courts, and H. B. 845 which 
establishes the Haskell Coun­
ty Hospital District. Calhoim 
has already pushed another 
Haskell County bill through the 
House and sent it to the Sen­
ate for further action. This 
was H. B. 817 which places 
Haskell County under the reg­
ulatory authority of the Parks 
and Wildlife Department.

Rep. Calhoun is also “ car­
rying” some of Governor John 
Connally’s traffic safety legis­
lation and expects to have at 
least one bill out of commit­
tee and ready for floor action 
■within the next few days.

Housing Loans Available 
Now In All Income Groups

Applications

income groups, Haskell County 
Supervisor Donald R. Perry 
of the Farmers Home Admin­
istration said today.

Until recentlyfunds were only 
available for families with low 
and moderate incomes.

Mr. Perry said home finan­
cing for families of above­
moderate income, can be re ­
sumed by the agency under a 
new allocation of lending au­
thority granted by President 
Johnson. A Presidential order 
March 17 authorized the agency 
to insure $25 million more in 
housing loans to families ol 
the upper income group between 
now and June 30.

Action on new applications 
from persons in the above­
moderate income group had 
been at a virtual standstill since 
January. The agency had taken 
all applications it could meet 
under the previous $25 million 
allocation of loan authority for

Wind Causing 
Erosion Damage. 
In Haskell Co.

Dry weather has caused a 
large increase in the amount 
of Texas land damaged by ■wind­
storm s, H. N. Smith, State 
Conservationist for the U, S. 
Department of Agriculture’s 
Soil Conservation Service, r e ­
ported this week.

During January and Febru­
ary of 1967, almost 400,000 
acres were damaged, compar­
ed to some 180,000 acres dam­
aged during the same period 
a year ago, “ This' is an in­
crease of more than 200,000 
acres of land damaged this 
period,” Smith said.

Cropland represents 96% of 
the land damaged this season. 
More than two million acres are 
in a condlton to blow, compar­
ed with 1.6 million acres a 
year ago, according to Smith.

“ Surface moisture conditions 
are poor to very poor. Small 
grains have made very little 
growth because of the extreme­
ly dry weather and some are 
dying,” Smith said. “ Excellent 
rains' in August And September 
of 1966 gave the land deep 
moisture starting at about 12 
inches below the surface. If 
we could get a good two or 
three-inch rain, it would change 
the picture greatly. If we don’t 
get the rain, it ■will get pro­
gressively worse. Emergency 
tillage is not as effective as 
usual because of the dry soil.”

The northern portion of the 
Haskell area has Just recently 
received some beneficial rains, 
but the southern portion is still 
in need of moisture. Accord­
ing to J. C. Yeary, J r . local 
Work Unit Conservationist for 
the Soil Conservation Service 
reported some 500 acres of 
land damaged during the months 
of January and February of 
1967 compared to none dam­
aged during the same period 
last year. “ Many acres more 
have been damaged d u r i n g  
March and the first part of 
April,” Yeary said, “ Andthere 
doesn’t seem to be too much 
promise at the present for the 
central and southern portions 
of the county.” According to 
Yeary, every effort should be 
made during the remainder of 
the blow season to prevent as 
much land damage as possible. 
Precautions should be taken this 
cropping year to prevent such 
a recurring damage as re ­
sulted this year, by the use 
of any and all residue man­
agement practices and em er­
gency tillage operations this 
coming fall and winter.

The Soil Conservation Ser­
vice gives technical assistance 
to farm ers and ranchers on con­
servation work which helps re ­
duce wind damage. These prac­
tices include stubble mulching, 
grass planting, stripcropping, 
cover cropping, and  wind­
breaks. Most farmers can off­
set dry weather and high winds 
by keeping plant cover on crop­
land.

Mr. Perry said applications 
from families in all groups 
are being accepted at the 
Farm ers Home Administration 
office at 316 North 1st Street 
in Haskell, Texas, which serves 
Haskell County.

