Consult Your County Agent

Before Using

County Agricultural Agent
I have had several inquir-

ies about the use of chemi-
cals in controlling weeds in
cotton for 1965. The following
is a part of a letter that I re-
ceived from Mr. Fred C. El-

liott, Cotton Specialist, Agri-!

cultural' Extension ‘Service,
Texas A&M University.
“Chemicals are only sup-
plemental tools for grass and
weed control. Clur best tool
is still good careful atten-
tion to cultivation and the
use of mechanical methods.
The enclosed listing of the
pre-emergence and post-
emergence and post - emer-
gence materials are intended
to be a supplemental tool on-
ly. In West Texas it is our
experience that the wuse of
pre-emergence materials
would be less satisfactory
than in other higher rainfall
areas. Therefore, I would
suggest that your growers
would be more interested in

Mofor Vehicle
Inspection
Ends April 15

There will be no extension
of the Motor Vehicle Safety
Inspection deadline of April
15, 1965, announced Captain
Alan Johnson of the Motor
Vehicle - Inspection Service,
Texas Department of Public
Safety, for this area.

“Only two million of the
five and a quarter million re-
gistered wvehicles in Texas
have been inspected. This
leaves over three million ve-
hicles to be inspected in
about five weeks,” said Cap-
tain Johnson. Many thou-
zands of vehicle owners can
expect to wait in long lines
in order to get their vehicles
inspected by the April 15
tleadline.

It is almost apparent now
that many vehicle owners
have waited too long for the
inspection stations to safety
inspect their wvehicles by
April 15. “Any driver operat-
ing a vehicle registered in
Texas that is required to be
inspected, on = public roads
after April 15 without a val-
id 1965 inspection sticker will
be operating in violation of
the law,” stated the Captain.

The DPS supervisor said,
“The purpose of the motor
vehicle inspection program is
to discover any maladjust-
ment which might become a
link in a .cycle of events
leading to an accident, and
by removing the link, prevent
the accident.”

You will notice our re-
commendations suggest the
use of Treflan on a band ba-
sis. This also agrees with the
cther cotton producing’states
across the Cotton Belt. We
have a copy of all the other
states recommendations and
ours are in line and are sim-
ilar.

Pre-emerges have not been
as successful in West Texas
because of the danger of
leaving the band undisturbed
also exposes cotton to wind
and sand damage. Therefore,
the post-emergence practices
would be more practical. We
have insufficient information
with regard to the build-up of
Treflan in the soil. We do not
have data to show that other
materials would give residual
build-up.

Our recommendations may
be picked up at the county
agent’s office. We are not
going to make recommenda-
tions without gufficient back-
ground information to show
that they are safe and are
practical. Any deviation from
our recommendations, of
course, can be made by var-
ious people selling the ma-
terials, but we are not re-
s«ponsible for their recommen-
dations if they do not agree
with ours.”

In areas of low rainfall
where Treflan was applied to
cotton at 0.8 lbs. per acre and
higher may result in injury
to grain sorghum planted the
following year.

State Draft Quota
For April is 518

Austin — The state draft
quota for April calls for 518
men, compared to 315 for
March, Colonel Morris S.
Schwartz, state Selective Ser-
vice director, said Tuesday.

The state guota of 518 for

April is the Texas share of a
mational call for 13,700 men,
all for the Army.
. The state Selective Service
director also announced that
state draft boards will for-
ward around 4,170 males for
Army mental-physical exami-
nations in April, 2,364 of
whom will be 18-year-olds.

These tests for 18-year-olds
are the result of President
Johnson’s action in 1964
which ordered the Director
of Selective Service and the
Secretary of Defense to ex-
amine all newly registered
men who are out of school
and available for service.
Males married at age 18 and
those known to be in school
at that age will not be exam-
ined.

Colonel Schwartz stressed
that these youths will not be
considered for the armed
forces at this time. Normally,
draft for service is about age
22.

Quotas for induction and
the pre-induction examina-
tions ‘are scheduled to be
'mailed to local boards Wednes-
day.

“National Poison Prevention,
Week.”

The idea is to help
hinderstand that many com-
mon household products are
dangerous, especially if swal-
lowed. These include certain
bleaches, cleaners, furniture
polishes, kerosene, and other
fuels, paints, paint thinners
and removers, and the like.

While Federal law requires
labels on such products to in-
dicate their cdangerous or
harmful nature, experience in-
dicates that many adults ig-
nore such warnings — even
those which plainly say “CAU-
TION, DANGER, WARNING
THE
REACH OF CHILDREN.”

But keeping things ‘“out of
the reach of children” is not
easy. Young children, especi-
ally toddlers, are naturally
curicus and inquisitive. Keep-
ing them from harm requires
cautious and conscientious
parents.

The “awful enemies” of
children include items usually
stored under the sink, aspirin
and other medicines left on a
bedside table or in an un-
locked medicine cabinet, and
handy-man cleaners and fuels
left in the garage.

Removing hazardous items
from their ‘ original container
to soft-drink bottles and the
like is a common and dan-
gerous habit which traps
many an unsuspecting child.

Peace Corps Test
Given March 13

An opportunity for Roches-
ter area residents toc test
their aptitudes for Peace
Corps service will come at
8:30 a.m., Saturday, March 13,
at the Dallas test location,
Room 103, 1114 Lommerce

The opportunity is the
Peace Corps Placement Test.
It is not passed or failed, but
simply indicates where your
greatest potential  lies. The
Peace Ccrps Questionnaire,
which must be filled cut and
brought to the exam unless
previously submitted, tells
what an applicant has done
in the past. But the place-
ment test is aimed at showing
what he or she can do in the
future.  Applicants do not
have to register for the test
ahead of time.

The Peace Corps Question-
naire can be obtained at all
Post Offices. On college cam-
puses, they are available at
college placement centers or
the offices of Peace Corps Li-
aison officers, who are mem-
bers of the faculty or college
administration. If you can’t
find a Questionnaire, write
the Peace Corps, Washington,
DI CE20525!

There are two parts to the
Peace Corps Placement Test:
a general aptitude test and a
mocern language aptitude
test (for which knowledge of
a foreign language is not ne-
cessary). Applicants should
plan on about one and a half
hours at the testing center,
unless they wish to take the
Spanish or French Ilanguage
achievement test, which re-
quires an additional hour.

Some half a million Ameri-
cans die of heart attacks each
year, and countless others
are stricken.

Why is it that some people ;

have heart attacks and oth-
ers don’t?

The three most important
signs of susceptibility, says
the American Heart Associa-
tion, are high blood levels of
cholesterol, high blood pres-
sure and an abnormal electro-
cardiogram.

The health of the heart is
definitely linked with life
habits, Today’s Health de-
clares. More and more heart
specialists point to one great
general cause — an abuse of
our prosperity, the abundance
and temptations of modern
times.

Many men, the magazine
says, abuse cigarettes, food,
liquor and their muscles.

Quoting a noted heart specia- |

list, the article points out that
adult people “must learn to
distinguish between modera-
tion and abuse. Two packs of
cigarettes a day is an abuse.
Too much fat or too many
calories is an abuse. Drinking
during most parts of the day
is an abuse. Doing no physi-
cal work is an abuse.”
