If you have noticed bright
beacon lights being used
down weedy turning rows,
around pastures and through
fields over Haskell County,
the last year, or so, these are
the Greyhound boys.

They are men with grey-
hounds, who spend their lei-
sure hours in a hobby of
treating themselves and their
greyhounds, to a good, enjoy-
able night of fun and. hunt-
ing. The Greyhound boys are
hunting the animal that ev-
ery stockman will agree is
his number one enemy, the
Coyote.

Haskell County is only one
county in Texas where the
population of the coyote has
been on the steady increase.
But the Greyhound boys and
their dogs have thinned the
popfulation of the coyote by
killing over 800 of them in
this county, alone, in the past
two years. This is the regis-

tered number. There are
still the local boys who like
to hunt just in their locall,
who kill the much hated coy-
ote. and do not report it.

The Greyhound boys and
local hunters have furnished
Haskell County with the way
to curtail the coyote popula-
tion and enjoy -themselves,
as well, without costing Has-
kell County a dime. These
boyz may even catch and
ceal with other wild animals
in the area, if said wild ani-
mals present themselves.
These Greyhounds aren’t too
choicy.

About this time last year,
your local paper ran pictures
of the picked bones of a
calf that was killed and de-
voured, on the farm of E. L.
Hollar. The Greyhound boys,
with their kill of over = 800
coyotes in the past year or

Foundahon Of Our Nallons
Wealth Is Agriculture

By John C. White
Texas Agriculiure
Commissioner
In these days of marvelous
scientific progress amidst a
booming economy, = we are
sometimes guilty of forget-
ting that the very foundation
of our nation’s wealth is

still agricalture.

This /basic fact was estab-
liched more than 350 years
ago — nearly two decades
before the Pilgrims set foot
on Plymouth Rock. It came
about as the result of what
was probably the first major
commercial business failure
of America.

In the early 1600’s a colony
of settlers landed on the
banks of the James River in
Virginia, eager to establish a
new life in a new land. They
were mostly tradesmen and
skilled workers from Eng-
lend, intent on building a
great manufacturing center at
the river site which they
called. Jamestown.

Their first big effort was
in the manufacture of glass-
ware, plus a few leather
goods. They depended primar-
ily on imports from England
for their food and other sup-

plies while they attemped to
get their enterprises on a sol-
id footing. That business com-
munity lost over half of its
population to starvation with-
in eighteen months!

The glass they made was
inferior to that which could
be made more cheaply in
Eurcpe. A shortage of raw
material spelled ruin for
their leather goods. And the
lack of locally grown food
supplies coomed the people to
a long winter of privation
and death.

The colony foundered.’ It
was not until the people turn-
ed to agriculture pursuits
that Jamestown became a
thriving community.

Tcbacco was the first crop
which put the cettlers back
on their feet. The rich to-
bacco crops built mansions
on the James River which
are still the envy and marvel
of modern day tourists. By
1640, tobacco and other ag-
ricultural crops had created
an export economy that pro-
vided a solid basis for many
a family fortune.

In our own state of Texas,
agriculture was our  first

flourishing  enterprise. The
Spanish padres who came to
Texas from Mexico to con-
vert the Indians established
the first farms. In the church-
yard of Ysleta Mission on
the banks of the Rio Grande
River, there is a plot of
ground which was cultivated
continiously from the mid-
dle 1600’s until 1954 when
the douth finally broke this
amazing record.

Today, we have only about
seven percent of our people
acually engaged in agricul-
tural work, on the farm. But
our economic health  still
springs from the soil.

Although farmers make up
less than seven percent of
our population, a full 45 per-
cent and better of our busi-
ness community is actively
engaged in some related ag-
ricultural field. These people
either buy, sell, transport,
process, or manufacture goods
which come directly from
the land.

Our states’ value of agri-

Today, there is much con-
troversy by parents and
teachers and other adults ov-
er the younger generation’s
future lives..These leaders of
today should,' indeed, be con-
cerned greatly, but not to the
extent of planning someone
else's whole life. (This is
done quite often today.)

Some parents go so far as
to set marriages. Not in the
same manner as' the more
primitive countries, but with
the same basic idea. “Why?”
we ask, “would anybody not
give their children at least
that privilege.” Simple answ-
ers from these parents are —
“I want her to be happy”
and “I didn’t want to see him
making the same mistakes
I've made.”

Most teenagers, no matter
what anyone says, have their
own goals, have determined
their own values, and have
developed personal interests.
These goals help them pick
their friends and finally, a
mate. The values choose for
the teen his standard of liv-
ing, while the interests form
the most desired occupation.
It seems if the main phases
of life — family, standard of
living and occupation — are
derived by the ambitional
factors developed at an early
age, no one or nothing should
be allowed to upset this per-
fect triangle, which may
mean success or failure in
life. Basically, the same is
true for habits.

Habits that are formed in
early life or that are begin-
ning in adolescence should
not be corrected by anyone
but the parents. The reason
for this is, children grow wup
in the eye of parents’ expec-
tations and most respect is
directed their way. There-
fore, correction of a moral or
physical wrong is only ag-
gravated by an  outsider,
when it could have been
“nipped in the bud” by a
parent whose personal psy-
chology was familiar.

- Adults must realize that
growing up is a delicate’ and
difficult process. Many times
a mistake is made on this
road, but it is best if the
traveler can pick himself up,
without the unasked-for help
of someone that considered
only an intruder, no matter
how good their intentions. So
live and let live, but always
try to give your willing ad-
vice by living an example of
it.

List Your Social
Security Number
On Tax Return

Don’t forget to list your
social security number on
your. Federal income tax re-
turn. The law requires it. If
both husband and wife have
income, they each should list
their numbers on a joint re-
turn. If only one has income,
only his number is required.

Administrative Officer Ar-
thur E. Fogle, Jr. of the In-
ternal Revenue Abilene of-
fice said social sedurity num-
bers are being omitted on
some returns. Taxpayers
should double check to make
sure that social security num-
bers are complete and accur-
ate.

Omission of the number
will delay processing of your
return. This is time-consum-
ing and inconvenient for you
and the government.

If you do not have a num-
ber, ask the nearest Internal
Revenue office of Social Se-
curity office for application
Form SS-5. Application Form
SS-5 may also be secured
from most local Post Offices.

Sore throat is nature’s
warning system that some-
thing in your body is out of
order.

Often sore throat accompan-
ies a common cold and the
soreness passes in a few days
with no further affect. But,
says Today’s Health, the mag-
azine of American Medical
Association, sore throat also
can be the symptom of any of
a wide range of diseases, from
diphtheria to leukemia, that
require your doctor’s skill,
not your guessing, to diagnose.
