That was the statement to-
day by Mrs. Elizabeth Little
of Corpus Christi, state presi-
dent of the Texas State Teach-
ers Association. She based her
statement on an annual na-
tional survey by the National
Education Association, “Esti-
mates of School Statistics,
1963-64.”

Nationally, the average sal-
ary for teachers is estimated
to be $5,963 for the current
school yéar. In Texas the fig-
ure is $5,390.

“DRAGOONS -1850": Cast
in 1905, showing. two  Indians
and two dragoons, all mount-
ed, and engaged in running
combat. One riderless horse
in full gallop leads the group.

Santa Fe Railway
Has Bargain Fares

F. E. Hanlon, general pas-
senger agent for Santa Fe
Railway at Amarillo said that
Santa Fe was not. presently in-
cluded in the Interstate Com-
merce Commission authority
to boost passenger fares.

Hanlon said Santa Fe was
one of the railroads that re-
mained within the Texas stat-
utory passenger fare limits of
3c per mile when other roads
were permitted to increase
rates to 3.183c per mile. !

“Actually the Santa Fe
Railway, instead of raising
fares at this time, has institut-
ed a bargain traffic fare re-
“uction for both first class
and coaches which - started
January 10, and will be con-
tinued through April 30, of
this year,” he declared.

This reduction, he  said,
provides a fare cost of 140
percent of a one-way . ticket
for a round trip fare between ;

Put Return Address
On Tax Return
For Refund Checks

“When will T get my re-
fund?” is one of the most fre-
quent tax questions according
to Ellis Campbell, Jr., Dis-
trict Director of Internal Re-
venue. He said that the fail-
ure to receive a refund —
check or savings bond — is
usually caused by illegible
names or addresses.

Mr. Campbell said that it is
permissible to sign your name
at the bottom of the return
the way you always sign your
name, even if your signature
is a hurried scrawl. At the top
of the return, however, your
name should also be careful-
ly printed or typed along with
your social security number.
In other words, eliminate any
doubt as to who you are and
where you live.

Legal Checkup A
Safety Measure

Legal trouble is easier and
cheaper to prevent than to
cure.

Most  wage earning, child-
bearing, home-kuying, install-
ment-paying families don’t see
much need for a family law-
yer.

Often only under prodding,
one may have his lawyer pre-
pare a will.

But can you tell a big legal
risk from a small one? Can
vou spot the signs of legal
trouble?

Check with your
lawyer when:

1. Your Status Changes:
upon coming of age, marriage,
the birth of your children,
buving a house, divorce or
death. For you may then
need to draft or revise your
will, change your insurance,
or re-figure your taxes.

2. Ycia1 buy or sell. Look out
for flaws in the papers before
you go into debt, part with
meney, or sign anything in-
volving big expenditures = or
long-term abligations.

4. Someone threatens your
rights.

When you can bring your
lawyer  “live” facts (e.g. un-
signed contracts, vexing tax
returns you haven’t filed,) he
can do much more for you,
and at a smaller cost than
when you bring -him “cold”
facts (mistakes ycta have made
which threaten trouble).

But above all, get both
live and cold facts to him at
once. For time may run out
in many such situations. Your
lawyer may be able- to do
something for. you today,
which he cannot do tomorrow.

Tell your lawyer what you
want. Tell him all the facts,
good or bad, and then keep
him informed all along. He is

Do you drive around in
your auto on cold winter days
with all windows and vents
tightly closed?

Do you sometimes warm up
the car engine in your garage
without first opening the ga-
rage door?

Do you neglect a checkup
of exhaust and manifold on
your car unless something
starts rattling or falls off?

If your answer to any  of
these questions is “Yes” —
you are flirting with - carbon
monoxide poisoning.

Carbon monoxide is an od-
orless, cclorless, tasteless gas
that comes from your auto ex-
haust: In the open air: it us-
ually .is dissipated without
harm to anyone. But -in an
enclosed space it can be dead-

Each winter brings - reports
of deaths from carbon monox-
can
seep up - through the floor
boards from a leaky exhaust.
The wvictim becomes drowsy
and then “falls asleep.” It
takes only a short time for an
engine .running - in a closed
garage to fill the building
with deadly gas.

No one knows how many
auto accidents are caused by
motorists whose ' reaction time
is somewhat slowed by a small
seepage of carbon monoxide
into a closed auto. If your ex-
hatust and manifold are
good shape and fitted tight,
you likely are safe., But it’s
even safer to leave a rear win-
dow open a crack. -

While the car is moving you
probably can escape danger
even with a leaky exhaust.
The most dangerous time
comes sitting in a parked car
with the motor running and
the windows closed. This is a
frequent occurence in cold

weather when the auto heat-

er is turned on. Always open
a window when you're park-

sworn to keep what you tell
in confidence, and he cannot
serve you well without full
knowledge.

A smoke lasts
about six minutes, but cuts
ten minutes off ycur lifetime.
Teenagers are further ad-
vised that the habit decreases
physical endurance and abil-
ity, slows thinking processes
and discolors fingers and
teeth.

Inevitably, the question
arises . . . why do teenagers
start smoking anyway?
Teenagers say, according to
recent studies, they are lured
by the persuasive voice of ad-
vertisers. They also start be-
cause the gang does it, in
search of security and stabil-
ity and in imitation of people
they admire.

Parental example appears to
be an important contributing
example. When both parents
smoke, a teenager stands a 40
percent chance of taking up
the habit. But when neither

parent smokes, the teenager
stands only a 22 percent
chance of starting.
