The year 1941 was the
most efficient and economical
the county has ever had,
according te the County
Budget which has just recent
ly been made out and placed
on record.

W hile Judge Lincoln,
Commissioner Bill Settie of
Prec. 2, and the other three
commissioneers have seen
after the business of the
county, and kept every thing
in tip top shape as much as
was possible, the total
receipts for the year exceeded
the expenditures ¢13,000.00.
In other words the ceunty
has saved $13,000.00 during
this year. This is in compari-
son with $4,000. net saving
for the previous year.

This economical operation
may be attributed to the
sound business judgement of
Judge Lincoln and the men
who make up the County
Commissioners Court. There
is a prevailing idea among
people who have bills on the
county, that *“The County is
all of us, and I had just as
well get my share.”
