Steen, Conservaticnist of
toe Soil Conservation Ser-
vice,,

Past experience shows
that to stop svil bl wing is
before it startsor as soon
thereafter as possible rath
er than ‘waiting until a
largearea has been dam-
aged he points out.

“Emergency or timely
ltillage is perhaps the ony
practical control measure
against soil blowing that
'can be used at this season
of th= year,” Steen says.
“The purpose of such till-
age operations is to check
'soil blowing after all other
|methods have failed.”

“Listing or ot her types of

tillage to stop soil blowing
always should be dore
when the soil is moist,” be
!coutinued. “When the
soil is moist and deep plow-
ing is practiced clods can
be brought to the surfzce
which will not determined
very rapidly under severe
blowing conditions and
hence will aic greatly in
stopping wind erosion.”
The Conservationist ad-
vises that where possible
tillage opeations should be
done on the contour. Not
only is the soil blowing
rhecked, but the land also
is placed in a condition to
catch and hold moisture
t om spring rains which
otherwise might be lost
from runoff. He recom-
mends the lister or other
tillage implements which
will go deep into the ground
and bring clods to the sur-
face.
Tall stubbles that are
thick and bristle like, as
the stubbles left when milo,
hegari, or kafir are harvest
‘'with a combine, is proving
to be a real aid in prevent-
ing soil blowing.
