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STATE CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS

COLLEGE STATION--
Agriculture is one of the
most efficient and produc-
tive industries in the United
States. Thanks for that fact,
Americans continue to enjoy
a bountiful food supply at
reasonable prices.

The contribution of
agriculture and its role in the
total economy of Texas and
the nation should be
recognized during Farm-
City Week Nov. 17-23, con-
tends Dr. Carl Anderson,
marketing economist with
the Texas Agriculture Ex-
tension Service.

Farm-City Week, spon-
sored annually by the
National Farm-City Council,
Inc. and Kiwanis In-
ternational, is designed to
promote better un-
derstanding between farm
and city residents.

‘““Americans should be
thankful for a strong and
efficient agricultural in-
dustry, one in which output
per manhour of farm work
has increased 30 percent
from 1970 to 1976. At the
same time output per
manhour for non-farm
production rose 16 percent
during those six years,”
points out Anderson.

“Our nation’'s farmers
account for only 3.6 percent
of the total population—-a far
cry from the Soviet Union,
for example, where one-third
of the people are engaged in

farming,’’notes the
economist. “With most
Americans freed from

producing food, they can

devote their efforts to
producing goods and
providing services that
enhance the overall standard
of living.”

Americans reap the

‘benefits of our efficient
agriculture industry as they
typically spend only about 17
percent of their disposable
incomes for food. This

reflects a decrease of 15

percent in 15 years. During
the same period, per capita
food consumption increased
10 percent. While food costs
have risen some in recent
years due to increased
marketing, processing and
related costs, the actual
farm value of food costs
amounts to only 40 cents of
every food dollar.

‘““Agriculture also carried
the load as far as our foreign
trade is concerned,” em-
phasizes Anderson. ‘It is the
only sector of the U.S.
economy with a trade sur-
plus, which should total
about $13 billion for 1977-78.
This surplus has been a
tremendous factor in par-
tially offsetting the huge
trade deficit brought on by
imported oil costs.”

In Texas agriculture is a
mainstay of the state's
economy. The total
agribusiness industry is
expected to add some $30
billion to the economic ac-
tivity of Texas in 1978. This is
based on cash receipts of
farm and ranch marketings
of about $8 billion and the
result of 3.7 multiplier effect.
Further depicting the im-
mensity of Texas agriculture
is the fact that the value of
farm assets--land, buildings,
livestock, machinery, crops
and related inventory--totals
more than $50 billion.

“While agriculture is
strong and vibrant both in
Texas and the U.S., farm
folks must depend on their
urban neighbors to consume
their products while at the
same time needing products
and services provided by
people in the city. This
makes it all the more im-
portant that both farm and
city people understand and
recognize the contributions
of each unified and
prosperous America,’’
contends Anderson.

Need Evidence To Get
A Duplicate Social
~ Security Card

A person who needs a
duplicate social security
card to replace one lost or to
change or correct in-
formation on his-her social
security record must submit
evidence of identity and
evidence substantiating the
change before the new card
can be issued. For example,
a woman who is changing
her surname because of
marriage should submit any
evidence such as a marriage
license or driver's license
which shows both the
previous and new names. A
social security number will
not be reissued if the
evidence requirements are
not met.

Previously, all a person
had fo do was submit the
stub of the lost card, or the
old card, and a new card
could be issued on the spot. If

the card was lost, it was only .

necessary that the individual
complete an application for a
duplicate card. Under recent
changes, anyone who wishes
to get a duplicate social

security card must complete
an application form and
present evidence of his-her
identity. In addition, the
application must be checked
against the records at social
security headquarters
before a new card will be
issued. Since it takes 3 to 4
weeks to issue and deliver
the new card after all
documents have been sub-
mitted (if the individual is
unable to provide his-her
number) the Social Security
Office encourages anyoné
who has lost his-her social
security card .

or has changed her name to
apply for a duplicate card as
soon as possible.

A free leaflet, “Applying
for a Social Security
Number,”lists the new kinds
of evidence that can be used
to establish a person’s
identity. Copies can be ob-
tained at the Abilene social
security office located at 142
S. Pioneer. The telephone

Rising Star Basketball NN

Season Opens Nov. 16

The Rising Star High School

Basketball teams will open
the season with their first
game this Thursday against
Santa Anna at 5:30 p.m. here
at the Rising Star Wildcat
Gym.

The girls' basketball coach,
Robby Stuteville, said that
he is looking forward to this
baskeball season. ''‘Because
we have not yet played any
games, we are not sure about
our competition or how we
will play, but I do expect a
successful season. This team
has plenty of talent, and they

- also have a desire to win,”’
he said.

