Another Texas hunting 
season is over. Hunting lease 

operators are preparing to 
close their books on this year's 
hunts and make plans for next 
year. Lease hunting occurs 
throughout Texas, but lease 
operations vary considerably. 
Many lease operators would 
like to know how others are 
providing services and facili-
ties, managing game animals, 
protecting their operation, 
pricing their leases, and the 
range of lease charges. How 
can they obtain this informa- 

tion? Beginning January 22, 
1990, all 12,500 hunting lease 
operators in Texas will re-
ceive a one-page survey that 
asks for answers to these 
questions. The survey is easy 
to complete but of most im-
portance to hunting lease 
operators will be the results. 
Finally, they will be able to 
compare their lease operation 
with others in the county and 
state. 

This study is a cooperative 
research effort between the 
Texas Agricultural Experi-
ment Station and the Exten-
sion Service. County agents 
are helping get an excellent 
response rate by supporting 
this study and answering 
questions their lease opera-
tors may have about it. The 
value of the information to 
hunting lease operators will 
be directly related to the 
number of surveys returned. 
The Extension Service will 
provide county/state data 

results to each County Exten-
sion Agent for your area of 
interest. They will receive the 
results that compare their 
personal operation with oth-
ers in the county and state. 
This information should help 
operators and land owners 
improve theinhunting lease 
programs. 

Hunting lease operators 
thathavemultiple permits will 
be sent a survey for each 
permitted area. Each area 
under permit is described on 
the survey by acres and/or 
name - exactly the way it 
was described in the permit 
application. Some operators 
or landowners may receive 
from two to 22 surveys in one 
day. It is important that each 
survey for each permitted area 
be completed as a separate 
acreage. All hunting lease 
operators that have four or 
more permitted areas have 
been contacted about the a 
study and that they would be ge 
receiving a lot of mail the 
third week in January. 

The Texas hunting lease 
system has been in operation 
since 1929. There has never 
been a statewide study of how 
lease hunting contributes to 
wise management of the wild- 
life resource. Other states are 
beginning to consider lease 
hunting as an alternative to 
traditional agricultural land 

, uses. The results of th's study 
may demonstrate that lease 
hunting -on private land is a 
practical and sensible alter-
native.

Advance payments will be 
made on the basis of 40% of 
the projected total deficien-
cy payment less a 1.4% 
reduction as required by the 
Budget and Emergency Con-
trol Act of 1985. Complete 
program details are 
available at the ASCS office. 

During the last two weeks 
of January the Data Pro-
cessing office mailed notices 
of payments made by ASCS 
during the 1989 calendar 
year to producers on 
CCC-182. Separate notices 
were sent for each county in 
which payments were made.

be at risk. Currently, the 
TAHC has 643 herds in Texas 
under quarantine because of 
the disease. Infected 
animals must be slaughtered 
(the meat is safe to eat), and 
the other cattle in the herd 
must remain under quaran- 
tine and undergo tests until 
the herd is declared free of 
the disease. 

In response to recent 
statutory changes by the 
Texas Legislature, TM-IC 
Commissionrs 	also 
clarified the definition Of cat-
tle "dealers" and their re-
quirements for record keep-
ing. A "dealer" is a person 
who buys or sells cattle in 
commerce on his own ac-
count, or as an employee or 
agent of the vendor, the pur-
chaser, or both, or on a com-
mission basis. This includes 
livestock markets and com-
mission merchants. (The 
definition does not include 
persons who buy or sell cat-
tle as part of their own 
breeding, feeding, dairy or 
stocker operations.) 

To aid in tracing the origin 
of cattle, in the event of a 
disease outbreak, dealers 
are to maintain records on 
cattle that are parturient or 
postparturient (ready to 
calve or have calved), or 18 
months of age or older. 
Records are to show the 
seller's name and address, 
county of origin, number of 
animals, and a description of 
each animal, including sex, 
age, color, breed, brand, and 
individual identification, 
such as eartag, bangle tag, 
backtag or tattoo numbers, 
or brand. Livestock auction 
and commission firm 
records also are to show the 
delivery vehicle license ; 
number. 

The TAHC Commissioners 
eliminated the requirement 
that quarantined pastures 
for brucellosis-exposed 
heifers remain vacant for 
two months after the pasture 
permit expiration date, The 
pastures . are specially 
designated only for heifers 
that come from brucellosis-
infected herds and who are 
too young to send to a 
quarantined feedlOt; 

Permits for quarantined 
pastures will continue to be 
issued for eight-month 
periods. However, before the

AUSTIN-The Texas AFL-CIO 
dominated the political stage last 
week, but adjourned its state 
convention without endorsing any 
candidates, a first in Texas history. 

Now onlookers are watching 
to see if this odd move will 
make labor more of a power this 
election, or less. 

