Loyal Lundstrom, OP 
who faces murder 
charges in connection 
with the shotgun death 
of his wife at their 
Cisco home on March 
3rd, was freed from the 
Eastland County jail at 
3 p.m. Monday after 
bond of $200,000 was 
posted by a Wise Coun-
ty friend. 

Sheriff Johnny Mor- 
ren 	told 	this 
newspaper that an 
Eastland attorney, 
who had conferred 
with Lundstrom soon 
after his return to 
Cisco March 16 after a 
13-day 4bience, ap-
peared at the/jail with 
the signed bond. The 
sheriff telephoned the 
Wise County sheriff 
who said that a ranch 
that was pledged as 
security was worth 
more than $200,000. 

Lundstrom's bond 
had been set at $100,000 
when he appeared 
before Justice of the 
Peace A.C. Holder in 
Cisco after his arrest 
but, the sheriff ex-
plained, the amount 
doubles if property in 
lieu of cash is pledged. 
It was understood that 
Coke Gage of Fort 
Worth, owner of the 
ranch, that was pledg-
ed as bond, was a per-
sonal friend of the 
Cisco man. 

After saying "thank 
you for taking good 
care of me," Lund-
strom left the jail on 
foot, Sheriff Morren 

ibsaid. He gave the Cisco 
Motel address and 
telephone as the place 

Mrs. Linda Webb has

Lundstrom, 59, sur-
rendered voluntarily to 
Cisco police at Dallas-
Fort Worth airport on 
March 16. He disap-
peared after the body 
of his 27-year old wife 
was found in their 
motel apartment. An 
autopsy indicated that 
she had been dead 
about 48 hours of a 
shotgun wound. 

The Lundstroms, 
residents of Cisco 
some 12 years, had five 
children who are being 
cared for by her 
parents, Fred and 
Eileen Oehlke. It was 
understood that a suit 
to terminate parent-
child relationship filed 
in 91st District Court 
last week restrains 
Lundstrom from see-
ing his children. A 
hearing in this matter 
was set for Thursday, 
March 25. 

While Lundstrom's 
whereabouts were not 
known, it was believed 
that he would remain

I would like to reply 
to the article in last 
week's paper by Jake 
Landess. I feel that the 
statements made may 
be confusing to the 
public, and they do 
need clarifying. On 
November 22, 1983, 
then police chief, Cur-
tis McGlothlin, sup-
posedly drove the 
police car into a ditch, 
seriously damaging 
the front undercar-
riage. I personally told 
Mr. McGlothlin to park 
the vehicle. I also turn-
ed over his purchase 
order book to the city 
secretary for the pur-
pose of logging his ex-
penditures. The city 
maintains insurance 
and any expense as 
this that is incurred 
should be done this 
way. Later this same 
day, I saw Mr. 
McGlothlin driving the 
vehicle. When I con-
fronted him about this 
he stated that the vehi-
cle had been repaired 
at no expense to the ci-
ty. This statement 
later proved to be 
false. 

On about January 15, 
Mr. Landess brought a 
bill to the city hall for 
$112.50 for repairs to 
the police car. The 
secretary could not 
pay this because no 
purchase order was at-
tached. Also, any pur-
chase over $50.00 has 
to have council ap-
proval. The statement 
made that I had taken 
away Mr. McGlothlin's 
purchse order book on 
that date is true-at 
least for the one book. 
He used another pur-
chase order book that 
the police department 
had, he used it for the 
following seven days, 
until his termination. 
Why didn't he, during 
this time, give Mr. 
Landess an order? 

I talked with Mr. 
Landess after the 
secretary told me 
about the bill. I am 
sure that Mr. Landess 
wasn't aware that a 
purchase order must 
accompany any bill 
and that any purchase 
over $50.00 must be ap-
proved by the council. 

The purpose of get-
ting Mr. Landess' 
signature on a letter 
was indeed to file suit 
on Mr. McGlothlin. Mr. 
Landess did the work 
on the city vehicle and 
as far as he was con-
cerned he was looking 
forward to the city for 
the money. Mr. 
McGlothlin was the 
one in the wrong. 
Therefore, as far as I 
am concerned, Mr. 
McGlothlin should be 
the one to pay the bill, 
after all, he is the one 
who disobeyed my 
order to park the car 
and disobeyed the city 
ordinance concerning 
purchase orders. 

I told Mr. Landess 
that after filing suit, if 
we did not collect from 
Mr. McGothlin I felt 
that council approval 
would be made to pay 
him. 

As far as any harm 
being done, I can't per-
sonally see where Mr. 
Landess told me that 
Mr. 	McGothlin's 
friends payed the bill,  

so he got his money. 
The city didn't have to 
pay the unauthorized 
bill, and it cost Mr. 
McGlothlin nothing. 

