Rising Star Man Burleson Cites His Record in 
Commands Unit 	• 

• • 	Bid for Return to Congress Receiving Award 

Scenes like this climactic Crucifixion tableau confronted a small crowd o f 
visitors who gathereu at the big Kendrick amphitheatre midway between Cisco and 
Eastland in the predawn hours of Easter S unday to see the Easter story unfold dra-
matic sequence. The pageant, annually presented, is enacted by scores of unpaid 
amateur actors from the immediate area. 

Congressman Omar Burle-
son has formally announced 
his candidacy for re-election 
to Congress, subject to the 
Democratic primary on 'May 
2 and the general election in 
November. The 17th Congres-
sional District, w hi c h he 
represents, is composed of 31 
counties, covering approxi-
mately 30.000 square miles. 
Within this area live about 
440,000 people. 

Burleson says, "During my 
tenure of office I have fol-
owed two guiding principles: 
First, to know the views of 
my constituents and reflect 
their sentiments to the great-
est degree possible in my ac-
tions in the halls of Congress. 
Second, to inform and advise 
as closely as I can on those 
issues which affect our dis-
trict, our state and our na-
tion." 

Rising Star and area voters 
in a combined election Sat-
urday, April 4, will choose 
three trustees for the Rising 
Star Independent School dis-
trict and two members of the 
Rising Star City Council 

There are three candidates 
for the city council posts. 

They are F. M. Middleton 
and L. H. Morrison, whose 
terms expire, and James Blue, 
manager of the Higginbotham 
Lumber department. 

Asking re-election to the 
school board are Buddy Cook 
Jr., and Jerry Wintery, whose 
three-year terms expire. W. A. 
Richburg who is serving by 
appointment in the place of 
Bob Shults, resigned, is seek-
ing election to the unexpired 
portion of the term. 

Mr. Shults retired %Alien a 
relative, Victor Childers was 
elected superintendent of 
schools. 

Fr.x1 Price will be the elec-
tion judge for the combined 
voting and Charlie Ballow will 
be the assistant judge.

Burleson termed his ap-
proach to government as one 
of "common sense" gained 
through the years of public 
service. "I have tried to see 
that the people's tax money is 
spent as wisely and as judi-
ciously as you would have 
spent it had you been in my 
place," he said. 

"The record will show that 
a greater part of the time I 
have found myself in the min-
ority in opposing , the vast 
spending programs of doubt-
ful value which have been 
put into effect in recent years. 
In every session of the Con-

Burleson said. He continued, 
"Without meaning to .appeal

Foe stronger Natiun 

"In areas providing for the 
defense of our country, I have 
always supported those things 
to make and keep our nation 
stranger than any other in the 
world," he said. 

"I have been discerning in 
separating those activities 
which the federal government 
was not designed to do, from 
those which are truly its re-
sponsibility," he said. 

Burleson stated that activi-
ties of state and local govern-
ments, in accordance with the 
constitution, should not be in-
fringed and encroached upon 
by the federal government. 

"The federal government 
does have specific missions," 

he said. He gave as examples 
the conservation of our na- 
tural resources, the defense 
of the country and its general 
welfare. 

"At the same time," he 
said, "the federal government 
can not and should not try to 
take care of everything from 
Washington, either foreign or 
domestic. The federal govern-
ment has grown to colossal 
proportions and centralized 
power in Washington has in-
creased," Burleson pointed 
out. "To this, I am opposed 
and my record is clear in this 
respect." 
Senior Member 

Burleson is among the sen-
ior members of the U.S. House 
of Representatives in point 
of service. He was elected to 
the Stith Congress tram the 
17th district and has been re-
elected to each succeeding 
Congress. He is a member of 
the Ways and Means Commit-
tee, considered to be the most 
powerful and prestigious in 
the House. 

Burleson is a former county 
attorney .and, coi,intY judge of 
Jones county.-He was appoint-
ed an FBI agent, and served 
in a number of assignMents 
over the U.S. He resigned 
fiAorn the FBI to join the navy 
in WoWrld War II, and saw 
buty i nboth the Atlantic and 
the Pacific. 

