SCHOOL BUS SAFETY LAWS 
Thousands of school children 

will soon be trooping back to 
school throughout Texas. Many 
of them will be transported by 
school buses. Most people are 
careful when approaching a 
school bus which may be, stand-
ing beside the road or school to 
pick up school children or allow 
them to alight. However, we 
have already had some very bad 
accidents this year because a 
child or a motorist, or both, were 
careless at that very time. 

Most Texans are aware of the 
law which requires a driver to 
come to a complete stop when 
overtaking from the rear a school 
bus which has stopped to receive 
or discharge school children. Af-
ter stopping immediately behind 
the bus, he is then allowed by 
law to proceed past same at a 
speed "which is prudent, not ex-
ceeding ten (10) miles per hour, 
and with due caution for the 
safety of such children." 

What many persons do n o t 
realize is that the very same rule 
applies when MEETING a stop-
ped school bus. While everyone 
is interesed in protecting o u r 
children, unthinking violators of 
this simple safety rule probably 
outnumber those who comply. 
Failure to follow the law in this 
case can lead to fines up to $200 
even when no accident occurs.

A lot of people pay more 
tax on the sale of their home 
than they actually owe because 
they failed to keep a record of 
the extra room they added, the 
new garage, the shrubs, the lawn, 
etc. In, figuring the profit on 
the sale of your home you can't 
include-  repairs, grass, moving 
expenses, fertilizing youriagarden 
and expense life that. You can 
include the cost of the St. Au-
gustine grass, the fertilizer, and 
labor, and any other cost you 
may have had in getting the 
lawn started. As much as some 
folks move around nowadays, a 
good record book on how much 
you paid for your house, what 
the closing costs were and what 
other permanent additions to the 
house cost you might come in 
handy some day. 

The Economic Pressure on Farms 

The story of the cost-price squeeze on the nation's farmers 
has gradually slipped from the front pages of the newspapers. It 
has been an economic reality so long that it just isn't news any 
more. 

But it is still with the farmers, just the same. Somehow, the 
charts and graphs of rising prices and falling farm prices just 
doesn't have the same dramatic impact-except to those who are 
suffering from its effects. 

Eliminating the cold charts for a moment, here's what it means 
to its victims: 

Five years ago, it took 951 bushels of wheat at $2.06 a bushel 
to buy a 20-29 tractor at $1,960. Today, it takes 1,130 bushels at 
the prevailing price of $1.91 to buy that same tractor at $1,960. 
Today, it takes 1,130 bushels at the prevailing price of $1.91 to 
buy that same tractor at the current cost of $2,160. This repre-
sents 179 more bushels of wheat the farmer must raise to get 
that tractor. 

Here are a few more startling examples. 
CORN: In 1952, 147 bushels at $1.72 bought a 2 bottom plow 

at $255. Today it takes 214 bushels at $1.22 for the same plow 
at $262, or 67 more bushels. 

RYE: 1952, 866 bushels at $1.72 for a combine at $1,495. 
Today, 1,528 bushels at $1.04 for the combine at $1,590, or 662 
more bushels. 

MILK: 1952, 447 cwt, at $4.38 for a two-ton truck at $1,960. 
Today, 744 cwt. at $8.34 for the truck at $2,860 or an increase of 
297 cwt., amounting to 2,650 more gallons. 

MILK COWS: 1952, seven head at $254 to buy that $1,960 
two-ton truck. Today, 17 head at $163 for that truck now costing 
$2,860, or 10 more head. 

EGGS: 1952, 390 dozen at $0.338 for a wringer-type electric 
washer at $132. Today, 562 dozen at $0.249 for same washer now 
costing $140, an increase of 172 dozen. 

These few figures bring home the fact that the farmer must 
produce a great deal more at a reduced price to buy commodities 
which have increased in cost. It shows better than any chart how 
inflation combines with steadily falling farm prices to put a 
strangling squeeze on our farmers.-John C. White, Texas Agri-
culture Commissioner.

You barely have time to make 
a last-minute rush to the In-
ternal Reveune office for that 
gasoline tax refund! 

The first day of September is 
the deadline for Texas farmers 
to apply for refunds on gasoline 
used for farming between July 
1, 1956, and June 30, 1957. The 
rebate amounts to three cents 
per gallon on gas used in farm 
operations during that period. 

The opportunity for a small 
return is also available on gaso-
line purchased during the first 
six months of 1956. The Dallas 
office of the Internal Revenue 
Services says that two cents will 
be repaid on each gallon used 
during that period. 

Texas farmers are reminded, 
however, that only one refund 
claim per farm operator will be 
permitted. Each claimant is cau-
tioned to make/ certain that his 
refund request includes all eli-
gible fuel used. 

Form 2240, for filing the 1957 
tax refund claim, has been mail-
ed to each farm and ranch oper-
ator who applied for the tax 
refund in 1956. 

Farmers who desire to claim 
their refunds and have not re-
ceived Form 2240 can probably 
obtain them from their county 
agent or from the nearest In-
ternal Revenue office. 

The procedure f o r filing is 
simple, but just to make it easi-
er, a bulletin has been published 
explaining the methods. Publi-
cations 308, "Farmer's Gas Tax 
Refund," is available for those 
who request it. 

The pamphlet also explains 
how the new federal excise law 
relieves farmers from federal ex-
cise taxes on diesel and special 
motor fuels.

the penalties are naturally much 
more serious. 

Although the above rule does 
not always apply when passing 
a stopped school bus in a busi-
ness or residential district of a 
town, the necessity for extreme 
caution even in those locations 
is obvious. 

When it comes to overtaking 
and passing moving vehicles, ex-
ercise of ordinary common sense 
will generally keep a driver with-
in the law. For nistance, when 
passing a car it is only common 
sense to proceed on past it a safe 
distance before cutting back to 
the right side of the highway. 
Also, any driver would realize 
the danger of increasing his 
speed while another is attempt-
ing to pass him. 

In the same category is the 
prohibition against passing on 
the right under most ordinary 
conditions. Of course, you may 
leglaly pass on the right in a 
few specific instances, such as 
when the vehicle overtaken is 
making or about to make a left 
turn, or upon a one-way street 
with two or more lanes, or upon 
a four-lane highway. 

However, our traffic laws state 
that even when passing on the 
right is allowed, it shall be done 
only under conditions permitting 

I such movement in safety. And, 
in no event should such passing 
be accomplished by driving off 
the pavement or main-traveled 
portion of the roadway. 

Familiar to all are the no pass-
ing zones designated by d a s h 
lines placed to one side of the 
center stripe on our highways. 
Not so well known are the re-
strictions against crossing the 
center line when approaching 
within 100 feet of or when tra-
versing any intersection or rail-
road grade crossing. 

A driver should never cross 
the center line of a highway 
when the left side of the road 
is not clearly visible and free 
of oncoming traffic. Generally 
speaking, when not engaged in 
passing another vehicle, one 
should not drive to the left of 
the center of the roadway.