The county supervisor re ­
ported that insured housing 
loans in the county to date this 
fiscal year have totaled 
$98,950.00,

The Farm ers Home Admin­
istration, a part of the Depart­
ment of Agriculture, is the 
U. S. government agency for 
insuring home O'wnershlp loans 
both for farm and non-farm 
families in rural areas, in­
cluding towns of not more than 
5,500 population.

“ The service is available 
to rural people who are unabU 
to obtain conventional home fi­
nancing from private lenders 
on terms they can reasonably 
be expected to repay or in­
sured loans through other agen­
cies in the Housing field,” Mr. 
Perry said.

“ We are authorized to serve 
above moderate income fam­
ilies in financing homes that 
are not more elaborate than 
the prevailing local standard 
for modern homes.”

All rural FHA housing loans 
. may run for a maximum of 
33 years, and may cover the 
cost of a minimum adequate 
homesite as well as home con­
struction. Current interest 
rates are 5% for borrowers in 
the low and moderate income 
groups, and 6 percent interest 
plus one-half of a percent mor- 
gage insurance charge for those 
in the above-moderate income 
group.

Texas Now Has A Way 
Of Solving Water Disputes

The seniors of O’Brien and 
Knox City were honored at a 
chuck wagon supper on April 
6 In the home of Mr. and Mrs. 
Lennle Worley. The supper was 
sponsored by the ladies of the 
Church of Christ. The students 
and faculty had a very good time 
and lots of good food was pre­
pared and served by ladles of 
the church.

Austin -  After more than fifty 
years of effort, Texas now has a 
way of solving water disputes 
along Its public rivers without 
the necessity for expensive and 
long drawn out battles In the 
courts.

Governor John B. Connally 
today signed the Water Rights 
Adjudication bill, similar to 
measures long on the statute 
books of every other western 
state. The act requires all 
riparian users to file a record 
of their claim with the Texas 
Water Rights Commission on 
or before September 1,1969.

It was sponsored In the Se­
nate by Senator George Park- 
house of Dallas, and in the 
House by Representative Men­
ton J. Murray of Harlingen.

The first Board of Water 
Engineers recommended an ad­
judication act shortly after they 
were created in 1913, and one 
was passed In 1917. After con­
siderable work primarily on the 
Colorado and Pecos Rivers, the 
act was declared unconstitu­
tional In 1921 as a result of the 
McKnlght case. This decision 
resulted in stripping the Board 
of Water Engineers of much 
authority, and created a “ de­
se rt” in water law for some 
forty years.

In the late 1940’s the Leg­
islature created a standing 
committee to consider the adop­
tion of a new water code. P er­
iodic attempts were made to se­
cure passage of an adjudication 
act, sponsored from time to 
time by theg
time by the governors or the 
Texas Water Conservation As­
sociation. All these attempts 
failed to get out of committee.

Graphic Illustration of expen­
sive lawsuits over water rights 
was provided in the recently 
completed Rio Grande Valley 
water suit. The cost to all 
parties is estimated at ten mil­
lion dollars, and the State of 
Texas was out $400,000 as its 
own share. The case is being 
appealed, and a final decision 
may be years away. It was 
to avoid this type of contro­
versy that the Texas Legisla­
ture gave approval this year 
to water rights adjudication.

Two years of consultation 
among attorneys specializing in 
water law, the State Bar Com­
mittee on Revision of the Law 
of Water Rights, and the Water 
Laws Committee of the Texas 
Water Conservation Asso­
ciation resulted in the bill which 
finally passed this year.

In making his recommenda­
tion to the 60th Texas Legis­
lature convened in joint ses­
sion January 10, 1967, Gover­
nor John Connally said: “ Tex­
as has made giant strides in 
recent years toward under­
standing its water problems — 
no single matter is so vital to 
the physical well-being of fu­
ture generations of Texas as 
the provision of an adequate 
water supply -  the Texas Water 
Rights Commission, utilizing 
existing statutes and limited 
finances has initiated an am­
bitious and systematic program 
for cancellation of unused water 
permits. Over-appropriation of 
the State’s surface water is a

fact. No serious problem arises 
so long as the actual use of 
water is less than or equal 
to the supply. As our economy 
grows, disputes over available 
sources are inevitable. Judi­
cial determination of these 
rights is time consuming and 
costly, I therefore recommend 
the enactment of an adminis­
trative water rights adjud­
ication act.”