Stuteville, who coached the
girls’ teams last year, said
that they had a good season
with 19 wins and 9 losses.
They also won the Cross
Plains tournament and the
Santa Anna tournament.
Because of graduation, they
lost five Seniors off their
A team, so this season they
will be without Jenny
Walker, K.C. Rutherford,
Jennie Hounsel, Carolyn
Bessent, and Dianna Linney.

The girls have been working
out and practicing since Oct.
15, but Stuteville said that he
will not know the starters for
the A team until this Wed-
nesday.

Because the UIL voted by
schools to go to five player
rules statewide, the girls’
team will be playing by these
rules. Stuteville said that this
will differ from six player
rules, becuase the five player
rules require the girls to play
full court all the time; instead
of being able to rest, while
the ball is on the other end.
“*It's a matter of more runn-
ing and practicing,"" he said.

This will also cause other
changes in the game. Stute-
ville said that it will probably
be necessary to do more
substituting, and he expects
it to be lower scoring game

than previously. "'The reason

for lower scoring,’”” he
explained, '‘is because
shooting is not as wide open
as under the six player rules.
Now there are five defensive
people, so it is tougher to get
a good shot off."

Last year the B string and
Junior High teams played by
the five player rules, but this
will be the first time for the
varsity.

Coach Stuteville explained
that there have not been too
many problems with adjust-
ments. ‘‘Outside :hooting
is oiur biggest problem,
because in the past the girls
have not been asked to do
this.

Coach Stuteville said that
the turnout of supporters and
spectators has been fairly
good in the past, and he
hopes that there will be a
good turnout for the games
again this season.

A district judge ruled
Friday that the Southeast
Eastland County Hospital
District may not evict a
Gorman orthopedic surgeon
from his office and clinic
space in Blackwell Hospital
in Gorman.

Judge Earl Connor Jr. of
91st District .Court granted
the permanent injunction
which Dr. A.E. Pino, a native

S. The courtroom was packed
during Friday's proceedings.
The lawsuit alleged the
hospital district was trying to
end Pino's lease on 2,70C
square feet of floor space in
the east end of Blackwell
Hospital. According to the

BERGLAND ORDERS
YELLOW SHEET REPORT
REWRITTEN: Secretary of
Agriculture Bob Bergland
sat on a report culminating a
year long investigation of the
Yellow Sheet and other
meal-pricing sheets, in-
cluding the USDA’'s own
Market News Service.

Bergland then gave the
reprort’s authors 30 days to
overhaul it.

He then ordered the copes
of the report destroyed.

AP news service gota copy
before the 3,000 copies could
be destroyed.

The report was delivered
to Bergland on October 16,
just three days after a
congressional committee
found that the Yellow Sheet
is potentially subject to
manipulation by industry
giants at the expense of
farmers, small businesses,
and consumers,

The House Small Business
Committee said up to 90 per
cent of all beef carcasses
were sold on the basis of
prices suggested by the
Yellow Sheet.

The investigation found
that the Yellow Sheet
reported inaccurately on
many trades, and concluded
that 80 per cent of the trades
reported either never took
place, involved different
prices, or lacked specifics on
the volume trade.

Yellow Sheet officials
asked to appear before the
committee--on Saturday
when no committee meeting
was scheduled. The Com-
mittee did not hear their
statements.

The report which Bergland
ordered destroyed found that
prices published were based
on less than 4 per cent of the
total sales, and that 8
packers accounted for more
than 50 per cent of the total
sales information recorded
in the Yellow Sheet.

The report found that the
Yellow Sheet is the principal
guide used in the purchase of
live cattle by slaughtering
packers, and that 67 per cent
of all beef carcass sales were
made on the basis of the
formula pricing the services
provided.

Six of 12 supermarket
chains surveyed paid prices
based solely on the Yellow
Sheet. The other 6 bought an
average of 75 per cent of
their meal on the basis of
Yellow Sheet prices.

The report noted that the
pricing system relies on
voluntary price reporting by
packers which ‘“‘does not
produce an accurate picture
of the market.”

Bergland's action ordering
the report kept the secret
supposedly came on the
advice of aides who said the
report contained serious
gaps of information, and
aides questioned the data on
packers' profits,

The report was based on
the July, 1977, transactions
of 35 major packing plants in
5 marketing areas.

The Meat Sheet, published
in Elmhurst, Illionois, was
also studied, along with the
Yellow Sheet ( The National
Provisioner) and the USDA'’s
Market News Service.

Iowa Representative Nel
Smith introduced a bill in
late September to regulate
meat price reporting, but no
action was taken. Smith said
he will try again next year
because ‘‘the current meat
price reporting system is
open to manipulation and

inaccuracies'' causing
higher meat prices for
consumers.

Smith’s proposal would
give the Secretary of
Agriculture the power to
license meat price reporting
services and to revoke the
licenses of those who do not
provide accruate in-
formation. It would also
require packers and meat
sellers to report all sales
over 35,000 pounds. It would
set up a board to study the