According to labor union ndes, 
members cammt campaign for 
a candidate after the convention 
endorses his/her opponent. 

No endorsement this year means 
the entire delegation is not hitched 
to any candidate, or even any 
party, and can work for any 
campaign, except Mattox for 
governor. 

Rules say they can't campaign 
for Mattox, since- he sought 
and narrowly lost the official 
endorsement. Mattox supporters 
say they will ignore the rule. 

Until now, labor has always en-
dorsed a Democratic slate selected 
by labor's political committee and 
run up the flag pole for member-
ship approval. 

Realistically, when Texas AFL-
CIO president Joe Gunn said 
he didn't want Democrats to 
take labor for granted, he wasn't 
thinking of switching parties. 

But some Republicans made 
overtures, and the door is open 
if renegade organizations want to 
cross over. 

No Loaves At All 
The unusual convention results 

left two top candidates with half-
a-loaf and most candidates with no 

official loaf at all: 
• State Treasurer Ann Richards 

claimed a moral victory in stop-
ping Mattox short of the two:thirds 
needed for endorsement; 

• Mattox, who won 58 percent 
of delegate support, scored a 
majority victory and boasted that 
Richards and former Gov. Mark 
White are now reduced to a "stop 
Mattox" mentality; 

• Potential backfire: Richards 
may he taking some back room 
heat, because Mattox and others 
blame her for closine down the 
convention before members could 
endorse Democratic stalwarts like 
Jim Hightower, Garry Mauro and 
John Sharp. 

If enough union members defect 
to the GOP this year, the heat 
could turn into hits. 

After Mattox lost the roll 
count vote, he - said lie was 
negotiating for "something less 
than endorsement," which the 
Richards faction squelched by 
rushing to adjourn the convention. 

• Among the losers: White's 
former aide John Want and 
Harris County Treasurer Nikki, 
Van Hightower. who had won the 
committee's approval for attorney 
general and treasurer, respectively. 

• Two gainers: San Antonio 
state Rep. Dan Morales, candidate 
for AG, who eets another shot 
at wooing union votes away from 
Odam; and Armando Guitticrrcz, 
candidate for treasurer against Van 
Hightower. 

White's support showed him 
a minor player while Mattox 
and Richards fought it out, even 
though one pollster had White the 
frontrtumer. - 

But if White makes the runoff 
and seeks a deal with the third 
place finisher, he won't have to 
hurdle animosity. 

Black Vote Victory 
Mattox scored a small Victory 

in wooing black voters when death 
row inmate Clarence Brandlcy was 
released on bond from prison.

strated that there would be no 
significant adverse effects on 
human health or the environ-
ment as a result of the vari-
ance. 

"The 17th District of Texas 
covers almost 32,000 square 
miles and is larger than eleven 
other states," explained Sten-
holm. "For most of West 
Texas groundwater is several 
hundred feet deep and pre-
cipitation levels are low, so 
percolation to the groundwa-
ter is extremely slow. 
Consqeuently, the potential 
for groundwater contamina-
tion or evironmental degra-
dation from municipal waste 
disposal is quite low." 

Stenholm added that most 
rural communities in West 
Texas cannot afford to fully 
comply with the EPA's pro-
posed regulations. He said the 
low population density and 
related low waste volumes 
requiring disposal do not 
economically support the 
concept of regional integrated 
waste management facilities. 

The EPA is expected to 
release its new landfill regu-
lations by late spring. 

Congressman Charles W. 
Stenholm testified today be- 
fore the House Subcommit- 
tee on Transportation and 
Hazardous Materials in sup- 
port of legislation, H.R. 3735, 
which would give state regu-
latory agencies more flexa- 
bility in meeting landfill regu-
lations proposed by the Envi-
ronmental Protection Agency 
(EPA). 

Stenholm, who is an origi-
nal co-sponsor of H. R. 3735, 
testified that this legislation 
would do much at alleviate 
the concerns of residents, 
waste management officials 
and local government offi-
cials in West Texas and other 
rural areas who are trying to 
meet the EPA's proposed 
landfill regulations. 

"For too many years, we, 
as an industrialized nation, 
have dumped untreated 
chemical and municipal 
wastes into our landfills and 
waterways," said Stenholm. 
"I believe that H. R. 3735 will 
responsibly and effectively 
change the way our nation 
handles its garbage and wastes 
without imposing unneces-
sary burdens on our small 
rural communities." 

The proposed EPA regula-
tions include stringent re-
quirements for landfill facil-
ity design, groundwater 
monitoring requirements, 
corrective action require-
ments, financial assurance 
rules and requirements on 
landfill closures and post-
closures. The Congressman 
explained that the proposed 
rules, if implemented with-
out change, would be finan-
cially devastating to smal l and 
rural communities. 

H. R. 3735 would author-
ize an approved state regula-
tory agency to grant variances 
from standard permit condi-
tions if it could he demon-