I did what I thought 
was right in this mat-
ter, and if the same 
should happen with 
any city employee next 
week, you can bet your 
last dollar that I will do 
the same then.

This week I would like to 
continue with the general 
theme of alcohol abuse and 
the legislative process. At 
part and parcel of the issue, 
open container legislation 
will provide a hot topic of 
conversation and legislation. 

As is customary in my 
reports to you, I would ad-
vise you that the proponents 
of this legislation feel that 
banning open alcohol con-
tainers would directly con-
tribute to a lessening of the 
incidence of driving while in-
toxicated; would grant 
peace officers increased 
authority, in the form of 
"probable cause" to detain 
persons obviously possess-
ing open alcohol containers 
in an automobile. (Of course, 
these statements are made 
in consideration of the fact 
that it is not now against the 
law in the State of Texas to 
drink and drive, simply to 
drive while intoxicated). The 
proponents also feel that 
passage of a ban would 
generally serve to reduce the 
consumption, use and, 
ultimately, abuse of alcohol. 

Opponents of the legisla-
tion point out that the casual 
drinker would be penalized 
unfairly; that the law is 
unenforceable; that it infr-
inges on the right of the 
general public by criminaliz-
ing an activity which is not, 
in and of itself, criminal in 
nature; and, that the legisla-
tion is a product of overac-
tive emotions of a few 
hysterical people whose 
minds are set on "legislating 
morality for the people." 

My personal experience 
with open container regula-
tion is limited to personal 
observations I made in 
Houston while in law school. 
Being ever mindful of the 
fertility of the human im- 

agination and unique ability 
to circumvent the law, I was, 
nonetheless, amazed to 
discover that citizens of that 
fair city, when purchasing li-
quid libation from conve-
nience stores for consump-
tion in an automobile, were 
furnished with a handy, little 
gadget generically referred 

to as a "DWI bag." The 
"DWI bag" was an in-
geniously designed, brown 
paper sack structured to 
completely enclose the 
various sizes of beverage 
containers, terminating on 
its top end immediately on 
level with the top of the con-
tainer it enclosed, totally 

hiding the container from 
the prying eyes of suspicious 
peace officers and robbing 
them of the 4th amendment 
"probable cause" to stop an 
individual and inquire into 
the alcoholic nature of the 
contents of the container. 

Not withstanding the 
reported success of sister 
states in implementing open 
container legislation, this 
provides at least one true to 
life example of the difficulty 
of enforcement. I would 
much prefer, and could more 
easily support, a total ban of 
all alcohol beverage con-
tainers, open or closed, from 
the passenger compartment

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Companies Describe State Of The Oil & Gas Industry 
surner," said Mobil presi-
dent Allen E. Murray. "Two 
years of full decontrol for 
crude oil and petroleum pro-
ducts have brought out addi-
tional supplies, moderated 
demand, and provided a real 
incentive for conservation. 
And that's something to bear 
in mind as natural gas 
deregulation is debated." 

But Murray and others 
said a windfall profits tax 

proposed for gas and other 
selective taxes on the oil in-
dustry under discussion in 
several states could 
eliminate any gains from 
decontrol. "All of these tax 
schemes are bad ideas 
whose time only seems to 
have come because of to-
day's glut and easing prices. 
But what of tomorrow? 
Prices will turn upward 
eventually and today's glut 

will eventually vanish like 
yesterday's shortage," he 
said. 

According to B.L. Choate, 
senior vice president of Gulf 
Oil, "The U.S. has learned a 
hard lesson from previous 
market controls - consumers 
inevitably pay more when 
prices are regulated by law 
and not the market. Com-
panies should be allowed to 
succeed or fail based on how 

well they anticipate and 
react to market forces. Sup-
ply and demand should guide 
the market, the rigid laws 
and regulations." 

A different perspective 
was contributed by Chester 
B. Benge, Jr., president of 
the International Associa-
tion of Drilling Contractors 
who described his segment 
of the industry as hard hit 
but meeting the challanges.

The State Property 
Tax Code provides that 
each year information 
concerning deferral of 
certain taxes be 
published by the Chief 
Appraiser of each Ap-
praisal District within 
the State. 

Section 33.06 of the 
Property Tax Code 
provides that an in-
dividual is entitled to 
defer or abate a suit to 
collect a delinquent tax 
if he is 65 or older and 
he owns and occupies 
as 	a 	resident 
homestead the proper-
ty on which the tax 
subject to the suit is 
delinquent. 

To obtain a deferral, 
an individual must file 
an affidavit with the 
Chief Appraiser of the 
Appraisal District. 
After an affidavit is 
properly filed, a taxing 
unit may not file suit to 
collect delinquent 
taxes on the property 
until the individual no 
longer owns or oc-
cupies the property as 
a 	residence