Burleson ended his formal 
announcement by saying, 'Al-
though not having opposition 
in this year's election, it is 
my hope to visit my consti-
tuency as opportunity affords. 
The Congress being in session 
at this time and expected to 
be long after the primary 
election, there will be little 
time to leave duties in Wash-
ington. I expect, however, to 
get back home at short inter-
vals to do the best I can in 
seeing any friends and to 
make new ones. I believe it 
is incumbent upon a congress-
man to know people and that 
they know him, to have the 
best representatives. This is 
a fundamental to our system."

Very few candidates for 
political office have any hesi-
tancy in recommending them-
selves. 

• A sly modesty may be the 
better part of wisdom when 
a person is seeking recogni-
tion of his talents or accom-
plishments in the more refin-
ed sectors of our social in- 

• fighting. But it has usually 
proved mighty poor strategy 
indeed when one is asking 
election to public office. 

In that arena the benefits 
of culture have lagged to the 
spectacle of a Comanche war-
rior counting coup or some 
ancient Thracian chieftain 
banging spear to shield and 
boasting his prowness for the 
discouragement of his enem-
ies and the heartening of his 
Myrmidons. 

If a candidate can't believe 
in himself why should the 
voters? 

As much as we may plead 
the Christian ethic or at least 
a decent sportsmanship, it is 
difficult to make them effec-
tive in an arena of combat 
where there are no referees 
until the final ballot box. In 
the field of politics a spade is 
a spade and its proper use is 
to bury ones opponent. 

Nevertheless, quite a few 
years before the current gen-
eration gap was developed 
there arose in a northwest 
Texas county (whose name 
is withheld to protect the in-
nocent and make others sus-
pect) one courageous candi-
date who defied tradition. He 
announced for one of the key 
offices in the county hierarchy, 
and although, there was no 
real issue involved he man-
aged to create quite a sense-I 
tion, 

Ordinarily, he would have 
cited his own qualifications, 
defined an issue where no n e 
existed, and made otit with 
Innuendo and reflection of his 
Virtues to illuminate hie bp-
ponent as a fraud and eCoun-
dreL 

But he did nettling of 'the 
sort. To the amazement of the 
professionals he came out with 
a statement in praise of the 
man he was running against. 
He played down his own qual-
ifications, exalted those of the 
other candidate. With modest 
reference to his own virtues 
he cited those of his oppon-
ent, his work in the various 
community organizations, his 
lodge and his church. 

In effect he actually appolo-
gized for running at all. 

It was one of the most 
sportsmanlike instances of pol- 

l' itical chicanery that ever 
thwarted the instincts of ser-
ious practitioners of the poli-
tical art. At least that was 
the reaction of experience. 
The boys in the "back room," 

• peering through those legen-
dary clouds of cigar smoke, 
assessed the heresy with the 
sensation of a Billy Bad Boy 
who had backed into cold steel 
at a prayer meeting. 

Who in thunder had ever 
heard of being generous to 
ones opponent? It violated 
every precept and principle 
of the grand old game! It was 
a trick, rank sedition! Unless 
it was discredited it would re-
form the government and ruin 
the career of every politican 
who had arrived where he 
Was simply by being honest in 
his own conceit and little else. 

It was such a departure 
from the accepted mode of 
campaigning that the profess-
ionals had no answer for it. 
It outran all legitimate politi-
cal experience. In an atmos-
phere of brotherly love and 
goodwill they were stymied. 

Not so the voters. 

They ,chose the opponent. 

They figured that a man 
who couldn't pick a better 
candidate than his opposition 
didn't deserve to be elected.

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IT HAS BEEN

Away back in the 1850's 
their were Stage coach stat-
ions dotted across West Texas 
in areas where population 
was sparse and conveniences 
were iinh4ard of. Stage coach 
stations were far apart, al-
ways located at a watering 
place and where there was an 
abundrance of grass for the 
horses. Stage drivers fed their 
teams but they needed lots of 
grass too. 