When water rights within a 
river basin are to be clarl- 
Ued by the adjudication pro­
cess, notice by publication and 
certified mall is required. 
Hearings will be held on all 
claims, following which a pre­
liminary determination is en­
tered by the Commission. All 
parties may contest the prelim­
inary determination, and fol­
lowing further hearings on the 
contests, a final determination 
is entered by the Commission. 
Motions for rehearIngs of the 
final determination are autho­
rized, andfollowlngthecomple- 
tion of these, the Commission 
must file a copy of its final 
determination together with a 
copy of all evidence and testi­
mony considered with a dis­
trict court for judicial review. 
The results of the judicial re ­
view are made known in a 
final decree, and after this, 
and any appeals that may en­
sue to a higher court, only 
those rights recognized in the 
decree can be recognized, ex­
cept for doméstic and livestock 
uses and permits subsequently 
issued by the Commission.

To prevent arguments be­
tween various users in a river 
area that has been adjudicated, 
water masters will be appointed 
by the Commission. Their ex­
penses are assessed against 
those who use the water, after 
notice and hearing.

Ground water was excluded 
from the act, and there is no 
change in the private nature 
of water from wells.

Five Accidents 
In Haskell Co.;
No One Injured

The Texas Highway Patrol 
investigated 5 accidents on 
rural highways in Haskell Coun­
ty during the month of March, 
according to Sergeant Frank 
Jlrcik, Highway Patrol Super­
visor of this area.

These crashes resulted in 
three persons Injured, and an 
estimated property damage of 
$2,060.00.

The rural accident summary 
for this county during the first 
three months of 1967 shows 
a total of 10 accidents result­
ing in no persons killed, five 
persons injured, and an esti­
mated property damage of 
$6,740.00.

The final entry in the 1966 
Texas traffic records has been 
entered and closed. An all- 
time record high of 3,406 per­
sons killed, 208,310 persons in­
jured, and an estimated proper­
ty loss of $557,414,000 was 
sustained. This compares to 
the 1965 record of 3,028 per­
sons killed, 186,062 injured, 
and an estimated property dam­
age of $498,070,000.

Since the death count of 
2,254 In 1960, Texas has gain­
ed steadily each year. The Ser­
geant stated, “ If the death rate 
increases during the last four 
years of this decade as it has 
during the first years, the 
death count will stand at 4,745 
in 1970.” What is the solu­
tion? Only you, Mr. Motor­
ist, hold the answer!

Screwworms 
Still A  Threat

County Agent R. W. Schumann 
warns livestock producers to 
stay aware of the threat of 
possible screwworm cases in 
the county. Schumann says that 
many people have notified him 
of suspect screwworm cases, 
but producers are not sending 
in samples of the larvae to the 
laboratory in Mission, Texas. 
“ We have no way of knowing for 
sure whether these are true 
screwworm cases unless we get 
a positive identification from 
the lab at Mission.” Schumann 
said “ Sending In these samples 
is an Important part of the 
program. Collecting vials and 
mailing tubes are available at 
the County Agent’s office in 
Haskell,” Schumann said.

There is not postage or money 
involved, all that Is required 
is that the sender collect the 
sample and mall it in a self 
addressed mailing tube to the 
Mission Laboratory. In case 
of a screwworm outbreak in 
the county, the lab will send 
a plane to sterile male flies 
in the area.

Schumann said that there 
were no screwworm cases re ­
ported In Texas during March 
of this year, however, 261 non- 
screwworm cases were identi­
fied by samples sent Into the 
Mission lab.