Settlers lived lonely, dan-
gerous lives far removed from 
their nearest neighbors. The 
only transportation they had 
were ox-drawn wagons and 
horses for back riding. Wag-
ons drawn -by 'oxen traveled 
slowly— about two miles an 
hodr was the average gait of 
a team of oxen. " 

Mail usually came about 
twice a month, brought in 
from a distant post office by 
men on horseback. Houses 
were built of logs cut from 
the forest. 

Fences were few. Only 
small horse and cow pastures 
were fenced with rails spilt 
from timber from native 
woods or made of rocks from 
the hillsides. 

Cattle were fat from graz-
ing on lush pastures but there 
was no market for,them. There 
were no meat markets" any-
body could eat 1. beef from 
herds of cattle any time he 
wanted it. 

TexaS cattle were finally 
.driven to ,market in St. Louis, 
Mo. and Dodge City, Kansas. 
In later years Sherman, Tex-
as became a cattle market. 

Corn mush and corn pone 
made from home ground meal, 
rabbit and squirrel, berries 
and greens from the woods a-
long with wild turkey on 
special occasions gave our 
forefathers a well balanced 
diet. 

Women carded wool and 
cotton, spun thread on a spin-
ning wheel, knitted stockings, 
and made cloth to clothe their 
families.

over her body. The baby,s 
head had been smashed in 
and the tiny body had been 
badly burned. 

Indians were not only the 
work of mischief in the early 
history of this country. Bands 
of masked white men rode 
through the country at night, 
cutting fences, falsely accus-
ing law -abiding farmers and 
hanging them in the woods. 
These outlaws called them-
selves "The Mob." At times 
four to six innocent men 
would be hung in one night, 
to be discovered later, their 
bodies almost unrecognizable, 
for having been eaten by 
birds and wild animals. Many 
of these atroscities were attri-
buted to Indians who were 
innocent of the crimes. 

At the close of the Civil 
War a man named Dalton 
killed his wife at their farm 
home near the township of 
Stephenville. He was tried by 
the largest jury ever assem-
bled. 

Every citizen of the town-
ship were called on to vote 
what penalty should be given. 
Hundreds of people stood a-
round the public square. A 
line was drawn on the ground. 
All in favor of hanging Dal. 
ton stepped across the white 
line, most of the crowd stepp-
ed over. The killer was hang-
ed to a limb on the Square 
at Stephenville.

tudt came hostility toward all 
white settlers, when in real-
ity there were red men who 
were willing and wanted to 
be friendly. 

Many bloody battles were 
fought and many outrages 
committed against the whites, 
including women and children. 
Scalping and mutilation caus-
ed disgust and hatred for all 
Indians by the whites. 

During the early history of 
Comanche and Brown Count-
ies raiding Apaches and Com-
anches roamed the country 
side, killing entire families, 
and groups of working men. 
Stealing horses, burning the 
crude homes of settlers and 
inflicting modes of cruelty 
white men. 

Two Massacres that made 
outstanding history took place 
in Brown County. The Will-
iams and Jackson families 
were brutally slain. 

In the late fall of 1858 Mos-
es Jackson-, -his wife and an 
18-year-old daughter and four 
younger children were on 
their way to a timber cutting, 
(an all day of work and 
fun). The Albert Jay and 
Charles Kirkpatrick families 
were in the party. On the 
way the Jackson family was 
ambushed -by a band of In-
dians. A few days afterward 
two of their 'children were 
found dead in the wagon. 
Their throats had been cut 
from ear to ear. Jacksons body 
lay about one hundred yards 
away, nearby Mrs. Jackson 
and the older daughter, lay 
scalped and badly beaten a-
bout the heads and faces. Two 
of the children were taken 
captive by the band, to be 
recovered later by a posse of 
well-armed neighbors and 
friends. The bodies of the 
Jackson family were buried 
where they were found, Mrs. 
Jackson and the older daugh-
ter in one grave and Mr. 
Jackson and two small child-
ren in another. 

In the Williams murder, 
Mrs. Williams and her nine-
year-old daughter and six-
months old baby were killed.
